Four new routes depart Liverpool John Lennon Airport

The end of March/beginning of April saw four new routes launched from Liverpool John Lennon Airport. To help get spring off to a flying start, low-cost regional carrier Flybe commenced a new route from Liverpool to the Isle of Man and easyJet launched a new daily service to Jersey. Then, on the 1st April, Ryanair launched a new service to the popular Spanish holiday hot spot of Malaga and a new route to Nantes in North West France. The Nantes flight is the first link JLA has had to this popular French city and also opens up the opportunity for passengers to fly low-cost to nearby areas such as Brittany.

Robin Tudor, JLA's General Manager - Corporate and Community Affairs, said: "To have four new routes commence from JLA in two days has got the summer timetable off to a great start. There are now over 60 destinations available from JLA which offers passengers even more in the way of choice, and importantly at low-cost prices." 

Ryanair's service to Malaga operates three times a week, every Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday and a twice weekly flight to Nantes on Tuesday and Thursday. Ryanair has also re-instated operations to Alghero on the island of Sardinia, Bergerac in France, Kaunas in Lithuania and Santiago in northern Spain, for the summer season. 

Airport Cabbie Scheme  'Hailed' a Success...And Over 450 Drivers Have Taken the '08 Welcome Course

Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) recently celebrated the first anniversary of its Airport Black Cab scheme, declaring it be a resounding success with over 750 of the City's drivers now having registered to work at the airport. The scheme was introduced ahead of Capital of Culture year to regulate the provision of the Black Cab service at the airport to ensure the growing number of arriving passengers received a high standard of service. In addition to ensuring that drivers comply with an agreed code of conduct, they have also been encouraged to attend an '08 Welcome course jointly organised by Merseytravel, The Culture Company and the Transport and General Workers Union, especially for cabbies. To date, some 450 of the airport registered drivers have undertaken this course, with more due to participate over the coming weeks.

To celebrate the occasion, the airport picked cab driver David Bentley's name 'out of the hat' of all cabbies registered to work from the airport. He was presented with £30 worth of free credits and a supply of special '08 Cains beer - for consumption when off duty! At 70 years old, David is thought to be one of the airport's oldest serving drivers, yet one of the first to join this new scheme and completed his Welcome '08 training in October last year in advance of the 2008 celebrations.

Prior to the scheme, JLA was almost unique in not charging hackney carriage vehicles for the use of its taxi rank and hence access to millions of arriving passengers per year. Under today's scheme, drivers purchase credits costing £1 per visit in order to gain access to the rank at the airport. This charge is then passed to passengers through a £1 toll added to all fares from the airport, for the benefit of a ready and available, high quality service, with a rank located immediately outside of the arrivals area. 

UNITE the Union (T&G) represent many Hackney drivers across Liverpool and were instrumental in agreeing this successful scheme with the airport on behalf of its members. As a consequence the Union has continued to work closely with the airport to further develop the scheme, with the common aim of offering a high quality service for passengers.

Passenger Transport Solutions (PTS) were brought in by the Airport Company to run the scheme and ensure consistently high levels of customer service. Since PTS took control, 15 drivers have been subject to disciplinary action by the airport for failing to comply with the agreed Code of Conduct. By working closely with Liverpool City Council's Licensing Department, action has also been taken on a further 28 drivers who failed to provide the correct driver and licensing documentation.

As mentioned above, Ryanair commenced flights to Malaga and Nantes on the 1st of the month. For the record, the first flights were both operated by EI-DWL. As we can also see from the above table, Alghero, Bergerac and Santiago were all re-introduced in April for the summer, with Kaunas re-starting on the 31st March (missed from last month’s table).  Making way for the summer routes were Friedrichshafen, Grenoble and Salzburg, which all finished during April. While on the subject of Ryanair, it is worth noting that we had sixty different Boeing 737s from their fleet during the month – quite an amazing total.

There was nothing much to report from  easyJet during April. The daily Jersey flights commenced at the end of last month and the seasonal Innsbruck service ceased on the 20th April.

Flybe has now settled in on the Isle of Man route. A couple of their newer Dash-8s, G-ECOB and G-ECOC visited during the month, while ERJ-145 G-EMBU operated the first rotation of the day on the 15th. The first flight of the day on the 23rd was operated in via Manchester as BEE341K – reportedly doubling up due to crew or aircraft shortage. The outbound flight operated normally as BEE602, as did the rest of the day’s flights. 

EuroManx, who also operate on the Isle of Man service, used Aer Arann ATR-72 EI-REI from the 1st to 26th and EI-RED from the 26th to the end of the month. “Regular” EI-REJ did not appear at all during April. The company’s own Dash 8 OE-HBB visited on a couple of occasions during the month.   

There was nothing new from Wizz Air this month, but we had visits from 16 of their Airbus A320s, operating on their three Polish routes to Liverpool.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The weekly (Tuesday) Thomsonfly service from & to Alicante, TOM6924/6923, was operated by G-CDZM on the 1st, 8th, 15th and 29th, while         G-CDZH operated the service on the 22nd. 

