Peel Airports Considers Partners at Liverpool John Lennon Airport 

The Peel Airports Group has confirmed they are in discussion with potential investors to become partners in the Group as it continues to invest in its Airports business.  Peel Airports, who own and operate three UK regional airports of Liverpool John Lennon, Doncaster Sheffield and Durham Tees Valley, also announced a substantial terminal investment programme at Liverpool John Lennon Airport. The new facilities are due to be completed in Autumn 2010. This will take the total investment from Peel into John Lennon Airport to over £150 million in 10 years.

Speaking on behalf of the Airport's Group, Neil Pakey, Deputy CEO of Peel Airports said, "Liverpool is now one of the UK's 'major' airports and has been less affected by the current aviation slowdown than most other airports. Peel has grown the Airport from 0.7 million passengers to 5.4 million passengers in just over 10 years and it is well positioned for continued development." 

The proposed developments at JLA will see a number of improvements for passengers, including the creation of approximately 1,500sq.m of additional retail space, several new shop units and a new passenger security search area, with new, latest generation passenger screening equipment, aimed at reducing queuing times during peak periods. The contemplation of a partner follows a number of approaches and is consistent with Peel's strategy of developing greenfield assets into attractive infrastructure investments.

The first full month of KLM Cityhopper operations at Liverpool saw 22 different Fokker 70s appearing on the Amsterdam route. We also had two Fokker 100s, namely PH-OFP, which operated KLM1041/1042 on the 2nd and PH-OFL, which operated KLM1037/1038 on the 19th.  Ryanair ended their winter services to Grenoble and Turin on the 18th. There is little else to report on the scheduled service front this month, although we saw a new Wizz Air Airbus A320 this month. HA-LPT first visited on the 6th, operating f&t Warsaw on WZZ405/406. First visits also came from Flybe Dash 8 G-ECOK and Ryanair Boeing 737-800s EI-EBM, EBP, EBR, EBT and EBW.  The latter was delivered on the 20th and positioned into Liverpool on the 23rd as RYR3P.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

May will see the start of our, much reduced, summer IT season, but the winter programme finished off with the Tuesday Alicante service TOM6924/6923 being operated by G-THOE on the 7th, 14th and 28th and G-THOG on the 21st.

There was a weeklong charter to Lourdes on the 12th – 19th. Transavia Boeing 737-800 PH-HZC positioned in from Amsterdam on the 12th as TRA91 and departed to Tarbes as TRA8292. The return flight on the 19th was operated by Monarch Airbus A321 G-OZBM, which arrived from Tarbes as MON9211 and positioned out to Birmingham as MON211P. The Grand National saw just one airliner charter. Eastern Airways Jetstream 41 G-MAJT visited f&t Aberdeen on the 4th as EZE1554/1555. 

The rest of this month’s charters were all football related. Danish Air Transport MD-87 SE-RBA visited f. Hanover t. Albacete on the 25th as DTR3442/946 and called in again the following day, routing f. Ingolstadt t. Milan/Malpensa as DTR946/3443. The aircraft brought in football supporters on the 25th and picked them up again on the 26th.   Sun Air Dornier Do 328JET OY-NCL arrived from Billund on the 20th as SUS951 and returned there on the 22nd, having brought in passengers for the Liverpool v Arsenal match.

As far as teams go, we had a number of bmi ERJ-145s, used by Liverpool FC, Arsenal and Chelsea. Unfortunately, Liverpool FC went out of the Champions League competition to Chelsea, thus ending any hope of a Rome airlift from Liverpool in May. Liverpool also used a couple of Scot Airways Dornier Do 328s during the month, while Everton FC departed to Luton on the 18th aboard Eastern Airways SAAB 2000 G-CERZ for their successful FA Cup semi-final match against Manchester United at Wembley.  

FREIGHT NEWS 

This heading still hangs by a thread! One item worthy of note during April was Atlantic Electra G-LOFC, which positioned in from Coventry on the 25th as NPT700P and operated out to the Isle of Man on a newspaper flight the following morning as NPT700. Apart from the weekday morning Seneca flight to/from the Isle of Man, there was nothing else noticeable as being a freight flight during the month. 

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Diversions this month included brand new easyJet Airbus A320 G-EZTB, which was a Manchester diversion on the 18th.  The aircraft, which had only been registered nine days earlier, arrived from Sofia as EZY193V and departed to Manchester as EZY1932.  Manx2 LET 410 OK-ACA visited f&t the IOM on the 1st as VAA850/851A and was presumably a Hawarden diversion, as the flight number relates to medical flights between the island and there.

