Ryanair's 150 Millionth Passenger Checks-in at John Lennon Airport

On the 4th August, Ryanair celebrated carrying its 150 millionth passenger across its entire European network, since it began flying in July 1985 and the surprised individual was travelling through Liverpool John Lennon Airport. Ciara Blanshard aged 12 was the lucky passenger checking-in for the Murcia flight from Liverpool and was greeted by Everton Coach Kevin Sheedy, Andy Gower from Liverpool John Lennon Airport and Caroline Boardman of Ryanair to announce that she was the passenger who would make history!

To help mark the occasion, Ryanair presented The Blanshard family with 11 pairs of tickets - 1 for each of the 11 additional new routes that Ryanair will commence from Liverpool in October 2006. Ryanair currently fly to 22 destinations from JLA but with the introduction of the new routes it will mean a total of 33 destinations on offer from the Irish airline.

Ciara from Moreton, who is an Everton fan, was travelling with her family to Murcia for a week away. The Blanshards are frequent users of JLA and were delighted with their free flights to an exciting and diverse range of destinations. Ryanair will shortly be flying to Aberdeen and Inverness in Scotland, Alghero on the Italian island of Sardinia, Ancona on Italy's Adriatic coast, Kaunas in Lithuania, Krakow, Poznan and Wroclaw in Poland, Santander and Santiago in northern Spain and Tampere in Finland. 

JLA has seen record breaking passengers that can be attributed to the increased number of new services to a variety of destinations on offer from Ryanair and other airlines. A total of 484,000 passengers travelled through the airport in July, which is a massive 9.5% increase compared to July 2005. 

Robin Tudor, General Manager Corporate and Community Affairs at JLA said: "It is fitting that Ryanair's 150 millionth passenger was travelling though Liverpool as here at the airport we have also seen tremendous growth rates in recent years. We are delighted that Ryanair are continuing to increase the number of destinations on offer from Liverpool to serve our record breaking number of passengers."

At the end of August, Liverpool John Lennon Airport unveiled a state-of-the art fire training rig that has been built at the airport. The huge steel structure has been specially designed to replicate a Boeing 767 and allows Fire-fighters to train in realistic conditions that simulate the worst case scenario of the largest aircraft that currently operates from JLA, catching fire.

To celebrate the completion of this essential piece of equipment, Airport Fire-fighters gave a demonstration of how they would respond to an aircraft fire in safe but difficult surroundings - with flames often reaching 20 feet.

As the rig is built to scale it enables Fire-fighters to realistically practise all elements of a rescue and plan details such as where to position rescue vehicles. The environmentally friendly equipment has a number of built-in features including its own PA system allowing life-like calls for help to be generated.

The £300,000 piece of kit has taken almost 6 months to complete but will be a huge benefit to the Fire Fighting team, as John Travers, Senior Airport Fire Officer explained: “The new equipment allows Fire-fighters to experience a real life disaster in safe surroundings. It is hoped that this training is never needed to be put into practise in reality, however we are confident that by investing in this type of training facility that our Fire-fighters are trained and practise on a regular basis, to the highest possible standards”.

New Freight Facility Takes Shape

As can be seen from the above photograph, the building of a brand new freight facility is now well under way at Liverpool John Lennon Airport. The structure, which will include a dedicated freight apron in front of it, is situated between the Tango passenger stands and the General Aviation facility at Kilo. Although freight tonnage through Liverpool Airport has been in decline in recent years thanks to the loss of all newspaper flights and most mail contracts, along with the demise of based freight operator Emerald Airways, this new facility is a demonstration of confidence that business is set to increase in future. Indeed, the last couple of months have already seen an increase in TNT traffic.

As with all UK airports, the sudden heightened terror-alert and increased security checks plus the restrictions in hand luggage caused delays and cancellations to many scheduled flights operating through Liverpool from the 10th. The security level was lowered from Critical to Severe some four days later, thus easing the situation somewhat, but passengers should still be prepared for greater security checks and a reduced size in hand-baggage allowance.  The airport released the following announcement regarding the situation on the 14th: -

“As of Monday 14th August 2006 the Department of Transport made a decision to change the UK threat level from Critical to Severe. With immediate effect, Liverpool John Lennon Airport complied with this instruction. Each passenger is permitted to carry ONE item of hand luggage through the airport security search point. The item of hand luggage must not exceed a maximum length of 45cm, width of 35cm and depth of 16cm.

