Liverpool John Lennon Airport expansion plans get the 'thumbs up' from across the region

Results published in mid-December show that the majority of individuals who participated in John Lennon Airport's public consultation over its future expansion were in favour of plans that could see the Airport grow to handle over 12 million passengers per year by 2030.

Management at JLA have hailed the Draft Airport Master Plan consultation exercise a success with almost 1,000 responses received over the 10 week consultation period from July to September. The Consultation Team at the airport used a variety of methods to inform and encourage a diverse cross section of responses from key organisations including a number of local authorities, business organisations, environmental groups and members of the public. These included the staging of twelve public exhibitions throughout the region, the wide distribution of a Master Plan Summary Leaflet, thousands of e-mails being sent and dedicated pages on the airport's website which received over 150,000 hits.

Local authorities around the airport published their official responses a few weeks ago and all were broadly supportive of the proposals in principle, subject to environmental concerns.

The airport has been particularly pleased with the feedback from the public who answered a series of questions from the Summary Leaflet or via the website, designed at gauging levels of public support for key elements of the airport's medium and long term plans. Key highlights from answers to these questions include: 

· 66% were in favour of the airport's vision to re-position itself on the world stage serving long haul passenger and freight destinations.

· 69% recognised the economic benefits for South Liverpool and Merseyside as a whole in terms of job creation and tourism growth as a result of further expansion.

· 60% supported the plan to extend the runway in order to increase the range of destinations and services.

· 43% agreed with the measures proposed by the airport to minimise the impact on the environment.

The airport is continuing to review all responses in detail. Each has been logged and categorised and although unable to respond individually, all responses to the comments received will be available on the airport website in due course.

Following this review, the Master Plan will be submitted to the Department for Transport, having been amended to take account of comments and feedback where applicable. Peter Nears, Strategic Planning Director for airport owners Peel Holdings commented, "This consultation has been extremely successful in terms of informing as wide an audience as possible about these plans and the subsequent levels of participation and on behalf of the Airport I would like to thank all who responded. 

"There have been no real surprises from the feedback, with the majority recognising the positive benefits that a successful, expanding airport brings to a region. At the same time however, many were clear to remind us that such growth naturally impacts on the environment and that the airport should minimise such effects wherever possible which we will be important when the airport looks to progress such proposals further."

Airport to introduce controversial “Security Charge”…

On the 13th December, Liverpool John Lennon Airport issued the following announcement regarding its intention to levy a £2 charge on every departing passenger: -

Further enhanced airport security measures and associated increased insurance premiums are hitting airports such as Liverpool John Lennon hard as it attempts to expand and grow its business further. As a consequence, the Airport Company today confirmed that a £2 charge per departing passenger will be introduced in the New Year to help offset the cost of airport security and help keep passenger queues to a minimum.

Airport Security costs at JLA have almost trebled in the past five years to an annual cost of almost £5 million following the events of September 11th, last year's London bombings and this summer's recent terrorist aviation threat. Insurance premiums related to the increased risk of terrorism have seen continual cost rises that are today over four times the levels seen in 2001. Airport owners Peel Holdings, as with all UK airports, have been forced to absorb these escalating costs from within JLA’s own funds.


Unlike the majority of airports in Europe and elsewhere in the world, UK airports receive no Government financial assistance, despite directives 
regarding levels of aviation security compliance being set by the Department for Transport. The recent announcement by the Treasury of an increase in Air Passenger Duty (APD) does not allow for any funds to be channelled to help airports cover these costs.

Peel Holdings have invested over £80m in recent years at the Airport to improve facilities and infrastructure for airport users as passenger numbers have increased ten-fold over the past nine years. However the cost of this investment together with continued increases in operating costs associated with running the business and more recently additional security measures, means the Airport has continued to make a loss. The business has seen an accumulated loss of over £15m in recent years and as such the business can not fund these additional security measures.

Neil Pakey, Peel Airports' Chief Executive commented, "John Lennon Airport is continually expanding, creating employment, bringing much needed economic and important tourism growth to the region, whilst at the same time operating in one of the most competitive industries in Europe. The airport is yet to make a profit and the increased costs associated with increased security and increased insurance premiums are not covered by existing contracts. This means that it is becoming increasingly difficult to achieve the balance of running and expanding the business on a commercial basis and attaining the levels of customer service that we’d like to offer our passengers.

 
"Security controls that have been recently introduced are more onerous than they were even when all liquids were banned. Without investing in security we will not be able to keep queues to a minimum. Our aircraft are contracted to turnaround within 20-25 minutes of arrival and therefore our airlines need to depart on time. At present 95% of passengers queue at security for less than 5 minutes and this charge will help insure these queues are kept to a minimum. 


"The improved levels of customer service and reduced queuing times that we have achieved in recent weeks have been delivered at a considerable financial cost. Rather than revert back to unacceptable service standards, we believe that this charge is a small price for passengers to pay for the levels of passenger security now in place,” he continued.

