Liverpool John Lennon Airport Review – December 2007

AIRPORT NEWS/LATEST DEVELOPMENTS

easyJet to Further Strengthen Base at Liverpool John Lennon Airport…

While announcing new routes from Manchester (as part of their already reported acquisition of GB Airways), easyJet, also announced further growth of their existing base at Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) as part of their expansion of services across the North West.

Since commencing operations at JLA just over 10 years ago, easyJet now has eight aircraft based at Liverpool John Lennon Airport, offering a choice of 20 routes to main city airports across Europe and carrying around 2.5 million passengers a year. By 2010, easyJet will add 2 more aircraft to their Liverpool base to take their total to 10 and continue to grow passenger throughput at JLA.

This latest commitment to JLA by easyJet complements the airport's latest expansion plans. JLA launched its Draft Master Plan in 2006 to demonstrate how it intends to accommodate the forecast continued growth in airline operations and passenger numbers in future years. Following the largest public consultation undertaken by the airport which subsequently demonstrated considerable support for these future proposals, the airport has now completed the Master Plan which will be publicly launched in January 2008. This sets out possible future infrastructure developments to cater for the forecast 8.3 million passengers due to be using JLA by 2015 and 12.3 million passengers by 2030.

Commenting on the announcement, Neil Pakey, JLA's Managing Director said: "This further expansion of easyJet services at Liverpool is a sign of their continued commitment to low cost air travel both here on Merseyside and across the North West. This is good news for the airport and fits with the forecast passenger increases we expect to see here at Liverpool in future years, which the new airport Master Plan takes account of."

…While Ryanair Announces Two More Destinations…

In the week before Christmas, Ryanair announced that it would be adding two more destinations to its extensive Liverpool operation. Malaga and Nantes will both operate three times per week (Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday) and will commence on the 1st April. The proposed schedule of the two new routes is as follows:-

There was no real news from easyJet this month, although the announcement mentioned above regarding the addition of two more based Airbus A319s by 2010 is good news for their future operations at Liverpool – especially now as they have announced their first destinations (Crete, Innsbruck, Malaga, Malta, Paphos and Tenerife) from their new base down the M56 at Manchester following their acquisition of GB Airways. 

Amongst the based aircraft this month, we had three Airbus A319s paying their first visits to Liverpool – namely G-EZBK, G-EZBW and G-EZBX. Although the airport is an all-A319 base, we still get Boeing 737-700s in on some of the Belfast runs and these have also been noted operating Palma and Lisbon rotations from Liverpool between the Belfast flights.  

Ryanair provided us with 45 different Boeing 737-800s on scheduled operations this month, plus two more that were here as temporary back-up aircraft (but were not used). These were EI-DPI and EI-DHM. ‘PI was here from the 3rd to 6th and ‘HM from 10th to 13th. On each occasion the aircraft arrived from Dublin as RYR1032 and returned there as RYR1033. The airline commenced three new routes during December - all starting on the 22nd. For the record, the first Grenoble service was operated by EI-DHI, the first Salzburg service by EI-CSS and the first Friedrichshafen service by EI-DCX. 

As can be seen from the Airport News section, the airline also stated its intention to commence two more routes from the 1st April – namely Malaga and Nantes. Both services will operate three times a week.

EuroManx made just a couple of changes to their regular ATR-72 EI-REJ this month. EI-REF appeared on some rotations on the 4th and 5th, while Titan Airways BAe 146 300 G-ZAPO operated EMX411/412 on the 7th. Dash-8 OE-HBC also appeared on a couple of occasions.

Wizz Air operated two flights on Christmas Day – the only other flight that day being the Thomsonfly Alicante service.  The Wizz Air flights were operated by HA-LPI, which arrived from Gdansk and departed to Katowice (WZZ305A/106Y) and HA-LPJ, which arrived from Katowice and departed to Gdansk (WZZ105T/306N). As mentioned last month, the new Bucharest service continues to operate at a reduced frequency than that originally advertised.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

There was little doubt as to the highlight in this category during December. Thanks to Everton FC’s continued success in the UEFA cup, we had a pair of Rossiya Tupolev Tu-154Ms, which brought in Zenit St. Petersburg fans. The two aircraft, RA-85739 and RA-85834 arrived on the morning of the 5th and departed on the evening of the 6th. Co-incidentally, the latter aircraft had visited Liverpool before in 1998 when registered OM-AAA with Slovak Airlines. The Zenit team arrived aboard Aeroflot Nord Boeing 737-500 VP-BRE on the 4th, the aircraft remaining here until the 6th. 

