KLM to Withdraw Services from Liverpool – Airport Statement

Following the announcement from KLM that it is to axe its service from Liverpool to Amsterdam, Liverpool John Lennon Airport issued the following statement…

Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) has been advised by KLM that they will cease operating their service to Amsterdam from Liverpool, effective 31st March 2012.  In spite of good passenger numbers and improving route performance, the airline has made this decision following a review of their route network strategy in the current difficult economic climate.

Peel Airports believes that in light of the strong passenger numbers and improving route performance there remains a strong case for a service from Liverpool feeding into a hub airport to offer onward global connections. The Airport Company will therefore be making every effort to replace this service.  Passengers can of course continue to travel to Amsterdam Schiphol with easyJet on their three times daily service from Liverpool John Lennon Airport.

Craig Richmond, CEO Peel Airports commented, "We are naturally very disappointed that KLM have taken this decision, however we understand the challenging economic conditions that they and many others in the aviation industry currently operate in.  This service has also been important for the Liverpool City Region, opening up global connectivity for travel to and from the region and it is for this reason that we will pursue all alternatives as we look for a replacement service to a hub airport."

Coach Named in Honour of Charity to Mark New Airport Service

A new coach service improving links between Liverpool John Lennon Airport and Manchester, Bradford, Leeds, Liverpool and Birkenhead was launched in December. The National Express service will provide an extra 30,000 seats a month to and from the airport, providing ten services a day throughout the day and night, everyday apart from Christmas Day. The service has been timed to cater for the early and late arriving and departing flights. To mark its inaugural journey, a coach was officially named in honour of Zoë's Place Baby Hospice, one of Liverpool John Lennon Airport's official charities. Guests at the launch included The Mersey Partnership, Merseytravel and Passenger Focus.

Craig Richmond, CEO Peel Airports Limited said, "We welcome this investment made by National Express to further improve our public transport links. We're very proud to support Zoë's Place, one of our airport charities, and the coach naming will help to spread the message about the incredible work that they do. "We are always looking at ways to improve the surface access connectivity for the airport and this new service from National Express will further enhance the public transport options for passengers on Merseyside and beyond."

20 local jobs have been created to operate the service and £1.5million has been invested in brand new state-of-the-art coaches to provide people with the most comfortable and environmentally friendly journey possible.

Andrew Cleaves, Managing Director, National Express coach said, "We're delighted to be back at Liverpool John Lennon Airport after nearly 10 years. It's an honour to have Zoë's Place named on our new coach to mark the launch. The new service is direct, frequent and great value for money. It provides an alternative to driving, taking a taxi or the train, which isn't direct and requires a change. Taking the coach means you can sit back, relax and be dropped off at the terminal door or in the city centre."

"Working with partners Selwyn's Travel, we have invested £1.5million to run the service and have responded quickly to offer the new and improved routes to meet demand. As such we're pleased to introduce this new service for people across Liverpool, Birkenhead, Manchester, Yorkshire and the surrounding areas" commented Andrew.

Everybody travelling is guaranteed a seat and there is a large luggage hold underneath the coach where people can take up to two pieces of luggage free of charge. The new coaches are fitted with the latest features including personal climate control, plug sockets and seat back tables, large leather reclining seats, three point adjustable seat belts and each coach is provided with eight booster seats for children. A wheelchair lift is also fitted to the front of the coach and the coach has an accessible staircase making it easier for people with walking difficulties.

The big news this month, as far as scheduled services go, is that KLM has decided to withdraw its daily flights to & from Amsterdam at the end of March (see above Airport Statement).  This comes as a hammer-blow to the airport as it once again leaves Liverpool without a major full-service airline offering worldwide links and through ticketing. There is no doubt that the airport authorities will do all they can to try and attract another full-service carrier, but it is probably unlikely to come to fruition anytime soon, given the current economic climate and the availability of such services just 30 miles down the road.  Liverpool Airport began its metamorphosis off the back of easyJet in 1997, with the advent of low-cost point-to-point airlines and this is what it does best, so it is now more important that Liverpool Airport continues to concentrate on the likes of easyJet and Ryanair – and perhaps even more…anyone for Jet2?  The above table shows about 50 different destinations on offer over the winter schedule, while the current passenger figures also shows an airport that is far from in crisis.  

easyJet commenced three winter sports destinations during December – Grenoble, Innsbruck and Salzburg. This month’s based Airbus A320 saw G-EZTT operate until the 10th, when it was swapped in Geneva with G-EZUG (first visit), which was then based through to the end of the month. There are still nine based Airbus A319s.

Nothing new to report from Ryanair this month, which had eight based Boeing 737-800s during December, some of which lie idle and are used in rotation. Despite this, there were still over 80 different examples visiting.

