Valentine’s Day celebrations as Liverpool John Lennon Airport welcomes its 5 millionth passenger in 12 months

Love was in the air on Valentine’s Day  - especially for one lucky passenger who triggered celebrations at Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) by helping it become a 5 million passenger per year airport. Having just arrived at JLA onboard easyJet’s morning flight from Paris, Ms Bour Laurence was just about to reclaim her luggage when airport staff surprised her and informed her that she had just helped the airport break through the 5 million passenger per year mark.  Arriving on Merseyside for three months of studies at the Royal Liverpool Hospital, Medical Student Ms Bour Laurence, 21, accompanied by her fellow student Mr Martineau Aurelien, 22, both from Angers, near Nantes was presented with a pair of return flights courtesy of easyJet and two nights accommodation and meal for two, courtesy of The Capital of Culture Company to return to the City during the 08 celebrations next year. 

The airport just missed reaching this milestone at the end of 2006, rounding off another record year for staff at JLA with just under 5 million passengers choosing to use the airport, representing a 13% increase in passenger business compared to 2005 with over half a million additional passengers using Liverpool.  Once again this continued growth can be largely attributed to the increase in the number of destinations available from Liverpool with a total of 28 new services introduced by a number of airlines over the past 12 months.

Highlights include Ryanair’s dramatic expansion at Liverpool, having introduced 21 new services over the past year taking their total to 35 destinations served from Liverpool and carrying some 1.9 million passengers – 61% more than in the previous 12 month period. easyJet continue to be JLA’s largest customer carrying some 2.3 million passengers with new services in 2006 to Marseille, Krakow, Mahon and Faro, whilst Wizz Air carried 74,000 more passengers last year on their successful services to Warsaw, Katowice and Gdansk.

Katie Stitson, easyJet Marketing Manager for Liverpool, said: “easyJet is delighted to have carried the 5 millionth passenger from Paris to Liverpool John Lennon Airport today.  easyJet is the largest airline in Liverpool and has carried over 15 million passengers from its North-West base since it began operations in 1997. Later this year easyJet is looking forward to celebrating its 10th Birthday at JLA and next year will bring millions of visitors to Liverpool as it celebrates its status as the European Capital of Culture in 2008.”

Neil Pakey, Chief Executive of Peel Airports, commented: "I’m delighted to say that JLA is now a 5 million passenger per year airport. This is a tremendous achievement for all the staff here at the Airport who worked hard to reach this milestone. We have continued to work with the airlines to develop new routes and new business to enable JLA to offer more in the way of choice to its passengers.

“This is also a great success for the region as visitors from across Europe have had more opportunity to visit the region by flying direct to Liverpool. We are now less than 11 months away from the City’s Capital of Culture celebrations and with all these new cities and regions linked by air with Liverpool we are better placed than ever before to attract visitors to this great region.

"Looking ahead, 2007 will see some further significant milestones for the airport, none more so than the important New York JFK service that starts in May and I am confident that by the start of 2008 even more new services will have been announced."

Council Leader Warren Bradley, said: ''JLA's growth is one of the great success stories of Liverpool's renaissance and a signpost to the city's long term future prosperity. Thanks to the billions being invested in new hotels, the arena or Liverpool One and the triple whammy of World Heritage status, our 800th birthday and 2008 European Capital of Culture, Liverpool is on the lips of every major tourist operator. Let’s face it, tourists in Liverpool are spoilt for choice when it comes to culture, heritage and nightlife and the quality of that experience is only going to get better. And thanks to the support of Ryanair and easyJet and the upcoming New York link, the only way is up for both JLA and Liverpool.''

Ryanair adds two sunshine destinations from JLA

Confirming the note in last month’s review Ryanair announced a further commitment to their operation at Liverpool John Lennon Airport with the addition of two new destinations to their growing network from Liverpool. This expansion brings Ryanair's total number of routes served from JLA to 35.  From March and April this year, Ryanair is adding Palma, the capital of Majorca and Alicante, on mainland Spain, to their extensive route network from JLA, increasing the number of Spanish routes, which Ryanair operates out of Liverpool to nine.

Flights to Palma will commence on Tuesday 27th March, whilst the Alicante service will begin on Thursday 19th April. Both routes will operate every Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday. During the announcement, Caroline Baldwin, Ryanair's Sales & Marketing Manager for the UK, said: "These two fabulous new routes increase the choice of destinations for Merseyside consumers. Ryanair now operates 35 routes to 12 European countries from JLA and these new routes are available for immediate booking on www.ryanair.com To celebrate we are offering 5 million free seats, so passengers should get online immediately, before they are all snapped up." 

Robin Tudor, General Manager, Corporate and Community Affairs for John Lennon Airport, commented: "These two destinations are always popular with leisure travellers from Merseyside and Ryanair's news will give more of the region's passengers the convenience of being able to fly from Liverpool. Currently 2 million passengers a year from the North West travel on flights to these destinations, however the lack of capacity from Liverpool on existing services, means that almost half a million passengers from our natural catchment area fly from elsewhere."

