JLA gives local artists a platform to showcase work

During February, Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) launched its Community Art Project enabling local artists to display their work within the terminal, throughout the European Capital of Culture year. Working alongside the Liverpool Culture Company, JLA has allocated five large areas of wall space throughout public areas of the terminal, to maximise the audience who can observe the artist's work. JLA is offering the space to a wide variety of local artists including schools, photographers, weavers, embroiderers, art and community groups to display their work as part of a four month rolling programme to showcase new exhibits throughout the year.

Neil Pakey, Managing Director at JLA, said: "John Lennon Airport is an emerging north-west public arts venue and therefore we are delighted to be giving local artists the chance to display their work to our thousands of passengers and visitors, especially during this Capital of Culture year. We hope that some of the local artists may be inspired by John himself, but regardless we are looking forward to working with a wide range of artists, offering people something different to look at alongside the current exhibits at the airport. It will be great to show-off the local art talent to European visitors and who knows; maybe we can help be a springboard for the careers of the Liverpool artists of tomorrow."  

Phil Redmond, Creative Director of Liverpool Culture Company, said:  "I am delighted that JLA is providing a platform for local artists to showcase their talent to a truly international audience. To embrace art and culture throughout a public building such as JLA is fantastic, as it vividly promotes why we are European Capital of Culture from the moment you arrive in Liverpool and right up until you depart."

Following the launch late last year of JLA's unique collection of photography and art displayed around the terminal building known as 'Collection '08’, JLA is keen to work with local artists and give them the opportunity to showcase their work to an international audience.  JLA's latest addition to Collection '08 is The Taxi Project, which was part of the Tate Liverpool's Turner Prize 2007 exhibition and displayed alongside the Prize nominees.  The Taxi Project is now on display in the arrivals area within the airport and already provoking interest with arriving passengers.

Although the first wave of departures got away ok, all inbound scheduled services were affected by thick fog on the morning of the 10th.  A number of Ryanair flights were diverted to Blackpool and East Midlands, while easyJet diverted flights into East Midlands. A couple of Wizz Air Airbus A320s diverted to Manchester. The first arrival at Liverpool following the lifting of the fog was EZY7204 from Barcelona, which arrived at 12:10pm. 

There is little to report from easyJet and Ryanair this month.  A number of Ryanair destinations are due to finish at the end of March/beginning of April. These are as follows: Friedrichshafen (12th April), Fuerteventura (29th March), Salzburg (12th April) and Tenerife (29th March).  Also, the following destinations are due to recommence as follows: Alghero, Bergerac and Nantes (all 1st April), Kaunas (31st March), Santiago de Compostela (3rd April). Also, their new service to Malaga is due to start on the 1st April.  

easyJet will further increase its frequency to Alicante for summer 2008 with the addition of a second daily service operating on Monday, Wednesday and Friday. 
Wizz Air withdrew their Bucharest operation on the 16th February. It is a shame to see the fledgling service go, but at least their three Polish destinations continue to attract ever-growing numbers of passengers. Their latest aircraft (at the time) HA-LPO first visited Liverpool on the 4th, operating the WZZ105H/106D Katowice service.

EuroManx used three Aer Arann ATR-72s this month.  Although EI-REJ appeared on most flights, EI-REH appeared on the 9th, 10th and 11th, while EI-RED operated the last rotation of the day on the 29th. Dash-8 OE-HBC also appeared on a couple of occasions. Meanwhile, before the service has even started, Flybe has announced that it will increase its flights to four times daily (Mon -Fri) between the Isle of Man and Liverpool, having originally announced a three times daily service. Flights commence 30th March.

The weekly Thomsonfly Alicante flight was operated by G-CDZM on the 5th and 12th, G-FDZB on the 19th and G-FDZF on the 26th. The latter was a brand new aircraft, having only been delivered three weeks earlier.

Moving on to February’s football charters, both Everton and Liverpool FC’s continuing success in European competitions played their part in swelling the passenger numbers this month.  The visit of Inter Milan to Anfield brought in a number of aircraft over the period from the 17th to 19th, including three Eurofly Airbus A320s – I-EEZE, I-EEZH and I-EEZI – the first and last of these three carrying the team. We also had Blue Panorama Boeing 757-200 EI-DKL and Boeing 737-400s EI-CUD and EI-CUN. Neos sent in Boeing 737-800s I-NEOS and I-NEOX, while we also had a pair of Livingston Airbus A321s EI-LVA and EI-LVB.  

