Liverpool John Lennon Airport Review –February 2009

AIRPORT NEWS/LATEST DEVELOPMENTS

KLM Passengers Ready To Link Liverpool John Lennon Airport With All Five Continents

Although the first passenger is not due to use the new KLM service between Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) and Amsterdam until the end of March, bookings have already been made that will see passengers travelling between Liverpool and countries across all five continents.

KLM, who recently won the prestigious 2009 Business Travel World Award for Best Short Haul Travel Provider for the second time in five years, will commence their three times daily service from Liverpool to Amsterdam Schiphol Airport on 29th March. This new service will connect the Liverpool City Region, Cheshire and North Wales with over 100 worldwide destinations on KLM's own intercontinental network and with over 650 destinations across KLM's Skyteam partner networks via Schiphol.

Advance bookings on the new route are already encouraging and the global reach of the airline's network and that of its partners is opening up worldwide access for JLA. To date, passengers have booked on flights either to or from Liverpool and a host of countries across all five continents including China, Malaysia and the Philippines in Asia, Australia and New Zealand in Australasia, Sudan, Tanzania and Zambia in Africa, USA, Mexico and Uruguay in the Americas and a further 18 European countries.

Commenting on this latest news Neil Pakey, Deputy CEO of Peel Airports said, "This highlights what we have been saying for many years. By attracting a service such as KLM's which feeds into such a comprehensive worldwide hub network, passengers now have the opportunity to travel between Liverpool and hundreds of cities across the world for the first time. Until now for many, Liverpool as a destination did not exist on the worldwide airline route network. These latest statistics clearly show this is no longer the case. Everyone at the airport is tremendously excited by the prospect of being able to welcome travellers from across the world to this great City Region."

Lorraine Rogers, Chief Executive of The Mersey Partnership (TMP) said: "Delivering this hub connection for Liverpool City Region has been both an Airport and a TMP priority for more than three years. We are delighted that our combined efforts to attract KLM have already met with such a resounding endorsement from international travellers maximising Liverpool's enhanced global connectivity. The route will be a significant driver for further growth across our business sectors including tourism."

On the new route from Liverpool John Lennon Airport to Amsterdam Schiphol, Christine Ourmières, General Manager AIR FRANCE KLM UK & Ireland says: "Our decision to operate this service from Liverpool John Lennon Airport is a significant part of our strategy to provide greater access to Amsterdam and the Netherlands from the UK regions. Fantastic destinations around the world are now easily reachable from Liverpool with KLM. We are pleased to reaffirm our commitment to the Liverpool region with this new direct service. We look forward to seeing both business and leisure passengers on board soon. I am convinced this route will be a success."

Further New Business for JLA as Ryanair Add New Ibiza Service…

Ryanair, Europe's largest low fares airline, has announced the addition of a further destination to its route network from Liverpool John Lennon with flights to Ibiza to start at the end of March. The airline operates over 40 routes from JLA and this welcome news comes at a time when many in the industry are reducing operations. Flights will operate three times per week departing on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays, starting on the 30th March.

Robin Tudor, Head of PR for the Peel Airports Group commented “At this difficult time for the economy and aviation as a whole, it is particularly pleasing to see Ryanair further their commitment to the Airport and the North West by continuing to develop their business here at JLA.  As we all look forward to warmer weather, we expect this sunshine destination to prove popular with a cross section of passengers.”

…But Routes Also to be Lost

The welcome news of the new Ibiza route came in the same month that Ryanair also announced that it is to axe ten routes from Liverpool John Lennon Airport including Budapest, Faro, Valencia and four Polish destinations. Further cuts are expected when the airline announces its winter 2009/2010 plans. The list does, however, include destinations such as Friedrichshafen, Salzburg and Santiago, which have already been withdrawn – in the latter case it will not be re-introduced this summer. 

