Ryanair Celebrate 15 Millionth Liverpool Airport Passenger with 2 New Routes

Liverpool John Lennon Airport had a double celebration with Ryanair in February, firstly welcoming the airline's 15 millionth passenger to fly with them through JLA since they first commenced operations from the airport in 1988 and then announcing two new destinations to be added to their network.

From 13th April 2011, Ryanair will operate twice weekly flights to the Greek islands of Kos and Rhodes. Seats on these new Greek routes went on sale on the 4th February with fares starting from £37.99 one way inclusive. Both destinations are part of the Dodecanese group of islands located in the Aegean Sea. Rhodes is the largest in this group of islands and historically, famous worldwide for the Colossus of Rhodes, one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World. Kos meanwhile was reportedly visited by Hercules in Roman mythology and today both are popular summer holiday destinations.

Much has changed at the airport since Ryanair first commenced operations from Liverpool with just one route in 1988 - their ever popular Dublin service. Today Ryanair carry as many passengers through Liverpool in two months as the airport handled in total in 1988. Back then, less than 400,000 passengers used the airport with just a handful of services available. In 2010, JLA handled over 5 million passengers and this Summer Ryanair will operate flights to 40 destinations from Liverpool.

Ryanair's Maria Macken added, "Ryanair is delighted to mark a double celebration at Liverpool John Lennon Airport with the announcement of two new Greek routes to Kos and Rhodes as well as welcoming our 15 millionth passenger at the airport. Ryanair will include two new Greek routes in Liverpool Airport's summer schedule giving passengers in the North West a choice of 40 destinations this summer with Ryanair”.

Chairman of the European Parliament Transport Committee launches easyJet's Liverpool to Brussels service

easyJet, the UK's largest airline, commenced flights to Brussels from Liverpool John Lennon Airport on the 7th February. This is the airline's first service to Brussels from the UK, providing direct access to the Capital of the European Union and has been launched as part of easyJet's ongoing commitment to enhancing its offer for business travellers. easyJet's UK general manager, Paul Simmons was joined by Brian Simpson, MEP for the North West of England and Chairman of the European Parliament's Transport Committee at JLA to launch the new six-times-weekly (Sun-Fri) service from Liverpool to Brussels.

Paul Simmons, easyJet's UK General Manager said, "By introducing a low-fares service to Brussels we are providing affordable access to the Capital of Europe. The launch of our first UK route to Brussels reflects our commitment to providing business travellers with the broadest choice of destinations at the lowest possible fares."

Brian Simpson, North West MEP and Chairman of the European Parliament's Transport Committee added, "I'm delighted that easyJet is starting flights between Liverpool and Brussels, and honoured that it chose Liverpool to launch its first British based service to the EU capital. This brings Merseyside and the wider North West region closer to Europe and will allow more choice for regular travellers such as myself. The EU broke down the monopoly in the aviation market, giving customers a greater choice of airports, carriers and new routes. This move will also generate an influx of business and leisure travellers to the Belgian capital and the North West and bring much needed economic benefits. I'm sure this new route will be a great success."

Most of this month’s scheduled service news can be found in the Airport Developments section above, however it is worth noting again easyJet’s new route to Brussels, which commenced on the 7th.  There was much disappointment a number of years back when Ryanair withdrew their flights to “Brussels”/Charleroi, so it is great to see a service to the actual capital of the EU and a major hub airport.

New easyJet Airbus A320 G-EZUC paid its first visit to Liverpool on the 9th, when it positioned up from Gatwick as EZY8003 and operated the Fuerteventura rotation before positioning back to Gatwick as EZY8004. The aircraft was then based at Liverpool from the 22nd.  
It has been reported that KLM Cityhopper are to revert to three daily Amsterdam flights from May, with the afternoon KLM1037/1038 being dropped. Fokker 100s appearing during February were PH-OFL (1st, 10th, 11th, 16th, 21st and 26th), PH-OFM (13th), PH-OFN (23rd and 28th) and   PH-OFO (1st, 5th and 15th).

Eastern Airways are using fewer SAAB 2000s on their Liverpool flights. All services were scheduled to be Jetstream 41s from the 7th, however some SAABs have appeared since then. The airline has apparently dropped its Friday morning Aberdeen-Liverpool-Southampton flight, although the flight in the opposite direction remains. ERJ-135 G-CGMC was noted operating here on the 4th. 

Flybe ERJ-190 G-FBEI operated a combined Manchester & Liverpool – IOM service on the 18th.  The aircraft arrived from Manchester as BEE1DY and departed to the Island as BEE108.

At last we have IT flights to mention – albeit only two!  Atlantic Holidays, the largest independent specialist tour operator to the Portuguese Island of Madeira has announced that it is to operate two flights direct from Liverpool for the first time. The departures are on the 16th May and 24th October and will use Monarch Airlines Airbus A320 aircraft solely chartered by the tour operator.  

Nick Smillie, Sales Director for Peel Airports said: “We are sure that lots of passengers from across the region will want to take advantage of this opportunity to travel direct from JLA to Madeira. We expect these flights to prove popular and hope that it will encourage Atlantic Holidays to operate even more services from here next year”.

This month’s charter highlight was an influx of Czech aircraft in connection with Liverpool FC’s Europa Cup game against Sparta Prague at Anfield. The team arrived on the 23rd aboard TVS Boeing 737-800 OM-TVA. Fans flights arriving on the 23rd were TVS Boeing 737-800 OK-TVD and TVS Smartwings Boeing 737-500 OK-SWV. They were joined on the 24th by TVS Boeing 737-800s OK-TVL and OK-TVP, Holidays Czech Airlines Boeing 737-400s OK-WGX and OK-WGY, plus CSA Airbus A321 OK-CEC operating for Holidays Czech Airlines. All departed in the late evening of the 24th/early 25th apart from the CSA Airbus A321, which went tech and the passengers were put up in a hotel in Blackpool overnight due to nothing being available in Liverpool at short notice. It finally departed back to Prague in the evening of the 25th.

