Peel Announce Hilton Hotel Agreement at Liverpool John Lennon Airport

easyJet to further expand their business at Liverpool John Lennon Airport

The UK's largest airline easyJet, has announced further growth of their operations at Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) as part of a wider expansion of services across the North West. The airline will be adding three exciting new destinations to their Summer 2009 schedule from early June: Dubrovnik on the Adriatic Sea in the south of Croatia, Naples in southern Italy and Bordeaux in south west France. The extra business will see the basing of an additional aircraft at Liverpool John Lennon Airport. easyJet currently has eight aircraft based at the airport, offering a choice of flights to over 20 destinations and carried over 2 million passengers through the airport last year.

Commenting on the announcement, Neil Pakey, Deputy CEO of Peel Airports commented, "This is a great way to start the New Year. Further expansion of easyJet services at Liverpool is a sign of their continued commitment to low cost air travel both here on Merseyside and across the North West. It's a tremendous vote of confidence for the airport and its future potential at what is for many in the industry proving to be an extremely difficult economic climate to operate in. This will be the first time we have seen scheduled services to each of these three new destinations from Liverpool, giving the region's passengers access to low cost fares to an even greater choice of destinations"

The big news this month is that easyJet has announced three new destinations commencing early June. As mentioned in the Airport News section above, Dubrovnik, Naples and Bordeaux are to be added to the schedule, which will see a further Airbus A319 based at Liverpool, bringing their total to nine based aircraft. The Naples service will operate on four days a week (Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Sunday), while Dubrovnik will operate on Tuesday, Friday and Sunday and Bordeaux on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday.  The existing Geneva service will see an increase to 10 flights a week thanks to the extra aircraft, with additional rotations operating on Monday, Thursday and Saturday.

The good news doesn’t end there though, in February, Ryanair also announced a new destination for summer – details of that will be carried in the February review. Meanwhile, their Fuerteventura service ceased during January. For their summer schedule, it would appear that Faro, Lodz, Paris/Beauvais and Santiago have been dropped, with recently introduced services to Gdansk, Knock, Szczecin and Tenerife retained for summer. 

There is nothing to report from Flybe or Wizz Air this month.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

January was an exceptionally quiet month for charter flights.  The weekly Thomsonfly service f&t Alicante (TOM6924/6923) operated as normal on Tuesdays, but there was little of note as far as ad hoc charters go. Arsenal FC used bmi ERJ-145 G-RJXF on the 27th, while Chelsea FC used the same aircraft four days later.  

FREIGHT NEWS 

Very gloomy news on the freight front. It came as quite a shock when it was discovered that TNT had pulled out of Liverpool Airport from the start of 2009, after operating a regular service from/to Liege for many, many years. The withdrawal of this service comes as a hammer blow to the airport, which now has virtually nothing in the way of scheduled freight flights, except for a couple of light aircraft operations. The downturn in the car manufacturing industry has also seen a big reduction in the number of motor part charters, which had admittedly already been on the decline prior to the current so-called “credit crunch”. The only notable flight this month was Binair Merlin IVC D-CKPP, which night-stopped on the 15th, routing f. Bratislava t. Munster as BID5A.

The morning DHL courier service (TRJ82/83) t&f the Isle of Man continues to operate and has been joined by a second courier operation. Capital Aviation commenced an evening service from the Isle of Man to East Midlands on the 19th, using Navajo aircraft. The service (EGL011G/011X) apparently replaces Ravenair flights RVR41/42 etc., which had previously operated weekday services t&f the Isle of Man.  

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

The month saw a number of diversions, a couple of which were notable. The highlight was S7 Airlines (Sibir) Airbus A319 VP-BHL in the evening of the 4th. The aircraft was a Dublin diversion, arriving from Moscow/Domodedovo as SBI887.The aircraft continued on to Dublin in the small hours of the 5th. We had two Beluga diversions from Hawarden thanks to the weather there. F-GSTD visited f. Toulouse t. Hawarden on the 21st, while   F-GSTF night-stopped on the 28th on the same routing.   On the 8th we had half a dozen Manchester diversions – four Flybe Dash-8s, a bmi ERJ-145 and an Aer Arann ATR-72. We had a couple more Manchester diversions on the 28th, with bmi A319 G-DBCK and Flybe Dash-8 G-JEDN putting in an appearance. 

