Record start to holiday season at Liverpool John Lennon Airport

In early July, the airport announced a record start to the summer getaway with more than half a million passengers travelling through the airport during the month of June. A massive 507,781 passengers chose to use Liverpool Airport last month - an increase of 12.3 % compared to June 2006. The continuing increase in passengers can be attributed to the ever increasing range of destinations available from Liverpool bringing more choice for passengers who travel to JLA from all over the country. 

Robin Tudor, General Manager, Corporate and Community Affairs said: “No doubt the wet weather will have played a part in the record number of passengers getting away to sunnier climes this June but with the school holidays still to come, the forecast for further passenger growth at JLA is certainly a lot brighter than the weather!”

Despite recent heightened security vigilance, passenger numbers continue to increase and the forecast for passenger growth for the whole of 2007 is around 5.5 million passengers.  The full passenger figures table for June appears near the end of this review.

Liverpool's Lord Mayor Salutes Record-Breaking Ryanair

On the 11th July, Ryanair celebrated carrying its seven millionth passenger through Liverpool Airport. Ryanair began operations in Liverpool in May 1988 and, since then, has expanded its services to operate to 33 destinations across 13 European countries.

Celebrating the record-breaking figures, Elaine Duff, Ryanair's Deputy UK Marketing Manager, said: "In November 2004, Liverpool JLA became our eleventh European base. Today, we operate thirty-three routes from Liverpool with our most recently announced Stockholm destination, which commences 31st October this year. "Since 1988, Ryanair has been committed in bringing low fare routes to the region and today's announcement strengthens our position as Liverpool's largest carrier. With more flights, more choice, the lowest fares and better service than any other Liverpool-based carrier, Ryanair is undoubtedly Liverpool's number one airline."

Liverpool's Lord Mayor Councillor Paul Clark said: "I'm delighted to welcome Ryanair's seven millionth passenger today. Business and investment in Liverpool are really booming and Ryanair is definitely helping put us on the map. With so many successful companies like Liverpool John Lennon Airport around, I am delighted the city is taking off."

Robin Tudor, JLA's General Manager Corporate and Community Affairs, added: "Today's celebration is a tremendous achievement. With over 200,000 passengers a month now flying with Ryanair via John Lennon Airport, milestones such as this will become a regular event. "In recent years, its expansion here has been dramatic. At the beginning of 2002 Ryanair served just 1 destination; 5 years on it's 33, with more hopefully to follow."

Ryanair Announces Six New Routes

Just a fortnight after their seven millionth passenger passed through Liverpool John Lennon Airport, Ryanair announced six new routes and the re-introduction of Grenoble and Salzburg winter destinations.  The new routes include flights to two Canary Islands, two Polish destinations, the Hungarian capital and Belfast/George Best.

Frequency and start dates are as follows: Belfast/George Best Airport (daily from 30th October), Budapest (4x weekly from 31st October), Bydgoszcz (twice weekly from 28th October), Fuerteventura (3x weekly from 30th October), Lodz (2x weekly from 29th October) and Tenerife (3x weekly from 30th October). The Grenoble and Salzburg will each operate once a week commencing 22nd December.

Announcing the new routes, Caroline Baldwin, Ryanair's UK Head of Sales & Marketing, said, "Ryanair is Liverpool's largest airline, and these eight new routes will further boost holiday and tourism links from John Lennon Airport. Today's announcement also marks the first Ryanair flights from any UK airport to the Canary Islands.  

Neil Pakey, Managing Director, for John Lennon Airport, commented: "These new services once again offer passengers from throughout the North West a range of destinations that will appeal to a cross section of travellers. With a mix of winter sun and ski destinations included in this latest announcement, the region's leisure travellers can look forward to further winter breaks taking advantage of Ryanair's low fares"

"In addition, the link with yet another European capital city is important in the run up to Capital of Culture year with visitors from Budapest soon having direct access to Liverpool."

As mentioned last month, there was no Flyglobespan service to JFK until the 5th. The service was reduced to six times per week from the 6th, following the withdrawal of the Friday service. Despite all this, the service has seemed to settle down this month, with TF-FIS and TF-FIT being seen on this and the Toronto/Hamilton route.  Friday 6th saw TF-FIS position out to Dublin as GSM202P, returning the following day as GSM204P. The following Friday saw TF-FIT arrive from Shannon as GSM202B, operating the JFK flight the following day. 

Concerns are growing for the future of Air Malta at Liverpool. The first real indication of trouble came appropriately on Friday 13th, when the service did not operate. It also failed to operate on Monday 16th and 30th, with passengers reportedly transferred to flights operating into other airports. The reason for the cancellations is clearly down to poor bookings and one wonders if the service will make it to the end of the season. Those that did operate were flown by 9H-AEL (2nd, 20th), 9H-AEH (6th) and 9H-AEJ (9th, 23rd, 27th).

