Passengers Join In Liverpool Airport's 75th Anniversary Celebrations

Following the success of the aviation day at the Marriott to celebrate Liverpool John Lennon Airport's 75th anniversary (see last month’s Review), staff at the airport invited passengers to join in their celebrations on the 1st July - 75 years to the day that the airport was officially opened in 1933.

To mark the occasion, at 9:00 am staff gave away birthday cake to passengers travelling through the terminal building in recognition that it was at this time 75 years ago that the first flight departed from what was then Liverpool's new airport. Ryanair also kindly donated 20 free flights to give away to passengers too.

In addition, any passengers departing from the airport on the 1st who are 75 years old this year, were given a complimentary drink from the Day Tripper bar in the departure lounge to join with the airport and celebrate this occasion.

Robin Tudor, Head of PR for the airport commented, "Liverpool is one of the UK's oldest airports and it's been pure good fortune that we've been able to celebrate this milestone in the airport's long history during the City's year as European Capital of Culture.

There is no doubt that it has been the recent past that has seen Liverpool grow to be one of the North of England's busier airport's giving passengers in the North West a greater choice of affordable services with the success of the various low cost services. However, this airport has a tremendous history associated with it too and one that the whole of the region can be rightly proud of."

SCHEDULED SERVICE NEWS

As can be seen from the table below, easyJet commenced its high-summer services to Ibiza and Mahon on the 11th and 12th respectively.  Both services will end in September. The Jersey service on the 15th diverted back to Liverpool due to bad weather on the island.  Good news from the winter schedules that have now been uploaded to the easyJet website is that the Jersey service will continue throughout winter, with a 5x weekly schedule. Faro and Geneva will see an increase in operations over winter. Services to Amsterdam, Barcelona, Krakow, Lisbon, Malaga and Palma will be reduced for the winter, while Basle will cease altogether after 2nd November, bur re-commence in Spring. 

Meanwhile, Ryanair operated no less than 71 different Boeing 737-800s on their scheduled services through Liverpool during July – quite a record! The company increased its frequency on the Dublin route from the 2nd July, with four return flights per day on Monday, Wednesday and Friday (increased from three). The additional flight is made available by re-timing the Shannon service on those days, using a Shannon based aircraft, thus freeing up a Liverpool aircraft for the Dublin route. The winter timetable sees a number of services being cut back, withdrawn or suspended – the current “credit crunch” seemingly having quite an effect on the airline, which has already announced big cuts from Stansted this winter. Apart from the normal summer-only routes, it would appear that Madrid, Porto and Seville will also be dropped for winter. In addition to these, Budapest, Krakow and Valencia are suspended from early November until the week before Christmas. Friedrichshafen looks like it may not be re-introduced this winter, as it is unavailable to book at the time of writing.  Hopefully, things will become clearer in the months ahead.

There is little to report from Flybe and Wizz Air this month. One notable equipment change with Flybe was that ERJ-145 G-EMBJ operated the (delayed) first rotation of the day on the 3rd, in place of the normal Dash-8.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

We had nothing particularly out of the ordinary operating our normal IT flights this month, although Onur Air Airbus A300-600 TC-OAG appeared on their Bodrum service on the 17th, 24th and 31st. The flights used the same flight numbers (OHY3149/3150) as the regular Dalaman service. 

It seems to get earlier every year, but we welcomed back Football charters once again, thanks to both our local big teams being involved in European pre-season friendlies.  Everton FC used Tyrolean Jet Service Do 328JET OE-HTJ to fly out to Sion on the 7th. Following their game with FC Sion on the 12th, the team returned on Welcome Air Do 328JET OE-LJR. Liverpool FC departed to Bern on the 13th aboard Farnair ATR-42 HB-AFF, which had earlier positioned in from Basle.   Liverpool FC also used Flyglobespan for their friendly against Villareal.  Boeing 737-600    G-CDKD  took them to Valencia on the 29th and brought them back on the 31st.

