Officials Tickled as Ken Launches New Liverpool Service


One of Liverpool's best loved sons, Ken Dodd, was at Liverpool John Lennon Airport on the 6th July, armed with tickling sticks and jam butties to help launch Eastern Airways' new flights from the airport.  As ever, comedian Ken was on form, entertaining airport and airline officials and passengers as the UK regional airline's first scheduled flights from Liverpool to Aberdeen and Southampton took to the skies. Ken is Honorary President of local airport support group, the Friends of Liverpool Airport with the original idea of a friends organisation for the airport coming from him back in 1980.

The Humberside-based independent carrier has introduced three flights each weekday from Liverpool to Aberdeen and also three each weekday to Southampton. "Ken is very much regarded as a British institution and we're thrilled he was able to give our new Liverpool services a great send off," said Roger Hage, Eastern Airways' ground services manager. "He's a truly great entertainer and has such a presence, which has made our launch day in Liverpool such a memorable one.”


Neil Pakey, deputy chief executive of Peel Airports, said: "We were 'tickled pink' when we heard Ken Dodd was kindly giving up some of his time to come down and help celebrate the launch of these important new services from the airport. He is a tremendous ambassador for the city and has long been a big supporter of the airport.” 


Weekday services to Aberdeen depart Liverpool at 10.40am, 4.30pm and 7.20pm, arriving in Aberdeen at 11.50am, 5.50pm and 8.40pm. Flights leave Aberdeen at 6.40am, 2.30pm and 6.20pm, landing in Liverpool at 7.50am, 3.50pm and 7.40pm.

Southampton flights leave Liverpool on weekdays at 8.10am, 4.20pm and 8.10pm, landing at 9am, 5.20pm and 9.10pm. Flights depart Southampton at 9.30am, 3pm and 5.50pm, arriving in Liverpool at 10.20am, 4pm and 6.50pm.

Czechs away! as Wizz Air commence Prague service

Central and Eastern Europe's largest low cost airline Wizz Air, who first started operating from Liverpool in late 2004, have commenced their latest route from Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) with three flights each week to Prague, the capital of the Czech Republic. Flights operate on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays, departing at 12:50pm, giving travellers to Prague convenient times and days of the week for short breaks or business trips.

Neil Pakey, Deputy Chief Executive of Peel Airports, commented: "This new Prague service is important for both leisure and business markets, linking the Liverpool City Region directly with yet another European capital city. At a time when many airlines across Europe are cutting back on services, Wizz Air clearly recognise the opportunities to grow their business from here."

John Stephenson, Executive Vice President of Wizz Air said: "Prague is one of Central and Eastern Europe's most popular destinations and as such is well connected from most of the UK's regions. We are delighted to be the airline offering a direct connection for Liverpool to this booming cultural and economic centre. We are confident that this new service will be just as popular as our existing routes from JLA to the CEE."

Ryanair announced on the 29th July that it would open five new routes to/from Liverpool John Lennon Airport. The new routes to Gran Canaria, Lanzarote, Rzeszow (Poland), Bratislava (Vienna) and Faro (Portugal) start in October. The latter destination is a re-instatement of their service that ceased in March and will again be in competition with the existing service offered by easyJet. In addition, Ryanair is increasing the frequency on flights to Belfast, Alicante, Malaga, Riga and Wroclaw while also maintaining services to Kaunas and Palma this winter. The company said that these additional new routes will ensure that Ryanair maintain its full capacity at Liverpool John Lennon Airport for the winter timetable. The high-profile (at least as far as Ryanair is concerned) “fall-out” with Manchester Airport over charges there has led to them re-distributing services in the region to Liverpool, East Midlands and Leeds – the latter airport seeing a huge expansion of operations as Ryanair go head-to-head with Jet2. 

