New passenger facilities open at Liverpool John Lennon Airport ahead of the summer getaway

Travellers setting off for some Summer Sun from Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) will now be able to experience further improvements with the completion of the Airport's £12m developments which have been ongoing for the past 18 months.

In mid-July, the new Estuary Kitchen and Grill opened in the departure lounge, following hot on the heels of the opening of a new Starbucks coffee outlet close to the Airport Information Desk and the addition of famous high street sportswear giant JD Sports' new outlet in the departure lounge.

The Estuary Kitchen and Grill is the largest food retail area at the airport and replaces the previous passenger catering facility which had remained largely unchanged in over 10 years. Operated by food travel experts SSP, the new food retail area now covers 90sq m with a vibrant, fresh and contemporary feel offering passengers the very best choice of freshly-prepared meals, drinks and snacks using locally sourced ingredients wherever possible.

Almost £1m has been invested in these latest improvements which have also seen the creation of over 40 new jobs and the Airport are recommending passengers arrive in plenty of time to take advantage of the improved choice in facilities following the completion of these latest developments.

Matthew Thomas, Commercial Director of Peel Airports commented, "We've been working flat out to complete these developments to ensure that our passengers can enjoy these latest improvements during our busiest time of the year.

"Whilst the choice of catering has been improving steadily in recent years, these new food and beverage facilities also help to raise the quality of both the food and the eating environment, in areas that haven't seen improvements for some time. As can be seen from the above table, the Eastern Airways operation from Liverpool came to an end in the middle of July with the withdrawal of both the Aberdeen and Southampton services.  Most of the final two weeks’ services were operated by SAAB 2000s and just a couple of Jetstream 41s, but Scot Airways Dornier Do 328 G-BYHG also operated flights on the 6th.  For the record, the final day’s flights (15th) were operated by SAAB 2000 G-CDEA.

Missed out last month was the commencement of easyJet flights to Mahon for the high summer season. These were joined in July by flights to Ibiza.

ERJ-190 PH-EZO operated the KLM Cityhopper service KLM1035/1036 service f&t Amsterdam on the 2nd.  Fokker 100s appearing this month were PH-OFL (6th, 23rd), PH-OFM (3rd), PH-OFN (6th, 30th), PH-OFO (1st/2nd, 14th, 20th, 22nd) and PH-OFP (7th, 19th, 21st, 26th).  Fokker 70s operated all other services.

Flybe Dash-8 G-JEDR arrived from Leeds on the 13th as BEE1RD and departed to Belfast City on the normal BEE108 service – the inbound BEE107 not having operated that evening.

July actually saw a fair bit of charter flight activity. A series of Alitalia flights f&t Rome/Fiumicino continued on from last month’s Dubrovnik MD-82.  This month saw Air Italy Boeing 737-400 I-AIMR visit on the 5th and 19th as AZA8412/8675 and AZA8413/8413 respectively. Alitalia Airbus A320 EI-DTL visited on the 10th as AZA8582/8582, while EI-DTH visited on the 24th, using the same flight numbers.  

The start of the long summer holidays has traditionally seen Lourdes pilgrimages operating from Liverpool and this year was no exception. Alba Star Boeing 737-400 EC-LNC positioned in from Santorini on the 21st as LAV255P. It then operated two flights to Tarbes on the 22nd. The return flights on the 29th were operated by EC-LAV.

With neither Everton nor Liverpool qualifying for European competition next season, it has fallen to the pre-season friendlies to provide us with a handful of football charter flights. Firstly, Everton travelled to Salzburg on the 5th, using Malmo Aviation Avro RJ-100 SE-RSS. The team returned on the 9th aboard Titan Airways Boeing 737-300 G-ZAPZ.  Liverpool FC travelled out on an 8-day tour of the Far East aboard Gain Jet Aviation Boeing 757-200 SX-RFA.  The aircraft positioned in from Lasham on the 9th as GNJ57 and departed the next day to Astana in Kazakhstan for a fuel stop. The aircraft returned via Abu Dhabi on the 18th.   The team used Gain Jet Boeing 737-300 SX-MTF to travel to Istanbul on the 27th, the aircraft positioning in from Leeds/Bradford as GNJ73. It returned from Istanbul on the 29th and also took the team out to Oslo on the 31st.

