Liverpool John Lennon Airport Review – July 2006

START SPREADING THE NEWS…

On US Independence Day, Flyglobespan, Liverpool John Lennon Airport's latest airline, announced that it will commence daily flights direct to New York from May 2007. Hot on the heels of their two recent announcements to operate regular scheduled flights to Tenerife and Prague, Flyglobespan's latest news brings John Lennon Airport its first scheduled transatlantic service and is the most significant announcement from the rapidly expanding airline as they establish a considerable presence at the airport. The news that Liverpool's historic links with New York, previously associated with the strong maritime heritage of both cities, is now to be re-established by an air link, was made at a press conference appropriately held at the top of the city's famous Liver Building - scene of many departing passengers bound for New York by sea. 

Flyglobespan's flights from the airport will commence on 25th May 2007 to the 'Big Apple's' popular Newark Airport, with fares starting at only £149 per sector including taxes. Flyglobespan will operate two cabins on their Boeing 757 aircraft with 22 of the 189 seats in business class and the remainder economy. The business cabin fare will start from £299 per sector including taxes with 22 business class seats with full individual in-flight entertainment, dedicated priority check-in and the use of an airport executive lounge. Champagne will be offered prior to departure and during the flight passengers will enjoy gourmet meals served with fine wines. Seats from New York to Liverpool will also be on sale in the USA from only $259 per sector including taxes with the added benefit of the route attracting vital tourist and business numbers from the States into the area.

When the New York route was revealed, it was almost 5 years ago to the day that Yoko Ono visited the Airport to announce that it was to be renamed after her husband John Lennon and after being one of the first people to be told the good news she commented,  "How fitting that there will soon be flights from John Lennon Airport to New York. As you all know, John had a tremendous fondness for both of these cities. He would have been delighted that now there will be a direct flight between these two historic cities - across the Universe, so to speak. It's a great day for both Liverpudlians and New Yorkers. Best wishes from me to you.Yoko."

Neil Pakey, Chief Executive of Peel Airports commented, "Peel are thrilled to bring another major positive news story to the northwest and support the link between New York and Liverpool in the 800th anniversary of the City of Liverpool. We congratulate Flyglobespan in recognising the unquestionable opportunities that exist between these two cities both for tourism and for business.  The timing is perfect both for the anniversary and in the year ahead of our Capital of Culture celebrations."  Flyglobespan's chairman Tom Dalrymple added, "I am delighted we can launch this service from John Lennon Airport and give the local population the chance to visit one of the world's most exciting cities at such fantastic prices. "We also expect it will be well received by the business community on both sides of the Atlantic - as our prices in this sector compare very favourably with others.

"We have been delighted at the enthusiasm and support from the airport and the local community to our earlier two flights announcements from JLA and look forward to a similar reaction to the New York venture. "We have more planes coming in next year and more places we want to fly to," says Dalrymple. "If the people of Liverpool continue to support our routes, we would be delighted to bring more services here in the future." Flyglobespan's parent company the Globespan Group has been flying across the Atlantic to Canada for over 30 years and Dalrymple says that experience will be hugely beneficially in ensuring the company caters for all needs on their Liverpool - New York service.

The Mersey Partnership (TMP) has also been working closely with Peel, spearheading the campaign for a new transatlantic air link from Liverpool and has lobbied Merseyside's business community to throw its support behind the route.  Roy Morris, Chair of The Mersey Partnership, said; "Up until now Liverpool hasn't been immediately and easily accessible to the US market, but we have huge aspirations for the city as we move towards Capital of Culture Year 2008.  "Liverpool is already very attractive to US tourists through brands such as the Beatles and England's Golf Coast, and with a number of major US companies already investing here, securing this air link will further reinforce Liverpool as a destination on the international business map."

He added: "Liverpool and New York already have strong, historic links established through many years of maritime trade. The Port of Liverpool, also owned by Peel, is currently the top UK port for UK-USA and UK-Canada container trade. Today's announcement marks a significant development of these links and opens up enormous new opportunities for Liverpool and Merseyside."

JOHN LENNON AIRPORT SETS OUT ITS VISION FOR AIR TRAVEL IN LIVERPOOL TO 2030

During July, Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) outlined its vision of future developments and continued expansion of both its passenger and freight business, through to 2030 as it set out proposals in its Draft Airport Master Plan.

