easyJet Commences Three New Routes from Liverpool John Lennon Airport 

easyJet commenced three new services this from Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) at the start of June as part of their expansion of routes, following the arrival of their ninth aircraft to be based at the airport. The airline started operating to three exciting new destinations: Dubrovnik on the Adriatic Sea in the south of Croatia, Naples in southern Italy and Bordeaux in south west France.

This is the first time scheduled services have operated to each of these three new destinations from Liverpool, with the airline now operating 21 services from JLA, giving the region's passengers access to low cost fares to an even greater choice of destinations.

Carly Brear, easyjet's UK commercial manager, said: "Liverpool continues to be our busiest UK base outside of London, and the launch of the new aircraft shows just how much support we have from our customers here.  "We've listened to customer feedback and are confident our three newest routes will be a huge success, continuing to expand the choice for our customers in the North of England."

Commenting on the launch, Neil Pakey, Deputy CEO of Peel Airports commented, "easyJet has been crucial to the success of Liverpool Airport over the last 12 years and will continue to be so in the future. "The new easyJet routes will give passengers even more destinations to choose from this summer, adding Croatia to the list of countries we now serve and expanding our list of destinations in France and Italy.  "The addition of this aircraft to the Liverpool fleet also highlights the continuing importance that easyJet places on its Liverpool operation and their confidence that they have in us, despite the tough economic conditions."

In a story held over from 20th May, Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) helped to celebrate a milestone birthday for one of its major airlines. 

Wizz Air has been celebrating its 5th Birthday across all its European airports, including Liverpool, from where they have provided affordable flights to Gdansk, Katowice and Warsaw in Poland for over four years. To mark the occasion, staff at JLA celebrated with airline crew departing on a lunchtime flight to Katowice with a special celebratory Birthday cake. Almost half a million passengers travelled between JLA and Poland in 2008, more than via any other UK airport outside of London, with Wizz Air carrying over 200,000 of these passengers. Wizz Air is the largest low fare - low cost airline in Central and Eastern Europe and will be expanding their operations from Liverpool in July, with the start of three flights each week to Prague, their latest European base.

Robin Tudor, Head of PR for the Peel Airports Group said: "Wizz Air has established a strong presence in the low cost market and has been at the forefront of services to Poland from Liverpool for some time, helping to make JLA the UK's third largest gateway for the Polish market.  We are delighted to be celebrating Wizz Air's Birthday today and look forward to celebrating many more”.

József Váradi, Chief Executive Officer of Wizz Air, said: "Wizz Air has come a long way over five years. Back then we had an idea for a low cost airline and an inspiration to fly a lot of people. Now, five years later, we have been successful in making low cost travel accessible for millions of people. As can be seen from the above airport news item, easyJet commenced three new routes at the beginning of June, with Bordeaux, Dubrovnik and Naples bringing to 17 the current number of routes served by the airline. For the record, G-EZAC operated the first Naples service (EZY7215/7216) on the 1st and G-EZDR operated both the inaugural Bordeaux (EZY7077/7078) and Dubrovnik (EZY7233/7234) services on the 2nd. July will see the seasonal routes of Ibiza and Mahon added, which will operate through to September.  The airline also announced in early July that it would begin flights to Fuerteventura and Lanzarote from November, taking their total number of destinations served to 21 – more on this news next month. 

The airline operated its first Liverpool flights using one of its A320 aircraft during the month. G-EZTB positioned in from Manchester on the 23rd as EZY8002.  It then operated the Paris rotation EZY7041/7042 followed by the Dubrovnik service EZY7233/7234. It operated the Paris service again on the 24th before positioning back to Manchester as EZY2P. 

As far as Ryanair is concerned this month, there is nothing particularly newsworthy, although their newly delivered Boeing 737-800s seem to be filtering through to our routes, with EI-EFD, EI-EFG and EI-EFJ being noted in June. Wizz Air also provided us with two new aircraft this month, with  HA-LPW first visiting on the 26th on the WZZ305/306 Gdansk service and HA-LPV on the 29th operating the WZZ405/406 Warsaw service. 

There is nothing to report from Flybe this month, with its Isle of Man service operating as normal. KLM Cityhopper replaced their normal Fokker 70 with Fokker 50 PH-KVK on their KLM1037/1036 Amsterdam service on the 4th. The scheduled three flights per day seem to be suffering cuts in the months ahead with a few of the rotations apparently being cancelled in July and August - presumably due to poor loads affecting the fledgling service at this difficult time. 

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The IT flights for June remained at just one per week – the Thomson Airways Airbus A321 service f&t Palma.  It was operated this month by            G-OOPE on the 4th and G-OOPH on the 11th, 18th and 25th.  

The only other charters this month were a couple of returning flights. Viking Airlines Boeing 737-300 SE-RHT operated the return of the Echo charter from Pula on the 3rd. It arrived as VIK832 and then positioned out to Gatwick as VIK83P. Also returning that day, was the Medjugorje Peace Tour charter from Dubrovnik, this time operated by Croatian Airbus A319 9A-CTH. The aircraft departed to Belfast as CTN1508. 

FREIGHT NEWS 

Just a few aircraft to mention this month. Binair Merlin IVC D-CKPP routed f. Katowice t. Nuremberg on the 9th as BID5B/5D. Sister ship D-CCCC night-stopped on the 11th, routing f. Katowice t. Cologne as BID4B/4A. Aero Nova Metro III EC-HZH visited on the 10th, routing f. Krakow t. Dublin as OVA52Z/41Z.  Meanwhile, Arcus Air Dornier Do 228 D-CAAR night-stopped on the 11th, routing f&t Katowice as AZE342/351. Finally, Atlantic Airlines Electra G-FIZU positioned in from Guernsey on the 20th as NPT700P and operated a newspaper flight out to the Isle of Man the following morning as NPT700.

