AIRPORT NEWS/LATEST DEVELOPMENTS

JLA lobbies Chancellor to revise Air Passenger Duty

Regional airports across the UK, including Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA), have signed a joint letter urging the Government to revise aviation taxes in recognition that the current Air Passenger Duty (APD) has a damaging and disproportionate impact on the regions across the UK.

Airport owners Peel Airports, submitted its detailed response to an HM Treasury consultation on Reform of Air Passenger Duty during the month, highlighting the impact that the current aviation taxation system has on its business and serious concerns over the prospect of ‘double taxation' and further increases in flying taxes when aviation enters the EU Emissions Trading Scheme in 2012. As part of this response however, a group of regional airports across the UK are also proposing that the Government abandon the ‘one-size-fits-all' approach to aviation taxes and replace it with a charge on the busiest airports, as defined by ACL, the recognised UK slot co-ordination authority.

APD in the UK is already up to 8.5 times more than the European average. Many European countries have either already abandoned their aviation taxes, or indicated that they will do so, due to the negative effects on their economies. It is now very difficult for regional airports in the UK to attract airlines to commence new services, which in turn impacts on the local economy, jobs and inward investment.

The tax disproportionately affects airports outside of London's Heathrow and Gatwick and regional airports have been hit the hardest by the economic downturn. Without decisive action, the gap between the largest London airports and those in the regions will go on increasing.

Craig Richmond CEO of Peel Airports commented, "Reform of the current APD is essential to help UK airports be more competitive against our European rivals and to stimulate passenger demand during what continues to be one of the most challenging economic environments that our industry has ever experienced. If the Government is committed to constraining the growth of the congested London airports and prefers to see regional airports take up this capacity, then the proposal put forward by a number of regional airports including Liverpool, to replace APD with a charge on the busiest airports needs to be seriously considered."

The big news this month – although perhaps not totally surprising – is that Eastern Airways is to withdraw its Aberdeen and Southampton flights from the middle of July. Although not officially reported at the time of writing, no flights are bookable after Friday 15th July. At this stage it isn’t known if other airlines – Flybe for instance, are interested in taking on the routes, but it does seem from past ventures that domestic routes from Liverpool to within the UK mainland are always tricky to sustain, leading to reduced numbers of flights, which ultimately kills off the little remaining demand there might be.   

The Aberdeen/Southampton operation during June was operated almost exclusively by Scot Airways Dornier Do 328 G-CCGS. The only times this did not appear were the 17th when Jetstream 41 G-MAJW operated Aberdeen – Southampton and SAAB 2000 G-CERZ operated the return flight. Also, G-CDEB operated both ways on the 30th.  

easyJet Airbus A319 G-EZFE departed to Belfast on EZY601 on the morning of the 9th, but returned with a technical problem some 20 minutes later, leading to the usual media interest. The aircraft landed back uneventfully and departed on a Faro rotation some four hours later, no doubt after being given the all clear.

New Flybe Dash-8 G-FLBG first appeared at Liverpool on the 29th, operating f&t the Isle of Man on BEE603/604.  ERJ-195 G-FBEF arrived from Birmingham as BEE7NP on the 24th and departed to Belfast City on the normal BEE106 service. The inbound BEE105 had been operated by Dash-8 G-JECE, but this had presumably gone tech on arrival as it departed back to Belfast the following morning as BEE041D.   

KLM Cityhopper Fokker 100s appearing this month were PH-OFN (2nd, 12th, 17th), PH-OFO (21st, 25th, 30th) and PH-OFP (6th, 13th).  All other KLM flights this month were operated by Fokker 70s.

The month saw two more first-visiting Wizz Air Airbus A320s. HA-LWK made its first appearance on the 18th, operating the WZZ1011/1012 Katowice rotation, while HA-LWG did likewise on the 25th, operating the WZZ1311/1312 Warsaw service.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

Once again, the lack of football – and holiday flights (!) makes this section somewhat sparse, indeed almost redundant. One real highlight however was the visit of Dubrovnik Airline MD-83 9A-CDA. The aircraft visited f&t Rome/Ciampino on the 26th using Alitalia flight numbers (AZA8582/8583) and was reportedly bringing in schoolchildren. 

Eastern Airways Embraer ERJ-135 G-CGMC arrived from Luton in the evening of the 18th and departed to Cork in the early hours of the 19th. The aircraft was bringing in Sir Tom Jones for a concert at Haydock Park Racecourse.

June was another poor month for freight flights. Aero Nova Metro III EC-IXL night-stopped on the 23rd, routing f. Turin t. Alesund as OVA72P/41B. It visited again on the 29th, routing f&t Cologne as OVA32Z/33Z.  One other Metro visiting this month was BenAir’s OY-BJP, which was here again from the 20th to 22nd, routing f&t Stauning, but like last month, it is uncertain if this was on a freight or passenger flight.

