Liverpool John Lennon Airport Review –March 2008

AIRPORT NEWS/LATEST DEVELOPMENTS

Passengers Go 'On the Buses' as 15% of Liverpool John Lennon Airport Travellers Now Use Public Transport

Results from the Civil Aviation Authority's latest detailed passenger survey conducted throughout 2007 shows that 15% of all Liverpool John Lennon Airport's passengers chose to use public transport to travel to or from the airport in 2007. This is over 4% higher than figures from a previous survey undertaken in 2005 and beats the target of 12% set independently by an Airport Transport Forum, which was not due to be reached until the end of 2008.

These latest figures mean that the number of passengers using public transport at Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) has increased by 75% since 2005. Further commitment from bus operator Arriva, with increased services to the airport from across the region, and by Merseytravel through the opening of Liverpool South Parkway, with bus priority measures to speed the link to the airport, have contributed to the success. Coach operator Terravision has also helped to increase public transport usage having commenced a regional service to Manchester that complements Arriva's 700 Manchester service.

JLA is committed to minimising the environmental impact of aviation and is tackling the issue of climate change in a number of ways including pioneering carbon offsetting schemes and the use of on site wind turbines. Increased public transport use by passengers and staff also forms an important part of this environmental commitment, as set out in JLA's Surface Access Strategy that the airport has been working to for some years now. 

Robin Tudor, the airport's General Manager, Corporate and Community Affairs commented, "The recent improvements in services and public transport facilities both on and off site are making a real difference and helping to deliver on the objective of seeing more airport passengers choose to use public transport. These latest figures mean Liverpool has one of the best records when compared to many other similar sized UK airports.  The Local Transport Plan recognises the importance of improved access to the airport and working in partnership with Merseytravel, we hope to see continued improvements to encourage more airport passengers choose to use public transport in the future." 

Councillor Mark Dowd, Chair of Merseytravel, said: "These are strong figures and show how valuable public transport links are to Liverpool John Lennon Airport. More passengers, from Liverpool and across the region, are seeing public transport as the best way to travel. We have been working very closely with the airport to make Liverpool South Parkway a success and it is working; the interchange is exceeding every target we set. 

Neil Scales, Chief Executive and Director General of Merseytravel, said: "Liverpool South Parkway has helped us link more people to the airport than ever before, so we are delighted with that. We intend to build on this success story.  "It is helping to improve access to the unique attractions of Liverpool and Merseyside, as well as linking millions of people to international travel."

Phil Stone, managing director of Arriva North West and Wales, said: "First-class transport links are vital to the success of any major airport and Liverpool is no exception.  Our continuing support for one of Europe's fastest growing airports means that we now provide over 95% of bus services, reaching out to large parts of Merseyside and the North West of England. "In partnership with the airport, we will continue to grow our network to match its needs, as well as providing the best possible staff to support them."

As can be seen from the above listing, we saw the return of Flybe on the 30th March, with the start of their (initially) three-times daily service to the Isle of Man. The inaugural flight on the 30th was operated by Dash-8 G-JECH.  EuroManx also continue to operate the route using Aer Arann ATR-72s. EuroManx liveried ATR-72 EI-REJ appeared on most flights again during the month, but EI-REH operated from the 8th to 14th and EI-REI on the 29th to 31st. Dash-8s OE-HBB and OE-HBC also put in a couple of appearances each during the month.

easyJet commenced their new daily service to Jersey on the 31st, with Airbus A319 G-EZDC doing the honours on the inaugural flight EZY7025/7026.  Of the 27 Airbus A319s seen this month, the most notable was G-EZBN, which, despite having been with the airline for a year, was making its first visit to Liverpool. It was first noted on the 16th when it arrived from Malaga on EZY7180 and was still based at the end of the month.

Ryanair withdrew their two Canary Island services – Tenerife South and Fuerteventura on the 29th.  Hopefully they will both return for the winter 2008/2009 season. Other services are being dropped in early April, but others are also being added/re-introduced – see last month’s review for details.

Wizz Air used 16 different Airbus A320s through Liverpool during the month – including their two latest machines. HA-LPQ put in its first appearance on the 7th, operating the WZZ105/106 Katowice service, while HA-LPR first visited on the 14th, operating in from Gdansk on WZZ305 and out to Warsaw on WZZ406.    

