KLM OFFERS GREATER WORLDWIDE ACCESS FROM LIVERPOOL WITH FOURTH DAILY FLIGHT

- New schedule improves connectivity on long haul routes to China, South Africa and South America -

KLM Royal Dutch Airlines announced at the beginning of March the addition of a fourth daily flight to its schedule out of Liverpool John Lennon Airport (LJLA), cementing its operations out of Merseyside. The new frequency commences on 10th May 2010 and, alongside improved timings for the original three daily flights, the schedule will increase long haul connectivity via its award-winning hub, Amsterdam Schiphol Airport.

This new frequency announcement comes less than a year after the route's inaugural flight on 30th March 2009 and is a testament to KLM's commitment to the Liverpool region. The faster long-haul connections mean that travellers in the region can now take advantage of smooth and seamless travel to destinations such as Shanghai, Johannesburg and Mexico.

Capacity on the route will increase by a third (33%) daily and the additional flight rotation provides more flexibility for point to point passengers as well as offering even more European connections on a daily basis. Seats on the fourth frequency are bookable via www.klm.com, KLM telephone reservations on 0871 222 7474 or at local travel agents. A Fokker 70 jet aircraft, which carries up to 80 passengers, will fly the new frequency.

This gives the region's business community more flexibility and the added convenience of starting long haul journeys to an even greater choice of worldwide destinations from their local airport. The airline's entry into Liverpool has been a real boost for the business community as well as the airport and this extra daily flight will ensure that our city can develop further on an international stage and seen as an attractive hub for global business."

Lorraine Rogers, Chief Executive of investment and tourism body The Mersey Partnership (TMP) said: "KLM's expansion is excellent news. Securing this hub operation for Liverpool was a priority for both TMP and LJLA - and KLM's further commitment, after only one year, is welcomed. Their further investment gives Liverpool City Region even greater connectivity with the rest of the world. The timing of this extra flight will give both business and leisure travellers an enhanced service."

Jack Stopforth, Chief Executive of Liverpool Chamber of Commerce commented: "I'm delighted to see that KLM are expanding their service from Liverpool JLA. We worked hard lobbying for this service to come to Liverpool. I knew that the city was ready to support a scheduled service from a national carrier. The expansion indicates that link to KLM's Schiphol hub is meeting the needs of the city's business community and provides an attractive alternative to more congested hubs."

KLM Royal Dutch Airlines, with its SkyTeam partners, connects Liverpool to over 800 destinations worldwide via four daily flights to Amsterdam. The carrier's hub, Amsterdam Airport Schiphol, offers smooth connections with just 40 minutes connection time for short haul flights and only 50 minutes for long haul flights. Passengers therefore no longer need to travel to a larger airport to experience global travel; KLM offers worldwide connections from the comfort and convenience of a local airport.

As can be seen from the above table, Ryanair commenced flights to a number of destinations at the end of the month with the start of the summer timetable, not least the brand new Italian destinations of Rimini and Trapani. Meanwhile, the easyJet seasonal service to Innsbruck ceased on the 25th.

The best news this month came from KLM Cityhopper who announced the addition of a fourth daily rotation on their Amsterdam service from 10th May – see above news item.  Changes to the normal Fokker 70 service in March saw Fokker 50 PH-KVK operate KLM1037/1038 on the 4th and Fokker 100s operating as follows: - PH-OFN KLM1045/1034 21st/22nd, PH-OFL KLM1045/1034 25th/26th, PH-OFM KLM1037/1038 29th and        PH-OFP KLM1041/1042 29th.  

New Wizz Air Airbus A320 HA-LWA made its first visit on the 14th, operating the Gdansk rotation WZZ305/306. Changes to the Flybe Isle of Man service during the month saw Dash-8 G-JECS operate in from Birmingham on the 2nd as BEE196 before departing to IOM on BEE608.   

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The weekly Thomson Alicante service TOM3219/3218 was flown this month by Boeing 737-800s G-CDZI on the 2nd and G-CDZM on the 9th, 16th, 23rd and 30th.

Ad hoc charters this month included a trip to see the Aurora Borealis (Northern Lights) on the evening of the 9th. Jet2 Boeing 737-300 G-CELG positioned in from Manchester then operated the three-hour “local” as EXS6251. The aircraft then positioned out to Lyon on the 11th. Viking Airlines Boeing 737-300 SE-RHT positioned f. Birmingham t. IOM on the 17th as VIK88P, it then returned from the IOM before departing to Funchal as VIK831. Welcome Air Dornier Do 328 OE-LIR night-stopped on the 27th, routing f. Rotterdam t. Innsbruck as TYW266/271. BMI Regional ERJ-145            G-EMBN operated f. Edinburgh t. Nice on the 29th and returned on the reverse routing on the 31st. 

