easyJet to Add Jersey

On the 21st November, easyJet announced expansion of their existing route network from Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA). Next Spring, the airline will commence a new daily service to Jersey. The announcement comes just weeks after the airline launched a new service to Lisbon and on 8th January 2008 a new route to the popular skiing destination of Innsbruck in Austria will commence. 

Vic Brodrick, Group Commercial Manager, Peel Airports, commented: "It's great to hear that easyJet are to increase their operations from JLA by adding yet another new route to their portfolio. A daily link to Jersey will certainly benefit the business community and no doubt be popular with those passengers wanting to visit the island for a mini break." 

David Osborne, UK General Manager Commercial, said:  "This is an exciting development for easyJet, not only are we launching services to the island of Jersey for the first time, we are also opening up the market with two new currently unserved routes, connecting it with London Luton and Liverpool, providing direct access to the island, which we expect to be popular with both business and leisure passengers."

The new service commences on the 31st March 2008 and seats can now be booked online at www.easyjet.com through to 28th September. The service will operate as follows: -

Flybe Set to do Battle on the Isle of Man Route

Just when you thought that Flybe had flown their last service from Liverpool and abandoned it for their Manchester hub, the airline has announced that it is to fly a three-times daily service between Liverpool and the Isle of Man from the 30th March 2008. With the airline announcing fares from as little as £19.99 one-way including all taxes and charges, this will no doubt become a price war on the route which EuroManx currently operate up to five return flights per day. We have had two airlines on this route before, but never for long. It is hoped that this doesn’t prove to be another fight to the death, and that the customer comes out the winner in the end with greater choice and flexibility on one of the airport’s longest-established routes.

Fog on the 4th November caused a number of delays and cancellations to scheduled flights, the first aircraft of the day (an easyJet A319 to Nice) not departing until 13:45.

Although we welcome the news that easyJet is to start a daily service to Jersey from the 31st March (see Airport News section), it is most disappointing to hear that the Cologne service will cease permanently from the 6th January. The company blames poor yields on this route for the decision to axe it. Not wishing to be too pessimistic, but one wonders at the viability of a daily service to Jersey, bearing in mind that the airport has only seen a mediocre once-weekly summer service to the island, and that seems to have struggled in recent years. 

Amongst the 32 different Airbus A319s that visited this month, G-EZBY was on maintenance in hangar 1 for a week from the 15th to 22nd. The aircraft flew in from Orly and departed to Gatwick and did not operate any schedules while it was here. G-EZIO visited f&t East Midlands on the 18th, believed to have come here due to weather at EMA, while G-EZAG carried out a circuit detail on the 7th, routing f&t Stansted.

We saw no less than 52 different Ryanair Boeing 737-800s pass through Liverpool during November. Unfortunately we also saw the termination of three routes. Aberdeen and Inverness finished on the 2nd, while Kaunas finished on the 8th. The good news is that Kaunas will be re-introduced with the summer schedules in 2008.

The new Wizz Air service to Bucharest has been reduced from three times a week to two. It now operates on Tuesday and Saturday, although a Thursday flight has been added over the Christmas period.  The service will be increased again from February.

EuroManx used ATR-72 EI-RED in place of the regular EI-REJ on some flights on the 12th and 13th, Dash-8 OE-HBC also appeared during the month. As mentioned under the Airport News section, the airline is to face competition on the Isle of Man route from the end of March next year when Flybe commence flights up to three times per day.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The winter I/T flight (yes, just one!) started in November. The Thomsonfly service to and from Alicante operates on Tuesday afternoons and was flown all month by Boeing 737-800 G-FDZA.

