Ryanair launches 11 new routes and adds two more based aircraft

Ryanair launched eleven new routes from Liverpool John Lennon Airport at the start of October, bringing the total number of destinations currently being flown by the Low Fares airline to 31 – Bergerac ceased for the winter on 28th October and resumes in March 2007. Two more destinations (Salzburg and Grenoble) will follow in December. The eleven new routes now operating are Aberdeen (daily), Alghero (Mon, Fri, Sun), Ancona (Tue, Thurs, Sat), Inverness (daily), Kaunas (Tue, Thurs, Sat), Krakow (Wed Fri, Sun), Poznan (Mon, Wed, Sat), Santander (Mon, Wed, Fri), Santiago (Tue, Thurs, Sat), Tampere (Mon, Wed, Thurs, Sun) and Wroclaw (Tue, Thurs, Sun). The additional routes bring an extra two Boeing 737-800s to add to the five already on station at Liverpool.

Ryanair’s UK Sales Manager Caroline Baldwin said: "With more flights, more choice, the lowest fares and better service than any other Liverpool-based carrier, Ryanair is undoubtedly Merseyside's number one airline." Caroline added: "Ryanair launched its first service from Liverpool JLA in May 1988 and launched its Liverpool JLA base in November 2004. Since then traffic has increased eight-fold. "This week we are delighted to add eleven routes from the north-west which will deliver 600 new jobs, 600,000 more passengers and £80M additional tourism spend in Merseyside. We now have seven Boeing 737-800 aircraft based in Liverpool, bringing our investment in the airport to over $420M, bringing 2.8M passengers per annum, sustaining 2,800 jobs in the region”. 

Robin Tudor, JLA's General Manager Corporate and Community Affairs added, "When Liverpool was chosen to be the 2008 European Capital of Culture back in 2003, we were determined to bring new services from all corners of Europe so that visitors would come to Liverpool and the North West. This latest list of new destinations to be served from Liverpool means Merseyside now has direct flights to 59 UK and European destinations. It's amazing to think that less than 10 years ago, there were just three."

Air Malta to commence scheduled flights from Liverpool in 2007

Air Malta, Malta's National Airline, has recently announced the introduction of a brand new service from Liverpool John Lennon Airport, starting in May 2007. Air Malta will operate two scheduled flights a week to Malta International Airport every Monday and Friday. To celebrate this launch, Air Malta was offering a full service treatment at a low-cost price of £31.00 one-way (excluding taxes). Reservations and ticketing for this offer were available from 10th October to 10th November 2006. 

Vic Brodrick, Peel Airports Group Commercial Director, commented: "We're delighted with the new link between Liverpool and Malta. Malta is situated in a beautiful part of the Mediterranean Sea and boasts a wealth of history, culture and attractions. This new route will provide more in the way of choice for our passengers and enable them to see for themselves what Malta has to offer. We look forward to working with Air Malta and wish the service every success."

Brian Bartolo, General Manager Marketing & Product, Air Malta added, "Flights will be operated every Monday and Friday and we expect that this service will entice North West tourists travelling on weekend breaks and provide Maltese passengers with the opportunity to visit the European Capital of Culture 2008."

Liverpool John Lennon Airport has more Turkish delight!

Runway closure

Since the beginning of October, the airport has been closed at night between Sunday and Thursday for runway resurfacing. This extended to closing every night from 23:30 from the first week in November and it is expected to continue to be closed at night until March. At the time of writing, the runway is about half done, but there is the bigger job of renewing the shoulders of the runway once the runway itself is finished. This area is in a particularly poor state and has been the reason why 4-engined wide-bodied jets have not been allowed in the airport for the last five years or so. Once completed, the larger aircraft will be welcomed again.

The above table says it all! Ryanair added eleven new routes in October, taking their number of destinations served from Liverpool up to 32 briefly, although this fell back to a mere 31(!) following the withdrawal of the Bergerac service at the end of the summer timetable. The latter will return in March. The new routes mean that there are now seven Boeing 737-800s based at Liverpool. For more details of this month’s Ryanair news, please see the Airport News section above. 

