Liverpool John Lennon Airport – Annual Review 2001

INTRODUCTION

Having fallen just short of the two million mark in 2000, the passenger total for 2001 was 2,258,341 – a rise of 13.7% on the previous year and still placing Liverpool as one the fastest growing regional airports in Europe. The events of 11th September had a devastating effect on the airline industry as a whole, but Liverpool was not too badly affected, although the final figure was probably just slightly lower than it would have been otherwise.

2001 saw one new destination commence, two withdrawn and one reinstated. As mentioned below, easyJet withdrew the Luton service and British Regional the Belfast City route. Euroceltic then came on the scene and re-introduced the Luton service and started a twice-weekly operation to Waterford.

During the year, Peel Holdings acquired the remaining 24% stake in the airport, previously held by the local councils. The move made Peel the outright owner of Liverpool Airport PLC, with a 100% shareholding. 

But, the biggest news for Liverpool Airport in 2001 was the new terminal, new name, new logo, new control tower, new GA facilities, new car park, new bus services.... basically we finished the year with a new airport...now read on!!   

SCHEDULES

The curtain finally came down on British Regional Airlines’ operation out of Liverpool when they withdrew their Belfast City service on the 18th May. The ever-increasing competition from easyJet on the Belfast International route finally proved too much and the ”flag-carrier” departed from our schedules – quite probably for good, as BA now embarks on further drastic cost-cutting measures, post 11th September.

EasyJet commenced 2001 operating to nine destinations from Liverpool. Unfortunately, despite strong protests from the business sector, they withdrew their three times a day Luton service on the 24th March, having carried over 46,000 passengers in those first three months of the year (and over 200,000 in the whole of 2000). EasyJet bosses described the route as a loss-maker and, as usual, put the blame firmly at the feet of the owners of Luton Airport, citing the rising operating costs there as the reason for it becoming the airline’s first ever route to be axed.  

Of the eight other easyJet destinations, some compensation came in the Summer 2001 timetable with extra flights to Amsterdam, Barcelona, Malaga, Nice and Palma. Weekday flights to Amsterdam rose to five per day, while weekend operations fell back to three from four, as expected. The overall rise was by three flights from 28 to 31 per week. Winter saw the maintaining of five flights Monday-Friday, with the additional flights returning at weekends, making a total of 33 flights per week. Early in 2002, it was announced that the Liverpool-Amsterdam service was exceeding loads on the KLM uk operation from Manchester and it was being rumoured that KLM uk and British Airways were to begin code-sharing on the declining Manchester service. 

Summer 2001 also saw Barcelona increase to two flights per day, Monday-Sunday, extra Malaga and Nice flights were added at weekends and Palma flights were doubled to two per day. Geneva saw additional flights over the winter period, with two per weekday and three at weekends, coping with the seasonal ski traffic. This returned to one per day from the summer timetable.  Belfast continues to provide impressive figures. The six-times per day (four at weekends) service saw more that 445,000 passengers on the route during 2001, making it the most popular destination ever in the history of Liverpool Airport. Just consider that, in 1994, the airport handled fewer passengers in total, than on just that one route in 2001!! 

Our first based Boeing 737-700 variant, G-EZJB, arrived on the 16th August and was used to familiarise Liverpool cabin staff, before entering service from here on EZY785 to Malaga on the morning of the 17th. A second –700 series aircraft (G-EZJA) arrived on the 29th and two –700s are now based at Liverpool, with aircraft being changed occasionally, but not quite so often as the –300 series fleet.

EasyJet passengers accounted for 1.65 million of the 2.25 million total at Liverpool in 2001. This represents 73% of all passengers, which compares with 68% in 2000 and 47% in 1999. There is no doubt that the airport relies heavily on easyJet, and will continue to do so in the years ahead.  To this end, a twenty-year agreement was signed between the airport and easyJet on the 13th February 2001. This deal sees benefits to both airport and airline, guaranteeing growth and security for the future. The agreement has become an even greater asset to the airport in the wake of 11th September and the subsequent chaos within the airline industry. A further two aircraft will become based in the next two years, with one due to arrive in summer 2002. It is hoped that, if the slots are confirmed, this will coincide with the commencement of a three-times a day Paris/Orly service. There are also rumours that a London service might be reinstated, as easyJet embark on a big expansion plan from Gatwick. Let’s hope that the 2002 Review includes both these destinations!      

Keenair has continued to operate their twice-weekly (Friday and Sunday) Bandeirante service to Cork throughout the year. Although at the beginning of 2001 there was talk of an extra rotation and even the possibility of a larger aircraft, this did not happen. The only changes were to the timings, with the Friday service now operating in the evening, rather than late morning.

