Liverpool John Lennon Airport – Annual Review 2005

INTRODUCTION

2005 was an incredibly successful year for Liverpool John Lennon Airport with a rise in passenger numbers of 31.5% compared to a 5.6% rise in 2004. The final total was 4,416,751 – an overall increase of 1,056,912 passengers compared to the previous year.

We saw the introduction of TWENTY new scheduled destinations in 2005 – Belfast City, Cork, Edinburgh, Exeter, Glasgow, Granada, Ibiza, Jersey, Limoges, Milan/Bergamo, Murcia, Nimes, Oslo/Torp, Pisa, Reus, Riga, Rome/Ciampino, Shannon, Southampton and Venice/Treviso. On the downside, we also lost eight routes, two of which (Ibiza with easyJet and Jersey with Flybe) were only seasonal and will re-appear for summer 2006. The other six routes we lost were Aberdeen and Cardiff (Air Wales), Budapest (Wizz Air), Edinburgh and Glasgow (Flybe) and Knock (Aer Arann). The year also saw competition lost on the Isle of Man route in June, but restored again in October when Aer Arann went head-to-head with EuroManx.

The year actually started with 23 scheduled destinations on offer and finished with 35. The highest number of scheduled destinations being served at any one time was 39. As we commence 2006, we are aware of 12 more destinations to be added, three of which are seasonal. There will surely be more to come in 2006 – but that’s another story!

Although easyJet remain Liverpool’s premier airline in terms of passenger numbers, it no longer flies to the most destinations. The company commenced 2005 flying to 13 locations – Alicante, Amsterdam, Barcelona, Basle, Belfast International, Berlin/Schönefeld, Cologne, Geneva, Madrid, Malaga, Nice, Palma and Paris/CDG. It added a twice-weekly service to Ibiza between July and September for the height of the holiday season, but the year finished much as it had begun. The year was seen as a disappointment by many who had anticipated greater expansion by the company in 2005, but that disappointment was short-lived when they announced that further routes will be added in 2006 and the airport will become an Airbus A319 base from August. 

We saw a fairly substantial number of easyJet A319s in 2005, with the Berlin route being operated by the type throughout the summer, plus easyJet Switzerland examples being used on the Geneva service over the same period. An increasing number of A319s have also appeared when a based Boeing 737 has gone tech or when there has been a backlog of delayed flights to clear. 

Looking back on easyJet’s passenger figures for 2005, the airline carried 2,274,588 passengers through Liverpool John Lennon Airport, a fall of 2.7% compared with the 2004 figure. It is very interesting to note that this only represents 51.5% of the total number of passengers using the airport, compared with 69.5% of the total in 2004. The “eggs in one basket” scenario has certainly diminished since I wrote my first annual review! Although there will be new routes for easyJet in 2006, the likelihood is that the company’s percentage share of the overall passenger figure will continue to fall.

easyJet’s low-cost arch rival, Ryanair  has had a stunning year at Liverpool, basing five aircraft and investing a huge amount of money and confidence in the airport’s future. The year began with the two existing routes - a Boeing 737-200 service to Dublin and a daily Boeing 737-800 service to Girona. A daily service to Rome/Ciampino was added at the end of January and Milan/Bergamo commenced in February, but big changes came from the end of March.

On the 30th March, we finally said farewell to the noisy old Boeing 737-200s on the Dublin route and hello to the Boeing 737-800s as our first two based Ryanair aircraft moved in, adding significant capacity to the service without loss of frequency (three times daily, twice on Sunday). New routes to Murcia and Venice/Treviso commenced on the 31st March. Two further based Boeing 737-800s were added in April, as were services to Cork, Granada, Limoges, Nimes, Pisa and Reus, with Shannon starting in May. The services are all once daily apart from Limoges and Nimes, which operate 3x and 4x weekly respectively.  More was to come in September when the fifth aircraft arrived and services to Oslo/Torp and Riga were added. Just in case you have lost count, that all adds up to FIFTEEN routes currently operated by Ryanair with five more already announced for 2006 (Derry, Bergerac, Carcassonne, Porto and Seville).

Ryanair carried a total of 1,174,385 passengers through Liverpool John Lennon Airport in 2005. This represents an increase of over 840,000 passengers compared to 2004 and gives Ryanair a 26.6% share of the total number of passengers; no doubt this will rise significantly in 2006. The Dublin service carried well over a quarter of a million passengers during 2005 - a rise of over 14% compared with 2004.

