Liverpool John Lennon Airport - Annual Review 2006
INTRODUCTION

2006 was, yet again, an extremely successful year for Liverpool John Lennon Airport with a rise in passenger numbers of 12.6% - albeit compared to a massive 31.5% rise in 2005. The final total fell just short of the magic 5 million mark at 4,971,452 – an overall increase of 554,701 compared to the previous year. On the freight side of things, it was not such a good year with a huge drop in tonnage and the complete withdrawal of mail flights. As for airport developments, the main news was the publication of the 25 year draft Master Plan and the start of the much-needed runway renewal programme.

One of the highlights of the year was the sheer number of new routes offered – mostly thanks to Ryanair. The year commenced with 35 scheduled destinations on offer and ended with 55. Some routes came and went during the year. New routes started in 2006 were easyJet: Faro, Ibiza (seasonal), Krakow, Mahon (seasonal) and Marseille. Ryanair: Aberdeen, Alghero, Ancona, Bergerac, Carcassonne, Derry, Grenoble, Inverness, Kaunas, Kerry, Krakow, Porto, Poznan, Salzburg, Santander, Santiago de Compostela, Seville, Tampere and Wroclaw. Wizz Air: Gdansk. Aer Arann: Galway (seasonal). Flybe: Jersey (seasonal). 

Routes ceased in 2006 were Exeter (Flybe), Bergerac (Ryanair – to recommence in 2007), Marseille (easyJet), Dublin (Aer Lingus) and Isle of Man (Aer Arann). Needless to say, the latter two destinations remain served by other airlines (Ryanair and EuroManx respectively). The seasonal destinations that are mentioned above are all expected to recommence in summer 2007 with the exception of Galway.  

Moving on to individual airlines, easyJet carried 2.29 million passengers through Liverpool during 2006 – a rise of just 0.7% compared to 2005. This represents an overall share of 46.1% of the total passengers carried compared to 51.5% in 2005. Nevertheless this still means that, despite Ryanair’s increased presence, easyJet remains the major operator from the airport in terms of passenger numbers.

The airline commenced three new destinations in April – Faro (daily), Krakow (4x weekly) and Marseille (3x weekly). Unfortunately, the Marseille service did not prove very successful and it was dropped in October when the Krakow service went daily. The airline once again operated a high-summer only service (July – September) to Ibiza and also added Mahon for those months too. All destinations served by easyJet during 2006 were: Alicante, Amsterdam, Barcelona, Basle, Belfast City, Berlin, Cologne, Faro, Geneva, Ibiza, Krakow, Madrid, Mahon, Malaga, Marseille, Nice, Palma and Paris/CDG. 

The company began to replace its based Boeing 737-700s from July when a brand new Airbus A319 (G-EZAY) was delivered directly from the Hamburg factory. The airport became an all-A319 base on the 26th November, when the final Boeing 737-700 (G-EZJU) positioned out. This now means that easyJet Boeing 737s are only seen on the Belfast services that are operated by Belfast based aircraft (once weekdaily and at weekends).  We may also continue to see the occasional Boeing 737 covering for operational problems. The airline uses the Tango stands to the east of the hangars for their eight based Airbus A319s.

For easyJet’s low-cost rival, Ryanair, 2005 saw another year of expansion – and how! The company carried a total of 1.88 Million passengers through Liverpool John Lennon Airport during the year – an increase of over 60% on 2005. This represents an overall share of 37.8% of the total passengers carried compared to 26.6% in 2005.  

The airline commenced flights to 19 new destinations in 2006 (see above listing). All destinations served by easyJet during 2006 were: Aberdeen, Alghero, Ancona, Bergerac, Carcassonne, Cork, Derry, Dublin, Girona, Granada, Grenoble, Inverness, Kaunas, Kerry, Krakow, Limoges, Milan, Murcia, Nimes, Oslo/Torp, Pisa, Porto, Poznan, Reus, Riga, Rome, Salzburg, Santander, Santiago de Compostela, Seville, Shannon, Tampere, Venice and Wroclaw.  With eleven new routes staring in October, the airline added two more based Boeing 737-800s to the five already here. The overnight line up of seven Boeing 737-800s on the main apron makes quite an impressive sight! 

