INTRODUCTION

2007 was yet another record-breaking year for Liverpool John Lennon Airport, with the passenger total exceeding 5 Million for the first time ever. The actual total was 5,520,283, a rise of 11% on the 2006 figure, representing an additional 548,831 passengers. Freight-wise it was another dismal year with no new contracts and a decline in ad hoc freight work.  On the airport development front, the main news came with the completion of the much-needed runway re-surfacing and lighting renewal, plus the start of building work on the new airport hotel and multi-storey car park adjacent to the terminal building. 2007 also saw the opening of the new landside TNT warehouse/distribution centre situated between the Tango stands and the GA apron.

SCHEDULES

Having begun 2007 with 56 scheduled services on offer, we ended the year with 57 services. That fact might lead one to believe that not much happened, but this was far from the case.  The year actually saw 23 new services started, but 22 ceased – some of these were seasonal though and will recommence with the summer 2008 timetable. 

Moving to individual airline details, easyJet carried 2.45 Million passengers through Liverpool in 2007 – a rise of 6.9% compared with 2006. This total represents 44.4% of the overall passenger figure for 2007. The year saw very little change, with flights to Alicante, Amsterdam, Barcelona, Basle, Belfast Int., Berlin, Cologne, Faro, Geneva, Krakow, Madrid, Malaga, Nice, Palma and Paris/CDG operating throughout the year. Seasonal services to Ibiza and Mahon were added from July to September. The only new regular service commencing this year was Lisbon, which was added in November. The company is also to start a winter service to Innsbruck from January 2008 and a daily service to Jersey from March. The airline has also confirmed its commitment to Liverpool by announcing that two more Airbus A319s would be added to the eight already based here by 2010. Unfortunately, the Cologne service will be dropped in 2008.

Ryanair carried 2.36 Million passengers through Liverpool in 2007 – a rise of 25.5% over 2006. This represents a 42.8% share of the total passenger figure and shows that they are biting at the heels of easyJet as Liverpool’s biggest airline. As far as destinations go, they are already well ahead of their rival. The company has had flights to 46 different destinations during the year – some have come, some have gone – some will return next year.  The full list is as follows: Aberdeen (ceased November), Alghero (ceased October), Alicante, Ancona (ceased October), Belfast City, Bergerac (ceased October), Budapest, Bydgoszcz, Carcassonne, Cork, Derry, Dublin, Friedrichshafen, Fuerteventura, Girona, Granada, Grenoble, Inverness (ceased November), Kaunas (ceased November), Kerry (ceased January), Krakow, Limoges, Lodz, Madrid, Milan, Murcia, Nimes, Oslo/Torp, Palma, Pisa, Porto, Poznan, Reus, Riga, Rome, Salzburg, Santander (ceased October), Santiago de Compostela (ceased October), Seville, Shannon, Stockholm/Skavsta, Tampere (ceased May), Tenerife South, Valencia, Venice and Wroclaw. The airline currently has seven Boeing 737-800s based at Liverpool, however some of their services are operated by non-based aircraft.

Our only link to the capital ceased when VLM withdrew their London City service at the end of June. The airport is understood to be in talks with various airlines with a view to restoring our London link, but one wonders if this will ever be a successful route. It seems ironic, looking at all the above Ryanair and easyJet destinations, that we cannot sustain a service to our own capital – but here’s hoping for better luck in 2008.

Flyglobespan began the year at Liverpool operating a Tenerife service via a stop at Stansted each way. This was withdrawn at the end of March, but they returned with two Trans-Atlantic destinations from May. Firstly, a weekly service to Toronto/Hamilton was started, shortly followed by a prestige daily service to New York/JFK. The latter service was launched with bells and whistles – Yoko Ono came to pose for the cameras in front the Flyglobespan Boeing 757, which had Liverpool John Lennon Airport titles adorning the tail and the name “Across the Universe” (the title of a Beatles song) applied to the nose.  Sadly, as has been all too well documented, the service quickly ran into trouble with unserviceable aircraft, delays and cancellations. The service also routed via Knock on most days, which somewhat spoiled the idea of a direct link with New York. The Boeing 757 then disappeared to be replaced by Boeing 737s – a rather unsuitable aircraft for regular Trans-Atlantic services, which also led to stops for fuel en route. The CAA temporarily withdrew their ETOPS licence, which led to further disruption.  All this time, the number of flights were decreasing and passengers just gave up on what was fast becoming a shoddy, unreliable service.  The JFK flights were finally withdrawn in October.  The Toronto service, which was rather more successful as a once-weekly flight, also ended in October. It is highly unlikely that we will see them back in 2008 – and it is highly unlikely that the large number of inconvenienced passengers would want to see them back again in 2008!

