INTRODUCTION

Although 2009 was another challenging economic year, the airport fared well with the incumbent low-cost airlines maintaining their confidence with Liverpool and KLM opening the city up to the rest of the world! In all, 4,948,046 passengers used Liverpool John Lennon Airport during 2009 compared with 5,384,753 in 2008. This represents a fall of just over 8% and is the largest annual percentage drop in passenger numbers through the airport in nearly three decades. That said, it is a reflection on the economy rather than anything more sinister and the airport continues to invest in its future and has already begun a £12 million terminal development project.  2009 also saw the opening of the Hampton by Hilton hotel atop the new multi-storey car park opposite the terminal building.

SCHEDULES

easyJet carried 2.33 million passengers through the airport in 2009 – a drop of 4% compared to 2008. The total did, however, make them the largest operator from Liverpool, passenger-wise, taking the title from Ryanair. The company flew to a total of 23 destinations during the year – some of which were seasonal. An Airbus A320 was based from November with the commencement of flights to Fuerteventura and Lanzarote. The larger A320 is in addition to the eight based A319s. 

Apart from the two Canary Islands destinations, easyJet also launched services to Bordeaux, Dubrovnik and Naples in June. The first two ended with the start of the winter timetable, but Naples continued through the rest of year. Other, seasonal destinations were Ibiza and Mahon, which both operated from July to September and Innsbruck, which was served during the ski season.  More destinations are promised for 2010 – namely Bodrum, Isle of Man, Rhodes and Malta.  The full list of destinations served from Liverpool by easyJet during 2009 was as follows: Alicante, Amsterdam, Barcelona, Belfast International, Berlin/Schonefeld, Bordeaux, Dubrovnik, Faro, Fuerteventura, Geneva, Ibiza, Innsbruck, Jersey, Krakow, Lanzarote, Lisbon, Madrid. Mahon, Malaga, Naples, Nice, Palma and Paris/CDG.   

Ryanair carried 2.17 million passengers through Liverpool in 2009 – a drop of nearly 13% on 2008 and, as mentioned above, means that they carried fewer passengers than easyJet this year. The airline has flown to 51 destinations during the year – some seasonal and some of which have now been withdrawn. Brand-new destinations served in 2009 included Agadir, Bratislava, Bremen, Gran Canaria, Ibiza and Lanzarote.  The full list of destinations served were as follows: Agadir, Alghero, Alicante, Belfast City, Beauvais (for Paris), Bergerac, Bratislava, Bremen, Budapest, Bydgoszcz, Carcassonne, Cork, Derry, Dublin, Faro, Fuerteventura, Gdansk, Girona, Gran Canaria, Granada, Grenoble, Ibiza, Kaunas, Knock, Krakow, Lanzarote, Limoges, Lodz, Madrid, Malaga, Milan/Bergamo, Murcia, Nantes, Nimes, Oslo/Torp, Palma, Pisa, Porto, Poznan, Reus, Riga, Rome/Ciampino, Rzeszow, Seville, Shannon, Stockholm/Skavsta, Szczecin, Tenerife South, Turin, Venice/Treviso and Wroclaw.

The airline now has six Boeing 737-800s based at Liverpool and we also see a number of non-based aircraft operating in from some of the above destinations. The airline stated that two more based aircraft are to be added in 2010 along with new services.

There is no doubt that 51 destinations from Ryanair is impressive, but just one new service during the year has opened up Liverpool Airport to literally hundreds of destinations – please bid a very warm welcome to KLM Cityhopper. The airline commenced a three times daily service to Amsterdam in March – a new service that probably represents the most important event at the airport in 2009. Although we already have an Amsterdam route courtesy of easyJet, the arrival of KLM has created through-booking to over 100 worldwide destinations on KLM's own intercontinental network and over 650 destinations across KLM's Skyteam partner networks via Schiphol. Starting a new service like this during difficult economic times is to be applauded and the decision certainly seems to have paid off as the airline has announced a fourth daily rotation from May 2010. The service operates using Fokker 70 jets, which are sometimes replaced by the larger Fokker 100. The last flight in from Amsterdam in the evening night-stops and operates back there early the following morning. 

Flybe has been the sole operator on one of the airport’s longest-standing destinations throughout the year. The airline has operated four flights a day on the Isle of Man route using their Dash-8-400s. Their monopoly on the route will end in May 2010 when easyJet commence a six times a week service to the Island.   

