INTRODUCTION

2010 saw 5,027,539 passengers using Liverpool John Lennon Airport (official airport figure – the CAA figures used in the monthly reviews always differ slightly). This represents a rise of just over 1.6% compared with the 2009 figure (4,948,046) and takes us back over the 5 million passengers mark. The rise, in the face of a continuing difficult economic climate, is a credit to both the airport’s management team and the major airline operators, who have again shown great confidence in the future of our airport. Although 1.6% may seem fairly modest, it is in fact a significant turn-around from the 8% fall in 2009. The total would probably have been even greater but for a certain volcano in Iceland bringing chaos to the aviation industry and causing numerous flights to be cancelled in April and May!

easyJet  carried around 2.2 million passengers through Liverpool John Lennon Airport during 2010. This represents a drop of about 4.5% compared to their 2009 total.  The airline flew to a total of 28 different destinations during the year, many of which were seasonal. Notable brand-new routes for easyJet during 2010 were the Isle of Man from May, Bodrum, Malta and Rhodes from June and Lyon from December.  The full list of destinations were: Alicante, Amsterdam, Barcelona, Belfast Int., Berlin, Bodrum, Bordeaux, Dubrovnik, Faro, Fuerteventura, Geneva, Ibiza, Innsbruck, Isle of Man, Jersey, Krakow, Lanzarote, Lisbon, Lyon, Madrid, Mahon, Malaga, Malta, Naples, Nice, Paris/CDG, Rhodes and Salzburg.

The airline normally has nine Airbus A319s plus a single Airbus A320 based at Liverpool.

Ryanair carried a total of 2.35 million passengers through the airport in 2010 – a rise of 8.1% compared with 2009 and this puts them back ahead of easyJet as the airport’s leading operator in terms of passenger numbers.  The airline flew to a total of 47 different destinations during the year, with new routes including Rimini, Trapani and Oslo/Rygge. The full list of destinations were: Agadir, Alicante, Belfast City, Bergerac, Bratislava, Bremen, Bydgoszcz, Carcassonne, Cork, Derry, Dublin, Faro, Fuerteventura, Girona, Granada, Gran Canaria, Grenoble, Ibiza, Kaunas, Knock, Krakow, Lanzarote, Limoges, Lodz, Malaga, Milan, Murcia, Nimes, Oslo/Rygge, Oslo/Torp, Palma, Pisa, Porto, Poznan, Reus, Riga, Rimini, Rome, Rzeszow, Seville, Shannon, Stockholm/Skavsta, Szczecin, Tenerife, Trapani, Venice and Wroclaw. The airline has a number of Boeing 737-800s based at Liverpool - up to 8 according to seasonal requirements… for example, the company operated to over 40 destinations in August, but only 27 in November. The airline also utilises non-based aircraft on some of its routes.   

KLM Cityhopper seems to have gone from strength to strength since the introduction of its three-times daily Amsterdam service in March 2009. The introduction of a fourth daily rotation in May was most welcome and further strengthened their ability to offer convenient through ticketing on their worldwide network through Schiphol airport. The company mostly uses Fokker 70s on the route, but the larger Fokker 100s also appear on occasions, plus the odd ERJ-190 now and again.

Flybe continued to be the sole operator of our long-standing Isle of Man route until easyJet introduced their 6x weekly service in May. Nevertheless, the airline did see a 1.2% increase in passenger numbers through Liverpool in 2010, although that is most likely to be a combination of them taking over the Belfast City service from Ryanair in October, coupled with a drop in IOM passengers due to the easyJet operation. Flybe use Dash-8-400s on both routes, with a rare appearance of an ERJ-190 from time to time.

Eastern Airways operate weekday services from/to Aberdeen and Southampton using SAAB 2000s and Jetstream 41s. Their ERJ-135s have also been used on a number of occasions, with the first one appearing on the route in September. For a period in October/November, they also used Air South West Dash-8s on the service.

Wizz Air dropped their service to Prague in May, leaving us with just the three Polish destinations of Gdansk, Katowice and Warsaw. These services have also seen reductions and re-timings during the year, which has resulted in a 19% drop in the number of passengers using the airline through Liverpool during 2010. The company does, however seem to continue to thrive and has added a number of brand new aircraft to its Airbus A320 fleet during the year. 

CHARTERS/I.T.s

Beginning with Inclusive Tour flights – or rather the lack of them! Thomson Holidays operated their weekly Alicante service through until April using Thomson Airways Boeing 737-800s. For summer, our only IT flight was to be a weekly flight to Dalaman.  This commenced in July and was operated by Saga Airlines Boeing 737-800 TC-SGI. After only two weeks of operation came the news that the tour operator, Goldtrail had gone into liquidation. One further flight operated the following week, but that was all and our only IT service came to an abrupt end. The winter 2010/2011 season brought no IT flights whatsoever.

