Flyglobespan Adds Toronto as Liverpool’s Second Transatlantic Destination

Hot on the heels of the announcement of the Airport's first transatlantic service, John Lennon Airport is now to be linked to another North American destination with a weekly direct flight to Toronto in Canada following Flyglobespan's announcement that it will commence flights to Toronto's Hamilton Airport from May 2007. 

Toronto is located on the North Western shore of Lake Ontario and is Canada's largest city and the fifth largest in North America. It is home to the world's tallest building, the CN Tower and is one of the most multicultural and ethnically diverse cities in the world. The new LJLA service is part of a comprehensive Flyglobespan programme to Toronto's Hamilton International - an airport which is growing in popularity because of its convenient location between downtown Toronto and Niagara Falls and the ease with which passengers can progress through it. 

Flyglobespan is the latest addition to the list of airlines now operating from LJLA.  This service will be the latest LJLA route from Flyglobespan who are already committed to daily services to New York and Tenerife. With fares starting at only £109 one way including taxes this Toronto service is expected to prove popular with passengers from both Merseyside and Canada. The flight is scheduled to depart from Liverpool on Monday lunchtimes at 1:30pm arriving in Toronto at 4:30pm. Return flights leave Toronto on Sunday evenings at 8:20pm arriving in Liverpool at 8:25am the following day.

As with the majority of their long-haul programme, Flyglobespan will offer three fare bands on their Canadian flights - Economy, Economy Premier Service Upgrade and Business Class. With Economy Premier Service upgrade prices starting at only £149 including taxes and Business at only £209 including taxes, the company expect a high demand on these upgraded seats.

Neil Pakey, Chief Executive of Peel Airports commented, "Connecting Liverpool to Canada will hopefully be seen as another boost for the region ahead of our 800th anniversary and our Capital of Culture year. The flights went on sale in Canada before they did in the UK, so we expect many Canadians will be already booking flights. The destination is not only close to Toronto, it is also close to the Niagara Falls and Buffalo across the U.S. border, so we think it will also be attractive for the North West market seeking low cost flights to this region"

"Canada was the foundation that we built the Globespan name on," says Flyglobespan chairman Tom Dalrymple. "And I have been very keen to get the airline flying Canadian routes. "We know the market very well over there. That knowledge, allied to Flyglobespan's ability to offer the most competitive fares will give us a very good all round product that I am sure will go well with our customers. "I am sure, too, that our customers will appreciate the benefits of flying into Toronto's Hamilton International airport. It is in a superb location for Toronto, Niagara Falls and Ontario's main tourist attractions and has a great reputation for processing passengers quickly and efficiently saving time overall on both arrival and departure. "There are very strong links between the UK and Canada and we look forward to a lot of activity on what I am sure will prove to be a very popular route. "I think the people of Liverpool appreciate the type of service we are bringing to their doorstep and I look forward to their continuing support. "We will also be bringing tourism and significant business traffic into the airport which can only be good for the region."

The Mersey Partnership's Director of Investment, Mark Basnett, said, "This announcement by Flyglobespan is another great boost for our economy and underlines the company's commitment to and confidence in the Liverpool region.  It further demonstrates the importance of Liverpool John Lennon Airport as a global gateway and regional economic driver. "Flyglobespan has already made a significant investment here with daily flights to New York from Liverpool from May 2007 and this new link will further reinforce Liverpool as a destination on the international map. It offers another opportunity to attract new visitors into the region to our wealth of attractions and enhance the business connectivity of the area".

Tom Dalrymple, Flyglobespan's Chairman commented, "We are naturally delighted with this latest development. This was too good an opportunity to miss. JFK is widely recognised as the airport of choice for those visiting New York and we believe this will be particularly beneficial for those travelling on business"

Robin Tudor, JLA's General Manager Corporate and Community Affairs commented, "To be able to promote a direct service from JLA to JFK should undoubtedly help to make this service a success and a lot of work is already underway regarding the promotion of the Airport's first scheduled flights to the US. JFK airport is synonymous with New York and we believe this latest development further enhances what was already an attractive service."

