AIRPORT NEWS/LATEST DEVELOPMENTS

August Holiday Getaways bring Liverpool John Lennon Airport its Busiest Month Ever

Liverpool John Lennon Airport (JLA) broke all previous records last month, with over 580,000 passengers having passed through the terminal, making August the busiest month in the airport's 78 year history. Increased numbers of holidaymakers travelling through JLA during the summer months helped the airport break the previous record of just over 575,000 set in August 2007.

This year, low cost airlines easyJet and Ryanair have been operating to more summer sun destinations than ever before with a number of new holiday resorts featured for the first time. Despite the difficult economic climate, holidaymakers across the North West clearly continue to value their Summer holiday abroad, taking advantage of the many value for money flights available with the added convenience of flying from a local airport.

Growing numbers of passengers are also capitalising on the convenience of being able to travel to destinations across the world, by starting their journey from Liverpool with KLM. The airline's flights to Amsterdam Schiphol with its hundreds of onward connections also continue to prove popular.

Some 81,000 passengers travelled through JLA on 568 flights over the August Bank Holiday weekend alone, surpassing the airport's own passenger predictions. During a two hour peak early on Bank Holiday Monday, over 2,200 passengers passed smoothly through the new airport security area and into the expanded departure lounge.

With reports showing that the British summer was the coldest for 18 years, the continued bad weather is also believed to have contributed once again to the increases in passenger numbers, with holidaymakers desperate to get away for some prolonged warmer weather.

Craig Richmond, CEO of Peel Airports commented: "Even we have been surprised by the levels of growth seen in passenger numbers choosing to fly off during the summer months from Liverpool. Two weeks in the sun clearly remains very important for families in particular throughout the North West, despite the recession. This is a great achievement and I know that staff here will be proud of this latest milestone for the airport. It is because of their hard work that despite more passengers having passed through our doors, standards of service have continued to improve too".

Wizz Air adds Vilnius from May 2012

Wizz Air, the largest low-fare, low-cost airline in Central and Eastern Europe announced in early September that it would launch four new routes and increase frequencies on several existing services by adding a second Airbus A320 aircraft to its Vilnius base as of May 2012. The new routes from the Lithuanian capital include a twice-weekly Liverpool John Lennon Airport service that will commence on the 28th May.

As can be seen from the above table, easyJet finished their seasonal service to Mahon on the 29th, while Ibiza finished at the start of October. Based Airbus A320s this month saw G-EZTF operate through to the 8th, when it was replace by G-EZUK. This was then replaced on the 16th by   G-EZTH. ‘TH departed to Gatwick on the 24th as EZY8005, with G-EZTM coming in the opposite direction as EZY8004.

Reports suggest that Flybe will withdraw their Belfast City service in November – more on this subject next month. Meanwhile, ERJ-190 G-FBEG operated the BEE103/104 Belfast service on the 3rd, in lieu of a Dash-8.

KLM Cityhopper used ERJ-190 PH-EZI on KLM1041/1042 on the 20th. The aircraft also returned on KLM1045 and night-stopped before operating the following morning’s KLM1034.  Fokker 100s this month were PH-OFL (21st), PH-OFM (11th, 13th) and PH-OFP (1st).

CHARTER/IT. FLIGHT NEWS

Titan Airways BAe 146-200 G-ZAPK visited f&t Stansted on the 18th as AWC3471/47W.  The same aircraft visited f. Stansted t. Gatwick on the 20th as AWC46Y/46A. Although not confirmed, these flights may have been connected with Liverpool FC – probably bringing them back from their 4-0 drubbing at Tottenham on the 18th and taking them out for their Carling Cup match v Brighton on the 21st. BMI regional ERJ-145 G-RJXC visited f.  Gatwick t. Manchester in the small hours of the 22nd – presumably bringing Liverpool FC home.

Another BMI Regional ERJ-145, G-EMBP visited f. Aberdeen t. Hanover on the 21st as BMR9432/8945.  It returned from Hanover just before midnight as BMR8946 and departed to Aberdeen the following afternoon as BMR9442.  The reason for this visit is not known.

FREIGHT NEWS 

WDL F-27 Friendship D-AELK took the honour of most interesting freight movement this month – not that it had much competition! It visited from Munster to Cologne on the 13th as WDL211/213.

Via Tauro Metro II EC-JIP night-stopped on the 20th, routing f. Munster t. Liege as FTL5123/5131. Binair Metro III D-CSAL visited f. Ostrava t. Munster on the 26th as BID11B/11C, while D-CPSW night-stopped on the 27th, routing f. Ostrava t. Linkoping as BID6B/6A. Merlin IVC D-CBIN visited f. Siegerland t. Cologne on the 27th as BID2B/2C.    