Football charters this month included Titan Airways BAe 146 G-ZAPN, which brought Arsenal FC in to play Liverpool in the Champions League quarter final on the 7th. Arsenal fans used Astraeus Boeing 757-200 G-STRY, routing f&t Luton on the 8th as AEU755/756. Irish-based Liverpool fans came in for the match on Aer Arann ATR-72 EI-REB, which routed f&t Dublin as REA4328/4329. Having overcome Arsenal, Liverpool then faced Chelsea in the semi-final of the competition. For the home leg on the 22nd, Chelsea arrived from Farnborough on the 21st on Titan Airways BAe 146 G-ZAPO. As with the Arsenal match, there was an Aer Arann ATR-72 charter f&t Dublin on the 22nd (EI-REN) and the tie also saw much-increased GA/executive activity – see main log for full listings. Chelsea departed to Gatwick aboard bmi ERJ-145 G-RJXC, which had positioned in from Manchester. Sadly, Liverpool went out of the competition after the second leg at Stamford Bridge (the team having flown down aboard a Scot Airways Dornier Do 328). So, unfortunately there will be no repeat of the mass airlift to the final in May, which the airport had witnessed in 2005 and 2007. Nevertheless, here’s to further success in Europe next year for both local clubs – and all the visiting aircraft that they generate!

Everton returned from their short trip to Spain aboard European Boeing 737-200 G-CEAH on the 3rd. Chelsea FC’s league match against Everton at Goodison on the 17th saw the team arrive from Farnborough aboard Titan Airways BAe 146 G-ZAPO on the 16th. They departed in the early hours of the 18th aboard bmi ERJ-145 G-RJXF, which had positioned in from Leeds on the evening of the 17th.

Other charters this month included a Hamburg International Boeing 737-700 D-AHIC, which visited f. Belfast t. Saarbrucken on the 11th, bringing in WWE wrestlers for a show at the new Echo Arena. Finally, there was a charter from Dublin on the 29th, with Eastern Airways SAAB 2000 G-CERZ operating f. Dublin t. Aberdeen as EZE1601/601P. The following day, Aer Arann ATR-72 operated the return flight (f&t Dublin) as EZE160P/1602.  

FREIGHT NEWS 

This month’s highlight was the visit of Kroonk Antonov An-26 UR-KVI, which arrived from Lvov on the 22nd as KRO2597 and departed to Basle three days later as KRO2598. The aircraft is ex HA-TCP of Cityline Hungary and last visited Liverpool in its former guise in July last year. Aero Nova Metro III EC-GVE night-stopped on the 9th, routing f. Hahn t. Colmar, while EC-IXL night-stopped on the 30th, routing f. Hof Plauen t. Le Bourget. Binair Metro II D-ICRK visited f. Braunschweig t. Cologne on the 17th.

Moving to the scheduled TNT freight operation, the Friday evening TAY526H service f. Edinburgh t. Liege appears to have been re-numbered as TAY26F.  The service was operated by Spanish BAe 146 EC-GQO on the 4th, with the more regular Belgian examples appearing on subsequent flights during April. The Saturday morning TAY329V service f. Liege t. Dublin also seems to have been re-numbered as TAY29L.  The service operated as such on the 5th and 26th.  The 12th saw Electra G-FIJR operate in as TAY019J  - the flight number normally used on weekdays. The aircraft then remained at Liverpool until operating the Monday evening TAY021B service. The 19th saw BAe 146 OO-TAW operate in as TAY019J and then depart to Norwich as TAY960E.

The weekday morning Electra service was replaced on the 2nd by Boeing 737-300 OO-TNK, which arrived on TAY019J. This aircraft then day-stopped before departing to Toulouse as TAY124P. Electra G-FIJR positioned in from Coventry that evening to operate the TAY021B service.

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS
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EA500 Eclipse N500UK was a first visit of type on the 4th April.   (Photograph – Adrian Thompson)

Of the larger types, Prescott Hercules N3755P night-stopped on the 8th, routing f. Cairo t. Stephenville as PSK308/309. A similarly mysterious aircraft, Blackwater Security CASA CN235 N981BW visited f. Reykjavik t. Prague on the 6th – presumably on a similar overall routing that N983BW was on when it visited in January en route to Afghanistan. The only notable crew training airliner to visit this month was Flybe Dash 8 G-JECR, which routed f&t Birmingham on the 23rd as BEE17T/117T.  

The month saw a total of 63 visiting biz jets, including two that had stopped over from March.  The figure is just two short of the monthly record of 65 set in July 2006 when Hoylake played home to the Open Golf championship.  Incidentally, don’t forget that this year’s Open is being held at Royal Birkdale from the 17th to 20th July, so hopefully we’ll attract some traffic for that weekend, which just happens to coincide with the Tall Ships visiting Liverpool too…it is going to be a very busy weekend!  