This month’s crew training saw Flybe Dash 8 G-JECW operate f&t Birmingham on the 15th as BEE027T/127T, but more interesting was Viking Airlines Boeing 737-300 SE-RHT, which visited f&t Cardiff on the 23rd as VIK23T/24T. This particular airframe last visited Liverpool in 2003 when it was G-BYZJ with bmi baby.

We had 38 biz jets this month. Gulfstream G550 EI-GDL was here for the Grand National meeting from the 2nd to 4th, routing f&t Shannon. Gulfstream IV N699HH night-stopped on the 21st, presumably in connection with Liverpool FC’s league game against Arsenal.  Also here for that match was Gulfstream G200 Galaxy N217BA, which routed f&t Luton on the 21st. Also here on the 21st was Citation V OY-NUD, which visited f&t Odense. Falcon 900DX HB-JSU visited f&t Basle on the 6th. Austrian Challenger 605 OE-INT was present from the 13th to 16th, routing f. Inverness t. Geneva as VJS658. Hawker 4000 N974JD night-stopped on the 18th, routing f. Munster t. Hawarden.

GA types included Xingu OO-SXC, which night-stopped on the 2nd, routing f&t Antwerp. Pilatus PC-12 N12AG visited f&t Elstree on the 12th, while another example, G-TRAT paid two visits on the 23rd. On the lighter side, we had four US registered aircraft on the 14th, all routing f. Shoreham t. Biggin Hill. These comprised Mooney N201YK, Cirrus SR22 N442CD, SR20 N262CD and Commander 114 N928GT. On the even lighter side, Vans RV-9A G-EGBS paid two visits on the 22nd, while microlight Ikarus C42 G-CEGZ visited f&t Barton on the 11th.    

MILITARY VISITORS

Military visitors this month were just a foursome of Islanders from the RAF and Army Air Corps. The two RAF examples were ZH536, which paid visits on the 2nd – 5th, 6th, 7th – 9th, 11th, 12th and 14th and ZH537, which visited on the 6th and 19th.

Army Air Corps Islander AL1s were ZG846, which visited f&t Belfast on the 11th as AAC589 and f. Cosford t. Belfast on the 24th as AAC599. Making its first visit to Liverpool on the 21st was ZH004, which routed from an unknown location to Belfast as AAC599.

The only interesting military item down the ILS this month was Tornado GR4A ZG712, which carried out a go-around on the 17th, routing in from Valley as LCS70.

A few “hangar queens” took to the air during April for the first time this year. Ravenair Aztec G-RVRJ departed to Panshanger on the 20th, Thorp  T-211 G-BYJF flew to Barton on the 14th and Rand KR2 G-DGWW flew on the 20th. Ravenair Cessna 172 G-RVRI, which is normally based with Manx Flyers at Ronaldsway, paid its first visit to Liverpool this year, arriving from the Island on the 26th.

Two temporary residents departed during the month. Tomahawk G-CWFA departed to Barton on the 20th, having been here since the 30th September, while Cherokee Arrow G-BTRT departed for the same destination on the 28th, having been here since the 1st October. 

Seneca G-JDBC arrived from Manchester on the 6th and has been operating from the GA since.  It is not yet known if this is a new permanent resident or just temporary. On the helicopter front, Schweizer 269 G-CEBE arrived on the 7th and was still here at the end of the month, while Robinson R-22 G-FOGY continues to operate with the Helicentre.

The month saw a 20% drop in passenger figures compared with March last year.  The year-to-date shows a similar drop, while the last twelve months shows a 7.5% decline in passenger numbers. The abysmal freight tonnage is clearly shown in the above figures, indicating that air freight is basically no longer a part of the airport’s day-to-day operations since the loss of TNT and the cutbacks in car manufacturing due to the recession.   

EPILOGUE

There were not a great deal of interesting movements this month – even the Grand National meeting failed to pull in many additional flights. Probably the most interesting airliner movements this month were the Danish MD-87, Sun Air Do 328JET and Viking Boeing 737-300, plus the diversion of one of easyJet’s new Airbus A320s. The biz jet highlight was the Galaxy, which remains a fairly rare type at Liverpool.  On the GA front, it was nice to see a microlight. The visit of a Vans RV-9A was also worth noting – especially as we had only just had an RV-7A the previous month.