NO liquids* of any type are allowed through airport security, other than the following: -

• Essential medicines in liquid form sufficient and essential for the flight (e.g. diabetic kit), except in liquid form unless verified as authentic.

• Liquid baby food and milk (the contents of each bottle must be tasted by the accompanying passenger)

* NB. The definition of liquids includes hair gels, pastes, lotions, make-up (for e.g. liquid foundation, lip gloss etc.), drinks, soups, syrups, perfume, deodorant, shaving foam, aerosols etc.

Passengers must be hand searched, and their footwear and all the items they are carrying must be x-ray screened. All laptops and large electrical items (e.g. large hairdryer) must be removed from the bag and placed in a tray so that such items neither obscure nor are obscured by the bag.
Pushchairs and walking aids must be x-ray screened. With the extra security checks in place please allow extra time for passing through the Airport Terminal.”
Flyglobespan, who had announced scheduled services to Prague and Tenerife starting in November 2006 and New York (Newark) in May 2007 has advised that the Prague service has been dropped before it has even started. Reports suggest that the axing of the route may be due to the overnight runway closure at Liverpool to allow re-surfacing and the possibility that the returning flight might have to divert to another airport due to its timing. Other reports suggest that a lack of demand has caused its cancellation.

Ryanair has announced a further two destinations from Liverpool, both catering for the ski market. Grenoble and Salzburg will commence on the 19th December. Both destinations will operate three times a week – Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday. On the downside, the three times a week Bergerac service will be dropped from the 4th November – presumably commencing again next summer. Speaking at the ski season launch at the Bebington Oval Dry Slope, Wirral, Elaine Duff, Ryanair's UK Sales & Marketing Executive, said: "We are delighted to announce our 2 new ski routes from Liverpool to Grenoble and Salzburg. Ryanair.com is the ultimate one-stop shop for all your winter sporting needs. Our extended range of fabulous low fare routes to the slopes is combined with top winter destination & hotel rates. Today we are delighted to bring skiing closer to Liverpool with four ski routes available for booking from Liverpool Airport to Inverness, Aberdeen, Salzburg and Grenoble.”

As far as the company’s August operations go, there were a number of delays and cancellations due to the heightened security level mentioned above. Seven out of the 26 Boeing 737-800s used at Liverpool this month were making their first visits of the year – namely EI-CSG, CSZ, DAH, DAP, DAS, DAT and DHO.

easyJet continued to use Futura Boeing 737s during August. Boeing 737-400 EC-IZG operated from Liverpool from the 1st to the 3rd, its place being taken by Boeing 737-300 EC-JXD, which continued to be based through to the end of the month. Boeing 737-300 EC-JUC was present all month, although it departed to Dublin in the early hours of the 16th as FUA001P, returning late evening as FUA002P. Its place on that day was taken by Boeing 737-800 EI-DGZ, which arrived from Dublin as FUA003P and returned there as FUA004P. While at Liverpool it carried out flights to Barcelona, Malaga and Belfast.  During the month, easyJet also used Flyglobespan Boeing 737-300 G-OTDA, which positioned f&t Glasgow on the 19th as EZY8001/8002 and operated an Alicante rotation. The company also used Nordic Leisure MD-81 SE-DMT, which operated f&t Palma on EZY7148/7147 on the 19th.

The month has seen seven easyJet Airbus A319s appearing at Liverpool. The company took delivery of a brand-new aircraft on the 9th, when      G-EZBB arrived from Hamburg/Finkenwerder as EZY8001. The aircraft carried out its first revenue-earning flight on the 11th, when it operated the EZY7143/7144 Palma rotation.  This particular aircraft remained based until the 16th. At the end of the month there were three based Airbus A319s – namely G-EZAG, G-EZDC and G-EZNC – the latter positioning in from Gatwick on the 31st as EZY8001.