…While easyJet condemns the move with strong opposition
In response to the above decision by Liverpool John Lennon Airport, easyJet issued the following strong-worded statement a few days later: -

Say NO to the Liverpool Airport Security Charge - easyJet launches high-profile campaign


easyJet is urging its passengers to "Say No" to the £2 security charge that Liverpool Airport has said it will force on airline passengers in the New 
Year. On 13th December, Liverpool John Lennon Airport announced it would force passengers to pay a £2 fee to pass through Underground-style ticket barriers before entering Security. It blamed "heightened security costs" and said the new regime would start on 1st January 2007

If this charge is actually imposed, easyJet is strongly urging its passengers to Say No to Liverpool Airport. easyJet has a long-term contract with Liverpool Airport which explicitly includes all security services provided to easyJet customers. As such easyJet already pays for security services on behalf of its passengers and having taken legal advice we are demanding that the airport sticks to its contract with easyJet by imposing no further charges on passengers


Over the coming days easyJet will launch an advertising campaign, will email all passengers due to from Liverpool Airport at the start of the year and will have representatives at Liverpool Airport on the day it is introduced to ensure the unhindered passage of our customers through the airport. The message is simple "Say NO to the John Lennon Airport Security Charge. Why pay twice? Your air fare already includes it".


Andy Harrison, easyJet Chief Executive, said: "Liverpool Airport is acting improperly by trying to double charge the airlines' customers for something that we have already paid for and we will not let them do it. "There is a lot of interest in the value of UK airports to overseas companies at the moment and it is highly likely that Liverpool Airport's owners will be attempting to make its finances look as attractive as possible, but we will not allow our passengers to be charged just to benefit Peel Airport Holdings. "Liverpool Airport's strapline is 'Above us only sky', but 'Help! I need somebody to improve my bottom line’ is more appropriate.”

As we close for this issue, the machinery to collect the “security charge” has been fully installed, but remains unused. Ryanair is also said to have strongly objected to the new charge and the airport remains locked in talks with the airlines. 

Meanwhile, Airport backs down over proposed black cab charges

Following on from last month’s news that the airport was to introduce a permit scheme costing black cab operators £6.85 per day to ply for business outside Liverpool John Lennon Airport, the plan has been abandoned. There had been a threat of a blockade of the approach roads by taxi drivers, which could have caused chaos to travellers, but this was averted with the news that the scheme had been dropped. The airport announced that it would however be introducing a “barrier” scheme in February. The announcement went as follows: -

“Following negotiations between the T&G and LJLA, the threat of action at Liverpool John Lennon Airport on Friday 15th December 2006 has been

lifted. It has been decided by all parties concerned that the best way forward is to abandon the proposed permit system and arrange further talks in

the near future on the implementation of a chargeable barrier system, due to be in place by 19th February 2007.

There will also be a full range of discussions between LJLA and the T&GWU as to how the current service provided by the Hackney Taxis can be improved for the benefit of user and driver alike. A series of meetings have been arranged for the New Year for these negotiations to be concluded.”

The month saw two new routes commence, both of which were Ryanair – taking their number of destinations currently served from Liverpool up to 33. Grenoble and Salzburg were due to start on the 19th, but sadly due to thick fog at Liverpool neither got of the ground that day and they actually commenced on the 21st. Both services operate three times a week on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday. New Boeing 737-800s visiting this month were EI-DPD (fv 14th) and EI-DPE (fv 27th).

As can be seen from the comment in the Visitors Log under the 19th, the airport suffered badly on the 19th thanks to the fog, with very few flights able to operate at all, plus a number of diversions away. Other days suffered too, but it was the 19th that was most affected.  

New easyJet Airbus A319 G-EZBE made its first visit to Liverpool on the 14th. At the end of the month, the following Airbuses were based with the company: G-EZAI, G-EZBE, G-EZBG, G-EZED, G-EZID, G-EZII, G-EZMH and G-EZMS. Meanwhile, G-EZIN diverted in on the 30th, due to bad weather in Bristol.

Flyglobespan continued to operate its daily Tenerife service through the month, with Boeing 737-800 G-CDEG flying via Stansted through to the 21st. The following day, and for the rest of the month the service was operated direct using Boeing 737-600 G-CDKD. EuroManx continued to mostly use ATR-72 EI-REJ on its Isle of Man service, but EI-REI also put in an appearance as did Flightline BAe 146 G-FLTA – the latter appearing on the 4th. Dash-8s OE-HBB and OE-HBC both visited during the month – these being mostly seen on a Saturdays. Flybe continues to operate daily services to Southampton and weekend flights to Belfast City. The inbound Southampton flight (BEE195) on the 22nd was operated by BAe 146 G-JEBD, which remained at Liverpool until the following day due to the deteriorating weather in the south.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The returning P&O Fly-cruise charter was operated by Thomsonfly Boeing 767-200 G-BRIF, which arrived back from Barbados on the 9th and positioned out to Gatwick later in the day.  The month also saw a couple of “Santa” flights. The first of these was a First Choice Airways Airbus A321 G-OOAE, which operated t&f Rovaniemi on the 9th, while the second was Monarch Airbus A321 G-OZBE, which operated t. Kuusamo on the 16th and returned the following day. Moving to football charters, Liverpool FC used Titan Airways Boeing 757-200 G-ZAPX to fly to & from their European match with Galatasaray in Istanbul. Liverpool supporters used First Choice Airbus A321 G-OOAX.