Continuing with Everton charters, their next game against AZ Alkmaar saw Hapagfly Boeing 737-800 D-AHFJ depart to Amsterdam on the 19th and Monarch Boeing 767-300 G-DIMB depart there the following day. Both aircraft returned in the early hours of the 21st. Meanwhile, Liverpool FC’s crucial game at Marseille saw XL Airways Boeing 737-800 G-XLAJ depart there on the 10th, with G-XLAO and Thomas Cook Boeing 757-200 G-JMCE operate there on the 11th. All three returned in the early hours of the 12th. Domestic football flights brought in three different Eastern Airways SAAB 2000s and a couple of Scot Airways Dornier Do 328s.    

Having had SAS Boeing 737-800 LN-RPL operate inbound on a football/shopping charter on the 30th November, the return flight to Stavanger was operated on the 2nd December by LN-RCZ. We had a couple of Santa flights to Lapland, both operated by Monarch Airbus A320 G-OZBB. It operated a day-trip to Rovaniemi on the 9th, while the following weekend it operated a two-day trip to Kuusamo. As far as our winter IT flight goes – the Tuesday Thomsonfly service f&t Alicante, the flight operated throughout the month, including Christmas Day itself, when it was one of only three aircraft movements that day. 

FREIGHT NEWS 

December was a quiet month for freight.  Arcus Air Dornier Do 228 D-CAAZ night-stopped on the 6th, routing f. Prague t. Zweibrucken. MNG Kargo F-27 Friendship TC-MBG arrived from Belfast on the 22nd as NPT253 and departed with newspapers to the Isle of Man on Boxing Day as NPT241. Sister-ship TC-MBA arrived from Bournemouth on the 30th as NPT554P and departed with newspapers to the Isle of Man on the 1st January as NPT241..

A pair of Atlantic Airlines Electras also operated newspaper flights to the Isle of Man during December. G-FIZU arrived from Ankara on the 8th as NPT776 and departed to the Isle of Man the following morning as NPT700. G-LOFC positioned in from Coventry on the 29th as NPT700P and departed to the Isle of Man the following morning as NPT700.

Needless to say, there were a few changes to the TNT schedule over the Christmas period – see main log for full details. Boeing 737-300F       OO-TNI operated f&t Liege as TAY019J/021B on the 21st – replacing the Electra inbound and the normal outbound Friday evening BAe 146 on TAY526H. BAe 146 OO-TAD operated flights to Liege on the 27th and 28th, positioning in from and out to Durham/Tees Valley.  

GENERAL AVIATION, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

One real highlight in the crew training department this month was the appearance of Fleet Air International Saab 340 HA-TAD on the 22nd. It operated f&t East Midlands as FRF100T and carried out a couple of locals while here. Biz jet wise this month, we saw an impressive 56 different visitors, including a few airliner types. Starting with those, Boeing 737-700BBJ N720CH visited f. Opa Locka t. Moscow/Domodedovo on the 16th. Privatair Airbus A319 D-APAB visited f. Hawarden t. Knock on the 7th and returned on the 9th and night-stopped before departing to Hawarden. Dornier 328JET G-CJAB paid visits on the 3rd and 4th, while TF-MIK night-stopped on the 15th, routing f&t Reykjavik. TAG Aviation CRJ-100SE HB-IDJ visited f. Farnborough t. Luton on the 3rd.  

We had a fair number of Gulfstreams this month. Gulfstream IV N970SJ night-stopped on the 2nd, routing f. Luton t. Teterboro. The aircraft was carrying the group Bon Jovi, who were appearing in the Royal Variety Performance at the Liverpool Empire theatre. Also night-stopping on the 2nd was Gulfstream IV N900GB, which routed f. Tallinn t. Luton. Gulfstream 550 VP-BNE routed f. Le Bourget t. Jeddah on the 8th. Gulfstream IVs N48GL and N699HH were both present from the 13th to 17th, the former routing f. Farnborough t. Montreal and the latter f&t Bangor International. Gulfstream V HB-IIS visited on Boxing Day, routing f. Luton t. Antigua.