KLM ERJ-190 PH-EZB operated the KLM1041/1042 rotation on the 16th, while Fokker 100s appearing this month were PH-OFL (3rd, 8th, 17th, 18th), PH-OFM (11th, 21st, 22nd) and PH-OFN (15th). The company operated three flights on Christmas Day too, with (for the record), PH-KZA operating out on KLM1034 (ex night-stop), PH-KZL on KLM1035/1036 and PH-KZC on KLM1045 (night stop). This must be the first time in a long, long time that an airline has offered a full service from Liverpool on Christmas day - and probably the last, with the news above.  

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

There were just a few football charters during December.  Liverpool FC travelled to Heathrow on the 4th aboard British Midland Regional ERJ-145 G-RJXC, which positioned in from Edinburgh as BMR9471 and departed as BMR8970. Following Liverpool’s game against Fulham, they returned in the early hours of the 6th aboard G-RJXB, which arrived as BMR8968 and later positioned out to Manchester as BMR9421.

Norwich City FC used Eastern Airways ERJ-135 G-CGMC to come to Goodison for their match against Everton. The aircraft arrived on the 16th as EZE1639 and departed the following day as EZE1640. Newcastle United used Scot Airways Dornier Do 328 G-BZOG for their trip to Anfield. The aircraft night-stopped on the 30th, routing f&t Newcastle as SAY761/762.  

FREIGHT NEWS 

December was a very quiet month for freight flights. We had a trio of Metro IIIs. Binair’s D-CAVA visited f. Bratislava t. Cologne on the 9th as BID9B/9C. Aero Nova’s EC-HCH night-stopped on the 20th, visiting f. Nuremberg t. Pontoise as OVA52F/21C. EC-JCU arrived from Belfast on the 24th as OVA34R, but we do not have any outbound details for it.

Nightexpress Beech 99 D-IEXB visited f. Braunschweig t. Frankfurt on the 2nd as EXT451/452 and it put in a second appearance on the 16th, routing f&t Frankfurt as EXT113/114.  Jota Aviation King Air B90 G-JOTA visited f. Saarbrucken t. Southend on the 21st as ENZ921/921B.   

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

We had just over 30 visiting biz jets during December.  The highlight was the first visit of an Embraer EMB-505 Phenom 300 – the larger variant of the EMB-500. The aircraft in question was D-CFMI, which paid two visits on the 8th, routing f. Schwabisch Hall t. Shannon and return. We also had a visit from EMB-500 Phenom 100 G-NUDD, which routed f. Oxford t. Palma on the 12th as FLJ502/502P. We had a pair of ERJ-135BJs on the 1st. G-RUBE, routed f. Oxford t. Heathrow as KRH73/73R. The aircraft was taking HM the Queen and the Duke of Edinburgh home after their visit to the area, which included the official opening of the new Museum of Liverpool, including the new transport section. The other ERJ-135BJ, G-HUBY, night-stopped, routing f&t Farnborough as LNX58HY.

Gulfstream IV N71NE night-stopped on the 17th, routing f. Le Bourget t. Teterboro. IAI 1126 Galaxy PH-YMA night-stopped on the 10th, routing f&t Amsterdam as JNL183. Learjet 55 D-CAAE night-stopped on the 24th, routing f. Dalaman t. Nuremberg as IFA1668. Citation 510 Mustang EC-LCX visited f. Le Bourget t. Nice on the 14th, while Italian example I-STCB was here from the 19th to 21st, routing f&t Nice as MXY458. Finally, Mayoral Falcon 100 EC-HVV visited f. Malaga t. Barcelona on the 17th as MYO711/712.

GA aircraft this month included Aquila AT01 G-ROWA, which visited f&t a private site on the 22nd.  Bulldog T1 G-BZFN visited f. Cranfield t. IOM on the 10th, the aircraft wearing former military identity “XX667/16”. Manx Pilatus PC-12 M-ARIE visited on the 16th and 19th, routing f. Guernsey t. East Midlands and back, while German example D-FCGH visited f&t Mannheim on the 20th. TBM-700 N700GY visited f&t Guernsey on the 27th.

Diversions this month included half a dozen from Manchester on the 16th, the pick of these being Sun Air Dornier Do 328JET OY-NCL and Air France Airbus A321 F-GTAN. The 29th saw BMI Airbus A320 G-MIDY divert in while operating a Lufthansa flight from Frankfurt to Manchester. Wizz Air Airbus A320 HA-LPR was a Doncaster/Robin Hood diversion on the 28th. The aircraft routed f&t Poznan as WZZ1GZ/1916.