As can be seen from the above photograph, three over bridges linking the bus lounge to Tango stands 51 – 53 are currently under construction and will ultimately provide easier access to these stands, which are mostly used by easyJet. 

The thick fog on the 3rd, which led to no visitors that day, also caused severe problems for the based airlines, with most flights cancelled, and returning aircraft diverted elsewhere. There were just 16 aircraft movements on the 3rd (all outbound) – eight easyJet flights, five Ryanair, the Flyglobespan service to Tenerife (via Stansted) and two biz-jet departures.

Six of easyJet’s based A319s positioned back from East Midlands during the late morning/early afternoon of the 4th as follows: G-EZAI (EZY8002), G-EZEP (EZY8003), G-EZIE (EZY8004), G-EZIU (EZY8005), G-EZIW (EZY8006) and G-EZNM (EZY8008).

February saw 21 different Airbus A319s appearing with the company, along with 12 Boeing 737-700s. The latter were all appearing on the Belfast route, apart from one - G-EZJI, which positioned f&t Luton on the 27th as EZY8003/8004 and operated the delayed Malaga service EZY7179/7180.

Meanwhile, Ryanair suffered similar problems on the 3rd, with five of their Boeing 737-800s ending up diverting to Manchester. They too positioned back to Liverpool late morning/early afternoon on the 4th as follows: EI-DCM (RYR01P), EI-DHG (RYR02P), EI-DHN (RYR03P), EI-DHV (RYR04P) and EI-DLT (RYR05P). The company recommenced the Bergerac service on the 3rd, bringing their total number of destinations currently served back to 33.

Looking ahead to the summer schedule (which is now fast approaching!), to accommodate the new services to Palma and Alicante starting in March and April respectively, one service to Dublin will be operated by a Dublin based aircraft on Tuesdays and Thursdays (Arr 12:25, Dep 12:50). Services to Girona will be operated by a Girona based aircraft on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday (Arr 08:20, Dep 08:45). Pisa services on those days will also be operated by Pisa based aircraft. The Grenoble and Salzburg routes will not be operating during the summer.  

There are other changes to the Ryanair schedule for the summer. These include Alghero, which changes its days of operation to Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday. Carcassonne is upped to four per week with the introduction of a Saturday rotation. Seville will be reduced to twice weekly, operating on Monday and Friday only. Milan/Bergamo will be operated by a Liverpool based aircraft from the 25th March and the service will increase to 6x weekly from the 1st July. Pisa and Reus will return to a daily operation for summer. Meanwhile, as mentioned above, Dublin will return to 3x daily with the use of a Dublin based aircraft for the Tuesday and Thursday afternoon rotations.

Apart from the weather problems on the 3rd, Flybe continued to operate fairly normally during the month. Dash-8 G-JECR paid its first visit to Liverpool on the 11th, when it operated the BEE165/166 Belfast City rotation. The Southampton service on the 24th was operated by Blue Line Fokker 100 F-GNLG. EuroManx used ATR-72 EI-REJ for most flights during the month, although Dash-8s OE-HBB and OE-HBC did appear on certain flights during the weekend. Also, ATR-72 EI-REB appeared on a couple of rotations on the 20th. 

Flyglobespan continued with their daily Tenerife (via Stansted) service during February, although only the outbound leg flew from Liverpool on the 3rd, due to fog and it did not operate at all on the 4th. G-SAAW was used for the first few days of February, but it changed to G-CDEG from the 5th and remained so through to the end of the month. With just a couple of months left until the launch of the company’s daily Boeing 757 service to New York/JFK, it has been confirmed that the service will actually fly via Knock on Tuesday, Thursday and Sunday. This has not been met with much enthusiasm by those who have already booked on these flights – and I’m sure that a non-direct service such as this will also have a detrimental effect on future bookings (to be known as the Knock-on effect?!)

Wizz Air operated fairly normally throughout February, using the usual eight Airbus A320s on their three routes. VLM continued their 2x weekdaily service to London City, although the flights were cancelled on the 3rd due to fog and an additional flight appeared on the 6th (see Visitors Log). The company will cease to base an aircraft at Liverpool from the 2nd March. The aircraft will now fly Antwerp – London City – Liverpool – London City – Antwerp and the same in the evening. This will change back, however, from the introduction of their summer timetable on the 26th March when the service returns to 3x daily (weekdays only). One wonders though how long it will last. 

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

There was nothing much to report on the charter front during February. Everton and Liverpool FC flew out to training camps in Faro (12th – 16th) and Jerez (14th – 17th) respectively, both using bmi ERJ-145s. Liverpool FC flew out to Barcelona on the 20th aboard Titan Airways Boeing 737-300 G-ZAPM for their first game in the knockout stage of the Champions League. There were two charter flights for fans, with First Choice Boeing 757-200 G-OOBC departing on the 20th and Monarch Boeing 757-200 G-MOND departing on the 21st. Both aircraft returned on the 22nd. Scot Airways Dornier Do 328 G-CCGS positioned in from Edinburgh on the 24th and departed to Dublin, returning the following day. This was presumably in connection with the England v Ireland six nations rugby match taking place there.