Everton’s trip to Bergen to play SK Brann saw a number of aircraft appearing over the 12th to 14th. The team flew out on Eastern Airways SAAB 2000 G-CDKA, returning on G-CDEA. Fans used XL Airways Boeing 737-800 G-XLAA, Monarch, Thomsonfly and Jet2 Boeing 757-200s            G-MONK, G-BYAL and G-LSAI respectively, Jet2 Boeing 737-300 G-CELI and First Choice Airbus A320 G-OOAU.  Although the return leg at Goodison failed to bring in any fans’ charters, the team arrived aboard SAS Boeing 737-500 LN-BRO and returned on Boeing 737-800 LN-RPL.

Although the Atlantic Electras continue to operate most of the Liege flights on behalf of TNT, there were a couple of occasions during the month when the aircraft went tech or were replaced by other aircraft. On the evening of the 4th, G-LOFC went tech, so TAY021B did not operate.  The following morning saw G-FIJR operate inbound on TAY019J, so we had two Electras on the ground during the 5th. ‘FC departed in the evening to Cardiff as TAY18P, while ‘JR operated back to Liege as normal. We also had two Electras on the ground on the 29th and through the weekend as G-FIJR went tech on arrival from Edinburgh on TAY526H and joined the weekend-stopping G-LOFC. Both departed to Liege on the evening of the 3rd March.  The TAY526H operation on the 8th saw Spanish BAe 146 200QT EC-GQO visiting, while EC-FZE appeared on the 15th. Boeing 737-300F OO-TNK operated the service on the 22nd.  Another Boeing 737, OO-TNE, operated TAY19J/21B on the 20th in lieu of the Electra. Finally, Italian registered BAe 146 200QT I-TNTC operated f. Cardiff t. Durham/Tees Valley on the 12th as TAY414C/121B and f. Cardiff t. Hanover on the 19th as TAY415C/321B. 

As for other freight visitors this month there were a couple of highlights, the most notable being Aero Charter Antonov An-12 UR-DWF, which operated f&t Luxembourg on the 28th as UCR2908/2909. Atlantic Airlines BAe ATP G-BTPF visited f. Brussels t. Luton on the 19th as NPT893 – this being the first visit of an ATP to Liverpool since the demise of Emerald Airways in 2006.  
GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

There were a couple of days during February where we took diversions from Manchester. The first occasion was on the 1st of the month, thanks to snow. Highlights included our first ever visit of an Embraer ERJ-195, in the shape of Flybe’s G-FBEI, which diverted in from Milan/Malpensa and night-stopped before positioning over to Manchester the following afternoon. The other highlight on this occasion was White Eagle Aviation ATR-42 SP-KCA, which operated in from Kerry on an Aer Arann flight. This aircraft positioned out just after midnight. Other Diversions included a couple of Monarch Airbuses and a Thomsonfly Boeing 757.

The 23rd saw even more Manchester diversions, this time due to the runway (the sole one in use at the time) being blocked by an American Airlines Boeing 767, which had diverted back with a hydraulic problem and burst a couple of tyres during a fast landing. Diversions to Liverpool included an Air France Airbus A320, Boeing 757s of First Choice and Thomsonfly, Boeing 737s of Thomsonfly and XL Airways, Airbus A321s of Monarch, plus a pair of Flybe ERJ-145s and a Dash 8.        

We had 42 visiting biz jets this month.  The highlight was undoubtedly the Israeli IAI 1126 Galaxy 4X-CLL, which visited f. Bucharest t. Luton on the 19th. This was the first Israeli registered aircraft to visit this century, the last having visited in May 1999. Other visitors on the 19th included a trio of Italian Falcons, namely Falcon 900 I-FLYS and Falcon 2000s I-FLYP and I-NATS, which were here for the Inter Milan game. Also that day, French Falcon 2000 F-GNVG visited f. Venice t. Le Bourget. Canadian Global Express C-GPPI night-stopped on the 18th, routing f. Keflavik t. Toronto, its visit also likely to have been associated with the match at Anfield.