Announcing the Liverpool cutbacks, Ryanair’s Michael Cawley said: “The combination of the high cost government Air Passenger Duty (APD) and falls in Sterling has already created a traffic collapse at Liverpool Airport. The decision by the UK Government to continue to impose high APD charges and increase them over the next two years is completely unacceptable given the current economic climate.

“Ryanair has repeatedly called for this tax to be scrapped by highlighting that such travel taxes have failed in both the UK and Dutch markets, where they immediately resulted in traffic declines and sadly these declines look set to continue. This Government must realise you can only promote tourism by welcoming visitors, not taxing them. These cuts can and will be reversed if the Government’s greedy APD is scrapped – only then can we grow passenger traffic at Liverpool and throughout the UK.”

The Ryanair website indicates that the announcement will have the following effect at Liverpool John Lennon Airport:

· A 14% cut in Liverpool based aircraft (7 to 6).

· A 14% cut in weekly rotations for summer 09 (from 189 to 163).

· An 8% drop in Ryanair’s Liverpool traffic from 2.7m in 2008 to 2.5m passengers in 2009/10.

· The loss of 50 jobs among pilots, cabin crew and engineers.

· Further cuts in Ryanair’s winter schedule at Liverpool will be announced later.

The main news this month regarding scheduled services can be found in the Airport Developments section above. We had a pair of new Ryanair Boeing 737s this month.  Firstly, EI-EBC visited f. Edinburgh t. East Midlands on the 9th as RYR5534/5535 – the aircraft was believed to be carrying members of Ryanair management, possibly something to do with their later announcement of service reductions this summer. Our second new aircraft was EI-EBE, which arrived on station from Dublin on the 15th operating RYR448. 

The month brought no significant news regarding our other based operators, easyJet, Flybe and Wizz Air, but we look forward to next month when we will be adding KLM as our newest scheduled service operator.

Our only scheduled charter flight, the weekly Thomsonfly Boeing 737-300 f/t Alicante, continued to operate through the month. The rest of this month’s charter section is thanks to football once again.  Chelsea flew out to Gatwick on the 1st aboard bmi ERJ-145 G-RJXB. Liverpool FC continued to use Scot Airways for their domestic flights, with G-BWIR, G-BYHG and G-BZOG appearing during the month.  They flew out to Madrid on the 24th aboard Titan Airways Boeing 757 G-ZAPX. The same day, fans flew out on Jet2 Boeing 757 G-LSAI.  Two more charter flights operated to Madrid the next day, the aircraft being Viking Boeing 737-800 SE-RHR and Thomas Cook Boeing 757 G-JMCE. All these aircraft also flew the return flights on the 26th.   

FREIGHT NEWS 

It seems that this heading is fast becoming unnecessary since the demise of the TNT service and the lack of any decent motor part charters. The January tonnage figure sums it all up – down 82% at just 47 tonnes.  The morning Seneca flight t&f the Isle of Man on behalf of DHL continues to operate, as does the new Capital Air Navajo service on weekday evenings between the Isle of Man and East Midlands.

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Hawarden diversions this month included a couple of aircraft operating hospital flights on behalf of Manx2. Dornier 228 D-IFLM visited f&t IOM on the 2nd as NM82C/83C, as did LET410 OK-ASA as VAA84C/85C.  The Do 228 paid a second visit on the 5th on the same routing. Not a diversion this time, but Manx 2 visited again on the 28th, when Metro III EC-GPS appeared f&t IOM as NM758/759. Another aircraft that is more normally seen at Hawarden was WDL BAe 146 200 D-AWUE. It arrived from Filton on the 20th as WDL319 and remained here all weekend, returning to Filton on the 23rd as WDL319A.  Prescott Hercules N3755P visited on the 24th, routing f. Frankfurt t. Stephenville as PSK324. The only crew training airliners this month were a couple of Flybe Dash-8s – G-JECT on the 15th and G-JEDU on the 20th.   