Liverpool’s earlier away leg at Sparta Prague saw the team use Monarch Boeing 757-200 G-DAJB, which took them out on the 16th and brought them back in the early hours of the 18th. There were no fans charters operating from Liverpool for the away leg.

Freight flights were fairly few and far between in February, although there were one or two visitors worthy of note. Pskovavia Antonov An-26B    RA-26142 routed f. Malmo t. Rotterdam on the 11th as PSW9555/9556. It was seen again on the 15th operating the same route and using the same callsigns.  Cityline Hungary Antonov An-26B HA-TCO visited f. Hahn t. Budapest on the 13th as CNB1600/160F.

We had just a trio of Metros this month. Aero Nova Metro III EC-JCU was here from the 9th to 11th, routing f. Kassel t. Gothenburg as OVA52J/31C. Sister ship EC-IXL visited f. Le Bourget t. Dublin on the 13th as OVA882/882. Finally, Zorex Metro II EC-HJC visited f. Birmingham t. Dortmund on the 16th as ORZ D11/D12.  

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

We had a number of diversions this month – although most were Ryanair Leeds flights. We did, however, get Airbus A300-608ST Beluga F-GSTD, which arrived from Toulouse on the 5th. It ended up night-stopping and hopped over to Hawarden the following morning. British Midland Regional ERJ-135 G-RJXJ visited f&t East Midlands on the 19th on a training detail as BMR9001/9002. 

There were just over 20 visiting biz jets this month, none of which were particularly memorable. Learjet 60 N10MB visited f&t Luton on the 1st. Dutch Citation VII PH-MYX visited f. Rotterdam t. Munster on the 10th. G200 Galaxy N682GA paid another visit on the 17th, routing f. Leeds/Bradford t. Gander. Hawker 750 N770HB night-stopped on the 23rd, routing f. Vienna t. Hawarden, while Premier 1A N278AP did the same on the 27th while routing f. Luton t. Hawarden. Finally, German Citationjet CJ3 D-CJAK arrived on the 28th. 

GA visitors this month included KLM Beech Baron PH-BYD, which night-stopped on the 17th, routing f. Coventry t. East Midlands as KLM7902. A rare type these days was Twin Comanche G-BAKJ, which visited f&t Biggin Hill on the 24th. Doing the same on the 27th was Malibu G-PTEA.

MILITARY VISITORS
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Royal Navy Lynx HAS3S XZ693/311 was here from the 4th to 7th February.  (Photograph – Adrian Thompson)

We had just three military visitors this month – a pair of RAF Hawks and a Royal Navy Lynx.  Starting with the Hawks, XX181 and XX244 diverted in here on the 23rd, while operating out of Valley as VYT55 and VYT47 respectively. Poor weather at their base resulted in them night-stopping and returning there the following day as VYT21 and VYT24.

Royal Navy Lynx HAS3S XZ693/311 of 815NAS arrived from Shawbury on the 4th as Skua 350 and was present until the 7th when it returned to Shawbury using the same callsign. The helicopter was here in connection with the final visit of Type 42 Destroyer HMS Manchester to the Mersey. The 30-year-old veteran was decommissioned in a ceremony at Portsmouth later in the month. 

We also had some interesting military aircraft down the ILS this month.  French Navy Falcon 10MER 129 carried out a go-around on the 16th, routing out to Landivisiau as FNY55A2.  The following day, RAF Griffin HT1 ZJ242 carried out a go-around as SYS91. Sentinel R1 ZJ691 did a go-around on the 23rd, departing to Waddington as Snapshot 2. 

RESIDENT NEWS

King Air C90 GTI N6014V arrived back from Oxford on the 1st having finally been re-registered G-MOSJ the day before. We appear to have lost Harvard G-TXAN as a resident. The aircraft departed to Thruxton on the 3rd February and, according to the CAA G-INFO website, is undergoing a change of ownership. Winter resident Cherokee Arrow G-BTRT departed back to Barton on the 28th, having been here since the 28th September.

Ravenair PA-38 Tomahawk G-RVRL suffered a punctured nosewheel on landing on the 24th. This caused one easyJet flight (G-EZDM from Malaga) to divert to Manchester, while inbound Prescott Hercules N3755P went into the hold and landed once the wheel had been replaced and the aircraft removed from the runway. PA-38 G-DFLY was re-registered at Sleap on the 3rd, becoming the first in their new registration sequence - G-RVNA. The aircraft returned from Sleap on the 28th having also been re-painted in the flying school’s trainer colours.    

Lomac Aviators Ltd (www.lomacaviators.com) formed by Paul Lodge and Jim McVey has been around since early 2004, offering aircraft for lease or hire, self-fly hire, together with aircraft sales and spares brokerage.  With the completion of their new office/clubroom they are additionally offering pilot training, pleasure flights and trial flights - which can be purchased as gift vouchers. Signs were erected at the entrance to the GA road in late January.  The company has already added their logo to Tomahawks G-BNYK and G-BNSL and Cherokee Warrior G-WARW. Former CATS Cessna 172 G-BEWR arrived from Barton on the 24th and also sports the Lomac logo.  The aircraft has not been registered to Lomac as yet though, so it may just be here on lease.