Moving on to biz jets, we had 27 visiting examples during January. Highlights included a couple of Gulfstream IIIs. N711UF visited f&t Dublin on the 11th, while N127GK routed f. Le Bourget t. Birmingham on the 28th. The only other Gulfstream this month was Gulfstream IV N699HH, which night-stopped on the 31st, routing f. Luton t. Bangor. Other highlights were Challenger 300 N539FX, which night-stopped on the 31st, routing f. Biggin Hill t. Halifax, Nova Scotia as BJS539 and Hawker 800XP N825CP, which was here from the 9th to 11th, routing f. Gander t. Stansted.

On the slightly lighter side, JDP Beech 1900C F-GVLC visited f. Liege t. Le Bourget on the 3rd as JDP03C. French Beech Baron F-GSJD visited f&t Nantes on the 9th. Finally, Danish Cessna 421C OY-VCM (formerly Dutch registered PH-VCM) visited f&t Manchester on the 11th.   

MILITARY VISITORS

January saw just one visiting military aircraft! Irish Air Corps CASA CN235 252 visited f. Baldonnel t. Stansted on the 13th and put in a second appearance on the 23rd, routing f. Glasgow t. Baldonnel.

We did, however have two interesting aircraft making ILS approaches, although not landing.  RAF Tornado GR4 ZD744 carried out a go-around on the 7th, routing in from Leeming as MRH15, while Nimrod MR2 XV240 did the same on the 21st, routing in from Nimes as RRR7484.

RESIDENT NEWS

We gained one new resident this month along with the return of another that had been away for over 6 months. Cherokee G-CEGS arrived from Sleap on the 30th and is operating with Merseyflight, probably on a leased-in basis. Robinson R-44 G-OPDG arrived from Le Havre on the 26th and is presumably resident here once again. The aircraft, which had not been seen here since it departed to Bournemouth in June last year, remains registered to a Wirral company.

Cessna 172 G-BEWR, which had been undergoing an extensive re-build with its new owners, departed to Barton on the 12th and is now believed to be no longer resident. Learjet 45 G-JANV departed to Doncaster/Robin Hood on the 15th as RVR45T and returned from there on the 28th. Learjet 45 G-SOVB also used the RVR45T callsign on flights it made during the month.
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Robinson R-22 G-HIEL, which had been operating with the Helicentre since September last year, departed on the 14th, with G-TINK coming in the opposite direction. R-22 G-FOGY was operating with the Helicentre from the 20th until early February. Tomahawk G-CWFA, which has been resident since the end of September, took to the skies on the 21st – its first flight since it arrived here. Cessna 150 G-BSZU arrived from the Isle of Man on the 2nd and is believed to be undergoing maintenance with Keenair. It was still present in mid-February.

Unfortunately the year ended with a net loss in passenger numbers of 2.5% compared to 2007. This is basically down to the reduction in the number of summer holiday charters on offer this year and the tightening of belts thanks to the knock-on effect of the credit crunch in the latter part of the year. 2009 will probably also see a drop in passenger figures – although with Liverpool’s market being mostly made up of low-cost flights, perhaps more people will turn to what we have on offer as they look to keep travel/holiday costs down to a minimum. It will be a challenger year ahead. At least easyJet and Ryanair have both announced new destinations for summer 2009 already, so the major players remain confident of what Liverpool has to offer.

EPILOGUE

2009 got off to a bad start with the shock news of the withdrawal of TNT from its Liverpool – Liege freight operation. As for aircraft movements in January, it was a fairly quiet month, with nothing much to interest the enthusiast. The highlights were probably the S7 Airlines A319, the pair of Belugas and the Gulfstream IIIs.