As mentioned in the Airport News section, Ryanair has announced six brand-new destinations – Belfast/George Best (Belfast City), Budapest, Bydgoszcz, Fuerteventura, Lodz and Tenerife, all to commence at the end of October. This is great news, but it seems that it will bring no additional based aircraft and will probably largely be at the expense of other dropped routes (see below). Nevertheless, it will be interesting to see how the airline fares with Belfast City (formerly flown by Flybe) and Budapest (formerly flown by Wizz Air). The Tenerife operation should put paid to the return of Flyglobespan with its Stansted stop-off and this and Fuerteventura will greatly increase winter sun options through the airport. 

The company has also announced that it is to drop its two Scottish destinations, Aberdeen and Inverness, from the 2nd November due to poor loads. The destinations had already been reduced from daily to three times per week, which probably assisted their downfall. The failure of two more domestic routes further serves to show the lack of custom for such services from Liverpool – as witnessed by other airlines that have tried and failed. Also being dropped from the 8th November is Kaunas (Lithuania).  The company’s winter schedule will see a drop in frequency to various destinations. Carcassonne, Limoges, Pisa and Reus will be reduced by one flight per week compared to winter 2006, while Seville will be reduced by two flights per week. At the time of writing, Ancona, Bergerac, Nimes, Santander and Santiago were not bookable via the Ryanair website leading to speculation that these may be dropped altogether for winter.

The winter schedule also sees increases in Dublin (by three flights per week) and Milan/Bergamo (to daily), plus the Alicante and Palma flights that weren’t operating last winter are bookable throughout the period. Grenoble and Salzburg will be reintroduced on the 22nd December, but only as once weekly. 

Flybe made a few amendments to their Southampton service during the month. BAe 146 G-JEBF operated in from Manchester as BEE166W on the 2nd and 3rd, departing to Southampton as BEE196 as normal. On the 14th, the outbound BEE196 took a slight detour – operating to Leeds/Bradford instead. Dash-8s G-JECM and G-JECX both paid first visits on the 28th –‘CM on Jersey and ‘CX on Southampton. EuroManx mostly used EI-REJ on their IOM service this month, but EI-RED appeared on the 25th and ATR-42 G-CDFF operated on the 16th. 

At least Wizz Air continues to impress with very healthy figures on all three of its routes. The expanding airline brought in the latest member of their fleet for the first time on the 7th, when HA-LPM operated the WZZ105/106 Katowice service.
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As mentioned last month, EasyJet commenced its seasonal services to Ibiza and Mahon on the 13th and 14th respectively, plus an additional two flights per week to Geneva (EZY7304/7303) operating Wednesday & Sunday from 25th July until 2nd September using Bristol based aircraft. For the record, the two new Geneva flights this month were operated by G-EZMS on the 25th and G-EZAM on the 29th.  easyJet Switzerland Airbus A319 HB-JZQ paid its first visit as such on the 2nd when it operated the EZS1483/1484 Geneva rotation. The aircraft has, however visited the airport already this year as G-EZIF. It was based here from February to early April and was last seen in its former guise on the 7th April, when it departed to Amsterdam on EZY7007.

Miami Air Boeing 737-800 N739MA visited f. Stockholm/Arlanda t. Amsterdam on the 6th. The aircraft, operating for Martinair as MPH3913/3914 was visiting in connection with the Barbra Streisand concert in Manchester. European Aviation Boeing 737-200 G-CEAE positioned in from Bournemouth on the 19th and operated a Lourdes charter the following day, along with Air Mediterranee Airbus A321 F-GYAP, which carried out two flights, firstly positioning in from Paris CDG and later on from Prestwick before flying out to Lourdes. The same European Aviation Boeing 737 returned on the 27th, but the Air Mediterranee Airbus A321 was F-GYAN this time. 

Welcome Air Dornier Do 328JET OE-LJR visited f. Innsbruck t. Madrid/Torrejon on the 12th as WLC641J/642J – the reason for this visit is currently unknown. Farnair Europe ATR-42 HB-AFF positioned in from Brussels on the 15th, reportedly flying the Liverpool team out to Berne. Meanwhile Everton FC flew up to Dundee and back in Scot Airways Dornier Do 328 G-CCGS, the aircraft operating out on the 3rd and back on the 6th. The team flew further afield on the 9th, when they departed to Florence aboard Eastern Airways SAAB 2000 G-CDEA. The same aircraft brought them back on the 13th.

We had a couple of Onur Air Airbus A300s this month. TC-OAO operated f. Izmir t. Dalaman on the 13th, while TC-ONT appeared f&t Dalaman on the 20th and 27th.  The based Thomsonfly Boeing 757-200 swapped from G-BYAE to G-BYAY on the 3rd. ‘AY was itself replaced by Boeing 767-200 G-BYAA on the 26th, the aircraft arriving from Palma on TOM2734. It then operated the Faro rotation before positioning over to Manchester as TOM764P. Boeing 757-200 G-BYAX replaced it in the early hours of the 27th, positioning in from Luton as TOM812P.