FREIGHT NEWS

Well, it seems like we have renewed our acquaintance with HS748s, following the demise of Emerald Airways just over two years ago.  One of the companies to rise from the ashes of the former airline is Janes Aviation – itself the former title of Emerald Airways and named after the founder of the airline, Andy Janes.  The first of a couple of former Emerald HS748s to be based was G-AYIM, which arrived on the 9th.  This was followed by G-OSOE, which arrived from Blackpool on the 18th. The latter aircraft flew the new company’s first revenue-earning flight on the 27th, when it operated t&f the Isle of Man as JAN601/601P – presumably carrying newspapers outbound. Up to now, there has been no regular freight flights and the aircraft are largely standing idle, however it is reported that daily freight contracts to/from the Isle of Man (similar to the former Emerald Airways operations) are expected to commence shortly.

On the ad hoc freight front, we welcomed four Antonov An-12s this month. Kosmos Air’s RA-12988 night-stopped on the 9th, routing f&t Bordeaux.  It re-appeared on the 10th, routing back in from Bordeaux and then out to Stansted. RA-11025 was here from the 15th to 18th, routing f. Bordeaux t. Brest as KSM9624/9623. Meridian Antonov An-12 UR-CAH visited f. Bordeaux t. Aberdeen on the 11th as MEM4021/4022, while UR-CGV visited f. Bordeaux t. Katowice on the 17th as MEM4021/4011. Danish Air Transport SAAB SF340A/F LY-RUN was here from the 16th to 18th, routing f&t Billund as DNU3871/387A.    

As far as our regular TNT service to/from Liege is concerned, July saw a number of changes to the operation, with Electras replaced on a number of occasions. We had three different Icelandair Cargo Boeing 757-200Fs during the month. TF-FID operated in from Liege and out to Dublin as TAY29L in the morning and f. Dublin t. Liege in the evening as TAY231W.  This occurred on the 15th, 16th and 17th. TF-CIB operated in the morning only on the 22nd, 23rd and 31st, while TF-FIH appeared on the morning of the 30th. Mistral Air BAe 146 I-TNTC operated f. Stavanger to Liege as TAY429Y on the evening of the 16th, while I-MSAA did the same on the 22nd, 23rd, 30th and 31st. TNT Boeing 737-300F OO-TNA operated f. Dublin t. Liege on the evening of the 18th, in place of the usual TAY26F Edinburgh – Liege service.

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

This month’s highlight didn’t actually visit, but came within just a few feet of touching down. The much-publicised visit of an A380 Airbus to Liverpool happened on the 12th. F-WWDD, which had previously overflown Liverpool in May 2006, carried out a low approach and go-around before routing down the Mersey to give an impressive display at the Wirral Show off New Brighton.   

There were about 58 biz jet visitors this month, with a number of interesting movements thanks to the Open Golf at Royal Birkdale.  However, not all the highlights were thanks to that event. Jordanian Citation VII JY-RYN was here from the 10th to 12th, routing f. Gatwick t. Luton. This is believed to be the first visit of a Jordanian registered aircraft to Liverpool in over 50 years. For the record, the last one was DC-3 JY-ABE, which arrived from Nice on the 30th April 1958 on return to Starways (as G-AMPY) following its lease to Air Jordan.

Gulfstreams this month kicked off with Gulfstream V N428WT, which visited f. San Diego t. Glasgow on the 6th.  The aircraft, carrying golfer Phil Mickelson, paid further visits the next day and was also present from the 14th until the 20th, when it departed to Teterboro. Greg Norman’s Gulfstream G550 N1GN was here from the 14th to 21st, arriving from Inverness and departing to Prestwick. Meanwhile, Jack Nicklaus’s Gulfstream V N1JN visited f. Woodvale t. West Palm Beach on the 18th. Gulfstream IV N100JF visited f&t Luton on the 6th. Smart schemed Gulfstream IV N777KK visited f. Sheboygan, Wisconsin t. Vienna on the 15th. Gulfstream G550 N838BA was here from the 28th to 30th, routing f. Wilmington t. Dublin.  Other interesting biz jets this month included Citation X N795HG, which visited f. Blackpool t. St. John’s on the 16th and Challenger 300 OE-HPK, which night-stopped on both the 24th and 26th.