easyJet has also announced that it is to start flying passengers to two new destinations in the Canary Islands from Liverpool from November 2009. The flights to Fuerteventura and Lanzarote are the airline's first foray into the medium haul market from Liverpool and they will be using their larger Airbus A320 aircraft on these routes. Flights will operate three times each week to each destination (Fuerteventura – Mon, Wed, Sat; Lanzarote – Tue, Thu and Sun) from early November, with one way fares including taxes and charges from just £29.99. As can be seen from the above, the service to Lanzarote will be up against the new Ryanair twice-weekly service. The company re-introduced Ibiza and Mahon this month for the summer season

We welcome Eastern Airways to this section this month. Although fairly regularly seen at Liverpool Airport – not least on Everton FC charters, the destinations of Aberdeen and Southampton are the first scheduled services to be operated by the airline out of Liverpool. Services are operated using SAAB 2000s and Jetstream 41s – a number of the latter type having previously flown scheduled services through Liverpool when with British Regional Airlines.

Nothing much to report from KLM Cityhopper this month. The only deviation from Fokker 70 operations came on the 13th when Fokker 100      PH-OFB operated KLM1041/1042.  As far as Flybe is concerned, Dash-8 G-ECOM paid its first ever visit to Liverpool this month and became quite a regular for a while. More interestingly, ERJ-195 G-FBEF arrived from Manchester on the 11th as BEE347K and operated the BEE606/605 flight to/from the Isle of Man before returning to Manchester as BEE348Y.  As can be seen from the news item above, Wizz Air commenced its three-times weekly service to Prague on the 11th.  The inaugural WZZ805/806 service was operated by the appropriately registered HA-LPL. New Wizz Air Airbus A320 HA-LPX paid its first visit to Liverpool on the 29th, operating the WZZ105/106 Katowice service.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

Although this summer’s IT flights are well down on previous years, at least the Turkish destinations of Bodrum and Dalaman are still on offer. Operated by Onur Air Airbus A321s, there are Wednesday evening flights to Dalaman and Thursday morning flights to both Bodrum and Dalaman. Our only other scheduled IT flight, however, remains as a Thomson Airways A321 to Palma every Thursday.

OLT SAAB 2000 D-AOLC was present from the 3rd to 6th, operating f&t Hamburg as OLT8501/8701. The reason for its visit is not known. Austrian Fokker 70 OE-LFK visited f. Vienna t. Altenrhein on the 12th as AUA1561/2789.  The aircraft was taking Liverpool FC out to pre-season friendly matches. The team also spent time in Singapore and they returned from there, via Bucharest on the 27th aboard Blue Line Airbus A310 F-HBOY, which later positioned out to Paris/CDG as BLE922P.  Blue Line also featured on a couple of Lourdes charters this month. Axis Airways B737-400 F-GLXQ operated f. Paris/CDG t. Lourdes on behalf of the company as BLE536P/536 on the 24th, while MD-83 F-GMLX routed in from Brussels and out to Lourdes on the same day as BLE539P/538. The Boeing 737 operated both the returning flights on the 31st.

FREIGHT NEWS

This month’s highlight was the visit of Meridian Antonov An-12 UR-CGV.  The aircraft arrived from Gran Canaria on the 26th as MEM4050 and remained here until the 31st when it departed to Chalons Sur Marne as MEM4041. Cityline Hungary Antonov An-26 HA-TCO visited on the 20th. Unfortunately, the records do not show where it came from, but it is believed to have spent about an hour here before departing to Stuttgart as CNB271F.  Atlantic Airlines BAe ATP G-BTPH night-stopped on the 4th, operating f&t the IOM as NPT512P/700.  The aircraft was carrying newspapers outbound.

Bin Air Metro III D-CPSW night-stopped on the 15th, routing f. Katowice t. Caen, while Merlin IVC D-CKPP visited f. Krakow t. Cologne on the 17th. Aero Nova Metro III EC-JCU night-stopped on the 20th, routing f. Katowice t. Frankfurt and EC-HCH visited f. Rzeszow t. Hanover on the 23rd. Finally, Nightexpress Beech 99 D-IEXB visited f. Frankfurt t. Coventry on the 20th.   