Eastern Airways Jetstream 41 G-MAJE positioned in from Aberdeen on the 3rd and then flew t&f Hamburg as EZE1721/1722 before night-stopping and departing to Humberside the following day as EZE722P. The aircraft is believed to have been carrying a party including footballer Michael Owen and his wife to and from horse races in Hamburg, the Owens’ horses having travelled aboard Cargoair Boeing 737-300F LZ-CGO (see below).

FREIGHT NEWS 

This month’s highlight was Cargoair Boeing 737-300F LZ-CGO, which visited f. Liege t. Hamburg on the 2nd as CGF1703/1704. The aircraft was carrying horses out to a race meeting there and it returned the following day via the reverse routing as CGF1706/1707.  Friendships were once a very regular type at Liverpool, but are now few and far between, so it was good to have WDL example D-AELK visit f.  Leipzig t. Cologne on the 22nd – although it was only here in the early hours. Air Contractors ATR-72 EI-SLH visited f. Ostrava t. Paris/CDG on the 26th as ABR1/002P. Also arriving from Ostrava on the 26th was Fleet Air International SAAB SF340 HA-TAB, which night-stopped before departing to Bucharest.

Metros and Merlins this month included four Binair examples. Merlin IVC D-CBIN visited on the 5th, while D-CCCC visited on the 28th. Metro III     D-CAVA visited on the 21st, while D-CPSW visited on the 26th and 27th, night-stopping on both occasions. Aero Nova Metro III EC-HZH visited f. Cologne t. Katowice on the 22nd, while Let’s Fly Metro III EC-GEN night-stopped on the 21st, routing f&t Hanover as LLY341/301P and put in a second appearance on the 22nd, routing f. Hanover t. Barcelona as LLY351/302P.

We had around 34 visiting biz jets during July – not including the two executive airliner types covered in the Charter Flight section. Highlights included Gulfstream IV N385PD, which night-stopped on the 28th, routing f. Montreal t. Westhampton, New York. Our only other Gulfstream this month was G550 G-CGUL, which visited f. Luton t. Alicante as GMA337. It returned via the reverse routing on the 31st, using the same flight number. Citation 680 Sovereign LN-SSS paid a brief visit on the evening of the 14th, routing f. Oslo/Gardermoen t. Roskilde as MDT Midnight 5. Falcon 900B M-SAIR visited f. Durham/Tees Valley t. Luton on the 19th, while Citation VI PH-MFX visited f&t Amsterdam the same day. Also that day, Belgian Citationjet CJ3 OO-FYS visited f. Birmingham t. Leeds/Bradford. Falcon 2000EX D-BERT visited f&t Paderborn on the 26th as BFD25T. 

Interesting GA movements this month included a trio of German King Airs, with King Air C90 D-IMAG and King Air 200 D-IBTA appearing on the 5th and King Air 200 D-IFTC paying a visit on the 12th. Norwegian King Air 350 LN-AWD visited f. Tromso t. Oslo on the 22nd. Aerodata Surveys Commander 690 SE-LZU night-stopped on the 23rd, as did company Cessna 310 OO-MSN. Both arrived from Antwerp, but the Commander departed to Edinburgh and the Cessna to Leeds.  

Manx registered PC-12 M-ARIE visited f. Guernsey t. East Midlands on the 22nd and returned via the reverse route on the 31st. Piper Aerostar N69LP visited f&t Bournemouth on the 6th. Twin Comanche N7EY visited f&t White Waltham on the 25th. Also arriving on the 25th was Miles Gemini G-AKKB, which is here for an annual check and was still present at the end of the month. Steen Skybolt G-RODC arrived on the 1st and has become a new resident. 

MILITARY VISITORS

July saw somewhat more military activity than previous months – mostly thanks to the Southport Airshow. The month saw visitors from the Royal Air Force and Army Air Corps.  Starting with non-airshow visitors, RAF BAe 146 CC2 ZE700 visited f. Durham/Tees Valley t. Plymouth on the 15th as NOH18. Chinook HC2A ZH895 visited from a private site to Cardiff on the 21st as SHF410. Islander CC” ZF573 paid visits on the 14th as RRR7949 and 24th as RRR7943, while ZH537 visited on the 30th as RRR7962. As usual, the origin and destination of some of these flights appears to be withheld.  Army Air Corps Islander AL1 ZG846 arrived from Sywell on the 9th as AAC588. It went tech and was here until the 20th, when it undertook a local test flight before departing to Belfast as AAC582.  ZG996 visited f&t Belfast on the 10th as AAC583, presumably in connection with ZG846 having gone tech.