Government policy, set out in the White Paper, 'The Future of Air Transport', published in 2003, endorses the long-term continued growth of JLA, including expansion of its passenger and cargo facilities and the extension of the runway.  The Department for Transport (DfT) subsequently asked airports to prepare Master Plans to 2030 detailing how the policy conclusions set out in the White Paper can be achieved.

Peel Airports have been working on JLA's Draft Master Plan for some months and forecasts prepared independently for the Airport show that by 2015 the number of passengers using the Airport could reach about 8.3 million per year and continue to grow to 12.3 million by 2030.  In the same years, the amount of cargo handled is forecast at 40,000 tonnes and to increase significantly to 220,000 tonnes respectively. 

The Draft Master Plan shows how the Airport can capture the opportunity to serve new routes, including long haul destinations, and support Merseyside by capitalising on the prospects to create jobs at JLA and in the wider Merseyside economy.  The potential of capturing synergies with the Port of Liverpool and developing an enhanced world cargo market are also identified in the proposals, which consider the scale of expected growth at JLA and how much of this can be accommodated within the existing site and where additional land will be required for future expansion.

In recent years the numbers employed at the Airport have doubled. Applying these latest forecasts for passenger and cargo growth, JLA has the potential to increase associated employment numbers up to 9,000 by 2015 and up to 11,300 by 2030. Future expansion at JLA will continue to bring a number of economic benefits not only to South Liverpool, but also to Merseyside and the North West as a whole.  

Key elements of the Draft Master Plan proposals include, further expansion of terminal facilities for both passengers and airlines, a public transport interchange, a new access road linking the Airport to the A561 Speke Boulevard (Eastern Access Transport Corridor), extending the existing runway to 2,750m to accommodate larger aircraft with greater range capabilities and the development of a World Cargo Centre to the south of the existing runway.

The Draft Master Plan also looks in detail at the environmental aspects of future expansion. Environmental management is a priority for the Airport and assessments have been carried out on a range of issues including noise, air quality, nature conservation, visual effects and risk.  Careful consideration has been given to ensure as little impact on the environment as possible. Consequently, an important part of the plan is the provision of a major extension to the regional coastal park within the Oglet creating an additional 124 acres (50 hectares) of public space as part of the World Cargo Centre development. 

An eight week period of public consultation commenced on the 19th July with the Airport Company looking for feedback on its plans over the coming weeks, ahead of the 15th September closing date. To help publicise the consultation, in addition to some 6,500 leaflets outlining the Airport's proposals which will be distributed to all homes locally, the Airport is to stage a number of public exhibitions in key areas in Merseyside, Cheshire and Halton, whilst copies of all supporting information will be available via the Airport's website, www.liverpoolairport.com 

Robert Hough, Chairman of Peel Airports commented, "This is another significant milestone for the Airport and is an opportunity to recognise the significant improvements and progress that has been made by the Airport in recent years as we set out our aspirations for the future.

Through these plans, the Airport hopes to retain its position as the airport of choice for business and leisure travellers from Greater Merseyside, Cheshire, North Wales and beyond and to maximise its contribution to the regeneration and renaissance of Liverpool as an international city" he continued.

Neil Pakey, Chief Executive of Peel Airports added, "We believe these ambitious plans will bring Merseyside and the North West the global recognition it deserves. Just last week flights from JLA to New York were announced and with continued investment and the support of the region we believe that the boundary of direct air links from Liverpool and the benefits this brings, can be extended even further"

"For the first time in recent years we are undertaking a comprehensive consultation to better understand the views of those with an interest in the growth of JLA including local communities, business interests, tourism and regeneration agencies and representatives of local and regional Government. We believe these proposals provide a balance between the clear economic benefits of further Airport expansion and the inevitable environmental impacts, which must be managed by the Airport Company. This consultation enables everyone to have their say and I would urge as many people as possible to feedback their thoughts on these plans."

A new chapter opened on easyJet operations at Liverpool during July, with the arrival of our first based Airbus A319. The aircraft, G-EZAY was delivered factory-fresh from Finkenwerder on the 12th as EZY8001 and operated its first revenue earning service the following morning on the EZY601/602 Belfast rotation.  easyJet Switzerland Airbus A319 HB-JZP visited Liverpool for the first time on the 13th.  