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

We had around three dozen visiting biz jets this month, with one undoubted highlight. Gulfstream IV VT-DLF visited f. Luton t. Inverness on the 29th and is believed to be the first ever Indian registered aircraft to visit Liverpool. Other highlights this month included Greek ERJ-135BJ Legacy      SX-CDK, which routed f&t Athens on the 25th as KJS380 and Citation 680 Sovereign SX-BMI, which flew the same route on the 28th as INJ5048/5049.  Others of note this month included German ERJ-135BJ Legacy D-ADCN, which visited f. Frankfurt t. Luton on the 9th as DCS768. Gulfstream IV N165JF was here from the 14th to 19th, routing f&t Bedford/Hanscom Field, Massachusetts.  Two Net Jets Falcon 2000s visited on the 16th, namely CS-DFE and CS-DLG. Canadian Learjet 35A C-FZQP night-stopped on the 24th, routing f. Vienna t. Keflavik. Italian Premier 1      I-GSAL routed f. Keflavik t. Milan/Linate on the 18th – presumably on delivery. 

Moving on to prop visitors, Czech registered PA-42 Cheyenne III OK-OKL visited f. Mnichovo Hradiste t. Ostrava on the 20th. Manx2 Let 410     OK-RDA was presumably a Hawarden divert on the 22nd when it operated f&t IOM as VAA850A/851A.  Brittany Ferries’ Piaggio P180 Avanti        F-HBAI night-stopped on the 30th, routing f&t Morlaix. Foreign registered helicopters this month included German R-44 D-HHBE, which routed from a private site to Stansted on the 4th and Swedish Ecureuil SE-HJC, which visited f. Wycombe Air Park t. IOM on the 15th.

MILITARY VISITORS

The month actually brought some interesting military visitors for a change, with visits from the RAF, Army Air Corps, German Air Force and Irish Air Corps.  Starting with RAF visitors, BAe 125 CC3 ZD620 visited f. Northolt t. Kinloss on the 4th as NOH34. Sea King HAR3 XZ599 visited from a private site to Valley on the 13th as SRD122. We also had a pair of Pumas during the month, with XW220 visiting f. Belfast t. Benson on the 4th as SHF4 and XW231 operating the reverse route on the 17th as SHF35.  Army Air Corps activity this month saw a pair of Defender AL2s on the 8th, when ZH001 and ZH002 passed through en route from Lyneham to Belfast as AAC587 and AAC596 respectively. Islander AL1 ZG993 visited f. Bristol t. Belfast on the 17th as AAC582.

The main highlight this month was German Air Force Airbus A310 10+25, which visited f. Cologne t. Hamburg on the 5th as GAF MED1.  The aircraft was here in connection with the visit of the German Navy's hospital ship FGS Frankfurt am Main to the Liverpool Cruise Liner Terminal.  Another interesting visitor this month was Irish Air Corps Pilatus PC-9M 262, which route f. Volkel t. Baldonnel on the 22nd.

Two aircraft down the ILS, but not landing were Tornado F3 ZE936, which routed in from Northolt on the 8th as LCS37 and Typhoon T1 ZJ811, which routed in from Coningsby on the 16th as CBY45. 

RESIDENT NEWS

Stampe G-ASHS is no longer a Liverpool resident, The aircraft, which was in its tenth year of residency, departed to Sibson on the 8th and has subsequently been registered to as new owner in that area.  Also appearing to be no longer resident is Navajo N250AC, which actually departed Liverpool as long ago as the 25th February. The Navajo had been a Liverpool resident since 1994, when it arrived as G-BDUJ and was subsequently registered G-NWAN and then N250AC. The aircraft is now believed to be operating from Stretton, from where it arrived on the 27th and was still present at the end of the month…could it be back?!!

One new resident this month is Cessna 152 G-CCTW, which arrived from Bournemouth on the 11th, with Cherokee G-CEGS acting as crew ferry. The aircraft has been leased in by Merseyflight, replacing G-BBNJ, which returned to its owners last month. Cherokee G-BCJN arrived from Sleap on the 11th and was operating from here all month, before departing to Sleap on the 8th July.  It is unclear at the time of writing if it was just here temporarily or if it is due to come back.      

R-44 G-OGJC, which took up temporary residency last month, having originally arrived as EI-JWP, returned from a private site on the 11th and was still here at the end of the month. Meanwhile, our new resident Harvard G-TXAN departed to Belfast on the 24th, returning from Enniskillen the following day.

Part-time resident Cessna 510 Mustang G-ZJET was hardly here this month. It arrived from Bournemouth on the 7th and departed to Toussus the next day.  It returned from Toussus on the 13th, returning there again later in the day. Back from Toussus again on the 16th, it night-stopped before departing to Halfpenny Green. Finally, it arrived from Troyes on the 25th and returned there the following day.

Passenger numbers during May were down by 12% compared to May 2008.  A sizeable chunk of this drop can be put down to the sharp drop in the number of IT flights operating from the airport, as May usually heralds the start of the summer flights, but at the moment we only have the Thomson Palma service. The rest of the figures speak for themselves and continue to reflect the difficult economic climate 

EPILOGUE

June provided us with a number of interesting aircraft, the highlight being the Indian registered Gulfstream IV – thought to be the first visit of an aircraft registered in that country.  Other highlights included the Greek Legacy and Citation Sovereign. The military highlight was the German Air Force Airbus A310 and the Irish Pilatus PC-9. It was also good to see easyJet commencing flights to three new destinations with their ninth based Airbus A319.  With more routes to come, it just goes to show that expansion is possible - even in these troubled times.