Jota Aviation paid their first visits this month with their freight configured King Air 90 G-JOTA.  The aircraft visited f. East Midlands t. Leipzig on the 14th as ENZ614P/614 and f. Stuttgart t. Southend on the 23rd as ENZ923/923P.  German Cheyenne IIIA D-IFSH visited f. Gyor t. Leipzig on the 14th as LEJ110. 

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

We had around 35 biz jets during June. DC Aviation ERJ-135BJ Legacy D-ARTN visited f. Dunsfold t. Gatwick on the 18th, bringing in Ringo Starr to perform in his non-sell-out concert at the Liverpool Empire.  Meanwhile the other surviving, slightly more successful, former Beatle Sir Paul McCartney visited Liverpool on the 15th aboard BAe 125-800 G-VIPI, which routed f. Lydd t. Northolt.

Gulfstream G550 N528QS visited f. Raleigh North Carolina t. Geneva on the 21st, while Gulfstream IV N333EC night-stopped on the 22nd, routing f. Madrid/Torrejon t. Luton. Falcon 2000LX M-LJGI night-stopped on the 4th, routing f. Faro t. Dublin. Falcon 900DX N16FX visited f. Luton t. Dublin on the 30th. 

On the GA props front, we had a pair of P68s. G-PGBR (P68R) visited f. Blackpool t. Turweston on the 2nd, while OO-PXL night-stopped on the 3rd, routing f&t Antwerp. Commander 690C N840PN visited f. IOM t. Henstridge on the 14th. TBM-700 N700ER visited f&t Lelystad on the 22nd. A rare bird these days was Piper Comanche G-ASEO, which visited f. Guernsey t. Halfpenny Green on the 16th. Another rare type in Liverpool was German SF-25C Falke D-KBUY, which night-stopped on the 5th, routing f. Oban t. Newquay. This is one of very few, if not the only visit of the type since G-MFMM was resident here in the 1980s/ early 90s.

Gazelle YU-HET visited from and to a private site on the 15th and performed a go-around on the 24th. A trio of helicopters departed to the Glastonbury Festival on the 23rd, including Dauphin G-CEYU, which was carrying Wayne and Colleen Rooney and their party. They returned aboard the same helicopter on the 27th.

MILITARY VISITORS

We had just one military visitor this month! RAF Tucano T1 ZF343 visited f&t Linton-on-Ouse as LOP80 on the 23rd. The aircraft was here for over two hours – making a change from just performing a go-around which is more usually the norm for this type.

We can tie up a loose end from last month too. The RAF Agusta A109 that visited f. Heathrow t. Northolt on the 21st May as RRR1796 is now confirmed as being ZR322.

Military aircraft down the ILS this month included Sea King HAR3 ZA105, which carried out a go-around on the 6th with Prince William at the helm.  Griffin HT1 ZJ234 carried out a go-around on the 9th, routing out to Warton as SYS117. A Tornado GR4, recorded as ZD810 by the tower, came down the ILS on the 20th as MRH2. Also that day, Chinook HC2 ZA707 carried out a go-around, routing to a private site as “Lifter 1”. Finally, French Navy Falcon 10 MER 129 carried out a go-around on the 27th as FNY55A2.

RESIDENT NEWS

Continuing the JD Aviation saga, Seneca G-JDBC was still operating from Liverpool during June - at least part-time.  It departed to Hawarden on the 2nd, returning two days later.  It flew t&f Denham on the 5th before departing to Hawarden the following day. It arrived from Blackpool on the 15th and flew t&f Cardiff on the 22nd and seems to have still been here at the end of the month.  Meanwhile, there has still been no sign of Cherokee         G-JDPB, so perhaps it crept out without us noticing! 

As noted in the main log, former resident Cessna T303 N889VF visited f&t the Isle of Man on the 15th, so it is now presumed to be resident there. Cherokee Arrow G-AVYS departed to White Waltham on the 11th and has not returned. This too may no longer be resident, but the CAA G-INFO website is yet to show a change of ownership. One departing Cherokee Arrow that we did miss was G-AWFJ, which left for Barton as far back as May 2010! Another departing resident a couple of months ago was Cessna 152 G-SACB, which left for Le Havre on the 11th April and has subsequently been registered in France.

With the closure of Ravenair’s flying training operation at Barton, Tomahawks G-RVRK and G-RVRO arrived from there on the 1st and 23rd respectively – the first time that each of these aircraft had appeared at Liverpool this year.  Bell 206 JetRanger G-CPTS was here from the 8th to 10th, operating with the Helicentre. It also visited on the 18th. Schweizer 269 G-CGGI has continued to operate with the Helicentre throughout June.

Europa XS G-LDVO made a few fast taxies and short hops before finally taking to the air for the first time on the 29th.  For the record, the maiden flight lasted from 16:57 to 17:36.