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The weekly Thomsonfly Alicante service, TOM6924/6923 was operated by Boeing 737-800 G-CDZM throughout March (4th, 11th, 18th and 25th). Everton FC kicked off this month’s international football charters with the away leg of their game against Fiorentina in the UEFA Cup. The team flew out on the 5th aboard Eastern Airways SAAB 2000 G-CERY, while fans took flights on the 5th & 6th aboard Boeing 737-300s of Thomsonfly and Jet2, Boeing 757-200s of Thomas Cook and First Choice, plus Monarch Boeing 767-300 G-DIMB and Futura Gael Boeing 737-400 EI-DCR. Fans also few outbound on the 5th aboard Hamburg International Airbus A319 D-AHIH, returning on the 7th aboard Boeing 737-700 D-AHIC – this being the only change of aircraft among the returning flights. The home leg the following week saw the Fiorentina team arrive on the 11th aboard Meridiana Airbus A319 EI-DFP. The plane did not stay, so we were lucky enough to have a different example – EI-DEY come in to pick them up late on the 12th/early 13th. Fiorentina fans used Neos Boeing 737-800 I-NEOT and Blue Panorama Boeing 737-400 EI-CUD.  Sadly, Everton went out of the competition on penalties following a superb fight-back after losing the first leg.

Liverpool FC departed to Milan on the 10th aboard Titan Boeing 757-200 G-ZAPU for their Champions League game against Inter Milan. Fans’ charters the following day included Thomas Cook and First Choice Boeing 757-200s and a Thomsonfly Boeing 737-300.  The Liverpool v Everton derby match on the 30th saw MyTravel Denmark Airbus A321 OY-VKE visit f&t Esbjerg on the 29th/30th. Other football related charters included Eastern Airways SAAB 2000 G-CDKA on the 1st/2nd with Portsmouth FC and Scot Airways Do 328 G-CCGS on the 4th, 21st/22nd and G-BZOG on the 5th with West Ham United. Bmi ERJ-145 G-RJXI visited f&t Heathrow on the 16th, while Jet2 Boeing 737-300 G-CELR paid two visits on the 22nd, routing f. Stansted t. Newcastle and return. Everton FC flew out for a short break in Malaga on the 31st aboard Thomsonfly Boeing 737-300 G-THOO.  

Away from football charters again, this month’s highlight was Air Nostrum CRJ-900 EC-JZU, which routed f. Murcia t. Gatwick on the 14th and f. Gatwick t. Madrid two days later. This was the first ever visit to Liverpool of the CRJ-900 variant. A Lourdes charter operated to/from Tarbes on the 23rd/30th using Monarch Airbus A321 G-OZBP on the outbound and G-OJEG on the return flight.  

FREIGHT NEWS 

Although there was not much in the way of freight flights during March, there was one distinct highlight.  ACT Air Cargo Airbus A300B4-200F     TC-ACY visited f. Katowice t. Lyneham on the 4th, believed to be carrying car parts. The only other visitors of note were a pair of Binair Metro IIs, D-ICRK and D-IBIN on the 31st.

There was nothing much of note affecting the TNT freight operation this month. BAe 146 300 OO-TAF operated f&t Liege on the 1st as TAY21P/021B in place of the Electra that had gone tech the previous evening (see last month’s review). An Electra operated the Friday evening TAY526H Edinburgh – Liege service on the 7th, while Spanish 146s EC-ELT and EC-HDH operated the service on the 14th and 28th respectively.  There was no service on the 21st due to the Easter holiday. BAe 146 OO-TAZ made its first visit of the year on the 27th, operating f. Hanover t. Durham/Tees Valley as TAY15C/15D.  

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS
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Omni Air International DC-10-30ER N603AX at Liverpool 11th March.  (Photograph – Rampy) 

Starting with some larger types and the obvious highlight this month was the very welcome visit of a DC-10 – the first visit of the type since 2002. The aircraft, Omni Air International DC-10-30ER N603AX, which visited on the 11th, arrived from Al Udeid AFB in Qatar as OAE502 and departed to Brize Norton just under an hour later. Also visiting again this month was Prescott L100 Hercules N3755P, which night-stopped on the 9th, routing f. Goose Bay t. Paphos using the flight number PSK309/310, having previously operated just using its registration. WDL BAe 146s have taken over from Privatair on the Airbus factory shuttle flights and we played host to D-AWUE on the 31st, which operated f. Cologne t. Filton as WDL318f/318.