Football charters this month saw Liverpool FC depart to Lille on the 10th aboard Titan Airways Boeing 757-200 G-ZAPX. There were no fans charters operating from Liverpool though and the team returned on ‘PX on the 11th. The return leg saw FC Lille using CityJet Avro RJ85 EI-RJO, which brought them in on the 17th and came back to collect them on the 19th. Lille fans used Jet2 Boeing 737-300 G-CELI, which routed f&t Lille on the 18th/early 19th. The match also brought in Aero Nova Metro EC-GVE, which also visited f&t Lille. Liverpool FC used G-ZAPX again on the 31st when they departed to Lisbon. 

FREIGHT NEWS 

The month was extremely quiet for freight flights. Based Seneca G-JMOS continued to operate the weekday morning courier run to/from the Isle of Man. As far as other freight flights were concerned, Zorex Metro II EC-HJC visited f. Dortmund t. Liege on the 23rd as ORZM12/M13. German Cheyenne III D-IAWB visited f. Dortmund t. Hanover on the 18th.  

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

The month saw around 42 visiting biz jets, the highlight being seen by only the hardiest of enthusiasts! UAE registered Gulfstream G450 A6-DJL arrived from Miami at 00:39 on the 4th and left for Dubai just before 2am, using callsign MJE554. Other items of note included G200 Galaxy       HB-JEB, which visited f&t Geneva on the 5th as FPG22. Following on from the visit of Shell Aircraft Falcon 7X VQ-BSN in January, we had both VQ-BSO and VQ-BSP visiting on the 26th. Canadian Learjet 35A C-GUAC night-stopped on the 11th, routing f&t Keflavik. Swedish Citation Sovereign SE-RFH visited f&t Malmo on the 17th.  Citation VII CS-DGR visited f&t Lisbon on the 27th as AJU652/653, making a change to see a Portuguese biz jet that isn’t operated by Net Jets!

Moving to GA types, German Cessna 402 D-ISAV was here from the 2nd to 5th and 7th to 11th, carrying out a series of survey flights. Danish Seneca OY-PPS visited f. Oxford t. Glasgow on the 22nd, while Dutch Seneca PH-CDL was here from the 30th March to 1st April, routing f. Groningen t. Weston.  

Helicopter highlight this month was former Aero Toy Store Agusta Westland AW-139 N324SH, which came in from Seaforth Docks on the 30th, having arrived by sea. The helicopter, which also wore the new registration N139MT, was hangared and departed to the Isle of Man on the 1st April using its new identity.

MILITARY VISITORS

March was another fairly quiet month for military activity although there were one or two visitors worth mentioning.  32(TR) Squadron BAe 125 ZD621 visited f&t Farnborough on the 11th as KRF6R. Chinook HC2 ZA705 night-stopped on the 26th, routing f&t Odiham. Army Air Corps Islander ZG847 visited f&t Belfast on the 5th as AAC587. ZG845 visited f. IOM t. Middle Wallop on the 10th using the same callsign, while ZH002 appears to have carried out a go around only on the 30th, also calling AAC587.

There were two items of note carrying out ILS approaches this month. March saw the retirement of the Nimrod MR2 from RAF service, so to have two perform go-arounds was quite a treat. XV231 came down the ILS on the 15th, while XV250 did the same on the 26th, as a “farewell”, both aircraft routing inbound from their base at Kinloss. The former example is to be a resident at the Manchester airport viewing park while the latter became the first of its type to join a museum when flew to the Yorkshire Air Museum at Elvington on the 13th April. The latter will also be maintained in a ground operational capacity. 

RESIDENT NEWS

Merseyflight took on another lease this month with PA-38 Tomahawk G-BGRR arriving from Halfpenny Green on the 4th. The Helicentre had their Schweizer 269C G-BZXJ return on the 5th to take up residency once again. The helicopter had been roaded out at the end of July 2008 and was once rumoured to have been a write-off for some reason, but this obviously was not the case.  

Based Texan G-TXAN ground-looped on return from a trip to Caernarfon on the 10th. The runway was temporarily blocked, but the aircraft thankfully only received minor damage in the incident.