Thankfully, the football charters look a little more healthy! FC Besiktas’ visit to Anfield saw Turkish Airlines Boeing 737-800 TC-JGA bring the team in on the 5th, while TC-JGM collected them on the 7th. This was a busy week for football charters, with a large number of Everton fans travelling to Nuremberg to see their team triumph in their UEFA Cup match. The team flew out on the 7th on Jet2 Boeing 737-300 G-CELJ. Some fans also departed on the 7th aboard Hapagfly Boeing 737-800 D-AHFC. The bulk of the fans departed on the 8th, the most notable aircraft that day being Hamburg International Boeing 737-300 D-AHIG.  Other aircraft used were Jet2 Boeing 757 and 737, two Thomas Cook Boeing757-200s, First Choice Boeing 757-200, Thomsonfly Boeing 737-300 and a Monarch Airbus A321. The only different aircraft returning on the 9th was Hapagfly Boeing 737-800 D-ATUF in place of the Hamburg International Boeing 737-300.

Liverpool FC’s next game in the Champions League saw the visit of FC Porto. The team arrived on the 27th aboard SATA International Airbus A310 CS-TKM, which then remained at Liverpool until the early hours of the 29th. On the domestic front, we had two first-visiting SAAB 2000s from Eastern Airways. G-CERY brought in the Everton team from Luton on the 1st, while G-CERZ night-stopped on the 9th, bringing in the Fulham team to play Liverpool.  The month also saw Eastern Airways Jetstreams and Scot Airways Dornier 328s – see main log for details.

Other non-football charters included Monarch Airbus A320 G-MPCD, which operated a 3¼ hour local flight to see the Aurora Borealis and Thomas Cook Boeing 757-200 G-FLCG, which operated a school day-trip to Krakow (although the aircraft had to divert to Katowice due to bad weather) to visit a WWII concentration camp.      

FREIGHT NEWS 

Changes to the normal TNT operation this month saw Boeing 737-300 OO-TNA operate the Friday TAY526H f. Edinburgh t. Liege on the 2nd in place of a BAe 146 – the following week it was flown by Electra G-LOFD. Another Boeing 737 – OO-TNC appeared on the 7th in place of the evening Electra flight. The 737 operated f. Dublin t. Liege as TAY231W.  The Electra that day had positioned out to Coventry as NPT188T.

There were just a few other freight charters this month, the highlight being the first visit of Cityline Hungary Antonov An-26 HA-TCT. The aircraft visited f. Wroclaw t. Stuttgart as CNB2501/2502 in the late evening of 29th/early 30th. We had two Metros this month. Former North Flying Metro II G-CEGE visited f&t Coventry on the 27th still using NFA callsigns. Aero Nova Metro III EC-JCU visited f. Hanover t. Belfast on the 28th.     

GENERAL AVIATION, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

Starting with some of the larger visitors, Prescott Hercules N3755P paid two visits this month. It night-stopped on the 7th, routing f. Stephenville t. Cairo and visited f. Frankfurt t. Stephenville on the 18th. Company CASA CN235 N5025 visited on the 28th, routing f. Palermo t. Reykjavik. Mystery still surrounds just what these flights are for, but Prescott is regularly linked to the CIA.

Airbus A300-608ST Beluga F-GSTF actually dropped in for once instead of flying overhead into Hawarden! The aircraft, which night-stopped on the 13th, routing f. Toulouse t. Hawarden, was forced to divert in due to crosswinds at Hawarden. We haven’t heard the end of Flyglobespan just yet! Boeing 737-600 G-CDKT arrived from Keflavik on the 14th as GSM123P and was still here at the end of the month – hardly surprisingly really as it is reportedly locked in hangar 2 minus its engines!

Moving on to GA visitors, we had 39 different biz-jets during November. Highlights included Gulfstream II N707KD, which night-stopped on the 12th, routing f. Keflavik t. Ankara. Net Jets Citation X N970QS arrived from White Plains on the 14th and departed to Birmingham two days later. Canadian Learjet 35 C-FZQP night-stopped on the 2nd, routing f. Keflavik t. Athens while C-GDJH visited f. Alicante t. Frankfurt on the 6th. German Falcon 2000 D-BERT visited f. Paderborn t. Boston, Massachusetts on the 5th. Italian BAe 125 850XP I-TOPH night-stopped on the 10th, routing f. Larnaca t. Milan/Linate. Solid Air Citation VI PH-MFX night-stopped on the 11th, routing f. Heathrow t. Amsterdam, while sister-ship PH-MEX visited f. Amsterdam t. Manchester on the 15th.  Jaymax’s latest Falcon 900 G-JMMX (a replacement for G-JJMX) paid its first visit on the 12th, routing f. Blackpool t. West Palm Beach. The month also saw a couple of Manx registered biz-jets – Falcon 2000 M-CHEM paid visits on the 19th and 20th and Premier 1 M-YSKY visited on the 28th.