In addition to the Bergerac route, we also lost three more destinations in October. Aer Arann ceased its Galway service at the start of the month and no longer serves Liverpool at all following the withdrawal of their Isle of Man service earlier in the year. The Saturday Flybe service to Jersey ceased on the 7th and next summer will see a reduced capacity on the route as it is due to be operated by Dash-8s in place of the BAe 146s that operated this year. The company’s whole future at Liverpool is now being called into doubt following their acquisition of BA Connect and their inevitable increase in operations from Manchester as a result. Following this announcement, press releases on the Flybe website seem to exclude any mention of Liverpool in their future plans. From November, their Belfast City service becomes little more than a joke, only operating at weekends, while their other Liverpool service – Southampton – has seen a decline in passenger numbers of late. 

The one other route lost this month was the easyJet three times a week service to Marseille. Staying with easyJet, the month saw a greater number of the company’s Airbus A319s appearing here than Boeing 737-700s, the latter type now seeing a marked decline in ops at Liverpool as the airport moves towards becoming an all-A319 base. At the end of the last day of October there were seven A319s present (G-EZAY, G-EZEB,         G-EZEJ, G-EZET, G-EZIS, G-EZIX and G-EZIY) and just one Boeing 737-700  (G-EZJU). The airline used Eirjet Airbus A320 EI-DKG on EZY7SP/7SM Malaga rotation the 1st before it positioned back to Dublin as EZY712P

EuroManx continued to use Aer Arann ATR-72 EI-REJ on most of its Isle of Man flights this month, although there were one or two exceptions.  The most notable of these was Flyglobespan Boeing 737-300 G-OTDA, which operated two rotations (EMX401/402 – delayed and EMX409/410) on the 13th. The last flight of that day (EMX411/412) reverted to EI-REJ. Atlantic ATR-72 G-HERM operated on the route on the 7th, 8th, 9th and 10th, while the company’s own Dash-8s OE-HBB and OE-HBC also appeared on the 7th (EMX421/422) and 8th (EMX403/404) respectively.

Wizz Air, who continue to operate very successfully on their three Liverpool routes, Gdansk, Katowice, and Warsaw are to increase their Warsaw service to 6 flights per week (daily -except Saturday) from 30th July next year – giving further indication of how much confidence the airline has in its north west operation.    
CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

The last month of the summer charter programme saw a few interesting movements. The continued success of the Holidays4U Turkish I/T flights (see also news item above) saw the regular Airbus A321s being replaced with larger A300-600s on a number of occasions (both Bodrum and Dalaman flights on the 16th, 23rd and 30th) – bringing in five different examples of the type. The half-term holiday saw an Air Europa Boeing 737-800 operating out to Tenerife in the early hours of the 21st and back in the late evening of the 27th. Also in the evening of the 27th, Neos Boeing 737-800 I-NEOT positioned in from Milan Malpensa to operate the Futura Tenerife flight FUA1704. The aircraft returned in the morning of the 28th on FUA1703 and then positioned back to Milan as FUA703P.   

The only football charter of note this month was Air Mediterranee Airbus A321 F-GYAZ, which brought in FC Bordeaux on the 30th to play Liverpool FC in their Champions League match at Anfield. The aircraft then positioned over to Manchester – presumably due to the night-closure of the runway at Liverpool, which also precluded the fans’ charters from using Liverpool.

FREIGHT NEWS 

The freight situation at Liverpool appears to have reached an all-time low. As reported last month, from the beginning of October we lost all the mail flights. At the same time, the freight tonnage took a drop of around 50% compared to October 2005. Full details of figures will appear in next month’s Airport Statistics section. The scheduled freight services through Liverpool now consist of the TNT operation from/to Liege and a Clifton Seneca operating f. Belfast t. IOM on weeknights on behalf of DHL. These movements are all now recorded in the Airport Visitors section. 

There was little in the way of ad hoc freight flights this month, although we did see three Antonov An-26s. RAF-Avia’s YL-RAA visited f. Nottingham/EMA t. Eindhoven on the 11th as MTL303F/1303, while YL-RAE visited f. Coventry t. Maastricht on the 26th as MTL306F/1303. Budapest Air Service An-26 HA-TCX visited f. Rzeszow t. Nottingham/EMA on the 31st as BPS4505/450. Probably the highlight this month though was Norestair Pilatus PC-12 EC-ISH, which visited f. San Sebastian t. Madrid on the 27th as NRT501/502 and f. Ajaccio t. San Sebastian on the 29th as NRT502/503. Businesswings Twin Otter D-IVER also put in a couple of appearances this month, routing f. Paderborn t. Kassel on the 25th and f. Antwerp t. Amsterdam the following day.      