Moving on to Manx Airlines and their scheduled Isle of Man flights have remained fairly comparable to 2000, although a seventh Friday service (MNX009/010) was not included in the timetable this summer. Additional Farecracker services were put on as required during the high spots of summer and other holiday times. The service basically operated five flights per day, Monday-Thursday, six on Friday, and five on Saturday & Sunday during the winter. The only change in summer was an additional flight on Saturday and Sunday.

Manx ended the year 8.6% down on 2000 – representing a drop of around 18,000 passengers on the route. Two major problems befell Manx Airlines in 2001. Firstly, the outbreak of Foot & Mouth disease on the UK mainland caused the Manx Government to take steps to protect its herds of cattle and rare sheep breeds. As a result of this, tourism suffered, not least with the cancellation of the TT motorcycle races. Consequently, it hit the number of passengers using Manx Airlines – although it has to be said that the ferry company probably suffered worse.  This could not be said about the second problem though. Post 11th September, Manx Airlines were forced to temporarily ground its own fleet of aircraft, due to insufficient insurance cover. The problem on the mainland had been overcome by the UK Government stepping in to guarantee the additional cover. This provision did not stretch to Manx-insured aircraft and the airline was forced to look to British Regional (and others) to provide aircraft while the matter was resolved.  This led to cancellations and a reduced service, as BRT aircraft were not always readily available and priority was given to Manchester airport over Liverpool – as we could still offer a ferry service.

Ryanair has had a fairly flat year, ending just 650 passengers up on 2000 (corrects last month’s Liverpool Review). The year began with just 17 flights per week, with the Tuesday and Wednesday RYR444/445 withdrawn. This was restored to 19 in February. The summer schedule continued to overlook the potential of an early morning service, the first flight appearing mid-morning – useless for the business traveller. September saw them drop the RYR444/445 service altogether, leaving us with just two flights per day. Better news came with the introduction of the winter 2001/2002 schedule, with three flights operating Monday-Friday and two at weekends.

The larger Boeing 737-800 has appeared on just a few occasions during the year, but most services have been carried out using their twenty-one strong fleet of ageing Boeing 737-200s. Although it is not thought that the Dublin route will see any increase in service during 2002, it is believed that Ryanair are looking at the possibility of adding extra destinations from Liverpool. 

And so we finish with the new kid on the block. Euroceltic Airways restored our link to the capital on 17th October when they commenced a twice-daily (once at weekends) service to Luton, using their fleet of two F-27 Friendship aircraft, the route having been abandoned by easyJet seven months earlier. Although the passenger figures were not that high, the airline made a fairly steady start and displayed further commitment to Liverpool by announcing the introduction of a twice-weekly (Monday and Friday) service to Waterford. This service, previously operated by Emerald Airways in August 1997, commenced on the 9th November.  

The fact that the airline has only two aircraft became a problem at the end of November, when one of their F-27s had to go for maintenance. A British World ATP was chartered in to take its place for the whole week. A number of flights were then cancelled over the Christmas period and the woes continued into January 2002, when the Liverpool-Luton service was suspended “indefinitely” due to technical problems with one aircraft – but few would deny that this was not the only problem. As this review is put together, just the Waterford service continues to operate and a buyer is being sought for the airline. Local news was reporting that a feasibility study was being undertaken for the Liverpool-Luton route, which had been running at a loss. 

CHARTERS/I.T.s

Inclusive tour passenger totals showed a slight fall in 2001, the total being down by 1.8% (although “miscellaneous passengers” rose by 65%!). Winter 2000/2001 saw Airtours operate a Saturday flight to Alicante, using Airbus A321 aircraft. This represented an increase in capacity over the previous winter, the service having then been operated by Air Europa Boeing 737-300s. Our only other winter I/T was the Friday lunchtime Futura Boeing 737-400 operation to Tenerife.

Moving on to summer 2001 operations and, as in previous years, the major tour operator was Direct Holidays with packages to Alicante (Costa Blanca), Arrecife (Lanzarote), Bodrum (Turkey), Dalaman (Turkey), Faro (Algarve), Ibiza, Las Palmas (Gran Canaria), Mahon (Menorca), Malaga (Costa Del Sol), Malta, Palma (Majorca), Reus (Costa Dorada), Tenerife and Zakynthos (Zante). Those on offer from Direct in addition to 2000’s programme were Ibiza and Malaga. Other operators and destinations included the following: -

The Saturday afternoon BAC Express SD.3-60 charter to Jersey was replaced by a far more comprehensive operation, including Brymon Dash-8s and Cityflyer ATR-72s on each Saturday from May to September. The flights were operated on behalf of Airways, Premier Holidays, Preston Holidays and Travtel International.  As in previous years, bmi British Midland operated their Sunday morning scheduled service to Jersey over the summer season, using Fokker 100s.