As last year’s Annual Review was being compiled, we were eagerly awaiting the arrival of yet another low-cost airline – namely Flybe. 4x weekdaily, 2x Saturday and 3x Sunday flights to Belfast City commenced in February, using the airline’s Bombardier Dash-8Q-400 aircraft. The service quickly proved immensely popular, with monthly passenger figures regularly in excess of 10,000. All looked good and long-awaited domestic services to Edinburgh and Glasgow followed in March. A daily service to Southampton commenced in May, while a similar service to Exeter began in June. The Saturday only BAe 146 service to Jersey operated from May to October. 

But then things seemed to go wrong. Flybe were quoted as not being happy with the returns on the Scottish routes and an urgent review of all their Liverpool services was called for. This resulted in the withdrawal of the Glasgow service in August – less than two months after the service had been increased to twice daily. The Edinburgh service was axed in October and the Belfast City service saw its frequency reduced for October, but restored again in November. 

The outlook for 2006 is bleak though as the Belfast service will be cut back to two badly timed flights per day, barring potential business passengers and day-trippers from making a worthwhile day return and the Exeter flight is set to be scrapped altogether in February. All this comes after Flybe’s initial promises of a network of European destinations to follow the initial batch of services. In reality, the airline has chosen to all but abandon Liverpool in favour of Manchester where it is setting up routes to Belfast, Exeter and, no doubt, others. All-in-all, the hollow promises and U-turns from the airline has left a bitter taste in the mouth of those who supported their Liverpool operation and who are probably quite right in thinking that the airline axed routes with undue haste before they were even given a chance to develop. For the record, Flybe’s passenger numbers represented around 4.2% of the total Liverpool figure for 2005.

The airport’s oldest established destination, the Isle of Man, saw a number of changes during 2005. The year began with Emerald Airways operating up to five rotations a day using their two BAe ATPs and EuroManx operating up to six flights a day using Denim Air Fokker 50s. Changes to the EuroManx operation came in April with a strange mix of aircraft appearing on the route, including an Icelandic MD-82! April also saw the first appearance of a EuroManx BAe 146 RJ. The following month, the Denim Fokker 50s were dropped and Farnair Europe and Atlantic ATR-42s began to appear on the service, which now saw the EMX flight prefix restored, having previously operated under the DNM prefix. 

Meanwhile, Emerald continued their IOM operation until early June when they announced that they would cease flying on the route for themselves, but would fly their ATPs to the Island on behalf of EuroManx. And so commenced just under four months of EuroManx being the sole operator to the IOM, with around eight to ten flights per day operating at times. The company mostly used the Emerald ATPs on the route, along with their own Dash-8s (Austrian registered examples OE-HBB and ‘HBC), BAe 146s (EI-CPJ and ‘CPK) plus Atlantic and Farnair ATR-42s.    

Competition was restored in October when Aer Arann commenced a 4x daily service using their ATR-42 aircraft. This was subsequently raised in November to five flights Mon-Sat, with four on Sundays – a further rotation was to be added in January 2006. So the year ended with 6 weekday flights by EuroManx and five by Aer Arann. The year saw a passenger increase of around 13% on the IOM route and that figure represents just under 5% of the total passenger figure for 2005.

Staying with Aer Arann, the company continued to operate its five times a week service to Knock until July when it was withdrawn. This had basically come about due to the airline losing its PSO contract between Knock and Dublin and therefore the aircraft was re-deployed elsewhere. They have certainly been put to better use on the IOM route!   

Hungarian low-cost airline Wizz Air began operations into Liverpool in December 2004. At the start of 2005, they were operating to three destinations - the Hungarian capital Budapest, the Polish capital Warsaw and Katowice.  By March, the airline had dropped the Budapest service, but the two Polish destinations continued to thrive and further rotations were added at the start of summer.  December saw further increases and the addition of a through service to Kaunas via Warsaw. The announcement of a three-times-a-week service to Gdansk starting in March 2006 just serves to highlight the increasing confidence that this relative newcomer has in its North West operation.  

Irish carrier Aer Lingus continued its once-daily service to Dublin throughout the year, adding extra flights when demand was higher, such as the Grand National and key domestic football matches. At the start of the year, the service was flown by Boeing 737-500s but these were replaced by Airbus A320s on the weekday flights from the end of March. The weekend Boeing 737s continued on until they left the fleet, the last example      EI-CDG appearing at Liverpool on 29th October. With the start of the winter timetable, changes were made to the flight-times, which meant that a through ticket to New York via Dublin was only available on Saturdays. Further bad news was to come with the announcement that Aer Lingus will be pulling out of Liverpool altogether by the end of April 2006.

Our sole London link, the VLM Fokker 50 service to London City continued to operate five-times on weekdays, once Saturday and twice Sunday. There were, however, seasonal adjustments to the service with a drop to four daily flights Monday – Thursday from the end of July to the beginning of September. Similar reductions were made over the Christmas holiday period when the service attracts less business travellers.  In early December, the service was enhanced with the opening of the Docklands Light Railway extension, providing even easier access to the capital from London City airport.    