Flybe’s presence at Liverpool diminished further during 2006. The Exeter service came to an end in February and, by the end of the year, the Belfast City service was reduced to a pitiful weekend-only operation. The daily Southampton service continues, although passenger numbers were somewhat disappointing. The seasonal Saturday service to Jersey was operated from the end of April through to October. Having had a 4.2% share of the total passenger figure for 2005, this dropped to a fairly insignificant 1.8% in 2006.

Aer Lingus pulled out of Liverpool again in June, moving their daily Dublin rotation over to Manchester. Aer Arann, having provided competition for EuroManx on the Isle of Man service since October 2005, pulled off the route in June. However, they did introduce a Galway service, but this only ran from April to October and is not thought to have been a success. EuroManx continued to operate the long-established Isle of Man route throughout the year. The major upheaval came in May when Emerald Airways, whose BAe ATPs they were using on the service, ceased operations. The ATPs were replaced by, ironically, Aer Arann ATR-72s – the company mostly utilising EI-REJ, which has been painted in Aer Arann livery. The two EuroManx Dash-8s also appeared at Liverpool from time to time – mostly on the extra Saturday service that was introduced in winter. VLM continue to operate a London City service, although this has been greatly reduced, with only 3 flights per weekday and none at weekends. It is feared that this may be reduced further in 2007. 
Wizz Air has had another excellent year at Liverpool, with increased frequency on their existing routes, Katowice and Warsaw, which showed a rise in passenger numbers of 29% and 70% respectively compared to the 2005 figures. The company added a third destination – Gdansk in March and this too has proved very popular. The airline is expected to increase its presence still further in 2007.  Scottish-based low-cost airline Flyglobespan commenced operations here in November with a daily service to Tenerife. One unfortunate aspect of the route though is that it mostly operates via Stansted both outbound and inbound. A daily service to Prague that had been planned to start at the same time was scrapped. On a much happier note, the company is to start a daily service to New York/JFK from May 2007, plus a weekly service to Toronto/Hamilton.

CHARTERS/I.T.s

Winter 2005/2006 saw the usual two weekly charter flights – a service to Alicante operated by a Thomsonfly Boeing 757-200 and Tenerife South operated by an Air Europa Boeing 737-800. 

For summer 2006, Thomson Holidays again based a Thomsonfly Boeing 757-200 throughout the season. Other operators used various airlines including Air Class, Air Europa, BH Air, Futura, MyTravel, Onur Air and Spanair.  The Onur Air flights were to Bodrum and Dalaman using Airbus A321s. The latter destination proved so successful that Airbus A300s were often used to provide additional capacity and operator Holidays4U has announced that next summer’s programme will be extended.

P&O Fly cruise once again operated a number of holidays departing Liverpool to Barbados using Thomsonfly Boeing 767s. Other charters included Lourdes and a couple of Medjugorje Peace Tour flights to Split. There were also a few holidays on offer via the Liverpool Daily Post & Echo.

Football charters this year were obviously less than in 2005 when Liverpool FC went all the way to the Champions League final, but we still had one or two good days. The highlight probably came in March when Benfica visited Anfield and we had three Airbus A310s (White and SATA) on the ground at once – indeed they were the only three A310s to visit this year. The tie also saw four different TAP Airbus A320s visit. Unfortunately, Liverpool FC went out in this round, so there was no repeat of last year’s Turkish delight! The team qualified for the 2006/2007 Champions League, so we have continued to get a steady flow of fan’s charters – here’s to the latter stages in 2007!  As far as domestic football is concerned, Liverpool FC continued to use Scot Airways with their Dornier Do 328s, while Everton FC mostly used Eastern Airways Jetstream 41s.   

FREIGHT

Freight tonnage through Liverpool dropped sharply again in 2006. The total of 5,792 tonnes was 33% less than the previous year’s total of 8,649 tonnes. The drop can largely be blamed on the demise of Emerald Airways in May.  Where the mail flights that had been operated by Emerald were taken over by other operators, their freight flights came to a halt when the CAA grounded the airline and they were never taken over.  This has left us with just the TNT Liege operation as far as scheduled freight flights go, plus a DHL courier service operated by a Clifton Seneca, operating in from Belfast on weeknights and out the Isle of Man the following morning.