EuroManx has had a whole year on the Isle of Man route without any opposition, but that will come to and end in March 2008 when Flybe commence a three-times a day service. Passenger numbers on the Isle of Man route were down by over 6% during 2007, so the competition from March is likely to be fierce with Flybe offering very competitive prices.  Staying with Flybe, we said goodbye to them in 2007. Their much reduced, weekend-only Belfast City service finally gave up the ghost in March. The daily Southampton service was withdrawn in September.  The summer Saturday service to Jersey operated from the end of April until September. It had been thought that, now that the company is firmly established at Manchester following their acquisition of BA Connect, they would not consider new routes from Liverpool, so the Isle of Man announcement came as a bit of a surprise. One wonders if EuroManx will survive the inevitable battle that lies ahead.

Air Malta made a very welcome appearance in May with the start of a twice-weekly service to the Mediterranean Island. The service, which sadly did not live up to expectations in passenger numbers, ceased in September. It had been mooted that the service was to return in 2008, but, at the time of writing, the situation now looks a little uncertain.  Meanwhile, Wizz Air continues to go from strength to strength. All three Polish destinations – Gdansk, Katowice and Warsaw showed very healthy increases in passenger numbers in 2007. The company added the Romanian capital, Bucharest, in October and a further expansion of existing services is anticipated for 2008.     

CHARTERS/I.T.s

Winter 2006/2007 saw just two inclusive tour flights per week, with a Thomsonfly Boeing 757-200 operating a Tuesday service to Alicante and an Air Europa Boeing 737-800 operating to Tenerife on Fridays.

Summer 2007 saw a Thomsonfly Boeing 757-200 based at Liverpool again. The only new destination on offer this year was the Egyptian Red Sea resort of Sharm-El-Sheik. Other operators used various airlines including BH Air, Futura, MyTravel, Onur Air and Spanair. The Turkish destinations proved popular again this year, with Airbus A300s appearing on a number of occasions in place of A321s. There were also a couple of packages to Antalya – a destination that Goldtrail will add for 2008.

Other charters included Lourdes and a couple of Medjugorje Peace Tour flights to Split. There was also a wide range of holidays on offer via the Liverpool Daily Post & Echo, mostly using the scheduled services of easyJet and Ryanair.

Winter 2007 saw just the Tuesday Thomsonfly service to Alicante operate, with a Boeing 737-800 being used in place of the previous Boeing 757-200. Summer 2008 will see a considerable drop in IT services as there will be no based Thomsonfly aircraft.  

Football charters were back on track again in 2007 thanks to both Liverpool and Everton’s success in Europe. The highlight was obviously Liverpool FC again making it to the Champions League final in Athens in May. With our newly resurfaced runway, Boeing 747s were back on the menu – and how! To add to the wide selection of other airliners and airlines, we also had four Corsair Boeing 747-400s (the first of the variant to visit) and a Boeing 747-300 operating with XL Airways. The airport brought in marquees, 28 temporary check-in desks and 15 Arriva buses to ferry fans to aircraft with over 100 additional staff drafted in to help out with 'Operation Zorba'. Sadly, Liverpool FC could not match their feat of 2005 and bring the cup back, but the airport more than matched their success of two years ago! 

The highlight of Everton FC’s run in the UEFA Cup came in December when a pair of Rossiya Tu-154s brought in Zenit St. Petersburg fans. The Zenit team arrived aboard an Aeroflot Nord Boeing 737-500. On the domestic front, Everton once again made use of Eastern Airways Jetstream 41s and SAAB 2000s, while Liverpool continued to use Scot Airways Dornier Do 328s for their domestic away matches.  Finally, mention must go to battling Charlton Athletic, who brought in two Monarch Airbus A300s and an A330 full of supporters for their crucial league match against Blackburn in April, which they needed to win to avoid relegation.  The flights were subsidised by the club in an effort to get as many fans as possible to travel – that part worked, but unfortunately the result went against them.  