Eastern Airways became the airport’s latest scheduled service operator in July when they commenced weekday services to Aberdeen and Southampton using SAAB 2000 and Jetstream 41 aircraft.

Wizz Air continued to operate to the three Polish destinations of Gdansk, Katowice and Warsaw during the year. In July, they added the Czech capital Prague to their services from Liverpool, although this has not lived up to expectations and is to be withdrawn in 2010. The frequencies on all the routes have seen seasonal and timing alterations.  The airline continues to expand, with more brand-new Airbus A320s added to its fleet over the last twelve months. 

CHARTERS/I.T.s

The number of I.T. flights through Liverpool continues to decline, as does the industry as a whole. Winter 2008/2009 once again saw a Thomson Airways Boeing 737-800 operating from and to Palma on Tuesdays. The weekly service continued on through summer, although the Boeing 737-800 was replaced by former First Choice Airways Airbus A321s and the day was switched to Thursdays. 

The Turkish resorts at Bodrum and Dalaman were served once again by Onur Air Airbus A321s. Flights commenced in July and operated to Dalaman on Wednesdays and both Bodrum and Dalaman on Thursdays. From September, only the Thursday Dalaman service operated and this came to an end on 1st October. 

The number of summer destinations formerly offered by tour operators, but now served by low-cost airlines from Liverpool continues to rise with the addition of Canary Islands services by both easyJet and Ryanair. In summer 2010, easyJet will also serve Bodrum, Malta and Rhodes, thus offering an even greater choice to former Inclusive Tour customers.      

Lourdes Charters operated over Easter and at the start of the summer holidays as usual. The Easter flight used a Transavia Boeing 737-800 out and Monarch Airbus A321 back, while Blue Line operated the services in July with an MD-83 and a chartered in Axis Airways Boeing 737-400. There were also a couple of Medjugorje Peace Tour flights to Split in May and September using Croatia Airlines Airbus A319s. Liverpool Echo holidays offered a week’s charter to Pula in May using a Viking Airlines Boeing 737-300.  

We had a number of football charters over the year, thanks to Liverpool FC being in the Champions League and Everton FC being in the Europa League (the new name for the UEFA Cup). Highlights of the year included a Pullmantur Air Boeing 747-400 bringing in Real Madrid and fans in March. Also for that match, we had a first visit of a Boeing 717 variant. Liverpool FC used an Austrian Fokker 70 to depart on their pre-season friendlies in July and returned from Singapore, via Bucharest aboard a Blue Line Airbus A310.  An Air Europa ERJ-195 took the team to Madrid in August. September brought in an Aegean Airlines Boeing 737-400 with AEK Athens to play Everton FC. In November, Benfica visited Everton using a SATA International Airbus A310, while in December we had a Belavia Boeing 737-500 visiting to collect the FC Bate team after their match with Everton. 

FREIGHT

Freight tonnage through Liverpool plummeted to new depths during 2009.  Figures dropped from 3838 tonnes to just 253 this year. This was down to the shock withdrawal of our only scheduled freight service – the TNT operation from/to Liege. The service did not re-start after the Christmas/New Year break – the only TNT BAe 146 visiting in 2009 being in connection with racing at Chester. Our only regular freight flight now is the weekday courier service to the Isle of Man, normally operated by a PA-34 Seneca. There is the odd Sunday newspaper flight to the Isle of Man. This has been operated by Atlantic Airlines Electras and, latterly, BAe ATPs. 

The launch of the new Vauxhall Astra at Ellesmere Port brought a flurry of Miniliner and Farnair Friendships between September and November, plus one or two other interesting items such as a Farnair ATR-72, Danu ATR-42, Nightexpress Short SD3-60 (a rare type these days) and West Air Europe BAe ATP. The year’s freight highlight was, however, a Meridian Antonov An-12, which put in an appearance in June.  The only other Antonov propliners this year were a trio of Cityline Hungary An-26s. Smaller ad hoc motor part flights continued to operate through the year, bringing in a number of Metros, Cessna twins and the like.     

MILITARY MOVEMENTS

We had seven different air arms in 2009. Of the foreign air arms the highlights included a German Air Force Airbus A310, which was here in June in connection with a visit by German hospital ship Frankfurt am Main to the Mersey. The following month, a Canadian Armed Forces Hercules night-stopped on route from Trenton to Malta. In October, a French Army TBM-700 visited on a training exercise. The Irish Air Corps provided us with a CASA CN235 in January and again in December, plus an Agusta AW-139 on an ambulance flight in March.