2010 might have witnessed the death of the Inclusive Tour flight from Liverpool but, on a positive note, just take a look at the new destinations on offer from the likes of easyJet, with flights to places such as Bodrum, Malta and Rhodes. Add to these a couple of dozen other popular summer destinations operated by both easyJet and Ryanair and the airport is clearly still catering for thousands of Northwest holidaymakers, despite the lack of the big tour operators.

Football charters have continued to provide some interest throughout the season, despite Liverpool FC’s declining success and having to settle for Europa League football. The year actually kicked off with a White Airways Airbus A310 bringing in Sporting Lisbon to play Everton. Two more A310s, this time SATA ones, visited in connection with Liverpool v Benfica. We had a number of Spanish visitors in April for Liverpool v Atletico Madrid. It was at this stage that Liverpool FC left the competition.   Qualifiers for the Europa League in August saw FK Rabotnicki use a Skywings Boeing 737-300 and Trabzonspor visit aboard a Turkish Airlines Boeing 737-800. In September, Steaua Bucharest used a Tor Air Boeing 737-400, while Liverpool’s game against Utrecht brought us two Transavia Boeing 737-800s. Also in September, Norwegian fans visited for the weekend using JetTime Boeing 737s. Liverpool’s game against Napoli in November brought in a number of aircraft including Alitalia Airbus A320s, along with Air Italy, Neos, TVS and Blue Panorama Boeing 737s. Another tie with Utrecht in December brought in a CSA, CCA/Illyrian and four Transavia Boeing 737s.

Welsh team TNS played host to Anderlecht in a Champions League qualifier in July, which led to the visit of a Brussels Airlines Avro RJ100.    

Domestically, Everton FC tended to use Eastern Airways SAAB 2000s, while Liverpool FC have mostly used Scot Airways Dornier 328s. Both teams have also used the Cello Aviation BAe 146-200 G-RAJJ.

Non football charters included a pair of Adria Airways Airbus A319s in November, reportedly in connection with the visit of WWE wrestlers. Lourdes flights in July brought in an Air Explore Boeing 737-400 and an Air Sweden MD-81. For the first time in a long while there were no Medjugorje Peace Tour flights to Split this year.

FREIGHT

2010 saw 276 tonnes of freight pass through Liverpool Airport – up 23 tonnes compared to 2009, but nowhere near the levels that we were used to just a few short years ago.  Unfortunately, the airport still sadly lacks any scheduled freight flights. There was an early morning courier service between Liverpool and the Isle of Man, mostly operated by the then resident Moss Aviation Seneca G-JMOS, but this too ceased in June. 

The first five months of 2010 can basically be written off, with just a few small motor part charters visiting.  Our first interesting movement came in June with a Cityline Hungary Antonov An-26. Subsequent months saw more An-26s, including Aviavilsa and RAF-Avia examples. Ultimately, we had six different An-26s visit during 2010. We also had four SAAB 340s, two Polish and two Hungarian examples, plus Aviavilsa, Farnair, Danu and Air Contractors ATR-42/72s. November saw our biggest freight flights, with MNG Cargo Airbus A300 TC-MNV and Kuzu Cargo Airbus A310 TC-LER visiting. The following month brought the year’s only Antonov An-12 in the shape of Aerovis example UR-CCP. Other airliner types included a sole Short SD3-60 and a Fokker F-27 – two types that have, in the past, played a major part in freight operations from Liverpool. 

We had the usual array of smaller types on freight flights, including Beech 1900s, Metros, Dornier Do 228s, a Beech 99, Bandeirante, Twin Otter and a number of mostly German registered twins and business jets on “Line-stopper” flights.  

MILITARY MOVEMENTS

Of the seven visiting air arms in 2010, visitor highlights included Czech Air Force Airbus A319CJ 2801 in July, Dubai Air Wing Agusta AW-139   DU-139 in June and  French Army TBM-700 160/ABV in April.

Interesting RAF visitors included a 3 Sqn Typhoon F2 in June, which night-stopped after performing a display over a race meeting at Oulton Park. September saw the Red Arrows night-stop on their first visit to Liverpool since 2000. The plan had been for the Reds to display over the Great North Swim that was taking place in Windermere, but the event was cancelled and they returned to their base the following morning. As has become customary, September also bought in aircraft for the Southport Airshow. Active RAF aircraft included three Tornado GR4s, two Hawks and two Tucanos. The warbird element proved more interesting, with two DH Venoms G-DHVM & G-VENM (believed to be making the first visit of type to Liverpool), two Gnats G-TIMM and G-RORI and the strikingly schemed Hunter Mk.58 G-PSST. Also in September, RAF TriStar ZD949 visited on a training exercise, having recently undergone modifications at Cambridge. October brought in C-17A Globemaster III ZZ171, which visited from Akrotiri to Brize Norton.