The Mersey Partnership (TMP) helped spearhead the Campaign for a new transatlantic air link from Liverpool, and lobbied Merseyside's business community to throw its support behind the route. Mark Basnett, Director of Investment at TMP said: "This news will benefit the business communities in both cities.   JFK is New York's most prestigious airport, boasting some of the finest business and leisure passenger facilities in the United States." 

"Aligning JFK with Liverpool will further reinforce our city as a destination on the international business map, and we will be working closely with Flyglobespan and Liverpool John Lennon Airport to promote the service both locally and in the US."

August – Liverpool John Lennon Airport’s Busiest Month EVER!

JLA announced in early September that August 2006 had been their busiest month ever with almost half a million passengers travelling through the Airport. There has been a continued growth in passenger numbers throughout the past year, however despite the increased security measures and the subsequent cancellation of a handful of flights from Liverpool, August  was yet again a record month with a total of 492,629 people choosing to use JLA – an increase of almost 6% compared to August 2005.

 
Robin Tudor, General Manager, Corporate and Community Affairs said: "The traditional summer holiday months of July and August have always been busy periods for us at JLA and we are delighted that more and more people throughout the region are continuing to take advantage of the great range of destinations and low cost fares available from Liverpool. The poor weather here in the UK in August no doubt also helped to tempt passengers to take the opportunity to fly off somewhere warmer and sunnier.

The announcement followed only days after Ryanair announced a further 2 destinations starting from Liverpool later this year. The popular ski 
resorts of Grenoble in France and Salzburg in Austria will be available from December, taking the total number of scheduled services from JLA to 62. Next month Ryanair will commence services to 11 new destinations as part of their expansion plans at Liverpool with flights to Aberdeen and Inverness in Scotland, Alghero on the Italian island of Sardinia, Ancona on Italy’s Adriatic coast, Kaunas in Lithuania, Krakow, Poznan and Wroclaw in Poland, Santander and Santiago in northern Spain and Tampere in Finland, giving even more choice for passengers.

Full details of the August passenger and freight statistics can be found towards the end of this month’s review.

Freight Centre Update

Updating last month’s photograph, the photograph below shows how the new freight facility, situated between the “Tango” stands and the light aircraft park (“Kilo”), looked on the 22nd September. Correcting last month’s news, there is not to be a new apron in front of the building. The facility is actually to be a  “landside” distribution warehouse and the paving that can be seen to the front is for lorries to manoeuvre into the loading/unloading bays. Long-term though, the airport do anticipate having their own freight centre with dedicated apron, as laid out in their Master Plan  - details of which can be found at the Liverpool Airport website www.liverpoolairport.com (Photograph – Adrian Thompson).

As can be seen from the above photograph, easyJet continued to lease in a variety of aircraft during September to cope with their own pilot shortage. The highlight was probably the pictured Axis Airways Boeing 737-400 F-GLXQ. Other aircraft included a pair of Flyglobespan Boeing 737-300s (G-GSPN and G-OTDA), a pair of Eirjet Airbus A320s (EI-DIJ and EI-DKG), a Titan Airways Boeing 737-300 (G-ZAPW) and Boeing 757-200 (G-ZAPU), plus Hello MD-90 HB-JIE. The two Futura Boeing 737-300s EC-JUC and EC-JXD, which had been used during August, positioned out on the 1st September following the termination of their lease. ‘UC departed to Mahon as EZY8004 and ‘XD departed to Palma as EZY8003.      

No big news from Ryanair this month as we await the basing of new aircraft and the opening of eleven new routes in October. During September, we had no fewer than 33 of the company’s Boeing 737-800s appearing at Liverpool, three of which (EI-CSO, EI-DHF and EI-DHI) were paying their first visits of the year. Furthermore, ‘HF was paying its first ever visit. In similar vein Flybe Dash-8 G-JECO paid its first ever visit on the 5th, when it operated the BEE163/163 Belfast City rotation. EuroManx used ATR-72 EI-REJ for all but one of their flights from Liverpool during the month – the exception being EMX401/402 on the 20th, which was operated by ATR-42 EI-CPT. The company has announced that it is to add an extra rotation on Saturdays from the commencement of the winter timetable.