GENERAL AVIATION, DIVERSIONS, CREW TRAINING & OTHER VISITOR HIGHLIGHTS

We had just over 30 visiting biz jets during September. Most notable amongst those was a pair of Gulfstreams that arrived from Southampton on the 15th. Gulfstream V N405LM night-stopped before departing to Washington/Dulles, while G550 VP-BLW, also night-stopped, but departed to Edinburgh. Challenger 601 N601WM arrived from Gander International on the 11th and departed to Durham Tees Valley on the 14th. Hawker 4000 Horizon N349AK night-stopped on the 22nd, routing f. Zaragoza t. Bangor Maine as TFF159. North Flying Citation III OY-JPJ visited f. Copenhagen t. Aalborg on the 26th as NFA11/011P. Also on the 26th, Solid Air Citationjet PH-SOL visited f&t Amsterdam. Not a remarkable event in itself, but it may have been the last visit of a Solid Air aircraft.  The company, which has brought in a number of its aircraft to Liverpool over the months, was declared bankrupt in early October.  Other notable biz jets this month included Spanish Citation Bravo EC-KKO, which visited in the small hours on the 5th and Slovakian Citationjet OM-OPR on the 7th.

GA prop visitors included King Air C90 N8111H, which was here from the 7th to 9th, routing f. Siegerland t. Hawarden. Another C90 – D-IFHI arrived from Amsterdam on the 30th. We had four visiting Malibus – G-DTFL on the 7th, N46WK, which night-stopped on the 8th, D-EMBZ on the 26th and N926AD, which night-stopped on the 29th. Dutch Cherokee PH-EPO was here from the 27th to 29th, routing f&t Rotterdam. Manx AG-5B Tiger      M-PHML paid visits on the 1st, 26th and 28th, routing f&t the IOM on each occasion. Finally, Vans RV-9A G-NYNA visited f&t Seething on the 28th.

Not a visitor, but American Blimp A60 airship G-HLEL was spotted over the region during the month, while it was based at Barton. It was noted carrying out a flyby on runway 09 on the 22nd.

September brought just a handful of RAF visitors.  Most unusual was a pair of King Air 200s from Cranwell. ZK453 and ZK450 visited f&t their base on the 27th as CWL68 and CWL69 respectively, making a nice change from just flying ILS approaches/go-arounds. Islander CC2 ZF573 visited f. Waddington on the 15th as RRR7945 and departed to an unknown location.  ZH537 did the same on the 30th as RRR7956.  Agusta A109E ZR322 visited on the 6th, routing from a private site to Upavon as RRR1293. 

Former RAF aircraft, Jet Provost T3 G-BKOU night-stopped on the 1st, routing f. North Weald t. Hawarden.  The overnight stay may have been due to a technical problem. The aircraft still wears RAF livery and carries the serial XN637. 

ILS visitors this month included four Tornados, in what (hopefully!) appears to be an increasing trend. ZD747 went down the ILS on the 26th as MRH84. ZD790 and ZA462 carried out a go-around as Spartan Formation on the 29th, while ZA557 visited as MRH45 on the 30th.  All returned to their Marham base after the go-arounds. Chinook HC2 ZA707 carried out a go-around on the 16th, departing to Odiham as SHF599. Meanwhile, BoBMF Hurricane LF363 was persuaded to do a low flypast down runway 27 on the 24th after doing a brief display in the Warrington area.  

RESIDENT NEWS

Ravenair re-painted and re-registered another Tomahawk during September. G-BTJK had departed to Sleap on the 23rd August.  It was re-registered as G-RVNC on the 19th September and returned to Liverpool in Ravenair training livery on the 29th.  On the same day, G-BTAS departed to Sleap and it would be a fair bet that we are reporting on its return as G-RVND in next month’s review. ‘AS is the last of the Tomahawk fleet not to be in Ravenair livery and G-EMMS is the only one without a “Ravenair” registration, although it is in “house” colours. 

As can be seen from the accompanying visitors log, there has been a big increase in Cessnas and Cherokees coming in from Barton. This has been due to the closure of Ravenair’s engineering facility there and them now coming here for work to be carried out.  At the end of the month, there would appear to be at least two Cessnas and two Cherokees still here on maintenance, while others, which had arrived last month, returned there in September along with others that have come and gone within the month.  One longer-term visitor is Miles Gemini G-AKKB, which arrived from Barton on the 25th July. It was still here at the end of September, but was noted undergoing engine runs on the GA apron on the 28th.    

JD Aviation Seneca G-JDBC has been at Liverpool again for most of the month, but has largely been inactive.  It departed to Caernarfon as JDA43W on the 26th and returned from Hawarden as JDA43Z on the 28th. JDA’s Cherokee G-JDPB arrived from Hawarden on the 28th and was still here at the end of the month.  

Steen Skybolt G-RODC took to the air twice during September, flying locals on the 1st and 9th.