Getting back to the subject of April’s biz jets, we had no fewer than nine Gulfstreams. The highlight was Israeli Gulfstream IVSP 4X-CPX, which night-stopped on the 22nd, routing f. Tel Aviv t. Zagreb as AIZ781 Gulfstream V EI-GDL was here from the 2nd to the 5th, visiting in connection with the Grand National meeting at Aintree. G550 HB-IGM visited f. Luton t. Basle on the 3rd. Also on the 3rd, Gulfstream IV VP-BUS routed f. Zurich t. Farnborough. G550 VP-BNE visited f&t Le Bourget on the 6th. Gulfstream IV N311EL night-stopped on the 8th, routing f. Cork t. Farnborough. G450 N841WS visited f. Edinburgh t. Luton on the 10th. Gulfstream V N795BA night-stopped on the 16th, routing f. Madrid t. Wilmington, Delaware. Finally, Liverpool FC co-owner, Tom Hicks’ Gulfstream IV N699HH night-stopped on the 22nd, routing f. Akron, Ohio t. Luton.

The 22nd produced a number of visiting biz jets, thanks to the Liverpool v Chelsea game. The appearance of Falcon 2000 VP-BBP from Moscow probably had something to do with the Chelsea owner. Also visiting was Learjet 40 OY-ZAN f. Sofia t. Zagreb and Citation 680 LN-SSS f&t Oslo.  One of the other main highlights of the month, biz jet-wise was the first visit of an EA500 Eclipse. The aircraft, N500UK, visited f. Plymouth t. Blackpool on the 4th.   

On the lighter side, we had quite a number of interesting GA visitors – the numbers being boosted by a fly-in organised by Ravenair on the 19th, which generated a number of night-stoppers on the 18th too. See the log for full details, but highlights on the 19th were Belgian Bonanza OO-KAA and German Twin Comanche D-GPEZ, along with three Beech 76s (probably the most ever of the type at Liverpool at once) and about eight US registered light aircraft.

Pilatus PC-12s aren’t that regular in Liverpool, so the visit of two examples on the 8th is worth a mention. N12AG visited f&t Elstree and LX-JFJ routed f&t Luton – both presumably being here in connection with Liverpool v Arsenal that evening. We also had two TBM-700s this month. N582C visited f&t the Isle of Man on the 17th and G-PMHT night-stopped on the 30th, routing f&t Thruxton. DA42 Twin Star D-GBBB visited f. Braunschweig t. Hanover on the 17th, while another example – G-DJET routed f. Denham t. Bagby the following day. The month also saw a number of Cirrus SR20/22s. N935LZ was here from the 7th to 9th, routing f. Shoreham t. Groningen. N199ZZ arrived from Islay on the 20th and departed to Aberdeen five days later. N221CH visited f&t Elstree on the 26th, while N741CD visited f. Lelystad t. Barrow on the 28th.

MILITARY VISITORS

April saw few military visits, although there were aircraft from the Royal Air Force, Army Air Corps and Irish Air Corps. Starting with RAF visitors, Hawk T1 XX280 spent a couple of hours here on the 2nd, routing f&t Valley as VYT99. It made a pleasant change from just doing an ILS approach. Royal Squadron BAe 125 CC3 ZE395 visited f&t Farnborough on the 10th as RRR1540. Islander CC2A ZF573 routed f&t an unknown location on the 22nd as RRR7956 and f. Birmingham t. Northolt the following day as RRR7957. Sole Army Air Corps visitor this month was Islander AL1 ZG848, which routed f. Manston t. Belfast on the 2nd as AAC598.

The Irish Air Corps have been having modifications and upgrades made to their CASA CN235s and the visit of 252 was its first visit since the upgrades were carried out in Seville. The aircraft visited f. Cardiff t. Baldonnel on both the 21st and 23rd – presumably on a training exercise.   

RESIDENT NEWS

We gained one new resident during April. Formerly based at Manchester, Cirrus SR20 N203CD arrived from Sleap on the 6th and has been active at Liverpool since. Temporary resident Cessna 182 G-EFAM returned to Barton on the 5th, having been based here since last September. Helicentre Schweizer 269C G-CBCN departed to Walton Wood on the back of a lorry on the 17th – presumably in need of repair. It returned in  more conventional style on the 28th. Another Schweizer 269C G-CEBE that is temporarily based here (arrived 4th February) flew a couple of times during the month, operating t&f Wrexham on the 6th and a few local flights on the 10th and 11th. It was still present at the end of the month.

Ravenair Tomahawk G-SUKI made its first visit to Liverpool this year. It arrived from the Isle of Man on the 9th and returned there two days later – presumably operating with their Manx Flyers wing on the Island. Another Manx Flyers aircraft – Cessna 172 G-MFAC arrived from IOM on the 15th and departed to Barton the following day.

Temporary resident R-44 G-GRZZ (arrived 20th March) was still present throughout April. It flew t&f Sleap on the 27th. Vintage Cessna 165 Airmaster G-BTDE flew to Barton on the 24th and was still away at the end of the month. German Cessna 172 D-EAGC departed to Charleroi on the 28th and it too was still away at the end of the month. Malibu N186CB operated t&f Lelystad on the 12th. It departed to North Weald on the 20th and returned six days later.