Moving on to other operators, Wizz Air continues to enjoy increasing passenger numbers on all three routes. Not enjoying such good results is VLM, whose London City service has seen a sharp drop in the number of passengers carried. The company now only operates three weekday rotations, with no weekend service. Flybe continues to operate its twice-daily Belfast City service, its daily Southampton service and its Saturday flight to Jersey. On the last day of the month the Southampton service was operated by BAe 146 G-JEAS in place of the normal Dash-8. EuroManx continued to use Aer Arann ATR-72 EI-REJ on the Isle of Man route for most of the month – the only exceptions being the 22nd – 24th when EI-REH appeared on the route and Atlantic ATR-72 G-HERM also flew three rotations on the 23rd. 

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

There were one or two interesting movements within the Charter/IT flights this month. Omni Air Boeing 757-200 N459AX appeared in place of a Thomsonfly aircraft at the start of the month. It positioned in from Hahn on the 1st and operated an Alicante rotation, returning in the early hours of the following morning and then positioning back to Hahn in the early evening. Blue Line MD-83 F-GMLK replaced the normal Boeing 737-300 on VSG1831 from Palma on the 1st, although EC-JSL did operate the outbound leg, having arrived from Birmingham.  After operating the delayed flight, the MD-83 positioned out to Paris/CDG in the early hours of the 2nd.  Blue Line were in evidence again on the 11th when Fokker 100 F-GNLG arrived from Bilbao, bringing in the Athletico Bilbao team to play Everton FC in a friendly. The aircraft positioned out to Paris/CDG and the team flew home the following day on Flightline BAe 146 G-BPNT, which had positioned up from Southend.  Meanwhile, Liverpool FC began their Champions League campaign by flying t&f Kiev on Titan Airways Boeing 757-200 G-ZAPU to play Maccabe Haifa. Unfortunately, the situation between Lebanon and Israel led to no traffic appearing for the home leg a couple of weeks earlier.  

Balkan Holidays used Airbus A320 LZ-BHD on their Bourgas flight on the 18th – the first time anything other than LZ-BHC had operated the service this summer.  On the 20th, Boeing 737-800 N977RY operated FUA1760, routing in from Dublin and then out to Palma in the small hours.

MAIL/FREIGHT NEWS 

The main change to mail operations during August was the replacement of the Atlantic BAe ATP G-BUKJ with MNG Cargo F-27 Friendship      TC-MBF on the Belfast service. The ATP continued to operate through to the 4th, with the F-27 taking over the route, but still using the AAG501/502 callsign, from the 7th. The Edinburgh mail service was operated by Budapest Air Service An-26s HA-TCX and HA-TCY during the month. Sister-ship HA-TCZ, which had arrived on the 28th July, departed to Satu Mare on the 2nd, not having been involved in the mail operation. Air Contractors used ATR-72s EI-SLH and EI-SLG, plus ATR-42 EI-SLB on the Gatwick flights during the month. The weeknightly Clifton CLF82/83 courier service from Belfast to the Isle of Man was operated by Seneca G-DAZY throughout the month. 

Sadly, it was announced in early September that these four remaining mail flights would cease during October. In a statement, the reason given for the termination of these flights was that less mail would be carried by air in future. However, the decision to stop in October is most likely to have been made in view of the nightly runway closure at Liverpool and consequent restrictions to night-time flying. The mail flights will not be reintroduced once the runway becomes fully open again. 

TNT continued to provide a variety of aircraft on their freight flights to and from Liege, with a Tu-204, B737-300Fs, B757-200Fs, BAe 136s and Electras appearing on the route. As there is often a variance in the aircraft used, the monthly log now covers all TNT flights individually. Finally, there was very little in the way of motor-part charters this month, but this is fairly normal for August.

GENERAL AVIATION/OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Needless to say, there were far fewer biz-jet movements during August compared with the previous month’s record number due to the golf. Of the 29 biz-jet visitors during August the most notable were a trio of Challengers. N25GG night-stopped on the 14th, routing f&t Farnborough, while N54JC flew the same route on the 26th. Finally, N360SL night-stopped on the 30th, routing f. Stansted t. Friedrichshafen.  Also worthy of note was Swiss ERJ-135 Legacy HB-IWX, which visited f. Rotterdam t. Luton on the 17th and night-stopped on the 18th, routing f. Naples t. Rotterdam.