December saw some interesting movements in this category – not least the colourful KS Avia Antonov An-74 YL-KSA, which first arrived from Dusseldorf on the 11th as KSA Sky Camel 711. It remained here until the 14th when it returned to Dusseldorf as KSA710. The aircraft made another appearance on the 20th, routing f. Dusseldorf t. Dublin as KSA711/712. The month also saw no less than three Antonov An-12s. The first example was Volare’s UR-LMI, which night-stopped on the 11th, routing f. Maastricht t. Leipzig. The other two An-12s were of Vega Airlines. LZ-VEE visited f. Cologne t. Berlin on the 15th, while LZ-VEF night-stopped on the 21st, routing f&t Cologne. The latter also put in a second appearance on the 23rd, routing f. Cologne t. Montpelier. Cityline Hungary Antonov An-26 HA-TCN visited f. Dusseldorf t. Stuttgart on the 12th.    

MNG Cargo F-27 Friendship TC-MBA paid a few visits during the latter part of the month, operating for Atlantic Airlines. Meanwhile, it was reported that the Atlantic contract with TNT to operate Electras on their Liege operation was to come to an end in December, but it is believed that this has now been extended until April. Nevertheless, the Electra was actually replaced by Tupolev Tu-204 SU-EAJ on the morning Liege flights on the 28th and 29th. 

GENERAL AVIATION/OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

We had some 44 different biz-jets during December. Highlights included Gulfstream V N83CW, which arrived from Cranfield on the 1st and departed to Seattle/Boeing Field the following day. Gulfstream IV HB-IWY visited f. Gander t. Alicante on the 23rd. Falcon 50 N188DM was present from the 3rd to the 5th, visiting f&t Luton, while Falcon 900EX N900NS visited f&t Jersey on the 10th. Falcon 2000EX HB-IGQ visited f. Rennes t. Geneva on the 22nd. Finnish Challenger 604 OH-WII visited f. Maastricht t. Helsinki on the 14th. To round the month off, BAe 125 850XP N74166 arrived from Prestwick on the 31st, departing to Palma on the 2nd January.

Moving to smaller GA visitors, Gestair King Air 350 EC-IBK night-stopped on the 21st, routing f. Madrid t. Cuatro Vientos. French DA42 Twin Star F-HAGN visited f. Lille t. Farnborough on the 29th. Moving on to helicopters, Gazelle N565F visited f&t a private site on the 16th, while Dauphin P4-HEC visited f&t London Westland the following day in connection with Chelsea FC playing at Everton. Sikorsky S-76 N70QJ visited from a private site to Dublin on the 29th.  

MILITARY VISITORS

There were hardly enough military visitors during December to merit a separate header! Army Air Corps Lynx AH7 XZ609 visited f&t Belfast on the 2nd as AAC525. Islander AL1 ZG847 visited f. Edinburgh t. Belfast on the 1st as AAC590, while ZG848 visited f&t Belfast on the 30th, operating as AAC598.  Irish Air Corps King Air 200 240 paid two visits during the month, routing f. Le Bourget t. Baldonnel on the 5th and f. Hamburg t. Baldonnel on the 13th.

RESIDENT NEWS

We gained two new resident helicopters during December – both of which are Eurocopter EC120 Colibris. First came G-GTJM, which arrived from Oxford on the 9th, while G-FEDA arrived from Blackpool on the 22nd. Another new resident is PA-28RT-201Turbo Arrow N2943D, which arrived from Barton on the 30th. This, however may only be a temporary resident. Citabria Aurora G-CDGJ, which had arrived from the Isle of Man on the 18th November, departed back there on the 22nd December, however it returned again on the 30th and seems to be spending more time here than at its supposed base. Another Isle of Man resident – Cherokee Six N129SC returned to the Island on the 9th, having been here since the 11th November.     

Ravenair Tomahawk G-BMML, which was damaged in a take-off accident at Barton on 12th September, was de-registered as “permanently withdrawn from use” on the 27th November. The aircraft had been dismantled and roaded back to Liverpool and the fuselage was last noted on a trolley in the Ravenair hangar – see photograph in the October review. The aircraft will presumably be stripped of useful spares before disposal. The unmarked PA-46 Malibu, c/n 46-22085, formerly D-EXCC was re-registered N186CB on the 4th and now appears basically complete. The aircraft is registered to the same owner as Cessna T303 N9870C, which flew a local on the 2nd.

Liverpool Flying School’s latest fleet member, G-BNYV was re-registered G-LFSN on the 4th December and first flew under its new identity on the 8th.  Stampe G-ASHS, which was last noted dismantled in the Keenair hangar, was recorded as arriving from Barton on the 22nd, so the aircraft may have been reassembled there.