Challenger 601 C-GLOJ arrived from Montreal on the 15th and departed to Keflavik two days later. Global Jet Challenger 604 LX-ZAV night-stopped on the 20th, routing f. Geneva t. Le Bourget. The aircraft returned from Le Bourget on the 21st and was present until the 24th when it departed to St. Etienne. Manx BAe 125 800XP M-HAWK visited f. Oslo/Gardermoen t. Bournemouth on the 12th. HS 125 700A VP-COK visited f. Keflavik t. Hawarden on the 19th.  Hungarian MU-300 Diamond HA-YFE put in further appearances during the month. It night-stopped on the 4th, routing f. Liege t. Stuttgart and then returned from Stuttgart on the 5th and remained here until departing to Budapest four days later. Premier 1 N814BP visited f. IOM t. Geneva on the 27th. 

On the lighter side, the most notable UK GA visitor was Pitts Special G-BTUC, which visited f. Syerston t. Leicester on the 1st. The aircraft brought in the pilot to collect departing resident Pitts G-FARL. Also worthy of note was the visit of Manx Seneca M-EDIA, which night-stopped on the 22nd, routing f&t the Island. The aircraft is the former G-TAIR, which was last here in its previous guise between the 30th November and 2nd December.

MILITARY VISITORS
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RAF Sea King HAR3 XZ590 was here for a couple of days after making an emergency landing on the 16th.  (Photograph – Adrian Thompson)

But for the emergency landing of an RAF Sea King at Liverpool, this month would have had no military visitors at all. Sea King HAR3 XZ590 made an emergency landing on the 16th, arriving from Valley with an undercarriage problem and a hydraulic leak. Thankfully, the landing was uneventful and the aircraft was then parked down the old spur taxiway (“Yankee”). Later that day, XZ585 visited f&t Valley as SRG (Rescue) 123 and put in further appearances on the 17th and 18th as SRG122 – presumably bringing in engineers to repair XZ590, which finally departed back to Valley on the 18th as SRG123.  

RESIDENT NEWS

We lost another resident in December. Pitts Special G-FARL departed to Leicester on the 1st of the month, with Pitts S-2A G-BTUC bringing in the pilot to collect it. The owner, a Ryanair captain, is no longer based at Liverpool, which is believed to be the reason for the aircraft’s departure. Based C-47 N473DC departed to Liege on the 14th, returning from there on the 16th. The following day it departed to Lossiemouth for winter hangarage/maintenance as it did last year. Piper Arrow IV G-JANO, which arrived way back in March as a replacement for G-BNTS, but which has hardly flown (if at all) since its arrival, has finally taken to the air. It flew a couple of short (test?) flights on the 9th. Staying with Cherokee Arrows, it would now appear that we can consider G-DNCS as no longer resident. It did pay us a short visit during December though, arriving from Blackpool on the 15th and departing to Manchester two days later.

The former based CATS Cessna 172 G-BEWR appears unlikely to return. It is currently at Hawarden where it departed to at the beginning of November. Meanwhile, a new flying school is being formed at Liverpool. The name is Merseyflight and it is thought to have based Cherokee        G-WARW on its books and is looking to add a couple of Cessna 150s soon. Hopefully we will have more information in the New Year.  

The Helicentre is currently using Robinson R-22 G-HIEL in place of G-TINK. The latter departed to Walton Wood on the 11th, with ‘EL coming the other way to replace it. The situation remained the same at the end of the year. JetRanger G-BTFX arrived on the 11th and was still here at the end of the year too. It has flown just on just a few occasions since arriving but spends most of its time here with its covers on.

Keenair took to the skies for their now customary local formation flight on Boxing Day. The 50 minute “jolly” was comprised of Stampe G-ASHS, Stearman G-BRUJ, Chipmunk G-BCSL and LFS Tomahawk G-LFSM – presumably the latter also acting as a camera-ship for the three classic types.

November saw a rise in passenger numbers of just under 7% compared with 2007 and took the year-to-date figure to well over 5 million passengers. The month also saw the third consecutive rise in freight tonnage passing through the airport – although there is still an awful long way to go to restore the figures to anything like they used to be.

EPILOGUE

The final month of 2007 provided quite a few interesting aircraft – not least the pair of Rossiya Tu-154s, which were the main highlight. Also worthy of note were the Aeroflot Boeing 737 and Hungarian SAAB 340. Of the visiting biz jets, the US Boeing 737BBJ, Canadian Challenger and a number of Gulfstream IV/Vs were most welcome and brightened up the short winter days. Here’s to wiping the slate clean and seeing what 2008 will bring us in this Capital of Culture Year!

For the record, the last inbound movement of 2007 was Seneca G-HCSL, which arrived from Belfast at 21:03 and the last outbound movement was easyJet Airbus A319 G-EZED, which departed to Belfast at 19:19 on EZY613.