Although the freight tonnage through Liverpool continues to fall, we still get the odd interesting aircraft turning up on our doorstep and February was no exception. This month’s highlight was the appearance of three Antonov An-12s. First came Aeronord An-12 ER-AXY, which arrived from Orebro on the 12th as NRP202 and remained here for three days until departing to Oslo on the 15th as NRP201. The second was AeroVis An-12 UR-CBG, which arrived from Orebro on the 13th as VIZ2377 and departed to East Midlands the following day as VIZ2367. Thirdly, another AeroVis example, UR-CFB visited f&t Orebro on the 14th as VIZ2380/2376.  In addition to these, Budapest Air Service An-26 HA-TCX visited f. East Midlands t. Antwerp on the 13th as BPS400F/4000. Zorex provided us with a pair of Metro IIs – EC-HJC night-stopping on the 22nd and EC-GPE visiting on the 28th. There were a few other smaller types during the month, including a French King Air F-GEXV (21st and 26th) and German Cessna 425 D-ICHS (20th).  

As for the scheduled TNT operation, it continued to be operated by Atlantic Electras from Monday evening to Friday morning and BAe 146s on Friday evenings.

GENERAL AVIATION/OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Although this month’s main highlights were to be found in the freight section, there were one or two other interesting movements – mostly thanks to diversions. We had a couple of Birmingham diversions on the 8th – the most notable being Sky Europe Boeing 737-700 OM-NGA, which arrived from Krakow as ESK6DK and spent 4 hours here until positioning out to Birmingham as ESK100F. Swiss BAe 146 HB-IXF also diverted from Birmingham, routing f&t Zurich. On the same day, Air France Airbus A319 F-GRHL was a Manchester weather diversion, arriving from Paris/CDG as AFR1668 and then positioning over to Manchester as AFR669L.

Visiting biz-jets were down on both quantity and quality during February, with only 23 examples putting in an appearance. The new Liverpool FC owners visited a couple of times, with Challenger N25GG and Gulfstream IV N699HH visiting on the 1st and 5th – both night-stopping on the latter occasion. Others worth a mention were BAe 125 800XP VP-COD, which night-stopped on the 2nd. Dutch Citation Bravo PH-DYN and Danish Learjet 45 OY-OCV both put in appearances on the 6th. Net Jets Europe Beechjet 400XP CS-DMO visited on the 17th.

GA prop highlight was P180 Avanti D-IIVA, which visited f. Mainz t. Verona on the 6th. This visit is believed to have been a Manchester diversion.  On the lighter side, Bulldog G-BZFN visited again this month, routing f. Sleap t Isle of Man on the 21st – this being the reverse route of its visit last month. The aircraft retains its RAF trainer livery and its serial XX667/16. 
MILITARY VISITORS

At least February had something worthy of a mention! Canadian Armed Forces CC-130H Hercules 130337 arrived from Prague on the 1st as CFC2628 and departed to St. John’s, Newfoundland the following day using the same callsign. We had a pair of RAF Hawks on the 22nd when XX178 and XX218 dropped in from Valley – presumably on a weather diversion. The pair returned to Valley after just over an hour and a half on the ground. Puma HC1 ZA939 routed f. Benson t. Belfast on the 19th as SHF12. The only Army Air Corps visitors this month were two Islanders. ZG847 visited f&t Belfast on the 9th as AAC595, while ZG845 flew the same route on the 27th as AAC598.

RESIDENT NEWS

The continued presence of Super Cub G-AYPR at Liverpool now seems assured – although it has undergone a change of registration. The aircraft, having previously had a “For Sale” sign hanging over the prop, was re-registered G-LCUB on the 9th and is now under the ownership of Janet Keen. ‘UB is still undergoing maintenance and is yet to fly in its new markings. 

German Cessna 172 D-EAGC, which has been resident since September last year, departed to Mainz/Finthen on the 25th, but it is thought that it will be returning and may only be away on maintenance/C of A or just a pleasure trip. Part-time resident DA42 Twin Star G-CDTG arrived from Gamston on the 13th and has been noted on a number of occasions this month. Turbo Arrow N2943D departed to Barton on the 18th, but came back three days later and is still resident.  One loose end to tie up – TB-10 Tobago G-BGXT departed to Sleap on the 15th November last year and is no longer a Liverpool resident.

As can be seen from the above, the moving annual total (February 2006 to January 2007) actually nudged through the 5 million mark for the first time, although the official celebrations took place during February (see first news item). The rise in passenger figures of nearly 15% over January 2006 ensured that the year got off to a great start.