February saw three visiting Gulfstream 4s, the first being N491EC, which night-stopped on the 6th, routing f. Newcastle t. Luton. Second came N699HH, which visited f. Akron t. Doha on the 17th – the outbound destination being of interest as the aircraft is operated by Liverpool FC co-owner, Tom Hicks, who may well have been off to discuss his shares in the club! Finally, G-EVLN visited f. Luton t. Gatwick on the 20th. The month also saw a first visit of variant with the appearance of Cessna 510 Citation Mustang G-LEAI on the 17th.  The aircraft, which was registered in January, is operated by London Executive and visited f. Farnborough t. Zurich.  

A third Bristow Sikorsky S-92A passed through on delivery this month. To add to the two seen in January (G-IACD and G-IACE), G-IACF arrived from Seaforth docks on the 15th and, after about an hour and a half on the ground, departed onwards to Aberdeen as BHL92F. Other highlights this month included US registered King Air 90 N59MS, which visited f&t Antwerp on the 9th and King Air 200 N250TM, which visited f. Fairoaks t. Edinburgh on the 25th. Beech Barons N717HL and N581AF visited on the 18th and 27th respectively. German DA42 Twin Star D-GEFT visited f&t Hassfurt on the 15th.

MILITARY VISITORS

February saw visits from the Royal Air Force and Army Air Corps.  Starting with RAF visitors, Puma HC1 XW219 visited f. Belfast t. Benson on the 7th as SHF383. Sea King HAR3 XZ585 night-stopped on the 10th, routing f&t Valley as SRD122. Agusta A109E ZR321 visited f. Heathrow t. Northolt on the 26th as RRR1796.  Moving to fixed-wing types, Hawk XX301 carried out a touch & go on the 14th, routing f&t Valley as VYT48 – making a change from just an ILS approach and go-around. Islander CC2A ZF573 visited f. Lyneham t. Northolt on the 22nd.

Army Air Corps aircraft this month were just a pair of Islanders. ZG845 visited f&t Belfast on the 15th as AAC598.  It put in a second appearance on the 29th, routing f. Brize Norton t. Belfast using the same callsign. Finally, ZG993 visited f. Odiham t. Belfast on the 26th as AAC70.

RESIDENT NEWS

There were no new residents during February, although Schweizer 269C G-CEBE arrived from Walton Wood on the 4th and was still here at the end of the month. It is reportedly expected to depart for Monaco sometime. Another Schweizer 269C G-IRYC, which arrived on the 15th October last year, departed to Hawarden on the 9th. Its extended stay at Liverpool was due to it suffering damage to a couple of its rotor blades while it was here and having to await replacements. JetRanger G-BTFX, which had been here since the 9th December, flew a local on the 7th and finally departed on the 27th. Robinson R-22 G-HIEL arrived on the 15th and is once again operating with the Helicentre. It was still present at the end of the month.

Isle of Man based Seneca M-EDIA, which arrived from IOM on the 25th January, returned there on the 15th, having undergone some maintenance on one of its engines while it was here. 

Cessna 165 Airmaster G-BTDE took to the air for the first time this year on the 9th, when it operated t&f a private strip. Also on the 9th, Stearman   G-BRUJ flew for the first time this year, carrying out a local flight. Malibu N186CB flew t&f Caernarfon on the 16th – another first flight of the year.  Meanwhile, Cessna 152 G-BFHU arrived from Sleap on the 11th, having been away since the 23rd November and Cherokee G-BSGL arrived from Caernarfon on the 10th, having been away since the 23rd December. Part-time resident Baron G-BXDF paid its first visit of the year, arriving from Exeter on the 22nd and returning there on the 26th – it could be that this aircraft can no longer be considered resident, part-time or otherwise.  We mentioned last month that Falco F8L G-OGKB had left by road for painting. Well, the tail section has since been noted back in the hangar, wearing a bright red colour scheme.

New flying school Merseyflight have yet to add to their fleet, but have now set up their own website at www.merseyflight.com

January actually showed a slight drop in passenger numbers compared with 2007, but the overall moving annual total (MAT) remains up by nearly 10% on the corresponding 12 months. As mentioned previously, 2008 will probably see a smaller increase in passenger numbers than in previous years – unless we get a big announcement of new routes soon!

EPILOGUE

February saw a number of interesting aircraft. Airliner types worthy of mention include the first visit of an ERJ-195, the football charters for the Inter Milan game, including Livingston Airbus A321s, Blue Panorama Boeing 757 and Boeing 737s and Neos Boeing 737s. The freight highlight was the Ukrainian Antonov An-12, while the biz jet highlights were the Israeli Galaxy, Canadian Global Express and the Italian Falcons also visiting in connection with the football.