February saw 29 visiting biz jets, the highlight being a pair of Global Expresses. The first was N517TT, which night-stopped on the 1st, routing f&t Montreal. The second example, OE-IGS, arrived from Lanseria, just north of Johannesburg, on the 7th as CLU1561. It remained here until the 16th, when it departed to Rotterdam as CLU1443. Other biz jets of note this month included Falcon 2000 N296RG, which routed f. Copenhagen t. Gander on the 11th. Falcon 900EX N8100E visited f. St. Louis t. Bergamo on the 24th. Executive Airlines Gulfstream G200 Galaxy EC-JQE night-stopped on the 7th, routing f. Venice t. Madrid as EXU182/181. Beechjet 400A N3468D night-stopped on the 12th, routing f. Reykjavik t. Hawarden.  The aircraft was also present from the 19th to 22nd. Canadian Learjet 35A C-FPRP night-stopped on the 21st, routing f. Keflavik t. Gatwick.  Premier 1 N42LQ was present from the 27th to 1st March.  Net Jets Europe Falcon 2000 CS-DFC arrived from Grenoble on the 21st, but went tech while it was here. Beech 1900D CS-DOC brought in engineers on the 27th and the Falcon was moved into hangar 2 where it is understood to have undergone an engine change. The aircraft finally departed on the 1st March, routing out to Salzburg.

Other GA visitors this month included King Air E90 N554CF, which routed f. Oxford t. Weston on the 12th. Also on the 12th, King Air 350 N37172 visited f. Northolt t. Leeds/Bradford, while King Air C90GT M-TSRI arrived from Farnborough and departed to Lyon two days later. Belgian King Air 90 OO-IAL visited f. Annecy t. Antwerp on the 21st. Dutch Navajo PH-TVB visited on the 17th, routing f. Middelburg t. Bournemouth. French Cessna 182 F-HBFC visited f. Biggin Hill t. Toussus on the 15th. Finally, KLM Flight Academy Baron PH-BYC night-stopped on the 21st, routing f. Biggin Hill t. Bristol as KLM7934. At least next month we’ll start seeing slightly larger KLM aircraft!

MILITARY VISITORS

The month saw visitors from the Army Air Corps and Royal Air Force, although, once again, military movements were few and far between. Kicking off with the RAF, Sea King HAR3A ZH543 visited on the 1st, routing in from a private location (presumably one of the hospital landing sites) and departing to Wattisham as SRG125. Hercules C3 XV303 visited on the morning of the 10th, routing in from Gibraltar as RRR5089 and out to Lyneham as RRR670.  The aircraft spent less than half an hour on the ground here.  Our only Army Air Corps visitor this month was Islander AL1 ZG844, which routed f. Belfast t. Middle Wallop on the 26th as AAC591.

RESIDENT NEWS

We gained another new resident during February. Cessna 150 G-BBNJ arrived from Leeds on the 22nd and is yet another addition to the Merseyflight fleet. The aircraft still wears Sherburn Aero Club titles and is presumably only on lease to the company. Robinson R-22 G-FOGY has been operating with the Helicentre again this month. It had arrived on the 20th January and was away from the 4th to 11th February, but was present through to the end of the month.

Learjet 45 G-SOVB departed to Biggin Hill on the 12th, returning as RVR45T on the 17th. Also on the 17th, G-SOVC departed to Doncaster/Robin Hood using the same callsign. It returned from there on the 25th.

With the current economic situation it probably comes as no surprise that the first passenger figures of the year were significantly down on January 2008. On the freight front, the loss of TNT has had a devastating effect on the tonnage figure, with no regular substantial freight flights operating through the airport anymore. Unless something else turns up, this poor figure is likely to be repeated in the months ahead.  

EPILOGUE

The month saw a few interesting aircraft.  Airliner highlight was the first visit of a Viking Airlines Boeing 737-800 on a football charter, having previously had their MD-80s. The Dornier 228 and LET410 operating with Manx2 were also noteworthy visitors, neither type being regular visitors to Liverpool. Biz jet highlights were the pair of Global Expresses and the Canadian Learjet.