FREIGHT NEWS 

Aviavilsa Antonov An-26 LY-APN night-stopped on the 4th, routing f. Budapest t. Poznan as LVR661/962. Other An-26s this month were RAF-Avia’s YL-RAC, which visited f. Budapest t. Belfast on the 5th as MTL1306/306F and City Line Hungary’s HA-TCP, which visited in the early hours of the 11th, routing f&t Stuttgart as CNB2501/2502. Other freight visitors this month included Aero Nova Metro III EC-HZH, which night-stopped on the 9th and 11th and Cessna 208 Caravan D-FALK, which night-stopped on the 3rd, routing f. Dortmund t. Kassel. 

There was a bit more variety on the TNT operation this month. Tu-204 SU-EAJ was noted again on a number of occasions, while Boeing 737-300Fs  OO-TNC and OO-TNB appeared on the 6th (TNC) and 20th & 31st  (TNB). An additional flight f&t Liege was flown by BAe 146 OO-TAE in the small hours of the 6th. With no based Electra here over the weekend of the 14th/15th, BAe 146 OO-TAS operated the Monday evening flight to Liege, operating in from Durham/Tees Valley as TAY316G. The following morning I-TNTC operated f. Liege t. Durham/TV as TAY315C. The evening of the 17th saw OO-TAA operate f. Stansted t. Liege as TAY528S. The morning of the 18th saw an Electra return to the service.  

GENERAL AVIATION & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Liverpool FC’s new signing, Fernando Torres was the reason for two Spanish Learjet visits this month. Learjet 60 EC-JYQ night-stopped on the 2nd, routing f&t Madrid/Torrejon, while EC-JIE flew the same route on the 4th. German Learjet 60 D-CEJA visited f. Luton t. Nice on the 12th and operated on the reverse route two days later. Learjet 31 D-CPRO visited f. Cannes t. Manchester on the 17th. Learjet 55 D-CWDL visited f. Cologne t. Vigo on the 20th, while another of the breed, D-COOL visited f. Munich t. Rome on the 28th.  Canadian Learjet 35 C-FICU night-stopped on the 14th, routing f. Keflavik t. Rome/Ciampino. German Challenger 600 D-BSNA visited f. Cologne t. Luton late in the evening of the 6th. Gulfstream IVSP N777KK arrived from Bristol on the 12th and departed to Humberside two days later. Austrian Falcon 50EX OE-HPS was only the second of its type to visit this year when it put in an appearance on the 11th, routing f. Le Bourget t. Geneva. Privatair Boeing 757-200 HB-IEE paid two visits during the month – routing f. Le Bourget t. Geneva on the 16th and f. Luton t. Nice the following week.

Moving to smaller visitors, Swedish Twin Comanche SE-EOK spent over a week here. It arrived from Le Touquet on the 14th and returned there on the 22nd. Mooney M20F N212MZ night-stopped on the 14th, routing f&t Biggin Hill. Dutch Cherokee Archer PH-SNE visited f&t Hoeven on the 23rd.

There were very few visiting military aircraft in July. The highlight was RAF School of Aviation Medicine Hawk T1 XX327, which visited f&t Boscombe Down on the 5th as BDN21/20.  RAF Puma HC1 ZA937 visited f. Benson t. Belfast on the 4th as SHF344. Army Air Corps Islander AL1 ZG847 visited f. Belfast t. East Midlands on the 15th as AAC590. Finally, Irish Air Corps King Air 200 240 visited f. Brussels t. Baldonnel on both the 19th and 31st. 

RESIDENT NEWS

Long-term non-flying resident Thorp T.18C Tiger G-BYBY has finally flown once again. The aircraft, which had been stored dismantled for a number of years, was re-assembled and noted undergoing engine runs on the 16th. It then took to the skies one week later on a 15-minute test-flight. It is reported that the aircraft has been sold, so it may be moving on before long. Recently re-built Malibu N186CB took to the air again this month, carrying out local flights on the 14th and 29th. Cessna 165 Airmaster G-BTDE had its first venture out as a new resident on the 25th, when it operated t&f Sleap. 

Ravenair Tomahawk G-BRHT departed to Sleap on the 24th and was still away at the end of the month, raising speculation that this has gone for re-painting and re-registering as many of the fleet have undergone such treatment there. Seneca G-BSDN, which departed to Sherburn-in-Elmet on the 12th March, finally returned from there on the 7th. C-47 N473DC departed to Jersey on the 11th and returned from Lelystad five days later. Robinson R-44 Raven G-BZMG arrived from Blackpool on the 6th and operated with the Helicentre until the 14th when it returned to Blackpool.