On the lighter side, Beech 1900 OO-PHB visited f&t Amsterdam on the 17th. Brand-new Beech King Air C90GTi N3400H visited f. Palma t. Enniskillen on the 28th.  Yak 50s G-YAKM, G-YAKU and G-YAKZ plus Yak 52 G-YAKN visited f&t Compton Abbas on the 21st.  They carried out three local flights while here, performing aerobatics over the Mersey at the Pier Head for the crowds gathered to watch the departure of the Tall Ships in the Parade of Sail. Also worthy of note this month was 1951-vintage Cessna 195A G-BSPK, which visited on the 19th.   

MILITARY VISITORS

July saw visits from the RAF and Army Air Corps. Starting with RAF visitors, Northolt Station Flight Islander ZF573 paid visits on the 1st and 24th. Agusta A109E ZR322 paid two visits on the 8th, routing from a private site to Cardiff and back as RRR1790. Hawk XX230 diverted in from Valley on the 9th as VYT68 and night-stopped before returning to Valley the following day in company with XX313, which presumably brought in the pilot. BAe 125 CC3 ZD703 visited f. Durham/Tees Valley t. Northolt on the 17th as KRF11R/RRR1021, reportedly bringing Princess Anne in to view the Tall Ships.  The same aircraft also visited on the 19th, routing f. Munster t. Northolt as RRR1345/KRF13R, possibly in connection with the Duke of York’s visit to the Open Golf at Royal Birkdale.     

Army Air Corps aircraft this month were Agusta A109A ZE412, which visited f&t a private site on the 8th as 1AR18 and Islander AL1 ZG996, which carried out a touch & go on the 17th, routing f. Birmingham t. Belfast as AAC70.

Also probably worthy of note, but not visitors were three RAF Tornados, which flew down the ILS on the evening of the 21st.  The first, solo one was unidentified, but the pair around 50 minutes later were GR4s ZA592 and ZA371 – the latter aircraft being the one which suffered a bird strike and ran off the runway at Newcastle a couple of weeks later.  

RESIDENT NEWS

July seems to have been a bit of a month for returnees as far as residents are concerned. Former Cheshire Air Training Services Cessna 172     G-BEWR arrived from Hawarden on the 4th, having left Liverpool back in November, following the demise of CATS.  The aircraft is now reported to be in the hands of the same person who owns the based Cessna T303s and the Malibu, which underwent a rebuild here. Indeed ‘WR is itself to undergo a makeover. Work to be carried out includes a new engine and a full interior re-fit. Meanwhile, shares are being offered in the based Malibu N186CB online at www.malibumirage.co.uk/

Our other returnees are HS 748s G-AYIM and G-OSOE, which are now based here with Janes Aviation. As mentioned under the Freight section, ‘IM arrived on the 9th and ‘OE on the 18th.    

The Learjet 45 G-SOVB, which we previously reported as heading our way, is now based here. The aircraft arrived from Farnborough on the 12th and has been operating from Liverpool since then. The other biz jet we mentioned, Falcon 2000EX G-WLVS visited this month, but only spent three days here and does not seem to be a full-time resident just yet. On the helicopter front, R-22 G-CDBF (arrived 22nd May) and R-44 G-GRZZ  (arrived 20th March) both now appear to be more than just temporary residents.

It would seem that we also lost a resident during July. Ravenair Tomahawk G-RVRG is reported to have crashed at Barton on the 24th and has been declared a write-off.  The aircraft, as noted in the May Review, flew for the first time this year on the 21st May, when it departed to Barton, to operate at the Ravenair Flying School there. The Operations manager at Ravenair, Steve Barker, was reported in the Manchester Evening News as saying: “I can confirm that we did have an incident today at Barton. The aircraft came down off the runway. The student in the plane was taken to Trafford General Hospital for checks, while the pilot was air lifted to Wythenshawe Hospital as a precaution due to back injuries. However, I have spoken to him and he is in very good spirits.”

Just a reminder that diversion details and arrival/departure locations that are not actual registered airfields are no longer included in the source material used in compiling the airport log. Therefore, this information is now only included in the log where the details have been recorded and verified from other sources. Go-around activity is generally recorded, but military serials can often be erroneous at source.