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Kicking off with diversions, we had a trio of Manchester diversions due to weather on the 18th, comprising Thomson Boeing 757 G-OOBG, easyJet Airbus A320 G-EZTD and Monarch Airbus A321 G-OJEG. Manx2 Dornier 228 D-IFLM was an Isle of Man diversion on the 20th. 

Biz jets this month totalled around 42 different visitors. Most notable was probably Gulfstream G200 Galaxy N765M, which arrived from Teterboro on the 25th and departed to Farnborough three days later.  Gulfstream V N707GW arrived from Pisa on the 27th and departed to Nice two days later. Falcon 2000 N377GM visited f. Hyres t. Biggin Hill on the 22nd. Canadian Learjet 36A C-FEMT night-stopped on the 29th, routing f&t Keflavik. Also worthy of note was Icejet Dornier 328JET TF-MIK, which arrived from Farnborough on the 12th and departed to Oslo/Torp on the 15th. 

We had two interesting helicopter visits this month. Bell UH-1H Iroquois G-UHIH visited from a private site to Barton on the 5th, bringing back memories of the US Army ones that visited in the 70s/80s. Bristow Helicopters Sikorsky S-92A G-CGCI passed through on delivery on the 21st, arriving from Seaforth docks and departing to Aberdeen.  Moving on to GA types, French King Air 200 F-HDJM visited f&t Le Bourget on the 8th, while Hawker Beechcraft Corp’s demonstrator King Air 200 N351CB was here on an extended visit from the 29th July until the 25th August.

MILITARY VISITORS

The month saw visits from the Royal Air Force, Army Air Corps and Canadian Armed Forces – the latter providing just about the only interest in a fairly poor month as far as military movements were concerned. Starting with RAF visitors, we did at least have two Hercules visiting. ZH877 routed f. Lyneham t. Cambridge on the 28th as RRR520, while ZH882 visited later the same day, routing f&t Lyneham as RRR530. RAF Islanders ZF573, ZH536 and ZH537 all put in various appearances during the month, the latter two seemingly carrying out their usual survey work, which often results in the origin and/or destination of flights being unrecorded.  RAF helicopters this month were Sea King XZ585, which routed from a private site (presumably a hospital) to Valley on the 6th as SRD122 and we also had two visits by Agusta A109E ZR322, which night-stopped on both the 8th and 30th.

Army Air Corps visitors this month were Islanders ZG845, which visited on the 16th and 23rd, ZG847 on the 16th and ZG993 on the 17th and 28th. Finally, saving the best to the last, Canadian Armed Forces CC-130H Hercules 130344 night-stopped on the 10th, routing f. Trenton t. Malta as CFC2361.  

RESIDENT NEWS

German registered Cessna 172 D-EAGC, which had been resident at Liverpool since September 2006, has been sold. It departed to Liege on the 20th June and has been replaced by Mooney M20 D-EANS, which arrived from Mainz on the 7th July.

Part-time resident Citation Mustang G-ZJET has been very “part-time” again this month. The aircraft visited f. Bournemouth t. Troyes on the 15th and was also here from the 21st to 23rd. Robinson R-44 G-OGJC appears to remain in residency, although it has also been spending some time away. Super Cub G-ARAO, which has undergone a re-build and extensive maintenance here in the past, came back again.  The aircraft arrived from Turweston on the 12th and was here until the 11th August when it departed to a private strip, with LFS Cherokee G-LFSG acting as crew ferry. Cherokee G-LKTB was present from the 8th to 23rd July on temporary loan to Jay-Dee Aviation who have a Piper Seneca and Cherokee Arrow based here. 

We reported in the April review that Saratoga G-BKMT carried out a go-around on the 21st. We have since learned that this was not the case, the aircraft actually landed and took up temporary residency. Presumably having undergone maintenance, the aircraft next took to the air on the 7th July, when it carried out a local flight.  Three days later, it departed to Stornoway, returning on the 17th. At the time of writing, the aircraft is still present at Liverpool and has not flown again.