Moving on to the Southport Airshow visitors, the main log covers the comings and goings over the weekend and which aircraft flew on what days. Tucano T1s ZF295 and ZF379 were here from the 22nd to 25th. Although arriving separately, they both left together for Linton on Ouse on the 25th. Likewise, Hawks XX244 and XX245 arrived separately on the 22nd and departed to Valley on the 25th as Mustang Formation. Tornado GR4s ZA410/016, ZD743/091 and ZA552/044 arrived from Lossiemouth on the 22nd. The latter aircraft remained on the ground all weekend as a “spare”, with the other two performing at Southport.  All three departed back to Lossiemouth on the 25th. King Air 200 ZK450 was also here from the 22nd to 25th. Our only other Southport Airshow visitor was Hunter G-PSST, which arrived from Exeter on the 22nd and left for Edinburgh the following day after performing at Southport. It returned from Edinburgh on the 24th, departing for Exeter later on.

We were also treated to a fly-by by Vulcan G-VLCN (“XH558”) on the 23rd. The aircraft was en-route from Doncaster/Robin Hood to display at Southport, but the captain kindly overflew the Runcorn Bridge (celebrating its 50th Anniversary), Liverpool Airport and then down the Mersey, tipping its wings at the Liver Buildings (celebrating its centenary). Many thanks must go to the pilot for putting smiles on the faces of many Merseysiders that afternoon – and thanks also to Keith Hardwick of FoLA for his hard work in making it happen. Also that afternoon, the Red Arrows overflew the airport and Runcorn Bridge.

As for military visitors down the ILS this month, there has been a notable increase in the number of Hawk T2s appearing – see the main log for details.

RESIDENT NEWS

There was sad news this month with the fatal crash of a Ravenair Tomahawk at Barton Aerodrome on the 29thJuly. Our condolences go out to all those affected by this tragic accident. The aircraft involved is believed to be G-RVRF.  

As reported last month, the company has been winding down its operation at Barton and the final movement happened on the 30th, with the arrival back at Liverpool of Tomahawk G-RVRU, which was its first appearance here this year. The company posted the following on its website regarding its withdrawal from Barton…” We regret to announce that our flying school and engineering operations at Barton Aerodrome will cease on 31st July 2011. We have not taken this decision lightly and the decision was made as a result of a review of the commercial viability at the site due to costs and a reduction in business.”

Liverpool Flying School Tomahawks G-LFSA/H/M/N and Cherokee G-LFSG took part in a commemorative formation flight on the 7th, to mark the 100th Anniversary of Henry G Melly’s first ever non-stop flight between Liverpool and Manchester.  More details of this historic occasion and some superb photographs of the commemorative flight can be found on the NWAN Forum at http://tinyurl.com/3v2fcwm  (copy & past this shortened URL into a browser to take you directly to the page). Details also appear on the Friends of Liverpool Airport (FoLA) website and will no doubt feature in a future edition of their superb 09/27 magazine. Congratulations to FoLA and LFS Managing Director Martin Keen for not letting this historic milestone of the region’s aviation heritage pass unnoticed.  

Meanwhile, also on the historic front, Miles Gemini G-AKKB arrived from Barton on the 25th and is here for an annual check with Keenair.

We gained a new resident this month with the arrival of Steen Skybolt G-RODC from a private site on the 1st July. This is not the first time that the type has been resident as G-BUXI spent about 5 years here from 1993. Staying with biplanes, Keenair’s Tiger Moth G-AMCK returned from Barton on the 3rd, but it went back there on the 30th. Europa G-LDVO took to the air on a couple of occasions this month, flying locals on the 9th and 11th.

It would seem that JD Aviation Seneca G-JDBC continues to operate from Liverpool, despite reports of their moving to Hawarden. The aircraft has been fully active from Liverpool throughout the month.  Schweizer 269 G-CGGI, a temporary resident with the Helicentre since the end of April departed to Coventry on the 11th. Leased Merseyflight Cessna 152 G-CCTW departed to a private site for maintenance on the 26th and is reported as unlikely to return, although Tomahawk G-EDNA was expected to arrive back on lease with them in early August.