Futura Boeing 737-300 EC-JUC has been wet-leased by easyJet to cover for Liverpool based Boeing 737 crews who are currently converting onto the Airbus A319. The Futura aircraft operated for virtually the whole of July, although this was replaced by Boeing 737-400 EC-JSJ on the inbound EZY7208 from Barcelona the 13th, with ‘UC presumably having gone tech there after operating the outbound EZY7207 the previous evening. The aircraft were swapped back on the 14th, with ‘UC returning from Barcelona as FUA325 and ‘SJ departing to Palma as FUA327. The company also used a couple of Titan Airways aircraft during the month. Boeing 737-300 G-ZAPW positioned f&t Bournemouth on the 7th as EZY8002/8003, operating a Barcelona rotation while it was here and it also re-appeared on the 10th, operating the Berlin flight. BAe 146 G-ZAPK positioned f&t Stansted on the 8th as EZY8001/8002 to operate the EZY7063/7CN Nice service.

The company commenced two seasonal services during the month. Flights to Ibiza operate on Tuesday, Friday and Saturday, while flights to Mahon operate on Wednesday and Saturday. Services commenced on the 21st and 22nd respectively, both first flights being operated by G-EZJD, and will continue until the 9th September. 

Aer Arann’s Galway service was operated by ATR-42s EI-CBK and EI-CPT on Sunday the 9th and 16th respectively, in place of the normal ATR-72s.  EuroManx continues to operate Aer Arann ATR-72 EI-REJ almost exclusively on the IOM – Liverpool service, although EI-RED appeared on the last two rotations on the 11th and their own Dash-8s OE-HBB and OE-HBC paid a couple of visits each.   

No news to report from Ryanair this month, but seven of the 27 Boeing 737-800s that visited during July were visiting for the first time this year and one – EI-DHR – was making its first ever visit.  It positioned in from Dublin on the 28th as RYR01P. Likewise, there is little news from the Flybe camp, although the BEE166 service to Belfast City on the 29th (operated by BAe 146 G-JEBA) actually departed to Bristol for reasons unknown.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

As usual, full details of all charter flights operating through Liverpool during the month can be found in the Visitors Log section. The Liverpool Echo holiday charter to Verona returned on the 2nd and was operated by a different aircraft on the inbound leg, with Travel Service Boeing 737-800     OK-TVF  taking the honours this time.  Everton FC used Eastern SAAB 2000s G-CDKA (4th) and G-CDEA (7th) to take them to and from some pre-season practice in the West Country. Meanwhile, a team of Liverpool FC “old boys” (including the likes of Ian Rush and Bruce Grobbelaar) flew out to Alesund aboard Wideroe Dash-8 LN-WFC on the 13th to play a series of matches in Scandinavia. The aircraft had positioned in from Belfast the previous day.  Lourdes charters were also much in evidence this month, with flights being operated by Air Mediterranee, Titan Airways and Jet2.

MAIL/FREIGHT NEWS 

The mail operation by Aurigny SD.3-60 G-BPFN finished at the end of June and was replaced by an Air Contractors ATR-42 (EI-SLB, plus an odd appearance by EI-SLA) from the start of July. The Edinburgh mail service continued to be operated mostly by Budapest Air Service Antonov An-26 HA-TCY, although HA-TCX operated the service on the 21st and RAF-Avia An-26s YL-RAB and YL-RAE stood in on the 4th and 20th respectively. On the last day of the month, HA-TCY operated the service using MTL flight numbers, positioning in from Nottingham/East Midlands as MTL306F and operating out to Edinburgh as MTL1306, instead of using the normal BPS flight number. Just to complete the picture, another Budapest An-26 HA-TCZ arrived from Leipzig on the 28th as BPS3029 and was still here at the end of the month, not having moved since its arrival.

The mail service to Belfast continued to be operated by Antonov An-26 UR-26077 until the last day of the month, when it was replaced by an Atlantic BAe ATP G-BUKJ, operating as AAG501/502. It is not known at this stage if this is a permanent replacement.  Since the demise of Emerald Airways, the Belfast mail flights have been operated by both Enimex and Podilia-Avia.   