There were only a few diversions this month. GB Airways Airbus A320 G-TTOD diverted in in the early hours of the 1st due to Manchester weather. It departed to Salzburg during the afternoon. This particular aircraft had been the one that had been forced to divert elsewhere earlier that week, when one of the pilots was taken ill and died. The visit to Liverpool was probably the last appearance of GB Airways here as the airline is due to be taken over by easyJet. Two more Manchester diversions occurred on the 23rd when Monarch Boeing 767-300 G-DIMB diverted in from Calgary and XL Airways Boeing 737-800 G-XLAO arrived from Gran Canaria. Both diversions were due to snow at Manchester.

Moving on to Biz and GA highlights, there were 32 different biz jets visiting during March – unfortunately there was very little of note amongst them.  Gulfstream G550 VP-BNE night-stopped on the 14th, routing f. Jeddah t. Altenrhein. Hungarian MU-300 Diamond HA-YFE visited again this month.  It night-stopped on the 18th, routing f. Amsterdam t. Doncaster/Robin Hood. A few other visitors of note this month included Citation 560 XL N188WS, which visited f&t Weston on the 4th, Spanish Citation II/SP EC-KJR, which paid visits on the 4th and 5th (night-stop) and Learjet 35       LX-TWO, which night-stopped on the 5th.

On the lighter side, Rallyes seem to be few and far between these days, so the visit of G-BKJF on the 4th/5th is worthy of note. Another less common visitor was Mitsubishi MU-2 N973BB, which routed f&t Jersey on the 15th. PA-46 Malibu N45PJ visited f&t Weston on the 23rd. KLM Flying School Beech Baron PH-BYC put in its second appearance of the year on the 26th, when it night-stopped, routing f. Biggin Hill t. Cambridge. Cranfield University Jetstream 31 G-NFLA was present from the 10th to 13th and 25th to 28th, carrying out several local flights while it was here.

MILITARY VISITORS

March saw aircraft from the Royal Air Force, Army Air Corps and Irish Air Corps.  Starting with the sole RAF visitor, BAe 146 CC2 ZE700 routed f. Stornoway t. Exeter on the 11th as NOH15. As was the case last month, the only AAC visitors this month were Islanders.  ZG845 visited f. Southampton t. Belfast on the 1st as AAC598. ZG846 operated f. Belfast t. Middle Wallop on the 7th as AAC589 and turned up again the next day on the reverse route using the same callsign. It appeared again on the 20th, routing f. Southampton t. Belfast.  ZG996 routed f. Odiham t. Lyneham on the 18th as AAC533.  Irish Air Corps King Air 200 240 visited f. Cardiff t. Baldonnel on the 12th.

Although they did not land, it may also be worth mentioning a couple of ILS visitors this month. Hawk 132 ZK142 carried out a go-around on the 25th, operating in from Warton as WTN4, while RAF Hercules C5 ZH882 carried out a go-around on the 30th, arriving from Lyneham as RRR525. 

RESIDENT NEWS

Most of this month’s resident news involves the Helicentre. Robinson R-22 G-HIEL, which had been operating with them since mid-February, departed on the 4th March. Arriving the same day was Schweizer 269 G-CBCN, returning to its Liverpool base for the first time this year.  Meanwhile, Schweizer 269 G-CCVG is no longer resident with the Helicentre. It departed to Norwich on the 17th and has since been re-registered to a new owner as G-JELI. Robinson R-44 G-GRZZ arrived from Sywell on the 20th and is operating with the Helicentre, but it is not known at this stage if it is here just temporarily.

Merseyflight are now using resident Cessna 152 G-BFHU in addition to their own Cessna 150 G-BCBX. Ravenair Cessna 172 G-MFAC, which is normally based with their Manx Flyers operation at Ronaldsway, made its first visit of the year on the 23rd. It returned to the Island the following day. Liverpool Flying School Cherokee G-LFSG flew for the first time this year on the 11th, when it carried out a half-hour local. Homebuild Falco G-OGKB, which was away for painting, has now returned and is in an all-red livery with a white registration.  The aircraft remains under construction.

February saw an increase of passengers of just over 7% compared with 2007 – although we did have a whole extra day thanks to it being a Leap Year! This may also have contributed towards the marked increase in aircraft movements too, although I’m sure that Liverpool and Everton football clubs also played their part in both the increases. It was also interesting to note that the freight figure for February was exactly the same as the previous year.