On the lighter side, Mitsubishi MU-2B D-IAHT visited f. Epinal t. Eisenach on the 20th. King Air 200 PH-ATM visited f&t Rotterdam on the 10th. Also on the 10th, PC-12 LX-JFK visited f. Milan/Linate t. Welshpool. Bonanza OO-JKM visited f&t Wevelgem on the 14th, while Commander 690        VP-BMZ visited f. Filton t. Dublin on the 17th. On the helicopter front, the most interesting visitor this month was brand-new Bell 206L LongRanger G-GANG, which passed through on delivery on the 6th, arriving from Liverpool Docks and departing to Cranfield.

MILITARY VISITORS

The month saw visitors from the RAF and Army Air Corps. Kicking off with RAF visitors, Royal Squadron BAe 125 CC3 ZD621 visited f. Northolt t. Manchester on the 1st as KRF27. The aircraft was bringing in Princess Alexandra. Another BAe 125 ZE395 paid two visits on the 30th, routing f. Northolt t. Dundee and then f. Leuchars t. Northolt as RRR1202. BAe 146 CC2 ZE700 visited f&t Northolt on the 13th as RRR1796. Sentinel R1 ZJ690 paid its third visit of the year, carrying out another touch & go on the 12th, routing f&t Waddington. We also saw two King Air 200s visit during November, which made a welcome change from just performing a go-around.  ZK452 visited f. Prestwick t. Cranwell on the 23rd as CWL64, while ZK450 visited f&t Cranwell on the 26th as CWL73 – both aircraft spending about 20 minutes on the ground.

The only AAC visitors this month were a pair of Islanders. ZG847 visited f. Cardiff t. Belfast on the 5th as AAC598, while ZG993 visited f. Middle Wallop t. Belfast on the 9th as AAC589.

RESIDENT NEWS

Further to last month’s sad news of the demise of CATS, Cessna 172 G-BEWR departed to Hawarden on the 2nd November and remains away – possibly permanently. Another resident no longer with us is the rarely flown Seneca G-BSDN.  The aircraft had departed to Sherburn-in-Elmet as far back as the 10th August, but was only registered to a new owner based in Cardiff on the 26th November. We gained one new resident this month in the shape of Cherokee Arrow II G-BTRT, which arrived from Barton on the 1st. 

Robinson R-44 G-ROAD was here on-and-off again during November, operating with the Helicentre. It departed on the 24th and has not been back since. Staying with Helicopters, Schweizer 269C G-IRYC, which arrived on the 15th October for a couple of weeks, was still here at the end of November.

Resident C-47 N473DC departed to Waterford on the 10th, returning the following morning. The aircraft then carried out a “poppy-drop” over the Remembrance Service being held in Liverpool City centre. It made a further flight in the afternoon, the full details of which are not known although it was spotted overflying a remembrance ceremony in Harrogate.  The Dakota is expected to fly north for the winter, reportedly to Lossiemouth again, as it did last year.

October saw just a minimal rise in passenger numbers compared with 2006. The drop in the figures can be largely blamed on the withdrawal of the Thomsonfly Boeing 757 summer holiday flights at the end of September, whereas these continued throughout October 2006. 

EPILOGUE

There were a number of interesting visitors during November, including Turkish and German Boeing 737s, plus a Portuguese Airbus A310 – all thanks to Liverpool and Everton’s success in Europe. The first visit of a Beluga in about five years was also most welcome. The Prescott CASA 235 made a welcome addition to the more regular visits of the Hercules although this too has visited already this year. Of the few freight charters, the most notable was the Hungarian An-26. Biz-jet highlights included the Gulfstream II, US Net Jets Citation X and the pair of Canadian Learjets.