GENERAL AVIATION/OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

The month saw some 32 visiting biz-jets, although few stand out as particularly noteworthy. Probably most interesting was the fact that we had three different Citation Xs this month, although only one of them was paying its first visit of the year. Two examples, D-BTEN and P4-LJG visited on the 26th (the latter on two occasions) and N750GF put in an appearance on the 28th. Other biz-jets of note include Canadian Learjet 35 C-FICU, which routed f. Rome t. Keflavik on the 5th, French haulage firm Norbert Dentressangle Citation II N198ND, which made its first visit to Liverpool on the 31st and Mayoral Falcon 10 EC-HVV, which night-stopped on the 31st.  Moving to smaller GA visitors, there was little of note in this category either. Probably the most interesting UK registered visitor was veteran Islander G-AWNT, which visited f&t Norwich on the 29th as SVH20. The aircraft carried out a 4-hour local flight, thought to be survey work, while it was here. 

MILITARY VISITORS

October saw aircraft from the RAF, Royal Navy and Army Air Corps. Starting with RAF visitors, Hercules C5 ZH888 paid a quick visit on the afternoon of the 18th, routing f. Doncaster/Robin Hood t. Lyneham as RRR5094. Royal Squadron BAe 125 CC3 ZD621 visited on both the 5th and 21st. Islander CC2 ZH536 arrived from Northolt on the 24th, returning there three days later. It carried out local flights on each day it was here. Moving on to RAF helicopters, Merlin HC3 ZJ131/P visited f&t Leeming on the 12th as SHF310, while Puma HC1 XW208 visited f. Benson t. Woodvale on the 17th as SHF335.

Probably the most interesting military visitors this month were a pair of Royal Navy Jetstreams.  Jetstream T3 ZE441 night-stopped on the 12th, routing f. Leeming t. Yeovilton as Navy 751, while Jetstream T2 ZA111 visited f&t Culdrose on the 25th as Navy 805. Army Air Corps visitors were a bit thin on the ground this month. We had a pair of Islander AL1s on the 5th, namely ZG844 and ZG845, both routing f. Belfast t. Northolt as AAC588 and AAC589 respectively. Finally, Lynx AH7 XZ216 routed f. Cambridge t. Shawbury on the 16th as AAC903. 

RESIDENT NEWS

Following on from last month’s news of three accidents occurring to based aircraft, October saw another of our residents come to grief. Cessna 182P G-BTHA departed to Wolverhampton in the early afternoon of the 24th. On its return from Shobdon at around 17:50 that evening, the aircraft crashed in a field, just short of runway 27, striking an approach light as it came down and tearing off the starboard wing. Emergency services were quickly on the scene and the two occupants were taken to Whiston hospital suffering from head, facial and back injuries – thankfully not life threatening. The aircraft is a write-off, the remains are currently covered with a tarpaulin in the Ravenair hangar.

Ravenair Tomahawk G-BMML, which we reported as returning by road from Barton last month following an accident there seems to be in worse shape than first reported. The battered fuselage, minus engine, wings and tail was noted on a trolley in the Ravenair hangar next to G-BTHA and its appearance would suggest that it too might be a write-off.

Cessna 172 D-EAGC, which arrived 10th September, remains based. The aircraft flew on a few occasions during the month, including trips t&f Coventry on both the 21st and 22nd. C-47 N473DC took to the air this month. It flew to Weston on the 21st, returning the following day. Citabria      G-BFHP arrived for maintenance with Keenair on the 2nd and departed to Sleap on the 29th.  Meanwhile another example, G-CDGJ arrived from the Isle of Man on the 12th and returned there on the 4th November. Robin HR200/100 G-GBJS, which had arrived from Bourn on the 26th September and had undertaken a number of flights while here, finally returned to Bourn on the 27th October.