Moving on to the actual aircraft used on the IT flights and a Monarch A320 Airbus was again the mainstay, operating on behalf of Direct Holidays (and others) to most of the destinations listed above. Once again, there was a gap in some of the operations from the end of June to the first week in August, as the aircraft was re-deployed to Belfast.  Air Malta again provided Boeing 737-300s for the Monday evening flights to Malta. First-time visitor was Iberworld, who operated an Airbus A320 to Palma on Monday mornings from May to October. Tuesday afternoon flights to Palma were operated by Spanair MD-80s, the second of which crash-landed here on 10th May, causing the aircraft (EC-FXI) to take up residency in hangar 3 for four months while it was repaired. Spanair also served Palma on Thursday afternoons. The final few operations of the season were once again carried out by Air 2000 Airbus A320s. 

Futura operated Boeing 737-400s to Alicante on Tuesday evenings and Mahon on Friday evenings. The last couple of Alicante flights in October being operated by Egyptian-registered Airbus A320 SU-LBD, chartered in by Air 2000 from Lotus Air. bmi British Midland operated to Palma on Saturday afternoons using Airbus A321 aircraft. Airtours operated a Boeing 757 to Malaga on Sunday afternoons. 

There were also small runs of charters to Lourdes using British World Boeing 737-300s and Spilt was represented again with Croatia Airlines Airbus A319s. Transun and Imaginations Air Travel also operated a number of day-trips to various European cities.

For winter 2001/2002, the Saturday Airtours Airbus A321 to Alicante and Friday Futura Boeing 737-400 operated again as in 2000/2001. These were joined by a Saturday service to Gran Canaria, operated by Air Europa Boeing 737-800s.It was anticipated that Inghams would introduce a ski charter to Innsbruck, using a Tyrolean CRJ, commencing in December, but unfortunately this was cancelled.

Summer 2002 will see the airport embark on the most comprehensive IT/Charter package ever, with both Britannia Airways and Monarch Boeing 757s based and new destinations such as Rhodes and Tunisia being offered, along with the welcome return of Cyprus. Although there has been a downturn in holiday bookings since 11th September and we may lose one or two routes that had previously been announced, the prospects for a successful summer season are looking excellent, and the impressive new terminal will be sure to attract more operators in 2003, when the travel industry has hopefully settled down.

Moving on to Football Charters and Liverpool FC’s record cup-winning season really set this category alight, with the most memorable days occurring on the 15th to 17th May with a veritable airlift of fans going to the UEFA Cup final in Dortmund. The aircraft included an Air Atlanta Icelandic Boeing 747-200 and Tristar, Corsair Boeing 747-300, Boeing 737-300 & 400s, Aero Lyon DC-10, Eurowings Airbus A319, Monarch DC-10, Airbus A300, A320 and Boeing 757s, Air 2000 Boeing 757s, Airtours DC-10, Sobelair Boeing 737-400 and Braathens Boeing 737. Throughout most of the European campaigns, Liverpool FC used their “lucky” Titan Boeing 737, G-ZAPM. 

Although not all are mentioned here, the flow of football charters was fairly steady throughout the year, commencing in January with a BAC Express SD.3-60 with Middlesbrough to play Everton. February saw Liverpool in Rome, with a Britannia Airways Boeing 767 and Airtours DC-10 appearing. The return leg brought in three Alitalia Airbus A321s. There was then the first trophy, the Worthington Cup – Liverpool travelled to Cardiff on a British European Dash-8. March saw a European Air Charter BAC1-11 and Britannia Airways Boeing 757 taking Liverpool to Porto, the return match bringing in FC Porto in an Air Luxor Airbus A320. Also in March, the England squad flew out to Tirana on a Britannia Boeing 757, following their game at Anfield.

April saw Air 2000, Airtours and Monarch Boeing 757s, Air Scandic Airbus A300s and Airtours, JMC and Virgin Airbus A320s on the airlift to Barcelona, the return leg bringing in Air Europa Boeing 737s. Also in April, Liverpool used a British World BAe ATP for their league match with Ipswich. May saw the exodus to Dortmund, as mentioned above.  August saw Liverpool lifting the Charity Shield, which produced a Maersk CRJ to the Millennium Stadium in Cardiff. The Super Cup in Monaco saw the two Channel Express Boeing 737s appear (one went tech). Also in August, West Ham used A VLM Fokker 50 and Spurs a Titan ATR-42.