Air Wales continued to maintain a presence at Liverpool through most of 2005, operating to Aberdeen and Cardiff. Unfortunately, the services became more unreliable and suffered from a reduced frequency which no doubt was the final nail in the coffin for their small customer base. The end came in mid-November and, after two bites of the cherry, it seems unlikely that we will see them operate from Liverpool again. Any hope of Flybe taking on the Aberdeen route in their place is long gone too.

CHARTERS/I.T.s

Winter 2004/2005 saw just two IT flights per week, with Britannia Airways operating a Boeing 757-200 flight to Alicante on Tuesdays and Air Europa operating to Tenerife on Fridays using a Boeing 737-800. The Winter IT operation for 2005/2006 is the same, except the Alicante flight has been moved to Saturdays. 

The big change for Summer 2005 was the decision by Airtours/Direct not to base an aircraft here. Previously, we have seen a Monarch Airbus A320 based at Liverpool for most of the summer, operating to a number of holiday spots. The change resulted in a drop in the number of destinations served by the operator and consequently led to a drop in the number of IT travellers using Liverpool John Lennon Airport. Nevertheless, it did assist in producing a wider variety of visiting airlines, which included Air Europa, Astraeus, European Air Charter, Futura, MyTravel, Spanair and, most notably, the Turkish charter airline Pegasus with their Boeing 737-800s, which appeared on Friday evenings. Futura operated six flights a week with a mix of Irish and Spanish registered Boeing 737s. Flights to Alicante, Palma, Lanzarote and Tenerife used the larger  –800 series, while the Friday evening Mahon flight used –400s. The only appearance of Monarch Airbus A320s this summer was on the Tuesday service to Alicante. Balkan Holidays offered a full programme to Bourgas again during summer and it was good to see the TU-154s back on the route.  

Thomson Holidays again based a Britannia Airways/Thomsonfly Boeing 757-200 at Liverpool for the duration of the summer holiday season. The only difference to the destinations served this year compared to 2004 was the addition of Monastir (Tunisia).

In addition to the above, a Saturday service to Jersey ran from May to October with packages being offered by Airways, C.I. Travel Service, Lewis’s and Travtel. The British Airways/CitiExpress Dash-8 service commenced in May but ceased at the start of July after just nine weeks. The Flybe BAe 146 service, however, operated through from May until the beginning of October. Despite a series of flights to Malta being advertised by Malta Bargains in newspapers and on the Internet, the proposed operation was cancelled before it even started. Perhaps 2006 will see this destination re-introduced?     

Lourdes charters and Medjugorje Peace Tour flights operated a similar pattern to 2004. The first Lourdes flight of the year was operated by a Monarch Boeing 757-200 in March/April, followed by flights using Air Mediterranee Airbus A321, Channel Express Boeing 737-300 and Titan Boeing 757-200 in July/August. A one week charter to Split using Croatian Airbus A320s operated in May and September. April saw a one week charter to Villafranca for Newmarket Promotions using Airbus A320s of the now defunct German charter airline Aero Flight. May brought a one week charter to Montichiari (for Lake Garda and Lake Como) operated by Page & Moy using an Excel Airways Boeing 737-800. Another Excel Boeing 737-800 operated a one week charter to Sardinia later that same month, the holiday being offered by the Liverpool Echo. P&O Fly-cruises to Barbados were operated in November and December using Thomsonfly Boeing 767-200s – the latter operation returning from Cuba. We had an Estonian Boeing 737-500 during July, believed to be bringing in Estonian holidaymakers. The return flight operated two weeks later.  There was the usual mix of local flights, day trips etc. to see Santa in December – the longer trips were to Kittila (Air Malta Airbus A320) and Rovaniemi (Flyjet Boeing 757).   March and December saw local flights to view the Northern Lights, both charters being operated by MyTravel Airbuses.

And so we move on to football charter flights. Needless to say, it was probably the most successful year ever in this category, with the airport having the busiest day in its history on 26th May – the day that Liverpool FC and, seemingly half the city returned from Istanbul! There were 129 IFR inbounds that day – a record number of airliner flights that is likely to stand for a while…at least until one of our local teams reaches the Champions League Final again! There is no way that we could fully review all the football charters over the whole year without bursting the magazine staples, so let’s just take a look at some of the highlights…

On the domestic front, Liverpool FC mostly used Scot Airways Dornier Do 328s, while Everton FC were seen to use Eastern Airways Jetstream 41s for most of their away matches. With the start of the Champions League knockout stage in February, Liverpool’s first opponents were the German side Bayer Leverkusen; this resulted in the visit of an LTU Airbus A321 and an A330. The second leg saw Liverpool fans flying out in various charter aircraft operated by Excel, Monarch and Thomas Cook, the team themselves using a Titan Airways Boeing 757-200. The next round was against Juventus in April, with the home leg bringing in a Blue Panorama Boeing 737-400, Livingston Airbus A321 and a Eurofly Airbus A320. The return leg in Italy saw six charter flights, the most notable being a Viking MD-83 operating on behalf of Air Scandic.  The team themselves again used Titan’s Boeing 757. The semi-final was against Chelsea, so no exotic European charter aircraft unfortunately, but the home leg certainly generated a large number of biz-jets.