The TNT flights continue to be mostly operated by Atlantic Electras, although these have been replaced by other types on occasions during the year – notably a Tupolev Tu-204, Boeing 737-300Fs, Boeing 757-200Fs and BAe 146s. The contract with Atlantic to operate the Electras on the Liege flights was due to finish at the end of the year, but this was extended through until April 2007, when TNT Boeing 737-300s will take over the service. 

Motor part charters brought in a number of interesting aircraft during the year including Bulgarian and Ukrainian registered Antonov An-12s, Hungarian and Latvian An-26s, a Latvian An-74 and a Polish SAAB 340. Smaller aircraft, such as Aero Nova, Binair and Zorex Metros visited throughout the year along with many, mostly German, GA types and biz-jets bringing in smaller parts such as switch gear and other “line-stoppers”. 

MAIL

The small amount of mail flights that we still had were withdrawn completely at the end of September – slightly earlier than expected due to the overnight runway closure that commenced in October.  It was rather sad to see the end to what had been a most successful operation over many years at Liverpool.

The airport handled a total of 4,243 tonnes in 2006 compared with 6,373 the previous year – a drop of over 33%.  The year had started with Air Contractors operating two nightly flights from Gatwick and Emerald Airways operating t&f Edinburgh and f&t Belfast. When Emerald ceased operations in May, their mail flights were taken over by a variety of airlines, including Enimex An-72s, Podilia Avia and Budapest Air Service An-26s plus an Atlantic BAe ATP and an MNG Cargo Friendship.  

MILITARY MOVEMENTS

With just half a dozen air arms visiting Liverpool again this year, the highlights were not difficult to sift out from the mainly RAF and Army Air Corps visitors. The undoubted highlight was the visit of the United States Air Force Boeing C-32A (757-200) 98-0001, bringing in US Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice to meet the then Foreign Secretary Jack Straw MP. The aircraft was present at Liverpool from the 30th March to the 1st April. The only other military visitor of note was a French Air Force Cougar helicopter in August.

Not quite appropriate for this section, but definitely deserving of a mention somewhere was the first visit of a Canadair CL-415 water bomber. The aircraft, which visited in February was on delivery to the French Securite Civile in Marseille.  The Battle of Britain Memorial Flight visited during the year, bringing in their Lancaster, a Hurricane and a Spitfire. 

Finally, notable by its absence this year was a visit by an RAF VC-10, denying us of that wonderful roar of four RR Conways in close formation!   

AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS

The total aircraft movements for 2006 showed a surprising drop compared to the previous year.  We had 91,474 aircraft movements this year as opposed to 93,581 in 2005. This represents a drop of 2.3%. Most of this seems to have come about thanks to the poor weather in December, which saw a 22.6% drop in movements for that month alone. A lot of this would have been due to much reduced GA movements plus a number of airline cancellations due to fog.   

GENERAL AVIATION

The number of biz-jets visiting Liverpool rose for the fifth consecutive year. This year’s record number of 269 was 55 more than in 2005. Of the individual types, we had record numbers of Beechjets, Citations and Premiers, while the Gulfstream total was double that of 2005. This was in no small part thanks to the Open Golf championship being held at Hoylake.  Biz-jets from NetJets Europe are on the rise again too – we had 45 different examples this year compared to 31 last year. There were only two types that appeared in 2006 but not 2005, namely the IAI Astra and Galaxy. There were no types in 2005 that did not also appear in 2006. 

The total number of GA twins visiting Liverpool in 2006 fell by 35 compared with 2005, the total falling below the 200 mark for the first time since 2003. The only first visit of type in this category was the Rutan Defiant.

GA singles fell slightly less from 262 down to 254. The two most common types were the Cessna and Cherokee, although there were more Cessna singles than Cherokees in 2006 – a reversal of last year’s totals. The third most common type was the Tomahawk – most of these being based examples with Liverpool Flying School and Ravenair. We had three first visits of type in the GA singles category this year – namely Aviat Husky, Lancair LC42 and Ruschmeyer R90.

The total number of helicopters this year was up by just two on last year at 196 - still quite a way short of the record set in 1999. Of the individual types, the most common was the Robinson R-44 with a record of 36, while not far behind was the slightly more upmarket Agusta A109, with a record number of 33 examples. There were no new types this year. 