FREIGHT

Freight tonnage through Liverpool took another sharp drop in 2007. The figure was 3744 tonnes – 35% down on 2006. TNT continued to operate their weekday service from and to Liege, mostly using Atlantic Airlines Electras despite the rumour that these were going to be replaced by TNT’s own Boeing 737s at some stage during the year. We did, however see Boeing 737s on a few occasions and also a Tu-204, plus BAe 146s mostly operating the Friday night and Saturday morning flights. The only other regular courier service is the Centreline Seneca, which operates weekdays, arriving in the evening from Belfast and departing in the morning to the Isle of Man. On Friday nights, the aircraft usually returns to Belfast.

Motor part charters again provided some interesting aircraft during the year, which kicked off with Vega Airlines An-12 LZ-VEA in January. February saw three more of the type – Aeronord’s ER-AXY and a pair from AeroVis – UR-CBG and UR-CFG, the latter also putting in an appearance in April. Aviavilsa An-26 LY-APK visited in March, while sister-ship LY-APN appeared in July. Three Cityline Hungary An-26s also visited, along with Aero Charter example UR-DWB and a pair of RAF-Avia examples. Completing this Antonov-fest Enimex An-72 ER-AVD put in an appearance in June.   RAF-Avia appeared with their SAAB 340 YL-RAG in May.    

MILITARY MOVEMENTS

Having only welcomed five different air arms in 2007, interesting military movements were pretty thin on the ground. The main highlight was the visit of Canadian Armed Forces CC-130H Hercules 130337, which night-stopped on the 1st February routing in from Prague and out to St. John’s, Newfoundland.

The only other highlight of the year as far as military aircraft go was the first visit of an RAF Sentinel. ZJ690 carried out a touch and go here in March, routing in from Waddington and out to Prestwick. The same aircraft carried out two more similar visits in September and November. The Sentinel was our only first visit of type during 2007, although the type is just a military reconnaissance development of the Global Express business jet.

AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS

The total aircraft movements for 2007 saw a further drop for the second year running. We had 84,880 movements this year, compared with 91,474 in 2006. This represents a drop of just over 7%. Although it seems strange that, as the airport continues to grow, the actual movements fall, this can easily be explained by the fewer number of light aircraft movements such as based aircraft operating in the circuit. Many of the club aircraft now hop over to Hawarden to carry out circuit details.

GENERAL AVIATION

The number of biz jets visiting Liverpool rose yet again in 2007. The final total topped the 300 mark for the first time, finishing on 304 – a rise of 35 compared to 2006.  The year saw record numbers of Beechjets, Challengers, Citations, Falcon 900s and Premiers. Of the overall total, Net Jets Europe examples accounted for nearly one fifth of them, with no less than 60 of the company’s aircraft visiting.  

The number of GA twins visiting Liverpool in 2007 fell by just two in comparison to last year, with the total finishing at 170.  The most common type in this category was the King Air, with 44 of the type visiting, followed by the Seneca on 27. 

GA singles dropped again during 2007. The final total was 222 aircraft – a fall of 34 compared to 2006. The most common type was the Cherokee, with 76 examples, followed by Cessna singles on 47. Strangely, this was a reversal of 2006 when there were more Cessnas than Cherokees.

There were 194 visiting helicopters in 2007 – a drop of just two compared to 2006. The most common types were Ecureuil/IIs (35), Agusta A109s (32) and Robinson R-44s (24). The year saw record numbers of Bell 407s, Eurocopter EC120s and EC135s.

RESIDENTS

The number of resident aircraft at Liverpool stood at 90 at the end of 2007 – a drop of eight compared to 2006 and the lowest total since 2002. Nevertheless, the GA apron continues to be a very busy part of airport operations with a number of flying schools and charter operators, along with private owners. 