Meanwhile, the RAF provided us with a few highlights during the year – not least TriStar ZD950 in March and VC-10 XV101 in August. Bad weather at Valley in March caused two Hawks to divert and spend the weekend in the Ravenair hangar. The Southport Airshow in September brought in a few interesting visitors – namely a pair of Eurofighter Typhoons, three Hawks and a King Air. The show also brought in warbirds such as a Catalina and a Sea Hawk – the latter going tech and remaining here for over three weeks.   

AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS

The number of aircraft movements fell again in 2009. The CAA figures indicate that there were 78754 movements. This compares with 81898 in 2008. A large proportion of that drop could possibly be down to a fall in light aircraft activity, coupled with fewer IT, charter and freight flights. 

GENERAL AVIATION

The number of biz jets visiting Liverpool fell for the second consecutive year, with a total of 262 compared with 283 in 2008. The number of GA twins also continued to fall, as did single engined types. The worst drop, however, was helicopters.  The total fell by 51 to just 142 – the lowest figure in more than two decades. Perhaps the recession has hit helicopter traffic more than most? 

RESIDENTS

As can be seen from the accompanying resident list and totals tables, the number of resident aircraft has remained the same although there have been a number of comings and goings.  Probably our best new arrivals of the year were the Harvard III and the pair of Partenavia P.68s, taking the total number of residents of what is a relatively rare type up to six.

Flying training continues to be offered by Liverpool Flying School/Keenair, Ravenair, Helicentre and Merseyflight. Ravenair’s associate company, Liverpool Aviation services also offers private and corporate users of the airport a one-stop aircraft and passenger handling service as the airport’s Fixed Base Operator for General and Business Aviation.   

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENTS

Following the construction and opening of the multi-storey car park directly opposite the terminal building in late 2008, the 160 bedroom Hampton by Hilton Hotel that sits atop the car park was opened for business in October. The proposed covered walkway linking the hotel with the terminal building has, however, been put on hold for the time being at least. A Premier Inn hotel is under construction on the approach road to the airport and is due to open in August 2010.

Despite the uncertain times being faced in the recession, the airport has embarked on a £12 million terminal development project that will see the former easyJet engineering hangar (hangar 1) joined to the terminal, with a new baggage handling area on the lower level of the former hangar. The work will also bring much improved security channels and will nearly double the amount of retail space available, providing a total of 80,000 Square feet. Phase one of this development, incorporating the much-needed new security area, is hoped to be completed for the peak summer holiday period in 2010, while the rest of the project is planned for completion by the autumn.  

BRITISH AIRLINES

We had a total of 19 different UK airlines visiting in 2009, seven less than in 2008 although most of the non-appearances had either gone under or been taken over. Those airlines appearing in 2008 but not 2009 were Astraeus, EuroManx, European Air Charter, First Choice Airways, GB Airways, Janes Aviation, Loganair, Skyblue Airways and XL Airways. Those appearing in 2009 but not 2008 were Air South West and Blue Islands.

When an aircraft appears that has been re-registered during the course of the year, and has visited Liverpool wearing both its original         
registration, and  later  wearing its new  registration, it will  appear in the  listings  as  follows: - G-IOOZ/N109GR.  The aircraft will  only   
be counted in the totals once. As with the example, if the aircraft has been re-registered in the UK, then that registration will appear first. 

5.
As usual,  the listings will show  British-registered aircraft first,  followed  then  by  foreign-registered aircraft in  alpha-numeric order, and 
finally by military aircraft.

The total number of aircraft visiting Liverpool in 2009 was 1465, down by just under a hundred for the second consecutive year. The total number of airliners rose by one – as did microlights (!), while commuter aircraft also saw an increase. As previously mentioned, biz jets, GA types and helicopters all saw a drop in numbers.     

The number of actual aircraft types was 137, a drop of eight compared to 2008 (note 144, not 145 as previously recorded). Types appearing in 2008 but not 2009 were: DC-10, DC-3, DC-6, HS.748, EA500 Eclipse, Falcon 7X, Gulfstream Astra, Tornado, Tucano, Aerostar, Cessna 310, Cessna 337, Aero Commander 500/600, Duchess, Twin Comanche, Bolkow 208, Extra 200/300, Rallye, Sierra, Yak 50, Yak 52, Rapide, Cessna 195, Luscombe, Bell47, Bolkow 105, Enstrom 480, EC-130, Gazelle, Hughes 369/500, and MD-900.