Royal Navy visitors in 2010 included Lynx ZD261, which routed f&t HMS Kent out in Liverpool Bay in July and Merlin HM1 ZH858, which visited from Prestwick to Culdrose in October.
AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS

The number of aircraft movements fell quite considerably 2010. The CAA figures indicate that there were 68164 movements compared with 78754 in 2009 – a fall of over 13%. Perhaps some of this can be put down to the standstill the airport came to in its scheduled services during seven consecutive days in April, along with further disruption in May due to the volcanic ash entering UK airspace from Iceland.  Needless to say, the continued lack or regular freight flights must also be a contributory factor, along with the loss of IT flights and fewer football charters.

GENERAL AVIATION

The number of biz jets using Liverpool during 2010 was 278 – an increase of 16 over 2009 and our third best year after the 2007 and 2008 totals. The number of GA twins and GA singles both showed a modest rise in 2010 compared with 2009.  The rise in twins is the first since 2004, while the increase in singles is the first since 2005.  Unfortunately, the number of visiting helicopters continues to drop sharply, with just 101 examples visiting in 2010 compared to 142 in 2009. A quick check back suggests that the 2010 helicopter figure is the lowest in decades.

RESIDENTS

The total number of resident aircraft at Liverpool at the end of 2010 was 92 – a drop of five compared to 2009. A couple of our residents were lost to accidents – most notably Citation I G-VUEM, which made the national headlines when it came to grief at Birmingham in November whilst operating a live organ flight. Some of this year’s more notable new residents are Malibu N921GG, which replaced Cessna 340 G-CCXJ with Kilo Aviation and Islander G-JPEG, which joined P68 G-RIPA with APEM Ltd. Moss Aviation replaced their Seneca G-JMOS in November with brand new King Air 90GTX N6014V.     

Flying training from Liverpool’s General Aviation centre is available from the following companies - Liverpool Flying School/Keenair, Ravenair, Helicentre, JD Aviation and Merseyflight. Lomac Aviators also began offering flying training in late 2010/early 2011 and are expanding their fleet. Ravenair’s associate company, Liverpool Aviation Services continues to offer private and corporate users of the airport a one-stop aircraft and passenger handling service as the airport’s Fixed Base Operator for General and Business Aviation.   

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENTS

The airport got new owners when Vancouver Airport Services announced in June that it had reached agreement with The Peel Group to acquire a 65% share in Peel Airports Limited, which includes key airport assets of Liverpool John Lennon Airport, Robin Hood Doncaster Sheffield Airport and Durham Tees Valley Airport. The Peel Group retains a 35% investment in Peel Airports Limited and a presence on the board. 

July saw the opening of the £12 million extension to the terminal building and security area. The extension is situated at the eastern end of the terminal and incorporates what was originally hangar 1. The expansion brings much needed improvements for passenger flow through security and also provides a variety of additional retail facilities.

Another airport hotel opened in October. The Premier Inn, Liverpool John Lennon Airport, situated on Speke Hall Avenue, less than half a mile from the terminal building offers 101 rooms, with prices starting from £29 per night.

The letter R after or before a number indicates a record number of different aircraft, of that particular type, visiting in that year and R=       
means a number equal to the record.   

4.
When an aircraft appears that has been re-registered during the course of the year, and has visited Liverpool wearing both its original         
registration, and  later  wearing its new  registration, it will  appear in the  listings  as  follows: - G-EZIA/HB-JZT.   The aircraft will  only      
be counted in the totals once. As with the example, if the aircraft has been re-registered in the UK, then that registration will appear first. 

5.
As usual,  the listings will show  British-registered aircraft first,  followed  then  by  foreign-registered aircraft in  alpha-numeric order, and 
finally by military aircraft.

The total number of aircraft visiting Liverpool in 2010 was 1506 – an increase of 41 compared to 2009 and the first rise since 2007. The total number of airliners rose by 36. As already mentioned, there were also rises in the numbers of biz jets, GA twins and GA singles, but commuter aircraft and helicopters saw a fall. 

The number of actual aircraft types was136, a drop of just one compared to 2009.  Aircraft types visiting in 2009 but not 2010 were: VC-10, Boeing 747, Boeing 767, Canadair RJ, Electra, LET 410, Falcon 20, Sea Hawk, Catalina, Xingu, Grob 115, Lancair LC42, Rand KR-2, Robin HR srs, Thorp T211, Stampe, Super Cub, Bell 212 and Ikarus C42.

Those types appearing in 2010, but not 2009 were: EMB500 Phenom (fv), Falcon 7X, C-17A Globemaster III, Gnat, Hunter, Venom (fv), Aerostar, Cessna 310, Merlin III, GY80 Horizon, Jodel, Nanchang CJ-6 (fv), Rapide, Vagabond, Eurocopter EC130 and EH101 Merlin.