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

Liverpool FC’s Champions League match at PSV Eindhoven saw supporters travelling out to Brussels on Excel Airways Boeing 767 G-VKNG. The aircraft departed on the morning of the 12th, returning in the early hours of the 13th. The home match with Galatasaray later in the month brought in Freebird Airbus A320 TC-FBE on the 25th and A321 TC-FBG on the 28th. Staying with Turkish flights, the successful IT programme to Bodrum and Dalaman saw Onur Air Airbus A300s replace A321s on the OHY3149/3150 Dalaman flights on the 14th and 18th, with TC-OAA and TC-OAG appearing respectively on those dates.  Tour operator Holidays4U has been delighted by the demand for Turkish flights from Liverpool and they will be extending their service next year – more of which will appear in next month’s review.

Croatian Airbus A320 9A-CTK operated outbound to Split on the 6th, on the Medjugorje pilgrimage, with 9A-CTF operating the return leg on the 13th.

MAIL/FREIGHT NEWS 

Mail flights from Liverpool ceased altogether at the end of the month, bringing an end to what had been a most successful operation over many years, although the number of flights had declined quite dramatically in the last few years after the Royal Mail made changes to their distribution network. 

The two nightly Air Contractors ATR-42 and ATR-72 flights from Gatwick finished earlier, their final rotations taking place on the night of the 22nd. For the record, the final mail flight was operated in the small hours of the 30th, when MNG Cargo F-27 TC-MBF departed to Belfast at 00:28 as NPT502. The Budapest Air Service An-26 HA-TCX operated out to Edinburgh as BPS4507 at 23:47 on the 29th. With regard to the Edinburgh mail service, RAF Avia SAAB 340 YL-RAG stood in for the Budapest An-26 on the evening of the 26th. The aircraft, which was paying its first visit to Liverpool, positioned in from Nottingham/East Midlands as MTL406F. 

As far as scheduled freight services go, this just leaves us with the TNT operation to & from Liege, plus the Clifton Seneca (normally G-DAZY) operating a courier service for DHL. The latter arrives from Belfast during the evening and departs to the Isle of Man in the early morning. Starting from next month, all our scheduled freight flights (what there is left of them!) will be included in the visitors table.

TNT flights settled into a more normal operation during September, with the return of the Atlantic Electras in place of the Tu-204, Boeing 737s and Boeing 757s that had been appearing over the last few months. Even so, we still had visits by Boeing 737-300s OO-TNB and TF-BBD.  There was little in the way of ad-hoc freight charters during September. We had a couple of Metros, the most notable being Euro Continental Air example   EC-JIP, which visited f. Clermont-Ferrand t. Southend on the 14th/early 15th as ECN542/543. Businesswings Twin Otter D-IVER put in an appearance on the 21st, routing f. Dortmund t. Kassel.  

GENERAL AVIATION/OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

September was another good month for biz-jets, with something like 46 different visitors, including a couple of airliner types (namely Corporate Jet Services Do 328JET G-CJAB and TAG Aviation ERJ-135 Legacy G-SYLJ). This month’s highlight was the first visit of a Challenger 300 variant. The aircraft in question, N508FX night-stopped on the 5th, routing f. Boston/Logan t. Gander. Other Challengers this month were D-ANKE (3rd – n/s and 12th) and LX-ZAV (16th). Gulfstreams this month were Gulfstream III N105VS, which visited f. Luton t. Le Bourget on the 8th and Gulfstream 550 N534QS, which visited f. Oklahoma City t. Dublin on the 25th.  Falcon 2000 N659FM arrived from Gander on the 10th and departed to Dublin four days later. We had a pair of German Falcon 2000s on the 27th, namely D-BOOK and D-BERT – the latter night-stopping.  Beechjet 400 N520CH passed through on delivery on the 2nd, routing f. Keflavik t. Milan/Linate.  Also worthy of note was Canadian Learjet 35 C-GAJS, which arrived from Keflavik on the 29th and departed to Munich on 4th October.

On the lighter side, probably one of the most unusual visitors of the month was SIAI-Marchetti SF.260 G-NRRA, which visited f. Oxford t. IOM on the 6th. The aircraft sports a pseudo Burkina Faso military livery. Aviat A-1B Husky G-HAIB visited f. Biggin Hill t. Shoreham on the 9th. This was a first visit of type. TBM-700 N700EL visited f&t Dollys Grove on the 1st, while Pilatus PC-12 HB-FOX visited f&t Zurich on the 11th. 