On the lighter side, there were just a couple of out of the ordinary visitors. Cessna 208B Caravan N208NJ visited f&t Wellesbourne Mountford on the 23rd, while Beech Baron N27MW routed f&t Fairoaks on the same day. The Yak display team, comprising of Yak 50s G-YAKM, G-YAKU and G-YAKZ plus Yak 52 G-YAKN, visited f. Fowlmere t. Compton Abbas on the 28th. The aircraft were here to carry out a display at the Hoylake Lifeboat Day.    

MILITARY VISITORS

We did not have a great number of military visitors during August, but one movement stands out above the others. French Air Force AS352M1 Cougar 2375/FV visited on the 8th during a training exercise. The helicopter routed in from Evreux and out to Edinburgh as CTM Cotam 1422. This month’s RAF visitor highlights included a pair of Hawks. XX345 called in for fuel on the 16th, routing f&t Valley as VYT28 – the weather at Valley presumably having deteriorated, requiring the diversion. Our other Hawk was XX159, which put in an appearance on the 20th, routing f&t Elvington as Hawk. The aircraft carried out a display at Hoylake and was presumably visiting for fuel. Other fixed-wing RAF aircraft this month included Hercules C3 XV290, which spent 15 minutes on the ground on the 12th, routing f. Brize Norton t. Lyneham as RRR5082. Islander CC2 ZH536 paid visits on the 13th, 15th and 17th – 20th, while BAe 146 ZE700 visited f. Wick t. Plymouth on the 30th as KRF12. The only RAF helicopters this month were Sea Kings XZ596 and ZA105, which visited on the 23rd and 29th respectively. The only Army Air Corps visitor this month was Islander AL1 ZG844, which put in appearances on the 9th and 30th – the aircraft night-stopping on the latter occasion.     

RESIDENT NEWS

The airport gained four new residents and lost one long-standing one during August. Dealing with the departure first – CATS Cessna 150 G-FAYE departed to Sibson on the 4th. The aircraft, which had been a Liverpool resident since February 1980, is reported to be going for spares as it apparently has the highest number of airframe hours of any Cessna 150 in the country. Coming in the other direction on the same day was Cessna 150 G-BDZC. The aircraft is on long-term lease to the club, as is their existing Cessna 150 G-AVIA.

Meanwhile, Ravenair added a further two aircraft to their Tomahawk fleet during the month. Former Liverpool resident G-BRHT arrived from Mona on the 8th and G-DFLY arrived from Elmsett on the 22nd. The addition of these two aircraft brings the Tomahawk fleet up to 13 examples.    

Aerocorp’s Cessna 182P G-IATU, which departed to Oxford on The 22nd July, has been replaced by a helicopter. Schweizer 269C G-CEAW was registered to Aerocorp on the 18th August and arrived from Oxford on the 22nd. It is thought that the Helicentre might also use the helicopter. On the subject of the Helicentre, Schweizer 269 G-TSLC, which arrived on the 30th July, departed to Carlisle on the 3rd August having operated a number of locals with the company while it was here. There is just one other piece of resident news worthy of note this month. Dakota N473DC departed to Balen in Belgium on the 13th, returning from there the following day.

Another great set of results, with passenger numbers up by nearly 10% compared with July 2005. The moving annual total figure shows that the airport handled nearly 25% more passengers over the last twelve months than in the preceding period. The freight totals continue to disappoint and sadly we will not be seeing the mail flight entry for much longer.

EPILOGUE
There was not a great deal to shout about, aircraft-wise, this month. The highlight was probably the French Air Force Cougar. The MNG Cargo    F-27 Friendship operating on the Belfast mail service is also worthy of note. The biz-jet highlight was a trio of Challengers. As for airport operations, the announcement of two new Ryanair routes is great news, but it will be sad to finally say farewell to the mail operation from next month. Although it has been in decline in recent years, it has long been a feature of the hustle and bustle of the airport at night.