TNT operations this month brought another variety of aircraft, with normal Electra operations being few and far between. Most common on the Liege route was Tupolev Tu-204 SU-EAJ, although SU-EAG also put in an appearance. Boeing 737-300Fs OO-TNB and TF-BBE also visited on the route, as did Italian BAe 146 I-MSAA, along with the more regular Spanish and Belgian registered examples.   We mentioned last month that we had our first Antonov An-12 of the year – well July saw our second! Volare An-12BP UR-LTG night-stopped on the 13th, routing from Barcelona to Joensuu (Finland). The aircraft was believed to be visiting in connection with the concert of rock band “The Darkness” at the Liverpool Summer Pops. The month also saw the visits of Cityline Hungary An-26 HA-TCS on motor part charters on the 12th and 28th. 

Although the freight tonnage continues to decline, as can be seen by the June Liverpool Airport passenger and freight statistics reproduced in this month’s review, a brand new cargo centre is springing up apace between the Tango stands and the GA apron. Hopefully, this dedicated area may help to stop the rot with the falling freight figures. 

GENERAL AVIATION/OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

In our May review in the final edition of NWAN magazine, we mentioned that the number of biz-jet visitors for that month hit a record of 47 – the most ever seen in a single month at Liverpool Airport. Well, the small matter of a game of golf over in Hoylake saw that record shattered even further in July with no fewer than 65 different biz-jets putting in an appearance at Liverpool over the period. The full listing of biz-jets can be found within the main log, but highlights included a Boeing 737BBJ, 10 Gulfstreams, two Global Expresses, three Challengers, an Astra and a Galaxy. Statistic-wise, it is worth noting that Gulfstream V N130TM departed to Nagoya in Japan on the 22nd, while Ernie Els’s Gulfstream V N526EE departed to Nelspruit in South Africa on the 23rd. It could well be that this was the first time that we have had flights leave Liverpool directly to destinations in these two countries.  

The Open Golf also generated a number of extra helicopter visitors, ferrying passengers between the airport and a landing site set up at Hoylake. The airport log shows the flights as operating to and from a private site, but most of those helicopter flights listed as such over the 20th – 23rd will have been to Hoylake.

Other light aircraft visitor highlights this month include Slovenian registered Cessna 172 S5-DSA, which arrived from Wevelgem on the 20th and returned there two days later. Lake LA-4 Amphibians are fairly rare at Liverpool, so the visit of G-BOLL on the 28th was most welcome. Microlight G-BZGZ was noted departing the airport on the 30th, the aircraft having earlier been recorded attending the Jetstream Club Air Fair at the Marriott Hotel on the site of the old Liverpool Airport. Another Microlight – Aeroprakt A22 Foxbat G-CDHX visited on the 16th.

MILITARY VISITORS

There were not many military visitors during July, just a handful of RAF and Army Air Corps aircraft. The highlight was the first visit of a 32(TR) Sqn. Agusta A109. ZR322 visited f. Brize Norton t. Northolt on the 3rd as RRR1796. These particular aircraft are replacing the Twin Squirrels formerly on charge with the squadron at Northolt. Other RAF helicopters this month included a Sea King on the 9th and a pair of Pumas on the 28th. Sole fixed-wing RAF visitor this month was BAe 125 CC3 ZD704 on the 12th. Army Air Corps visitors include Islander AL1 ZG845 on the 28th and Gazelle AH1 XX442 on the 7th.

RESIDENT NEWS

As can be seen from the accompanying photograph, an unmarked PA-46 Malibu is currently undergoing a re-build at Liverpool. The aircraft is the former D-EXCC, which was noted here in a somewhat poorer state during September/October 2005. It then departed by road on 14th October. The aircraft has since undergone extensive repairs to the forward fuselage, had its wings and undercarriage re-attached, has been given a new colour scheme and had its engine fitted.   

We also lost one resident during the month. Aerocorp’s Cessna 182P G-IATU left for pastures new on the 27th, the aircraft having been at Liverpool since November 2001 when it arrived as G-BIRS. Super Cub G-AYPR, which has been a resident of the Keenair hangar for some time, flew on a couple of occasions during the month, including a trip t&f the Isle of Man on the 5th, escorting Citabria G-CDGJ back to the Island. The Super Cub’s days at Liverpool could be numbered though as it now sits here with “For Sale” signs attached to its propeller. 

The two former Emerald Airways aircraft – BAe ATP G-JEMA and HS.748 G-BGMN were moved right down to the far end of “Yankee”, close to the old link taxiway on the 19th, thus allowing more room on the apron for the influx of aircraft for the Open Golf tournament at Hoylake