September brought the commencement of the Champions League. Boavista used Virgin Express Boeing 737s. LFC used a Maersk (Denmark) Boeing 737 on their return from Dortmund. Dynamo Kiev provided us with two Ukraine International Boeing 737s. Also in September, West Ham used a VLM Fokker 50 travelling to/from the league match with Everton. October saw LFC fans using a Cougar Boeing 727 to Kiev. The other European match that month saw the Borussia Dortmund team and fans using Air Berlin Boeing 737-800s, Condor Berlin Airbus A320 and a Eurowings Airbus A319. Also that month, Liverpool used British European to travel to/from a Charlton Athletic game.

November brought Air Europa Boeing 737-800s for the Liverpool v Barcelona match. December saw Liverpool FC and fans depart to Rome in a British Airways Boeing 767, with fans also occupying a Cougar Boeing 727. Finally, we had Irish fans arrive in an Aer Arann ATR-42 to watch Liverpool play Arsenal and there were further British European flights involving both Liverpool and Everton games.   

FREIGHT

It was a very poor year for general freight at Liverpool. Tonnage fell by over 6,500 tonnes compared to 2000. This represents a decrease of 22%. Most of this fall can be put down to a change in TNT operations and a decline in heavy motor parts. 

TNT continued their freight operations with the early morning Boeing 727 arriving from Liege and then departing to Dublin. The aircraft would then return from Dublin in the evening and operate out to Liege.  Although programmed as a TNT Boeing 727, Aer Turas DC-8 EI-CGO was a welcome regular on the route. Sadly, this operation was scaled back from the winter timetable. The type was changed to an Atlantic Airlines Electra and the aircraft day-stopped at Liverpool before returning to Liege in the evening, cutting out the Dublin operation altogether (NTR536R/323A). TNT Belgium BAe 146s still operate on Friday evening and Saturday morning, and at other times on an ad hoc basis.

The daily newspaper operations to Belfast, Dublin and the Isle of Man have continued to be handled by Emerald Airways throughout the year. Saturday night saw additional TNT Boeing 727s and BAe 146s operating out to Belfast, Dublin and Shannon. These flights began to decline in August and were withdrawn altogether at the end of September, when Air Contractors returned to operate a single Boeing 727 to Dublin. Additional capacity on the newspaper flights has been provided by based operators Keenair (Bandeirantes) and Air Express (Islander). We also had various other operators including Air Sofia with an An-12 on a one-off and a Safair Hercules here for a week during February, operating for Air Contractors.

Sadly, all but the Isle of Man paper flights are expected to cease in 2002, as the new printing presses come on line in Ireland. This will mean a further blow to freight tonnage through the airport.

Moving on to motor part charters and the year has also been fairly flat. There has been a noticeable drop in the heavy tonnage business, and it is believed that some of this is down to Vauxhall Motors no longer having car engines brought in by air. Most of the motor part activity is now in smaller parts – e.g. switch gear, wheel trims etc. Items like these are known as “line-stoppers” and the motor companies are quite happy to charter in various smaller aircraft, such as Metros – or even biz-jets, to get the parts quickly and so prevent the production line from grinding to a halt – a far costlier prospect.  Apart from the Metros, the year has produced a couple of Bulgarian Antonov An-12s of Inter Trans Air and Vega Airlines. The highlight though, was undoubtedly the Hungarian Antonov An-26, HA-TCN. Regular visitors were Atlantic Airlines with DC-6s, Electras, DC-3, Metro and Cessna F.406s, Titan Airways ATR-42s and various small Austrian, Belgian and German operators.

MAIL

There were just a few changes to the mail operation during 2001. Following the events of 11th September, the Bank of Scotland withdrew its funding of Gill Airways just nine days later and the airline went into liquidation. The last Gill aircraft to visit was ATR-42 G-BVJP on the 19th. From the 20th, BAC Express took over the Newcastle-Carlisle-Liverpool-Belfast nightly mail flight, using a Short SD.3-60. The operation was later changed to route in from Newcastle, thus missing out Carlisle.

The British European operation JEA4830/4831, routing Bristol-Liverpool-Exeter, was handed over to Emerald at the end of October. The aircraft, G-OBHD was also acquired by the airline. Emerald began by operating an HS.748 on this service, however it is currently operated on behalf of them by Streamline Aviation, using a Short SD.3-60 on a British European callsign!