And so, with Chelsea despatched, the scramble for match and airline tickets to the final in Istanbul got underway. Let’s just remind ourselves of some of the facts of that mighty airlift which became dubbed Operation Turkish Delight. The operation ran from the 23rd until 27th May and involved 22 different airlines: Aero Flight, Air Greenland, Air Malta, Air Scotland/Greece Airways, Air Slovakia, Blue Line, Eirjet, Excel Airways, Flyjet, Futura, Hello, Iberworld, LTU, MNG Airlines, Monarch Airlines, Onur Air, Star Air, Titan Airways, Transavia, Travel Service, Volar and World Focus.  Of the 42 different aircraft used in the operation (some of them flying more than one rotation), the types were as follows: Airbus A300 (8), Airbus A320/321 (8), Airbus A330 (3), Boeing 737 (8), Boeing 757 (8), Boeing 767 (1) and MD-80 – 90 (6). The operation was hailed as a great success...for both Liverpool FC and the airport!          

Everton FC travelled to Austria during July for some pre-season friendlies, using Swiss BAe 146RJs there and back. Liverpool also managed a trip to Basle the same month, using a Swiss SAAB 2000, however, their defence of their Champion’s League title was to start early thanks to a number of pre-qualifiers. Everton had also entered into the Champions League qualifying stage by virtue of their high league position. Liverpool’s first game was against Kaunas in July, which saw an Eirjet Airbus A320 carrying fans out to the game. The return leg in early August brought in one of the highlights of the year – a Latcharter Yak-42.  Meanwhile, Everton FC were entertaining Udinese in a friendly at Goodison, the team arriving aboard an Air Slovakia Boeing 737-200. 

Villarreal were Everton’s opponents in the Champions League qualifier, the team arriving on a Spanair MD-83 and departing on a Blue Line Fokker 100. Liverpool played CSKA Sofia in that round, the team using the Titan Airways Boeing 757 again. The return legs of those two matches in late August saw CSKA Sofia arriving on a Hemus Air BAe 146, while Everton fans departed en-masse to Valencia for their game with Villarreal. The team used an Icelandic Boeing 737-400 operated by Blue Line. Fans travelled on a number of aircraft that had previously been used on the Turkish airlift, namely a Hello MD-90, Air Slovakia Boeing 757-200, Air Scotland/Greece Airways Boeing 757-200, plus Eirjet Airbus A320, Excel Airways Boeing 737 and a Mapjet MD-82. Everton failed to get past this qualifying stage and went in to the UEFA cup competition instead.

In September, Liverpool faced Real Betis, the team using an appropriately coloured Air Greenland Boeing 757-200, while the fans travelled on an Aero Flight Airbus A321. Everton, meanwhile, played Dinamo Bucharest in the UEFA Cup, the team using an Eirjet Airbus A320 and the fans travelling out on a Monarch Airbus A321, a US registered Eirjet Boeing 757-200 (on lease) and the Mapjet MD-82 again. The return game brought in a Jetalliance Boeing 737 and a Romavia BAe 146. Sadly, Everton went out of Europe at this stage. After playing Chelsea in the Champions League, Liverpool’s next opponents were Anderlecht. The away leg saw an Excel Airways Boeing 737-800 carrying the team while the fans travelled on a Monarch Boeing 767-300. The return leg saw a SN Brussels BAe 146 RJ100, a TUI Belgium Boeing 737-400, Futura Boeing 737-400 (ops for TUI) two Thomas Cook Belgium Airbus A320s and an Atlantic Airways (Faroe Islands) BAe 146.  The final match before the winter break brought in Real Betis with a couple of Futura Boeing 737-400s operating for Hola, a Spanair MD-83 and a Volar Airbus A320. Liverpool successfully qualified for the knockout stage of the Champions League and we look forward to further success next year.   

Just to finish, March and September saw Icelandic football/shoppers weekend charters, the latter of the two bringing in an Icelandair Boeing 767-300 on the inbound leg. 

FREIGHT

The drop in freight tonnage for 2005 was much less than the previous year, which is a good thing as there wouldn’t have been much left otherwise! The actual figure was 8,649 tonnes – a drop of around 8.5% compared with 2004. Rumours still persist of a dedicated freight apron, although if this did happen it would more likely be as a result of passenger expansion rather than an upturn in freight contracts the way things are at present. 