RESIDENTS

The total residents figure for the end of 2006 dropped back slightly compared to the 2005 total – hardly surprisingly as we waved farewell to the Emerald Airways fleet that had previously been included in the listing. The figure was just below 100, but may be revised up if a couple of those mentioned under the “Temporary Residents” list at the end of this review prove to be somewhat more permanent. 

Starting with Emerald Airways, the Civil Aviation Authority suspended their Air Operator’s Certificate (AOC) on the 4th May, thus grounding all operations by the company. The following week, the airline went into administration, from which it never came back. Two aircraft at Liverpool at the time of the grounding, BAe ATP G-JEMA and HS.748 G-BGMN were both impounded by the airport pending payment of fees owed. Both aircraft were finally released in November and flew up to Blackpool to join the rest of the ATP and HS.748 fleet, which have now been re-registered to an Australian company - PTB (Emerald) PTY Ltd at Blackpool, where, at the time of writing, the fleet remain. 

Ravenair has enjoyed another year of expansion at Liverpool John Lennon Airport, with the addition of a further two Tomahawks to the training fleet. The company also acquired based Cherokee G-AYKX, which was re-registered as G-RVRT. On the minus side, Tomahawk G-BMML was damaged in an accident at Barton and has subsequently been withdrawn from use, although the aircraft has been returned, dismantled, to Liverpool. The company also continues to operate a fleet of Partenavia P.68s, Piper Aztecs and Senecas, plus a couple of Cessna 172s acquired with the take-over of Manx Flyers Aero Club. The company also continues to operate an arm of its flying school out of Barton. Associated ground handling agent Liverpool Aviation Services continues to operate as Liverpool’s Fixed Base Operator for General and Business Aviation and is at the forefront of activity on the GA apron.

Liverpool Flying School (LFS) continues as the airport’s oldest-established flying club, offering flying training courses for the National Private Pilots Licence (NPPL) and European Private Pilots Licence (PPL). Once a student gains a PPL, LFS can then provide training for the Instrument Meteorological Conditions (IMC) rating and also the night rating. The training fleet consists of Tomahawks and a Cherokee. The school added a further Tomahawk to the fleet in November in the shape of G-BNYV, which was subsequently re-registered G-LFSN. Meanwhile G-LFSD suffered an accident at Hawarden during the year and is currently not operational – it is uncertain at present as to whether this will be permanent.

Cheshire Air Training Services (CATS) also continues to offer flying training courses at Liverpool. The company currently owns Cessna 172     G-BEWR and has two Cessna 150s – G-AVIA (which returned during 2006) and G-BDZC on lease. They disposed of Cessna 150 G-FAYE during the year – the aircraft having spent over 26 years at Liverpool.

The Helicentre Liverpool continues to be the only Liverpool based company offering basic and advanced helicopter training, plus ground schooling leading to the PPL (H) licence. The fleet continues to be a mix of Robinson R-22s, R-44, Schweizer 269s, with larger types such as the Ecureuil and JetRanger also available for training. 

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENTS

The airport has seen various developments during the year, both in and around the terminal and the runway, a new freight centre (due to open in 2007), plus the installation of a new radar system and a fire training rig. Public transport to and from the airport was improved with additional bus services and the opening of Liverpool South Parkway railway station on the site of the former Allerton station. 

Phase 5 of the airport terminal development work was launched in February. The key items to this development work being as follows: -

· Car park extension with an extra 500 spaces being created to the west of the existing car park on the old Dunlop site, plus improved access to other car parks and the demolition of the Pegasus public house adjacent to the original car park.

· A covered walkway between International Arrivals and stand 9, plus an extension and additional level to the bussing lounge on the edge of the Tango stands, plus associated linking bridge.

· Modifications to the outbound baggage carousel and additional x-ray facilities. 

Major renovations to the runway commenced in October, necessitating night closure of the airport. The work will see a major improvement to the runway and its shoulder area and taxiways and will also mean that the airport will again be able to accept 4-engined wide-bodies such as the Airbus A340 and Boeing 747s which have been banned for some years owing to the blast damage that can be caused to the runway shoulders.