Sadly, we said farewell to Cheshire Air Training Services and their trademark Cheshire Cat logo during 2007. The company, which had been at Liverpool for around 35 years, ceased trading at the end of October and we consequently lost our longest-standing resident, Cessna 172             G-BEWR, which had been at Liverpool since 1979. Happily, a new company called Merseyflight will fill the void in 2008 and we wish them all the best with their venture.

Ravenair continues to be the airport’s largest flying training school and charter operator, offering a fleet of Cessna 172s, Tomahawks, Cherokee, Aztecs, Senecas and Partenavia P.68s. The company also runs an associate company, Manx Flyers on the Isle of Man (where the Cessna 172s are usually based) and has an arm of its flying school at Barton. Ravenair did not add any new aircraft to its fleet in 2007, although Tomahawk     G-BRHT was re-registered G-RVRR. Associated ground handling agent Liverpool Aviation Services continues to operate as Liverpool’s Fixed Base Operator for General and Business Aviation and is at the forefront of activity on the GA apron.

Liverpool Flying School – the airport’s longest established flight training organisation continues to offer flying training courses for the National Private Pilots Licence (NPPL) and the European Private Pilots Licence (PPL). Once a student reaches PPL, LFS can then also provide training for the Instrument Meteorological Conditions (IMC) rating and also the night rating. The company operate a fleet of Tomahawks and a Cherokee and added a Cessna 172  (G-CESS) to its fleet during 2007, which is registered to their associate company Keenair. During 2007, the Keenair/Liverpool Flying School hangar had the company logos applied to it.

The Helicentre Liverpool is still the only Liverpool based company offering basic and advanced helicopter training, plus ground schooling leading to the PPL (H) licence. The fleet continues to be a mix of Robinson R-22s, R-44 and Schweizer 269s, with larger types such as the Ecureuil, Eurocopter EC120 and JetRanger also available for training. 

AD Aviation and Frandley Aviation Partnership own a fleet of three Cessna Citations – the only Liverpool based business jets - G-VUEA, G-VUEM and G-VUEZ. The aircraft are offered for charter, tailored to meet the needs of businessmen travelling Europe-wide.

As the airport continues to expand, development work is on-going in many areas. The most notable developments of 2007 were the completion of the much-needed runway resurfacing programme and the commencement of building work to construct a hotel and multi-storey car park adjacent to the terminal building.    

The £6 Million improvement scheme to resurface the runway was completed at the end of March. The runway had been closed at night from 23:30 until 06:00 for six months while a 200-strong workforce carried out the essential work. The work included the laying of a high-grip asphalt on the surface of the runway and the renewal of the “shoulder” areas, which had been breaking up over recent years, leading to the ban on heavier 4-engined aircraft such as Boeing 747s and Airbus A340s. The runway lighting was also renewed. This was switched on in a special ceremony carried out by Everton player Leighton Baines and Liverpool’s Ryan Babel at the end of October. The new lighting for the runway and taxiway took six months to complete and cost over £2 Million.

Liverpool City Council gave the go-ahead for the airport to construct a 157 bedroom three star hotel and an 869-space multi-storey car park in March.  A short stay, multi-storey car park with parking over 5 levels with a 6-story hotel on top will be built on the site of the existing car park directly opposite the terminal. Hotel guests and car park users will be able to walk over to the terminal in minutes via a new enclosed link bridge that will span the road in front of the terminal. Key features of the hotel include an elliptical meeting/conference area offering panoramic views of the airport and Mersey Estuary and a large 11m x 6m video display screen on the hotel exterior. This screen will be used to display images of John Lennon and The Beatles and to highlight arts events in the City and the region to arriving passengers. The multi-storey car park design includes projected coloured glazed boxes on the exterior to add visual interest to the front of the car park.

With the airport now handling in excess of 5 million annual passengers, this development is being constructed in response to increasing passenger demand for such facilities.  Work on the £25 Million development is now underway, with the ground prepared and lift shafts/stairwells starting to rise up from the site and two huge cranes towering over the area. The project is expected to take 18 months to complete and will also include enhanced landscaping, road network and pedestrian access.