MILITARY VISITORS

September was a very quiet month for military visitors, with visits from the RAF, Army Air Corps and Irish Air Corps. RAF highlight this month was 4FTS display Hawk XX159, which night-stopped on the 2nd, routing f. Belfast t. Blackpool. The aircraft was here in connection with the Southport Air Show. Puma HC1 XW219 visited f. Hereford t. Belfast on the 21st as SHF005. Army Air Corps activity consisted of Islander AL1 ZG844 on the 1st and 8th, an unidentified Lynx calling AAC527 on the 18th and another example - XZ193 the following day, calling AAC910. Irish Air Corps King Air 200 240 visited on the 20th, routing f. Amsterdam t. Baldonnel.

RESIDENT NEWS

Three of our based aircraft suffered accidents during September – one of them being a total write-off. TB-10 G-JURE departed for a local flight at around 20:30 on the 25th. Shortly after, the pilot reported an engine problem and declared a mayday before disappearing from the radar screens. The aircraft crashed into woodland near Delamere forest, the wreckage becoming stuck in trees some 20ft up. Luckily, the pilot, the sole occupant on board was quickly rescued and taken to hospital suffering from severe burns. Those who saw the footage on local news bulletins and in the papers will agree that it was a miracle that he survived – this largely thought to be thanks to the tree-tops cushioning the impact. Liverpool Flying School Tomahawk G-LFSD departed to Hawarden at 11:05 on the 9th to carry out circuit training there. Unfortunately, the nose-wheel collapsed on landing, causing the propeller to strike the runway. It is not known at this stage if the aircraft is to be/has been roaded back to Liverpool for repairs.  One aircraft that has just returned to Liverpool by road is Ravenair Tomahawk G-BMML. The aircraft is rumoured to have suffered a loss of power on take-off at Barton, where it was stationed and it returned to Liverpool on a trailer on the 15th.  Staying with Ravenair, Cherokee G-AYKX, which departed to Sleap on 29th August, returned from there on the 21st, having been repainted in their trainer livery and re-registered G-RVRT.

German registered Cessna 172 D-EAGC arrived from Barton on the 10th and was still here at the time of writing. It flew a local on the 25th and operated t&f Northampton on the 29th. Super Cub G-AYPR, which remains up for sale, departed to Bourn on the 26th, returning in company with Robin HR2000/100 G-GBJS. The Robin is also still here at the time of writing and has been noted flying from here on a number of occasions. One of our larger residents, C-47 N473DC departed to Soesterberg on the 15th, returning two days later. Finally, Schweizer 269 G-CEAW, which we reported last month as being a new resident, appears to have moved on. Although still registered to the same owner, it departed to a private site at Holmeswood near Warton on the 4th. This is believed to be where the owner lives, so presumably it will be stabled there and we may get a visit from it from time to time.

As mentioned in the Airport News section, August saw a record number of passengers using Liverpool John Lennon Airport, with the total just a whisker short of half a million. Few would need reminding that this total is actually well in excess of the total figure for the whole of 1994!

EPILOGUE
September brought a few interesting aircraft, not least the Turkish Airbuses – the two Onur Air A300s and the Freebird A320 and A321. Probably the most interesting airliner however was the RAF-Avia SAAB 340, which was making its first visit. Biz-jet wise, there were quite a few worthy of mention, not least the first visit of a Challenger 300. On the lighter side, the Aviat Husky was also paying a first visit. On the news front, it is great to see the airport getting its second transatlantic service even before the first one has started.

On the minus side, it is sad to finally see the end of the mail flights, which have provided great interest (and employment) over the years – not least in recent months when the former Emerald Airways routes were replaced by various Russian-built aircraft. Who can forget though, the old days when we just had a few scheduled passenger services, but then the apron came alive in the evenings with the hustle and bustle of mail flights of all shapes and sizes, disgorging their bags and being reloaded with more for their next sector. A sight that will be sadly missed although the airport itself continues to go from strength to strength…eleven new destinations next month!