The Christmas period produced a big increase in Emerald operations over the first three weeks of December, but saw Aurigny, BAC Express and Loganair operating additional flights in only the first week of the month – much less than in 2000.  The year ended on 16,572 tonnes of mail carried – a drop of 3.3% on 2000. Some of this shortfall will be due to the recommencement of rail operations, following an exceptional year in 2000 due to the rail chaos.      

The combined mail and freight total for 2001 was 39,713 tonnes – a drop of 7,000 tonnes (15%) on 2000. The figure for 2002 is unlikely to show any improvement, barring the announcement of any major new contracts.    

MILITARY ACTIVITY

There were a couple of military highlights this year. The Swedish Air Force Gulfstream IVSP 102004 in June brought in the Swedish Prime Minister to have talks with Tony Blair, who was on his election campaign trail at the time. Although there was no Belgian Air Force HS.748 this year, we were compensated by the first ever visit of an Embraer ERJ-135, CE-01, which appeared in September. The French Air Force Nord 262 (No.81) in February was expected to spend some time here – in the end it actually just did a touch and go.

Moving on to RAF aircraft and we had our first ever Alpha Jets during the year, albeit just on training exercises and doing nothing more than a touch and go. In the same vein, we had a fair number of Boeing E-3 AWACS aircraft, although these tended to perform more than just one touch and go – leading one south Liverpool chap to ask me why we had five AWACS aircraft flying over the city in quick succession! The venerable    VC-10 put in two appearances this year, with examples visiting in February and March. A Harrier and Tornado visited in connection with a display at West Kirby, while the Fleet Air Arm Historic Flight Swordfish appeared here on a diversion, on its way to Woodvale to take part in the Southport airshow. Surprisingly, we had just two Hawks land in the whole of 2001.  Both RAF and AAC helicopters were also greatly down in numbers in 2001.

CREW TRAINING

British Regional ERJ-145s were once again the most prolific passenger airliner appearing on crew training exercises at Liverpool. In addition, we had a couple of bmi British Midland examples too. Other airliners, in what was not a sparkling year in this category, included an Airtours Boeing 757, Excel Airways Boeing 737-800, European Air Charter BAC1-11 (probably one of the last ever visits of this once regular type), KLM uk Fokker 100s, British European CRJ-200 and the now defunct British World Airlines with a Boeing 737 and their one and only Boeing 757. Of the propliners, we had a taste of things to come when Euroceltic did some circuit training with one of their Friendships back in April – a full six months before they started services. Probably the most unique visitor was the British European stretched Dash-8Q-400 version – the only one of its type in the country at the time.

On the military front, we had five different Boeing E-3 AWACS Sentry aircraft, four of which actually landed. RAF Hercules’ were much in evidence again, not least the new build C-130Js, which accounted for eight of the fifteen of the type down the ILS this year. We still await our first actual visit of this variant, as none of them actually landed. Grob Tutors were in evidence, as the type replaced the Bulldogs of the University Air Squadrons at Woodvale. One unusual visitor was Pilatus PC-9 ZG969, which appeared from its base at Warton on two occasions, although it did not land. There were four Tornados on the ILS this year – two of them doing a formation low approach and overshoot. As usual, Hawks from RAF Valley and Jetstreams from Cranwell made up the bulk of RAF aircraft on the ILS. The French Navy visited with a Falcon 10, which performed a go-around and the Armee de l’Air sent a Nord 262 (see under Military).

DIVERSIONS

The days of large numbers of diversions cramming the apron are long gone, as we now give top priority to ensuring that our own passengers are not delayed by a sudden influx of another airport’s passengers. That said, we do take weather diversions wherever we can. The year began with a series of East Midlands weather diversions (freight), followed by a small run of Manchester diverts, including a British Midland Regional BAe 146 and BRT ERJ-145. February brought a string of easyJet diversions from a fog-bound Luton. These included our first EZY Boeing 737-700           (G-EZJC). We also had a couple more Manchester diversions in February, along with a TNT Airbus A300F, which diverted in from Belfast. March produced our only Challenger of the year, when N125PS diverted in from Luton. Another Luton biz-jet diversion came in September when Canadian Citation X C-GIWD succumbed to weather down south and then failed to beat the weather at Manchester. Also that day, we took Airtours and British Airways Airbus A320s, bmi ERJ-145 and Boeing 737 and an Air 2000 Boeing 757 – all due to fog at Manchester.

The only non-weather diversions from Manchester this year came in August when a Ryanair Boeing 737 burst its tyres on landing there. Despite their 100% increase in the runway department in 2001, we still got three diversions out of this incident.   

AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS

The total aircraft movements figure for 2001 was down by 2% over the previous year. We had 75,494 movements in comparison with 77,033 in 2000. The drop can only be due to the General Aviation sector and is probably largely due to a fall in circuit training at the airport. A resurgence in residents towards the end of 2001, coupled with the likelihood of more in 2002, as the GA facilities become more attractive, could well see a stem in the movement decline over the next twelve months.

GENERAL AVIATION

After last year’s record number of biz-jets, the total fell back by twenty to 124 different examples, although this is the third highest total over the last ten years. Despite the fall in numbers, there was still some quality in the aircraft that did visit. Highlights were the second only visit of an IAI Westwind and a total of three Citation X’s, just a year after seeing our first example. The only marked increase in numbers of a particular type was the HS/BAe 125, which rose by six to 25, whilst the Citation 500-560 total fell by the same amount. By far the biggest fall was the Learjet total, with just 15 of the type appearing in 2001 – exactly half that of 2000.

After a moderate rise in 2000, GA twins fell to their lowest total in more than a decade, the figure barely holding above the 200-mark. It is hoped that the new GA facilities will take this back up in 2002. Despite the drop in numbers by nine and six respectively, the Seneca and King Air remained the most common GA twin this year. 

After continually declining numbers since 1996, the GA singles total actually saw a rise in 2001 – albeit by just nine aircraft. Nevertheless, the drops of previous years have been pretty dramatic, so maybe we have turned the corner? The most common single aircraft was the Cherokee. The type boasts the highest total of all aircraft types visiting Liverpool, but is being closely followed by the Boeing 737 these days! The decline in the number of Cherokees and Cessnas was halted by modest rises in both types over last year (three and two respectively).

Helicopters fell back for the second year running – and by almost the same margin as in 2000. The final total was 165 – a drop of 33 on 2000 and the lowest helicopter total since 1993. Only a few individual types showed an increase, with the Robinson R-44 record total rising by one to twenty. At the same time, R-22s were halved from 36 to just 18. This drop can largely be explained by the reduction in the number of individual airframes being utilised by the Helicentre. Jet Rangers, once the most prolific of civilian helicopters, continued their decline to just fourteen examples. The Ecureuil/Twin Squirrel remained static on eighteen. Of the military types, the appearance of three Wessex helicopters was the highlight –especially considering the fact that we had none of the type in 2000. The worst drop was the Lynx – just six examples in 2001 compared with 21 in 2000. Pumas also fell by ten to just a dozen of the type in 2001.

Moving on to Microlights and I might as well use the same comment as I did last year!  The one and only example was CFM Streak Shadow        G-BUXC, which has been our only Microlight visitor for the last three years – we look forward to its visit in 2002!    

RESIDENTS

In a slight correction to the total number of residents in 2000, the actual year-end figure was 66 (not 67) as Beech Baron G-BXDF, although regularly seen here (as can be seen in the Temporary Residents list!), is actually based at Exeter. The final figure in 2001 increased by fifteen to 81 – an impressive rise that seems set to continue, with a number of Hawarden residents looking to make the move back to Liverpool, where facilities for resident aircraft have greatly improved over the last twelve months. As usual, a comprehensive listing of resident comings-and-goings can be found at the end of the review.

Whilst we consider most residents to be of the GA variety, Emerald Airways have actually added three to this year’s tally, along with two temporary residents. The airline acquired a thirteenth airworthy HS.748 on the 27th January, when the former Royal Tongan example, A3-MCA was ferried from Southend to their facility at Blackpool. Following freight conversion and re-registration as G-OTBA, the aircraft put in its first appearance at Liverpool on the 4th May. Emerald’s first Short SD.3-60, G-OBHD was delivered on the 8th November, along with a second,            G-ROND (see picture) on the 27th November. At least one of these aircraft is likely to be based away from Liverpool, operating European routes out of Coventry.

The airline leased-in RAF-Avia Antonov An-26 YL-RAA between the 3rd January and 4th June and a second example, YL-RAB from 1st October to 23rd December. The aircraft were mostly used on newspaper flights to Belfast and Dublin, the aircraft day-stopping at Liverpool and only operating at night. A third An-26, LZ-SFH was used on a one-off operation in November and for about a week in December, when G-BVOU was damaged at Newcastle. Emerald continue to work closely with Channel Express, their F-27s operating a number flights on the Belfast and Dublin routes. Looking ahead to 2002, it is reported that the Belfast and Dublin newspaper flights will be lost due to the opening of printing presses in Ireland. Although this will hit Liverpool’s figures, Emerald’s continued expansion into other markets will compensate for this loss.