Little changed throughout the year, the main operator being Emerald Airways with their network of HS.748 services to and from Belfast, Dublin and the Isle of Man on behalf of various freight companies and couriers.  Atlantic Airlines Electras have continued to operate services from and to Liege on behalf of TNT, with flights from Monday evening through to Friday morning. A Friday evening and Saturday morning service is operated by TNT BAe 146QT aircraft. A TNT Tupolev Tu-204 replaced the Atlantic Electra for a couple of weeks at the end of July, providing us with a first visit of type.   

Moving on to special freight/motor part charters, this category threw up a few interesting aircraft over the year. We had two Antonov An-12s and ten An-26s, two of which were Ukrainian examples on charter to Emerald Airways, with the other eight being Hungarian, Polish and Latvian. We also had our first Lithuanian registered ATR-42 and a trio of Hungarian F-27 Friendships, along with four German examples from WDL. Atlantic Airlines provided our only An-72 this year.

Once again, commuter airliners, biz-jets and GA aircraft played their part in keeping the production lines at Speke and Ellesmere Port running, bringing in essential small parts/switch gear etc. Metros were predominantly from Germany and Spain, with operators like Binair, Aero Nova and Zorex appearing. Other visitors included a couple of Beech 1900s, a Czech Republic LET-410, French Brasilia, plus the usual King Airs, Cessna F406s, Cheyennes, etc.    

MAIL

The airport continues to cling on to just a handful of nightly mail flights. The 6,373 tonnes carried in 2005 represents a fall of nearly 16% compared to 2004. We said farewell to Channel Express and their F-27s in January, these Gatwick flights being replaced by Air Contractors, initially using Hercules and F-27 aircraft. The Friendship was later replaced by an ATR-42, while the Hercules was replaced by an ATR-72. So, as it stands at the end of the year we have an Air Contractors ATR-42 operating f. Gatwick t. Bournemouth (ABR022/022P – positioning outbound) an ATR-72 operating f&t Gatwick and Emerald Airways operating their HS.748s t&f Edinburgh (JEM41M/42M) and f&t Belfast (JEM421/422).

Combining the Freight and Mail totals gives us an overall tonnage of 15,022 tonnes, a drop of just under 12% compared to the previous year.

MILITARY MOVEMENTS

With only half a dozen air arms visiting in 2005, military activity was fairly thin on the ground again this year with just the odd highlight.  RAF aircraft were comprised mostly of the Royal Squadron BAe 125s and 146, plus Islanders, Hawks, Hercules, Chinooks, Pumas, Sea Kings and a Merlin. The most notable RAF visitors were a pair of VC-10s, one in March and one in December and a Dominie from Cranwell in July – a long time since we’ve had one of those.  

At the more potent end of the RAF’s inventory, we had three Tornadoes, all in connection with shows being held in the region. July saw a pair of Tornado F3s for the Wirral show, while August brought in a sole Tornado GR4 for a display over Hoylake. Staying with local shows, the Royal Navy provided us with a Sea Harrier and a Sea King for the Mersey River Festival in June. The only other RN visitors this year were a pair of Jetstreams, one in February and one in September – the latter actually operating with the RAF.

Army Air Corps visitors totalled half a dozen Islanders, ten Lynxes, four Gazelles and one of those civilian-looking Agusta A109s!

Of the foreign air arms to visit Liverpool in 2005, the highlight was the Italian Air Force who provided us with a Piaggio P.180 Avanti and a Falcon 50, both visiting in September in connection with an EU Sports Ministers meeting being held in the city. The meeting also brought in the Irish Air Corps King Air 200. One other IAC aircraft this year was a Eurocopter EC.135, which passed through in November wearing Garda titles. Sole French visitor this year was an ALAT TBM-700 in June.

But the real highlight in this category were the six Estonian registered ex-military L.39 Albatros aircraft of the Breitling Display Team that visited Liverpool in June in connection with a corporate event being staged by Ravenair on behalf of a North West jewellers. The year also saw the Battle of Britain Memorial flight visit on a couple of occasions, bringing in the Lancaster, two Spitfires and two Hurricanes. 

CREW TRAINING

BA/CitiExpress dominated proceedings once again in this category, with Dash-8s and ERJ-145s appearing on a regular basis along with the occasional BAe 146 RJ. Other airlines appearing on crew training sorties included Flyglobespan with a trio of new Boeing 737s (two –800s and an ex SAS –600), Monarch (Boeing 757 and A320), MyTravel (A320, A321 and Boeing 767), easyJet (A319), Excel Airways (Boeing 757 and 767). The most interesting biz-jet down the ILS this year was Hawker 4000 Horizon N805HH – sadly it only performed a go-around and did not land.