During 2006, the airport submitted a planning application to construct a 150 bedroom three star hotel and an 869 space multi-storey car park adjacent to the terminal building. The new building will be located directly opposite the airport terminal. A short stay multi-storey car park will replace the existing open plan short stay car park with a 6 storey hotel located on top of the car park, in the latest in architectural design.

The hotel, which will be operated by a major brand name, will offer panoramic views of the airport, runway, Mersey Estuary and beyond whilst hotel guests and car park users will be able to walk over to the terminal building in minutes via a new enclosed footbridge that will span the passenger drop off and pick up area. The proposed £22.5 million development has been designed in response to passenger feedback and demand for a short stay multi-storey car park at the airport.

Also during 2006, the airport released its long-awaited Draft Master Plan. The document shows how the airport can capture the opportunity to serve new routes, including long haul destinations, and support Merseyside by capitalising on the prospects to create jobs at the airport and in the wider Merseyside economy. The potential of capturing synergies with the Port of Liverpool and developing an enhanced world cargo market are also identified. It considers the scale of the expected growth at Liverpool John Lennon Airport and how much of this can be accommodated within the existing site and where additional land will be required for future expansion. In accordance with the Department for Transport’s (DfT) guidance on the preparation of Master Plans, it considers proposed development to 2015 in detail, and to 2030 in more general land use terms.

The consultation period closed in September, with the interim results being published shortly after, with airport management hailing the exercise as a success with nearly a thousand responses received over the ten-week period.

The airport was particularly pleased with the feedback from the public who answered a series of questions from the Summary Leaflet or via the website, designed at gauging levels of public support for key elements of the airport's medium and long term plans. Key highlights from answers to these questions include: 

· 66% were in favour of the airport's vision to re-position itself on the world stage serving long haul passenger and freight destinations.

· 69% recognised the economic benefits for South Liverpool and Merseyside as a whole in terms of job creation and tourism growth as a result of further expansion.

· 60% supported the plan to extend the runway in order to increase the range of destinations and services.

· 43% agreed with the measures proposed by the airport to minimise the impact on the environment.

Following this review, the Master Plan will be submitted to the DfT, having been amended to take account of comments and feedback where applicable. Further details can be found at the airport’s own website.

BRITISH AIRLINES

We had a total of 24 different British airlines in 2006, seven less than in 2005. Those appearing in 2005 but not 2006 were: Air Atlanta Europe (absorbed into Excel Airways), Air Scotland, Air Wales, Astraeus, Aurigny Air Services, bmi Baby, Channel Express, Flykeen/A2B and GB Airways. Those airlines appearing in 2006 but not 2005 were CHC Scotia and Jet2.

VISITING AIRCRAFT TO LIVERPOOL JOHN LENNON AIRPORT 2006

We now move on to the comprehensive listing of all aircraft visiting Liverpool John Lennon Airport during 2006. Following on from the main review, there is also a list of aircraft that have appeared on the ILS, but have not landed.

Before we begin the main listing of visiting aircraft to Liverpool in 2006, the following notes explain the format: -

The first ever visit of an aircraft type is underlined. For the record, the date of the first visit is also recorded alongside the registration        
listing.

2.
The first number quoted after the type is that for 2005, the second figure relates to 2006.

3.
The letter R after or before a number indicates a record number of different aircraft, of that particular type, visiting in that year and R=       
means a number equal to the record.   

4.
When an aircraft appears that has been re-registered during the course of the year, and has visited Liverpool wearing both its original         
registration, and  later  wearing its new  registration, it will  appear in the  listings  as  follows: - G-OMRH/N58HK. The aircraft  will   only   
be counted in the totals once. As with the example, if the aircraft has been re-registered in the UK, then that registration will appear first.

As usual,  the listings will show  British-registered aircraft first,  followed  then  by  foreign-registered aircraft in  alpha-numeric order, and 
finally by military aircraft.

The total number of aircraft visiting Liverpool in 2006 was 1564  - a drop of 37 from the previous year. The number of different airliners fell back from last year’s record of 654 to 625 – still an impressive total. Biz-jet numbers continue to rise, with 55 more in 2006 than in 2005. The number of visiting GA singles and twins both fell this year – the latter by a fair margin and the lowest total in many, many years.