Following the airport’s climb-down over the controversial introduction of a compulsory security charge following easyJet and Ryanair’s intense objection to the scheme, an optional fast-lane security system was launched at the airport in June. The cost is £2 per person payable at a machine that then provides you with a token which is then inserted into one of the automatic barriers on level three, just before descending to level 2.  This route then permits access to dedicated X-ray security machines and staff.  The airport cannot guarantee that delays will not also happen using this system, especially at peak times. There may be times when there are still queues and there may be times when there are no delays through the normal channel, so passengers are advised to make their own judgement on the day. Presumably, the more people who use this optional extra, the more the price will rise! 

Penauille Servisair was awarded the easyJet contract to provide full handling for their operations at the airport. The contract commenced on the 1st May and includes the provision of baggage handling at the airport. A covered walkway connecting the terminal building with the stands to the west was completed at the end of May – just in time for one of the wettest Junes on record!

The airport achieved the accolade of 'UK Airport of the Year' at the prestigious annual Travel Trade Gazette awards night in September.  Liverpool fought of stiff competition to win the title, having been short-listed against Manchester, Birmingham, East Midlands, London Luton and Bristol Airports. Although short listed in previous years, this is the first time that the airport has been chosen as the UK's best airport and is tremendous recognition of all the hard work and determination of staff at JLA in recent years.

VISITING AIRCRAFT TO LIVERPOOL JOHN LENNON AIRPORT 2007

We now move on to the comprehensive listing of all aircraft visiting Liverpool John Lennon Airport during 2007. Following on from the main review, there is also a list of aircraft that have appeared on the ILS, but have not landed.

Before we begin the main listing of visiting aircraft to Liverpool in 2007, the following notes explain the format: -

The first ever visit of an aircraft type is underlined. For the record, the date of the first visit is also recorded alongside the registration        
listing.

2.
The first number quoted after the type is that for 2006, the second figure relates to 2007.

3.
The letter R after or before a number indicates a record number of different aircraft, of that particular type, visiting in that year and R=       
means a number equal to the record.   

4.
When an aircraft appears that has been re-registered during the course of the year, and has visited Liverpool wearing both its original         
registration, and  later  wearing its new  registration, it will  appear in the  listings  as  follows: - G-TAIR/M-EDIA. The   aircraft   will  only   
be counted in the totals once. As with the example, if the aircraft has been re-registered in the UK, then that registration will appear first.

The total number of aircraft visiting Liverpool in 2007 was 1657, a rise of 93 compared to 2006. The most notable rise was in airliners, which went up by 105, mostly thanks to the throughput of easyJet Airbus A319s and Ryanair Boeing 737s. The biz jet figure also reached another milestone, passing the 300 mark for the first time in the airport’s history with a rise of 35 compared to 2006 and the sixth successive rise in as many years  – indeed there were nearly twice as many biz jets than just five years ago. GA twins and singles both saw drops in numbers, but the twins only marginally. Both the helicopter and microlight figures remained fairly constant. 

The number of actual aircraft types was 142, a drop of nine compared to 2006. Some types that have played a significant part in Liverpool’s past did not appear at all in 2007– most notably the HS.748, Short 360 and BAe ATP. The non-appearance of all three of these types can be put down to the demise of Emerald Airways and the loss of freight and mail contracts.  The full list of types appearing in 2006 but not 2007 is as follows: BAe ATP, HS.748, Short SD.3-60, Canadair CL-415, Bandeirante, Beech 99, Falcon 20, Gulfstream G100, Gulfstream G200, Lancaster, Cougar, Duke, Rutan Defiant, Fuji FA-200, Lake Amphibian, Maule, Rallye, Robin HR series, Ruschmeyer R90, SIPA 903, Yak 50, Cessna 120/140, Piper Cub, Bell212/412, MD-900 and Aeroprakt A22.

Those types appearing in 2007 but not 2006 were Airbus A330, Boeing 747, Canadair RJ, Tri-Star, Tupolev Tu-154, Sentinel, Avanti, Dove, Xingu, Extra 200/300, Thorp T18, Tri Kis, Yak 18, Cessna 165, Bell 407, Eurocopter EC145 and Aerospool Dynamic.