Moving on to other resident operators and Keenair Charter continued with their fleet of two Embraer Bandeirantes, G-BGYT and G-FLTY. Both aircraft have been used on the twice-weekly Cork service and are also available for charter work, which has included operations for various clients, including Aer Arann, BAC Express, BAE Systems, British European, easyJet, Emerald Airways, Euroceltic, JMC and many others including air ambulance operations. December saw them take on the Blackpool-Isle of Man-Belfast City routes on behalf of another operator, following the collapse of Platinum Airways.

A new Liverpool operator, Air Express, was born in January 2001 with the arrival of colourful Islander G-BIIP. The aircraft is still in basic Air Jamaica Express livery, with the “Jamaica” painted out. Company owner, Jim Morrow, is also chief Bandeirante pilot with Keenair. The Air Express website proudly proclaims them as “The Web’s smallest airline”! The aircraft is largely used to provide additional capacity on the newspaper runs and is available for ad hoc freight and passenger work.    

Liverpool Flying School parted with two aircraft in 2001. Cherokee G-LFSC, a resident of 21½ years, departed in November, whilst Cessna 150   G-LFSF had departed for Belgium in April. An addition to the fleet arrived in June, with Tomahawk G-BOZM joining LFS. It was re-registered as   G-LFSH just under a month later. Keenair continue to operate Stampe G-ASHS, Chipmunk G-BBRV (which took on a stylish RAF scheme during the year) and SOKO Kraguj, G-SOKO. The latter is currently up for sale.

Cheshire Air Training Services continue to operate Cessna 150s G-AVIA and G-FAYE, along with Cessna 172 G-BEWR. Cherokee Warrior          G-BJYG is also available to members – the aircraft underwent an extensive European tour in 2001. Added to the fleet in 2001 was Aerobat          G-BDOW, which is registered to Boldlake Ltd, but is available to CATS members. CATS are reportedly close to commissioning a hangar between the Keenair and Ravenair facilities. 

Although no new aircraft have been added, Ravenair has stepped up its presence at Liverpool, with the construction of a £¾ million Business Aviation Centre. After the announcement was made in June, work commenced at the end of July and Citation G-FLVU rolled into the superb new facility on 18th December. HS.125 N55RZ became a Liverpool resident in December, moving into the Ravenair facility in January 2002, with more biz-jets expected to follow. The facility is not just a hangar, it is an operations centre for handlers, Liverpool Aviation Services, and will hopefully prove be a great boon in the resurgence of General Aviation operations at Liverpool – an area sadly neglected for a number of years, as the airport authority suddenly became blinded by the orange mist ! It is believed that Phase Two of the project will see a second hangar added to the complex. 

Just to finish on a couple of fleet notes, Tomahawk G-BGSI returned by road to Liverpool, following its accident at Sleap in December 2000. It is currently stripped and stored in hangar 2. The year also ended with Ravenair’s sole Cherokee G-RVRA residing at Welshpool following an accident there in September. All the other twelve members of the fleet remain operational. 

Operations at the Helicentre seem to have involved a fewer number of helicopters this year, with far less comings and goings. Full details of temporary residents and dates can be found after the main residents listing. R-22 G-BLDK was resident for most of the first nine months of the year and G-BSEK has been a full-time resident since August. G-BPNF was present for a total of four months, with G-WADS here for approximately three. Ending the year in residence with ‘EK was G-BZJJ. 

On the R-44 front, G-BZIN ceased to be a permanent resident at the end of March, but has put in temporary appearances since. The departure of ‘IN was due to the return of G-SJDI, after its re-build in the USA following a heavy landing on the GA apron in June 2000. ‘DI itself then moved on to pastures new in September, being replaced by G-OTJB which remained in residence at the end of the year.

The Helicentre took delivery of brand-new Schweizer 269C G-BZXJ in August, the heli becoming a full-time Liverpool resident. On the departure side, Jet Ranger G-MILI left for Wolverhampton in June, where it now operates with Heliflight. Brantly G-AVIP is still officially a Liverpool resident, but, at the time of writing, is undergoing maintenance at Coventry and will return in the spring.

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENTS

The New Terminal Takes Shape

The year began with the site to the east of the existing terminal being cleared in preparation for the start of work on the new £32.5 million extension – although extension is totally the wrong word! We will be left with a completely new terminal that bears no resemblance to the old “B&Q” style structure that passengers have had to endure for so long – this is going to be a brand new terminal!