Military visitors down the ILS were mostly RAF Hawks from Valley with the odd Hercules from Lyneham, plus civilian registered King Air 200s and Grob 115s from Cranwell and Woodvale respectively. The two main military highlights this year however were Globemaster III ZZ173 in April and ETPS BAC1-11 ZE432 in May – sadly, neither of these actually landed.

DIVERSIONS

The year did not see a huge number of diversions, more a steady flow mostly made up of Isle of Man and Manchester flights. One day did stand out above the rest however. The 28th November brought sudden snowstorms to Manchester, which resulted in 19 diversions to Liverpool. These included a KLM Fokker 100, Swiss BAe 146, GB Airways Airbus A320, CSA Boeing 737-500, Lufthansa Airbus A320 and an Air Baltic Boeing 737-500 – this was by far the busiest day for diversions in 2005.

January brought the first visit of Emerald’s BAe ATP Freighter G-JEMB, which suffered an auto pilot problem after departing Manchester for Toulouse. Fog in Manchester in February saw two Boeing 767s diverting in on the same day, one from Excel Airways and the other from First Choice. June saw a number of Isle of Man diversions, no doubt due to the fog that rolls in from the sea and tends to shroud the airport but nowhere else! September saw another Excel Airways Boeing 767 on a Manchester weather diversion, while October brought in a trio of easyJet diversions from Luton. The year was rounded off with a transatlantic Challenger 604 diverting into Liverpool thanks to snow at Durham Tees Valley airport.  

AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS

The steeper rise in aircraft movements that was anticipated in this section last year certainly materialised.  2005 saw a total of 93,581 aircraft movements – an increase of nearly 9% compared to the figure for 2004. With the airport’s continuing success in both the airline and General Aviation field, a similar rise looks likely for 2006, which would take us over the 100,000 movements landmark.

GENERAL AVIATION

The number of biz-jets visiting Liverpool rose for the fourth consecutive year, but this year’s rise was a significant one with an additional 45 aircraft taking the total to over 200 for the first time. Of the individual types, we had a record number of Beechjets, Challengers, Citations, Falcon 900s and Falcon 2000s. We had six more BAe 125s than last year, an equal number of Gulfstream II-Vs and two less Learjets. The only type appearing in 2005, but not 2004 was the Citation X, which we had three of. The only type appearing in 2004, but not 2005 was a Gulfstream 200 Galaxy. The overall total of 214 biz-jets included 31 examples from NetJets Europe – this is compared to 19 from the company in 2004. 

The total number of GA twins this year dropped by 9 compared to 2004, the figure ending up at 207. In this, we had a record number of King Airs – 53 in total, but the number of Senecas fell sharply to 29 from 45. The only first visit of type in this category was a Diamond DA.42 Twin Star, which made its first appearance in December.  

The total number of GA singles rose for the first time since 2001 – but don’t get too excited – it rose by just one to 262!  Cherokees were once again the most common type, although the total fell by two to 83. Cessna singles (150 – 210) fell by four to 58.  The only other types to make it into double figures were again the SOCATA TB- series (19) and Tomahawks (18). There were no new types in this category in 2005.

The number of helicopters also rose by just one in 2005, reaching 194, which is still way off the record of 237 set in 1999. Of the individual types, Agusta 109s reached a record of 31, which was the largest amount of any helicopter type this year, while JetRangers and Ecureuils were amongst several types that visited in greater numbers this year compared to 2004. 

Finally, we had a record number of microlights in 2005, with a total of nine visitors – just as many as we have had in the last nine years put together! This increase was thanks to the visit of seven Aerospool Dynamics, which were touring the UK before attending the PFA Rally at Kemble.     

RESIDENTS

The resident total rose again in 2005, finishing on a record 106. This would have been even higher but for our decision to remove the Emerald Airways Shorts fleet, which although registered to the Liverpool based operator have seldom visited if at all during the year. The aircraft are now considered to be Coventry residents.  Our most exciting new resident arrived in June. N5831B, a Douglas C-47A Dakota belongs to an owner from Leeds who decided to base the aircraft with Keenair at Liverpool. After the spectacular poppy drop over the city for Remembrance Sunday in November, the aircraft moved away from Liverpool temporarily for repainting in an authentic WWII colour scheme. It will return to Liverpool around April 2006.  

Although Emerald Airways’ freight operations continue to expand into Europe, the Liverpool flights remained basically unchanged in 2005. The company’s first BAe ATP Freighter G-JEMB appeared at Liverpool for the first time this year and it operated in place of the normal HS.748s on a few freight and mail flights during the first half of August. The ATP-F remains a rare bird at Liverpool though, as it normally plies its trade between Marseille and Le Bourget. Two more ATP-Fs (G-JEMD and G-JEME) are expected to enter service shortly, but it is probably unlikely that they will be regulars at Liverpool.   