The first girders were put in place on the 12th February, in a small ceremony attended by the press and various invited dignitaries. From just these first few girders you could see that this was going to be something special – for one thing their height was so much greater than the existing building. Work went well in the months that followed, as the building began to take shape. At the end of April, the pick-up/set-down road in front of the terminal was closed off, and a new road was opened, set further back from the building to allow the new frontage to be extended along the full length of the terminal. Passengers were channelled into the terminal through a small entrance, with building work going on on either side. The new building was virtually externally complete by the end of the year, ready for its first passengers through the new check-in desks in January 2002. A trial run of the new check-in area took place on 20th December (see photo). Much work still needs to be done internally and the terminal will be opened in stages, becoming fully operational in June/July 2002. 

There has been a huge increase in car parking space (yes, and price!), with various new sections being opened during the course of the year. The car parking area now extends alongside Hale Road, well beyond the old entrance to the control tower/fire station. Towards the end of the year, the car park had become so big that it was zoned, with large letters appearing on lighting posts as an aide memoire for drivers! 

As for public transport, this took a huge leap forward in 2001, with brand new Smart buses introduced on the half-hourly No.500 express service between the airport and the city centre. Later in the year came additional services, with the 32A, 80A, 81A and 82A all now serving the airport. These services add connections such as Garston, Hunts Cross, Runcorn and Widnes.

Airport Renamed

In a move that took nearly everyone by surprise, it was confirmed on the 2nd July that the airport was to be renamed Liverpool John Lennon Airport. The news had been leaked to the press a couple of days earlier, but this did not detract from the official press conference at the airport, which was attended by John Lennon’s widow, Yoko Ono. Yoko seemed delighted at the airport’s decision to honour one of Liverpool’s most famous sons in this way. Some people thought it was a ridiculous idea, saying that we were living too much in the past and that Liverpool should look to the future. I must admit, I was a bit taken aback at first – but I now challenge all the sceptics to stand outside the superb new terminal and look up at the Liverpool John Lennon Airport sign and still say it was a stupid idea!  There is no doubt that the airport got it absolutely right – a brand new, modern terminal, honouring one of Liverpool’s finest musicians, famous throughout the globe and a name well known by most passengers arriving at the airport.

The new logo, complete with a Lennon self-portrait sketch and the words “Above Us Only Sky”, taken from his most famous work “Imagine” has gradually been introduced into the airport’s re-branding, with signs along Speke Hall Avenue leading to the airport being the first visual indication of the name-change.     

New Control Tower Nears Completion

The last section of concrete for the tower column was poured on the 29th January. The cabin was raised to the top of the column on the 16th February and work then commenced on building the visual control room (VCR) at the top of the 43m structure. The scaffolding was finally removed in May and the £3 million tower was then externally complete, but much work was still to be done to the inside – not least the fitting out of modern, high-tech ATC equipment. Although training in the new tower had taken place for a few months, ATC staff did not move in permanently until early January 2002.  Various problems along the way had pushed the opening date back on a number of occasions.

The aircraft will only be        
counted in the totals once.

5.
As usual, the listings will show British-registered aircraft first, followed then by Foreign-registered aircraft in alpha-numeric order, and        
finally by military aircraft.

The total number of aircraft visiting in 2001 was 1,333 – a drop of twenty on the previous year. Unfortunately, my prediction of a rise in 2001 failed to materialise! The total number of aircraft types fell by two from 152 to 150.

Those types appearing in 2000, but not 2001 were Antonov An-124, Ilyushin IL-76, Belfast, Convair 440/580, Beech 99, Let 410, Corvette, Astra SPX, Jaguar, Duke, Xingu, Airedale, CAP10/21, CAP232, Fuji FA.200, Katana, Musketeer/Sierra, Pitts Special (remained in hangar), Pulsar, Pup/Bulldog, SIAI SF.260, Jungmann, Vagabond/Clipper, Bell 427 and MD.900.

Aircraft types appearing in 2001 but not 2000 were Airbus A340, Tristar, Fokker 50, Nord 262, Twin Otter, Westwind, Alpha Jet, Harrier, Swordfish, Tornado, Commander 690/980, Seminole, Cessna 208, Extra 400, Glasair, Rallye, Rollason Beta, Slingsby T.67, Thorp T-18 (previously unflown), Bell 212/412, Enstrom 480, Hughes/Schweizer 269 and Wessex.

There was only one aircraft type using the ILS but not actually visiting in 2001, this being the Pilatus PC-9.

And so, that completes the review of happenings at Liverpool in 2001. With the new terminal and a much-improved IT programme in 2002, we will be looking for a few more records to be broken.....how about a few more routes too?