As mentioned in the Schedules section of the review, the airline withdrew its daily passenger services to the Isle of Man in June and now fly their two 64-seat BAe ATPs (G-JEMA and G-JEMC) on the same route on behalf of EuroManx. The company also offers the ATPs for ad hoc charter work.

Emerald withdrew their oldest aircraft in March. G-BEJD, a 1961 vintage Avro 748 series 1, departed up to Blackpool for storage. It is currently not known what will become of it. The airline chartered in a couple of Ukrainian registered An-26s during the early part of the year. UR-DWA was present from the 17th January until the end of February when it was swapped for UR-DWB, which continued to operate until mid-April, supplementing the HS.748s on Liverpool based freight operations.  

Ravenair has enjoyed an exceptional year with the acquisition of Isle of Man based Manx Flyers Aero Club plus the setting up of a Flying School at Barton. This expansion has led to a further eleven aircraft being added to the fleet in 2005. The new additions are PA-38 Tomahawks G-BMML,  G-BOUD, G-BTAS, G-BTJK, G-BTND and G-SUKI, PA-28 Cherokees G-BPID (re-registered as G-RVRN) and G-AYKX – both of these were already based at Liverpool, Cessna 172s G-CCCC (re-registered G-RVRI) and G-MFAC – both of these being acquired through the purchase of Manx Flyers.  Finally, Partenavia P.68 G-SAMJ became the fourth of its type to join the Ravenair fleet, bringing the total number of aircraft up to 26.  

The fleet breakdown is as follows: 12 Tomahawks, 2 Cherokees, 2 Cessna 172s, 2 Senecas, 4 Aztecs and 4 Partenavia P.68s – the latter figure representing a quarter of all UK registered P.68s.  Three existing members of the Tomahawk fleet were re-registered in 2005, namely G-BGBY (to G-RVRL), G-BGEK (to G-RVRM) and G-BGZW (to G-RVRK). 

Ravenair also operate a CAA and EASA approved engineering workshop housed within the Business Aviation Centre. The company holds EASA Part 145 licence approvals for line and base maintenance on single and multi-engine piston and turbo-prop aircraft and Cessna Citation Series 500 - 560XL and 650 business jet types. The company’s associated ground handling arm, Liverpool Aviation Services, continues to offer private and corporate users of Liverpool John Lennon Airport a one-stop aircraft and passenger handling service as the airport's Fixed Base Operator for General and Business Aviation. The company also acts as Lead Tenant on behalf of the Airport Authority for activities at the General Aviation apron. 

Our longest established operator, Liverpool Flying School continues to offer flying training courses for the National Private Pilots Licence (NPPL) and the European Private Pilots Licence (PPL). The current LFS fleet consists of four PA-38 Tomahawks – G-LFSA, G-LFSD, G-LFSH and         G-LFSM, plus Cherokee G-LFSG.  Associate company, Keenair, offers hangarage facilities and maintenance on a host of light aircraft types and has recently undertaken the complete re-build of Super Cub G-ARAO. 

Another long-established company at Liverpool, Cheshire Air Training Services (CATS) also offers flying training courses. The company currently has Cessna 150 G-FAYE and Cessna 172 G-BEWR, but also utilises a based Cessna 152 G-BFHU and Cherokee Warrior G-WARW, which is owned by CATS members. Another Cessna 150, G-AVIA, left the fleet during 2005 but it reportedly may return later in 2006. Other CATS members own Cessna FA.152 Aerobat G-JONI and Turbo Arrow IV G-BRLG.

The Helicentre Liverpool is the only Liverpool-based company offering basic and advanced helicopter training, plus ground schooling leading to the PPL (H) licence.  The current fleet at Liverpool consists of 2 Robinson R-22s – G-JONH and G-TINK, R-44 G-OTJB and Schweizer 269s       G-BZXJ, G-CBCN and G-CCVG. The Helicentre also offers training on a number of other helicopters that operate with them, including AS.350 Ecureuil and JetRanger types. The business is expected to expand even more in the year ahead and already adds extra helicopters to the based fleet on a temporary basis during busy periods.   

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENTS

2005 was another year of expansion with additional apron space, improved and extended retail facilities in the terminal and brand new airside buses to ease the passenger flow as it soared above the 4 million mark. New retail outlets have included Caffè Ritazza, Spar, Starbucks and Superdrug. The “Boardwalk” shopping mall on Level 3 was re-modelled during the year. 

As can be seen from the above photograph, we gained three new aircraft stands - namely Tango 54, 55 and 56. They basically mirror the three existing Tango stands that face west. The first aircraft to use one of the new stands was First Choice Boeing 757 G-FCLK, which was operating a football charter to Turin on the morning of the 13th April. The airport has also acquired a fleet of COBUS 3000 buses to carry passengers to and from the remote stands and have also had a bus stop constructed between the Tango stands and the back of the hangars. The stop, which is constructed of quality “portacabin” type buildings, is linked to the terminal building by a covered walkway and bridge.

A “quick fix” terminal extension has been added to the western end of the existing terminal building. It comprises of a similar high quality pre-fabricated buildings and includes another over-bridge with steps down to the apron. The airport is already planning well ahead and will soon be publishing its “Master-plan”, setting out its visions for expansion up to the year 2030. The airport is quoted as saying it anticipates to be handling 10 million passengers by 2016 and is likely to submit a planning application during 2006 to further extend the airport to cope with increasing demand. Plans may include a second terminal – we shall just have to wait and see.  It is also believed that the runway will be resurfaced towards the end of 2006 and it may even be extended.

We can’t end the airport development section without mentioning that structure that has docked outside the terminal building! The Yellow Submarine was originally built by Cammell Laird apprentices for display at the International Garden Festival in 1984. It was unveiled to the public at its new location in July and is a splendid addition to the airport’s Lennon/Beatle theme. Love it or hate it, it has certainly got people’s attention and adds another photo opportunity to the existing John Lennon statue!

In addition to the above, the now defunct Air Scandic operated a number of football charters using foreign airlines, which appear under the next section. The Air Scotland aircraft operated under Air Scotland/Greece Airways. Our Air Atlanta Europe visitor was an Excel Airways Boeing 767 operating on a training exercise under the EUK code and the “Snowbird” callsign. This company will be absorbed into Excel Airways during 2006. The Britannia Airways identity has now been lost under the Thomsonfly umbrella, although the BY/BAL flight code is still retained for the charter arm. The only time the Thomsonfly callsign (TOM) was used at Liverpool in 2005 was when the based aircraft was positioning between Liverpool and Doncaster/Sheffield.

The letter R after or before a number indicates a record number of different aircraft, of that particular type, visiting in that year and R=       
means a number equal to the record.   

4.
When an aircraft appears that has been re-registered during the course of the year, and has visited Liverpool wearing both its original         
registration, and  later  wearing its new  registration, it will  appear in the  listings  as  follows: - G-VKNA/TF-ARI. The aircraft  will  only be  
counted in the totals once. As with the example, if the aircraft has been re-registered in the UK, then that registration will appear first.

5.
As usual, the listings will show British-registered aircraft first, followed then by Foreign-registered aircraft in alpha-numeric order, and        
finally by military aircraft.

The total number of aircraft visiting Liverpool in 2005 was 1601 – a rise of 161 from the previous year and the highest figure since 1995 (1626). The number of different airliners rose steeply in 2005 with almost a hundred more than in 2004 – we believe this to be a record. Biz-jets also rose sharply with the total passing 200 for the first time ever. GA singles and twins were very similar to the previous year, but the influx of seven Aerospool Dynamics in June ensured a record year for microlights! Helicopters saw an increase of just one compared to 2004.

The number of actual aircraft types increased by nine this year. The 33 aircraft types appearing in 2005 but not 2004 were: Airbus A330, Canadair RJ, Tu-204, Yak 42, SAAB 2000, Brasilia, Citation X, Harrier, Hurricane, L.39 Albatros, Lancaster, Spitfire, Tornado, Beagle 206, Beech 18, Commander 500/600, Cougar, Merlin III, Pembroke, Twin Star, Airtourer, CAP 10, Europa, Fuji FA.200, Katana, Pitts Special, LongEz, Slingsby T.67, Prentice, Bell 407, Aerospool Dynamic, Jabiru and X’Air Falcon.

The 24 aircraft types appearing in 2004, but not 2005 were: Boeing 727, Boeing 777, Do 328JET, DC-9, CASA CN.235, DC-6, Beech 99, Gulfstream 200, Globemaster III, Jet Provost, Meteor, Tucano, Vampire, Bolkow 207, Jodel, Lake Amphibian, Monsun, Zenair CH.601, Alouette III, Bell212/412, Eurocopter EC.130, MDH MD500, MDH MD900 and Eurostar.  

With the main Liverpool Review over, we now turn our attention to a comprehensive listing of resident aircraft, followed by some of those that have operated from here on a temporary basis. Please note that this year we have decided to remove the Emerald Airways Shorts fleet, which is now considered to be Coventry based. The ATP freighter remains in the list, despite it having only visited on a few occasions during the year – although the same could be said of some of the HS.748s.
